and hardware stores, 7 per cent.

Counter to the over-all month­
ly decline for durable goods 
stores, jewelry sale§ jumped 21 
per cent from July. Lumber and 
building material dealers and 
furniture stores turned in smaller 
increases of 6 and 3 per cent, re­
spectively.

Without exception all durable 
goods stores recorded higher sales 
in August 1950 than in the same 
month a year ago. Sales of lum­
ber and building material dealers 
jumped 63 per cent; jewelry stor­
es, 35 per cent; farm implement 
dealers, 32 per cent; furniture 
und household and appliance 
stores, 29 per cent; and motor ve­
hicle dealers, 25 per cent.

Women’s specialty shops, with 
a 19-per-cent gain, tallied the 
biggest July-to-August advance 
among nondurable goods stores. 
Florists and office, store, and 
school supply dealers showed in­
creases of 18 per cent, and shoe 
stores reported a 15-per-cent up­
turn in their August sales. Small­
er gains ranged from 2 to 12 per 
cent.

The amount of vegetation pro- 
1 tecting the surface of the soil 
i makes a “ whale of a difference” 

in the amount of runoff and the 
amou.it of topsoil carried with it. 
Using range land as an illustra­
tion to what happens during 
heavy rains, the range has been 
only moderately grazed and there 
is a good cover of growing plants 
together with a mat of decaying 
organic matter, there is little run­
off and the loss of soil is at a 
minimum. The growing plants 
and the mulch formed by the de­
caying plant material protect the 
soil surface and soften the blow 
of the raindrops. The sponge-like 
surface takes up the water and 
keeps the soil from washing 
away.

Where vegetation is sparse and 
“grubbed” down, there is little 
protection. The soil surface is 
compact. It soaks up little water. 
Runoff is increased.

In one heavy rain as much as 
100 tons of topsoil per acre can be 
moved down a hillside by splash 
erosion alone.

Both the Senate and the House 
have passed legislation to con­
tinue until December 31, 1952 the 
authority for the Agricultural 
Conservation Program. The bill 
has been sent to the President for 
his signature. This authorization 
is dependent upon annual ap­
propriation of funds.

The August issue of the Feder­
al Reserve Bulletin contains the 
following interesting informa­
tion:

X-Rays Made Here

X-rays were made here last week 
by the State Health Department 
in their program to identify and 
control tuberculosis. This free 
service has been sponsored by 
the Health Department for sever­
al years and the number having 
X-rays made this year exceeded 
by four times the number taking 
advantage of this service on a 
previous visit. There are still a 
large number of people who did 
not take advantage of the service 
and it is hoped that they, too, will 
he included next year. An in­
stance close to home proved the 
value of the free X-ray as the 
main purpose is to find those car­
rying the disease so that they will 
not infect others. A husky foot­
ball player in a town a short dis­
tance from Clarendon had no 
idea that he had TB until he and 
his team mates had X-rays made 
by the Health Department. He 
was exposing his team mates 
every time he was around them 
but was completely ignorant of 
his condition.

Those in charge of the X-ray 
here wish to extend their thanks 
to the general public for coming 
out and Judge W. J. Williams 
remarks in this regard is as fol­
lows:

“Qur chest X-ray drive was a 
deOTed success and as Chairman 
of this drive I want to express 
my sincere appreciation for the 
splendid cooperation of the peo­
ple of Donley County in making 
it so. I can’t of course name each 
person who helped to put this

Great Science Show to 
Be Free Attraction at 
State Fair of Texas

The greatest science show ever 
presented in the Southwest will 
be a free attraction of the 1950 
State Fair of Texas, Oct. 7-22.

Depicting advances since the 
turn of the century in atomic 
energy, electronics, aviation and 
other phases of science will be 
new exhibits from the American 
Museum of Atomic Energy in­
cluding recent acquisitions from 
Brookhaven National Laboratory. 
These will be augmented by ex­
hibits from America’s industrial 
research laboratories.

The dramatic show will occupy 
20,000 square feet of space in the 
new Science Building on the 187- 
acre, $35,000,000 fair grounds.

THE DONLEY COUNTY LEADER

The Science Show will set the 
pace for the Mid-Century theme 
of the 1950 State Fair—“A  salute 
to the first half century, a pre­
view of the second.” The show 
will be opened with tne explosion 
of an astonishingly realistic, sim­
ulated atom bomb. The now-fa­
miliar mushroom climbing into 
the sky will be the signal that the 
show is on.

Exactly how the miracles that 
resulted in the atom bomb were 
accomplished will be shown by 
mock-ups and authentic research 
tools.

Included will be a 250,000-volt 
Van de Graaff generator. A “live” 
model of an atomic pile the size 
of a small house will enable visi­
tors to have their dimes irradiat­
ed harmlessly but “hot” enough 
to register on a Geiger counter.

One exhibit will demonstrate 
the use of radioisotopes or tracer 
atoms and radioactive phosphor' 
ous in agriculture.

David L. DeJarnette, curator of 
the American Museum of Atomic 
Energy at Oak Ridge, Tenn., is 
general superintendent of the 
show.

General Electric exhibits will 
include a pair of the almost un­
believable mechanical hands used 
to handle dangerous radioactive 
substances from safe distances, 
and a colorful display showing 
how atomic fission may be used 
in the future to generate electric 
power.

The large RCA display will 
show theatre-size television, the 
“sniperscope” which enables

soldiers to shoot accurately in 
pitch dark, the electron micro­
scope which enlarges objects 
50,000 times, and a studio in 
which visitors may see them­
selves on television.

