School Board 
Explains Why No 
Football Team

The Leader was asked this j 
week by the Clarendon Independ­
ent School Board to make an ex­
planation of the reason why Ath­
letics was cut out of the local 
schools, as they wanted everyone ' 
to know that it w asn't for any 
personal reasons.

One reason was lack of tra n s - ' 
portation. In past years, school 
buses usually carried football 
players, band members and pep 
squad girls to out of town games. 
This year the government has put 
restrictions on these buses, allow­
ing them to carry teachers and 
pupils to and from school only. 
Without these busses it would be 
hard to get enough transportation 
to out of town games due to the 
rubber shortage.

Another thing is the money 
question. It takes a good gate re­
ceipt to make a football team pay 
off, and the outlook was very 
vague for much of a turn out for 
any of the games.

The question also arose that it 
might be necessary to close our 
schools for harvest. Our football 
schedule would have started in 
October and run  through Novem­
ber. This would be at the same 
time as the turnout for harvest.

The government has requested 
that all schools do away with 
athletics that govern only a few 
and organize something that 
would take in the student body as 
a whole.

‘These statem ents in general 
must contain an adequate descrip­
tion of the services a firm sup­
plied or offered in March 1942,’*

est March prices charged fur these 
services.”

4. The fourth requirem ent is 
tha t the service supplier should 
now make sales slips and records 
as required by the regulation.

“Such a sales slip m ight be a 
laundry list or a bill showing the 
price charged for each item. I t 
m ight be the cash register ticket 
that is rendered when the service 
supplier makes a sale. It m ight bo 
a receipt or a receipted bill for 
the money paid for the service. 
Regardless of the kind of sales 
slips or receipts, that m ight have 
been given in the past, the service 
supplier m ust now give nny cus­
tom er who asks for it, a sales slip 
showing the date, the ham e and 
business address of the firm, tho 
service sold, and the price charg­
ed.”

The Story Your j 
Shoes Tell

If Johnny tends to w ear ou t
shoes in a small round hole over 
the prom inence of the ankle, it 
probably m eans tha t there is a 
tendency to flat feet. Because 
these holes indicate th a t he in te r­
feres add knocks his feet together 
at this point. This happens when 
he toes out as a results of w eak­
ness of the feet in beginning fla t 
feet or w eak feet.

High heeled shoes in women, 
which are worn on the inside of 
the heels and sole, and in which 
the heels tend to be bent outw ard, 
indicate that the w earer is harm ­
ed by high heels. High heels put 
quite a strain  on the ankles and 
muscles of the calf (to say nothing 
of general posture). When the 
calf and ankle muscles are not 
strong enough to m aintain the 
ankle line erect on top of the high 
heels, the heels tend to flare out­
ward so that the lower legs and 
angles begin to resem ble the le t­
ter X and .th is  wears out the in ­
ner side of the heel and sole.

The point w here the sole w ears 
out may indicate a possible 
weakening of the tranverse arch  
of the feet, or possibly an en­
largem ent of the bone or jo in t 
underneath. W earing out of the 
extrem e tip of the sole indicates 
a weakness or sometimes a para­
lysis of the leg muscles so th a t 
the toes are dragged.

A shoe which wears out “norm ­
ally,” indicating a healthy foot, is 
one in which the heel wears out 
at the very back in the middle, or 
slightly to the outside, and the 
sole tends to w ear out in the exact 
center of the ball of the feet.—The 
National Chiropractic Journal.

Cotton Leaf W orms 
Not So Bad Now

Reports from all parts of the 
county are that the cotton leaf 
worms are not as bad as in the 
past two weeks. The? worms have 
“webbed up” and the next hatch 
wlil be the greatest danger to the 
crops now infested if the w eather 
is favorable and the worms hatch 
out.

The fields poisoned by the dust­
ing and spraying of calcium arse­
nate has produced results and the 
farmers claim a good kill on the 
worms.

Farm ers reporting that the in­
festation is well tinder control a f­
ter dusting is Heckle Stark, Fratik 
Hardin, Lon Rundell, Frank Bour- 
land, Charlie Hurn, Wes Sullivan 
and several others.

An order of 5.800 pounds of 
calcium arsenate was submitted, 
but the shipm ent only contained 
280® pounds due to the shortage 
of the poison in Texus. Reports 
from the state office indicate that 
more calcium arsenate m ight be 
obtained after the first of the 
month, *■

Persons noticing infestations of 
leaf worms in the cotton should 
contact the county agent and he 
will try to obtain the poison for 
them.

