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Now Is The Time
To Treat Orchards

For Tree Borers

Now is the time to treat that
orchard for borers in fruit trees
says county agent H. M. Breet-
love. Ethylene dichloride emul-
sion is the best known poison to
use and can be bought at your
local drug stores. Trees of one
to two years of age require about
one half pint per tree and trees
from two to four years of age re-
quire about three fourths pint
per tree. The poison is poured
about one inch, from trunk of tree
in circle around tree and then
covered over with dirt and the
fumes do the work.

The best time to use this type
of poison for borers is from . the
middle of March to the first of
April, the county agent pointed
out. If you need additional in-
formation then call by the office
of the county agent.

Disputed Item Questioned
By Jury But Attorney
Not Damaged. Is Verdict

A district court jury here held
that a challenged statement in an
article in The Amarillo Times in
April, 1948, on a political race in
Hall county, was not proved as
being “substantially true,” but
that the complainant, Otho Fitz-
jarrald, was in no manner dam-
aged, and was entitled to “no
money.”

The jury reported late Wednes-
day after hearing trial of the case
of Fitzjarrald—now a practicing
attorney in Amarillo, but who
was county attorney at Memphis
in 1948—against The Times in
which he alleged, libel and sought
damages.

The jury found that he was not
entitled to damages and that
there was no malice in the pub-
lication of the article.

The case came to Donley coun-
ty on a change of venue, follow-
ing four previous trials in Hall
county.

Tightening The
Truck Load

Limit Laws

It would be unfortunate in the
extreme if the current efforts in
the Legislature to provide for
better enforcement of the state's
truck load limit law were to gain
the name of being a t‘ruck-rail-
road fight. That is what oppon-
ents of legislatoin dealing with
truck overloading are trying to
make it appear, as witness their
cries of “all aboard” and ‘“toot-
toot” as a bill introduced by Rep-
resentative Lindsey of Texarkana
was passed by the House,

The bill would place no new
restrictions upon truckers. It
would only provide for more ade-
quate enforcement of present
laws against truck overloading
on the highways. This would be
done by using state police, sher-
iffs and their deputies to supple-
ment the Railroad Cammission’s
meager force of weight inspec-
tors, and by permitting an over-
loaded truck to be r&uired to
unload exXcess cargo om the spot
where it is halted.

The railroads, it is true, have
been active in behalf of such
legislation. But that does not

make the effort to control truck
overloading exclusively a fight
between the truck transportation
industry and he railroads. A
nationwide effort, bolstered by
scientific investigation, now is
being made to determine the ef-
fect of truck loads of wvarious

weights on highway pavements,
and to find out whether excessive
loads lead to quick and wunwar-
ranted destruction of such pave-
ments. That makes the subject
one of interest not only to the
railroads but to all the taxpayers
who foot the bills highway
constri: *tion.

for

It 1. \ewise is a matter of con-
cern to the legitimate truckers,
who form a highly essential part
of our transportation system. The
numerous charges that have been
made in regard to the relation
between truck traffic and high-
way disintegration are a threat to
the trucker who abides by the
rules and stays within the load
limit. In fact, the Texas Motor
Transportation Association not
long ago offered its co-operation
in seeing that illegal -carriers,
those who consistently violate the
weights and measures laws, are
driven from the road.
