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WHAT DO YOU CONSIDER 
IN  ELECTING A 
SCHOOL TRUSTEE?
EDITORS NOTE: The following 
article which was compiled from 
various state educational bulletins 
and  articles and submitted by a 
local taxpayer, is being published 
fir what it might be worth to the 
average voter in selecting school 
trustees and in no m anner reflects 
th e  policies of this publication.

What criteria should the voter 
use in selecting and voting fo r , portance of education and who 
candidates for school board mem-

board affairs. They should attend 
all meetings, understand the 
problems of the school system, 
know the resources of the com­
munity, and take the responsi­
bility for interpreting school 
needs, objectives, and accom­
plishments.

Jn general, a .'school board 
member should possess these 
qualifications. Ability in dealing 
with private affairs, sterling 
character, and breadth of mind, 
who are convinced of the im-

bership? Is this elective office 
d ifferent from other public of­
fices? What is the job of school 
board members—what does he do 
o r what should he do?

The lical school board is vested 
w ith authority and responsibility 
for operating and maintaining the 
S tate 's educational p r o g r a m  
locally. There is only one ethicalI 
requirem ent for a school board j 
m ember, and that is a sincere and 
honest desire to serve the schools. / 

W ithout warning, the school | 
board mem ber m ust be ready to 
m eet pressures of innumerable 
varieties and to protect the 
schools from attem pted inroads. 
Faced with the hardest kind of 
facts, ugly situations, even ma­
licious manipulation, the school 
board member must work as a 
realist, but emerge as an idealist 
and a champion of idealism.

The school board member must 
look to  the future more stead­
fastly  and more clearly than is

represent various professional 
and vocational interests, who are 
willing to give time and energy 
to the duties of their office, and 
who clearly understand what 
their duties are.

Service on a board of education 
is a public trust of the highest 
order — trusteeship at its best. 
Hope for the extension, improve­
ment, and lasting success of 
democracy rest heavily upon free 
public education and, in turn, on 
the stewardship of the school 
board member, who is, at the 
same time custodian of the rights 
of every American child. Child­
ren—through public schools, have 
their opportunities for a fair start 
in life. Ultimately, the school 
board decided whether that start 
is an excellent one or one far 
below America's ideals.

Although the Hugoton and 
Panhandle Field is located in 
parts of Kansas and Oklahoma, 
the area of the field in Texas 
produced tw o-thirds of the natu r­
al gas. Oklahoma and Kansas 
have a minimum price for their 
natural gas (approxim ately 10 
cents per thousand cubic feet)— 
Texas w ithout a minimum gets 
as low as 2.6 m.c.f. Texas pro­
duction in the Hugoton and P an­
handle Field during 1952 more 
than  doubled the production per 
acre in Kansas and Oklahoma, 
m eaning tha t pipeline companies 
(mo6t of which are out-of-state) 
are  draining our natural gas at a 
ridiculously low price. Millions 
of gallons of valuable hydro­
carbons are being wasted annual­

ly, and thousands of dollars that 
rightfully belong to Texans are 
going out of the state. Companion 
bills (House Bill 16 and Senate 
Bill 7) are proposed by West 
Texas legislators to regulate this 
situation.

Rodeo In McLean

McLEAN—The rodeo season in 
the Panhandle of Texas will of­
ficially open April 17 in McLean, 
when the annual three-day rodeo 
is held under the sponsorship of 
the Floyd-Corbin-Florey Post 315, 
American Legion.

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U  Your Child's 
Education Worth 
21 Cents Per Hour?

AUSTIN—Your child’s educa­
tion in the Texas public schools 
costs less than the hourly rate 
charged by the youngest baby­
sitters, Charles H. Tennyson, 
executive secretary of the Texas 
State Teachers Association, said 
today.

“A lot of people talk about the 
high cost of education," Tenny­
son said. ‘‘Actually, during the 
1951-52 school year, the actual 
cost per classroom hour for each 
child was only 21 cents.”

Figures for the 1951-52 school 
year are the latest available. 
Total public school costs for that 
year were $318,963,078, according 
to figures compiled by the Texas 
Education Agejicy. Average daily 
attendance was 1,213,000. During 
that figure into the total cost 
shows that $262 was spent that 
year for each child.

Dividing $262 by 180, the num ­
ber of school days, gives a cost 
per day of $1.45. Dividing $1.45 
by seven, the hours in a school 
day, gives an individual per hour 
cost of 21 cents.

Natural Gas Tax
Needed To Finance 
Teachers Pay Raise

If additional revenue is needed 
to finance teachers' pay raises, 
superhighway programs and oth­
er projects now being debated in 
Austin, the money should come 
from a tax on natural gas, H. 
Wood, president of the Donley 
County Farm Bureau declared.