Westinghouse will show ap­
paratus used in early experi­
ments with atomic energy, a cut­
away jet airplane engine, and 
other exhibits.

“ Petroleum Peggy 
Says” - - - -

Every so often someone ex­
presses the wish for old-fashion­
ed bread “ like mother used to 
make.” To hear him reminisce, 
you’d think store-bought bread 
was a recent innovation.

Actually, public bakers date 
fro mthe time of the Romans, 
who sometimes used convict 
labor for the job. In Turkey and 
Egypt, any baker who sold bad 
or short-weight bread was nailed 
by the ears to his shop door. For­
tunately, modem baking compa­
nies have no such problems. But, 
as any housewife who has tried 
to produce even one loaf can 
imagine, baking millions of loav­
es of bread a day is a tremendous 
job.

The modem mechanized baker 
has mixing machines which han­
dle enough dough for 1,000 loav­
es. The dough is mechanically 
kneaded, divided and formed in­
to loaves. It is baked on conveyor 
belts which move through block- 
long ovens. One big trick in the

varied operations is to keep the 
dough from sticking to the me­
chanical hands and arms which 
process it.

This is done, not with flour as 
you would suppose, but with pe­
troleum. White oil, a versatile, 
colorless, odorless and tasteless 
product refined from crude pe­
troleum, keeps all molding pans, 
conveyor chutes, mixing arms 
and other units operating freely. 
With white oil as an anti-sticker, 
baking proceeds at the high 
speed necessary to put fresh 
loaves at the comer store each 
day.

Macaroni and spaghetti mak­
ers, and cartdy manufacturers 
too, rely on white oil to keep 
their products from sticking dur* 
ing processing. It is used in the 
mechanical packaging of food al­
so. And the white oil has no ef­
fect at all on the finished pro-

duct.
So, when we talk about the 

proverbial butcher, baker and 
candlestick maker, we had better 
make a place for the oil man, too.

It won’t be long now. The gates 
will swing open soon on the big­
gest and most spectacular expo­
sition ever produced by any state 
fair anywhere, anytime.

State Fair of Texas, Oct. 7-22.

All exhibit buildings on the 
187-acre, $35,000,000 showgrounds 
have been newly painted and be­
ing assembled inside are hund­
reds of thrilling new displays—a 
galaxy of exhibits the likes of 
which have never been seen at a 
State Fair before.

The fantastic new double ferris 
wheel thrill ride — the 90-foot- 
high Sky Wheels—was due to ar­
rive some time during the week. 
It will be set up at the main 
entrance to the Midway amuse­
ment area.

Carnival attractions and side­
shows—led by Sally Rand, fam­
ous fan and bubble dancer—will 
arrive next week.

Concessionaires are busy lay­
ing in supplies to feed hungry 
Fairgoers—who are expected to 
consume 140 boxes of fried chick­
en, 200,000 candied apples, two 
carloads of potatoes (600 sacks to 
the car), 50,000 cones of cotton 
candy, 2,225,000 hamburgers and 
hot dogs, 1,500,000 sacks of pop­
corn, 2,000,000 snow cones, 10,- 
000,000 bottled drinks and 50,000 
gallons of ice cream.

Entries in the Mid-Century

Livestock Exposition already 
total 3,851 with stacks of them 
still to be tabulated. This figure 
is 689 over the total for the 1949 
State Fair.

A breakdown shows 530 head 
of cattle entered in the 1950 beef 
show, more than 400 head in the 
All-American Jersey Show alone, 
197 entries in the Holstein-Fries- 
ian, Guernsey and Milking Short­
horn shows, 364 head in the sheep 
and Angora goat shows, 668 in 
the swine shows, 1,667 head in 
the Junior Livestock Show.

State Shows Big Gain 
In Use of Gas

EVANSVILLE, Ind.—A record 
increase in the use of gas as a fuel 
by home owners in Texas was 
disclosed in a survey of the na­
tion’s utility companies released 
recently.

While government census fig­
ures this year indicate a popula­
tion increase for Texas of 19.7 per 
cent over 1940, W. Paul Jones, 
president of Servel, Inc., the na­
tion’s leading gas appliance and 
equipment manufacturer, pointed 
out that during the same period 
the number of gas usrers in the 
state rose from 652,500 in '40 to 
1,081,300 in ’50, or an increase of 
65.7 per cent. The nation as a 
whole showed a 57.1 per cent in­
crease in the number of gas cus­
tomers, he said.

“This figure would have been 
still larger if the gas utility firms 
in the state had been able to fill 
the constantly increasing number 
of requests from the public for 
this fuel,” Jones added.

He noted that central gas heat­
ing installations in the nation had 
increased 163 per cent in the last 
ten years, rising from 1,187.000 
in 1940 to 3,119,000 today. Ten 
years ago, he said, gas was used 
in only 30 per cent of the nation’s 
automatic home furnaces, while 
oil accounted for a fraction under 
54 per cent and stokers for 16 per 
cent.

Today, Jones added, gas instal­
lations account for 35.5 per cent 
of the total—an increase of 5.5 
per cent—while oil has dropped 
to 50.5 per cent and stokers to' 14 
per cent. The continiung expan­
sion of the country’s natural gas 
pipeline system, which now totals 
282,000 miles, or 50,000 miles 
more than the nation’s total rail 
mileage, will result in an eveh 
sharper increase in the trend to­
ward the use of gas in homes, he 
predicted.