Aid To Dependent 
Children Program 
To Be Cut

The new fiscal year, which be­
gins for the state on September 
1st, w ill bring sharp curtailment 
of the Aid to Dependent Children 
program, the S tate Department of 
Public Welfare predicted today. 
The constitutional amendment 
and the law authorizing aid to the 
state’s dependent children limit 
the cost of the program to $1,500,- 
000 a year out of state funds. The 
federal governm ent matches this 
with an equal sum. This makes 
available a total of $3,000,000 in 
equal m onthly installments of 
$250,000. This means that in Sep­
tem ber the state w ill have only 
$250,000 to pay grants which will 
total approxim ately $430,500, 
causing a flat cut in each grant of 
$ 10.

The Aid to Dependent Children 
program issued its first checks in 
September, 1941. In the early 
months of the program, while the 
rolls were small, not all of the 
monthly installm ent of $250,000 
was required and this money built 
up a reserve which enabled the 
state to pay out more than the 
monthly installm ent after the 
rolls developed an overload. In 
August, 19,226 families with 39.- 
680 children received a total of 
$394,004. G rants in September 
will probably call for distribution 
of $430,000 to around 21,000 reci­
pients—with only $250,000 with 
which to pay the obligation. The 
average check in September is 
expected to drop to around $11.50 
as compared with' an average of 
$20.49 in August.

Muximum grants under the 
constitutional amendment and the 
state law are $10 for a family with 
one child and $24 for a family 
with two or more children. Under 
proration maximum checks will 
probably drop in September to 
$6 for a family V’ii.i on  child and 
$14 for larger fn.i lies with still 
lower checks in j spect if eligi- 
bles are added to #ha rolls.

Scrap Metal Drive 
Covering County

Forrest Sawyer, chairman of 
the local salvage committee of the 
USDA War Board says that the 
county is being covered by the 
WPA with trucks furnished by 
the county in collecting scrap 
m etal in a statem ent issued by 
county agent H. M. Breedlove of 
the Texas A&M College Exten­
sion Service.

“It is hard to estim ate the a- 
m ount of scrap metal that w'ill be 
collected by the method now be­
ing used,” Breedlove said, “but 
when the entire county has been 
covered the total amount of scrap 
m etal collected will be publish­
ed.”

This method of sending trucks 
over the county is the sure m eth­
od of getting all of the old scrap 
m etal tha t the people w ant to get 
in to the central collecting plant.

The WPA collects and weighs 
the scrap m etal for th e  people 
wanting to sell the iron and then 
the government sends them a 
check for the material.

All persons are urged to pile up 
the old iron so tha t when the 
trucks arrive they can load the 
iron in a quicker m anner and 
proceed to the other houses.

Surplus Wheat May 
Find Market As 
Hog Feed

Texas surplus w heat has a 
chance of probable m arket in the 
feeding of hogs, according to 
county agent H. M. Breedlove of 
the Texas A&M College Exten­
sion Service. This will give the 
farmers a chance to full feed the 
three and a quarter million hog 
crop. Farm ers who have not had 
experience w ith feeding wheat 
may ask the value of wheat com­
pared w ith corn or other grains.

“Wheat, like all other grains 
should be balanced w ith a pro­
tein supplem ent,” Breedlove said. 
“It is deficient in vitam ins A and 
D, and these m ust be made up 
by green grazing, or by the addi­
tion of alfalfa m eal or hay to the 
ration. For best results wheat 
should not constitute the only 
grain feed. Hogs fed wheat alone 
are likely to go off feed and a 
good way to feed wheat is to mix 
equal parts w ith corn or grain 
sorghum.

“A good ration should be made 
up of these proportions: 40 pounds 
of ground wheat, 40 pounds of 
ground grain sorghum or corn, 4 
pounds of cotton seed meal, 4 
pounds of tankage and 5 pounds 
of alfalfa meal or say. If the hogs 
have access to green grazing, the 
alfalfa may be omitted. I believe 
that this ration will be of benefit 
to farmers wishing to feed wheat 
and will put the fat on the hogs.”

Breedlove stated that this ra ­
tion had been fed at the experi­
ment stations over Texas and had 
been found to be very good for 
the fattening of hogs for the 
market.