“Natural gas does not now pay 
its fair share of the tax bill. Gaso­
line is being taxed at about 30 
percent of its retail value; yet 
natural gas is taxed at only about 
l ’i  percent of its retail value,” 
Mr. Wood said.

There are some special in ter­
ests which would like to see all 
taxes borne by the people in the 
form of sales taxes, etc., the 
county farm leader said. He 
pointed out that the Governor al­
ready has proposed that the sales 
tax on gasoline should be raised 
from four to five cents a gallon. 
Also mentioned was the fact that 
Shiver’s school financing plan 
which is embodied in House Bill 
3 would place more of the tax 
burden on the people in the 
districts.

Another issue which is expect­

ed to come up any day now in the 
State Capital is the superhighway 
program advocated by E. H. 
Thornton, Chairman ot the High­
way Commission. The program 
would cost an estimated $100,000,- 
000 extra each year for the next 
five years. The rural road pro- 

i grain, the county bond assump­
tion monies and the tractor gas 
refund all may be jeopardized if 
this plan is approved, Mr. Wood 
said.

In referring to a tax on natural 
gas, the county farm leader point­
ed out that some tw o-thirds of 
Texas' natural gas is piped out of 
the state. In Michigan, this Texas 
gas is being pumped back into 
the ground for storage. In some 
other states, the gas is taxed 
heavier than it is in Texas, he 
added.

“This great natural resource is 
not inexhaustible," Mr. Wood 
said. “The natural gas that is

leaving Texas today can never be 
replaced. There will never be 
another opportunity for Texas to
benefit from a tax  that would, 
enable that diminishing resource 
to pay its fair share of the  ta *
burden.

“If the need for additional 
revenue is now, then now is the  
time to tax natural gas,” the farm  
leader said.

mypt precede final passage of the 
pay raiser. However, a show of 
strength is indicated at this stage 
by the teachers, and they were 
about ready to go. The Texas 
Assn, of School Boards released 
a poll, showing 67% of board 
m e m b e r favoring the $3000 
minimum schedule, 28% favor­
ing a modified increase, and only 
5% opposing. The figures swung 
around on the Shivers plan for 
increasing the local fund assign­
ments, w ith 57 opposing it, 21% 
undecided and 22% favoring it. 
This probably indicated the ef­
fect of the Shivers newspaper 
series and the letters by Ed B ur­
ris of the Texas M anufacturers 
Assn., m aintaining that the 
schools will lose local control if 
SB 24, the pay raiser, is passed. 
Tennyson countered with a news­
paper series of his own, starting 
Sunday. It theses are tha t pay 
m ust be raised to attract and hold 
teachers; that local districts need 
all their limited property tax re ­
sources to meet building short­
ages and higher maintenance 
costs; that the money for higher 
pay should come from State 
sources.

A PROPOSAL to put the 
Gossett-Lodge Amendment into 
Texas law was sent to House 
Privileges, Suffrage and Elections 
sub-coipmittee for study. HB 239,

by Rep Gilbert Spring provides 
for election of presidential elec­
tors by congressional districts, 
pledged to vote for the party 
which carries that district. It 
would not make the electoral 
vote from Texas follow Statewide 
popular vote exactly, but would 
divide it up instead of the party 
getting a m ajority casting all the 
votes. Rep. Hull will propose re ­
vision of the nominating proced­
ure, to let May party conventions 
pick two candidates, including 
the incumbent, to run in the pri­
mary. Hull wants to keep “every 
crackpot that wants to” from ru n ­
ning for office. His idea would 
eliminate run-off primaries, and 
he wants to let the conventions 
put up the incumbent unopposed 
if they want to. He adm itted to 
the committee that there will be 
objections to his plan.

Nearly $100,000,000 per year is 
spent in Texas each year for old 
age assistance, the blind and de­
pendent children. These three 
subjects come under a single pro­
gram. Most of the money goes to 
the “old folks.’’

The program is administered 
by the Department of Public Wel­
fare in Austin. Under this pro­
gram State fynds are matched 
with Federal monies. The De 
partm ent is headed by a Pan 
handle man. John Winters, who 
is now president of the National 
Welfare Administrator's Associa­
tion. He has 1428 State employees 
under him. Their salaries and ad­
ministration costs run to more 
than 3 H million each year.

Of the total 100 foillion dollars 
spent in Texas, 65% of it comes 
from Federal funds. O ther states 
only average 53% of their wel­
fare program from Uncle Sam. 
Yet pension payments in Texas 
are about $12 per person less than 
the national average. The average 
payment in Texas is $38.50 per 
month.

The Department of Public 
Safety was created in 1935. Here 
is some good news from their 
records.

1952 was the first year that 
Texas traffic death rate dropped 
below the national average. It 
was also the first time the death 
rate from motor mishaps had not 
exceeded previous years.

Even so, Texas still had 31,000 
auto accidents last year and 2,498 
people killed in them. Economic 
loss from these collisions totaled 
$154,000,000.
