COUNTY AVERAGE RATE FOR
WHEAT IS ANNOUNCED

The average county rates per
acre for wheat acreage diverted
to conservation uses under the
1962 wheat program are $15.30
and $20.50, according to Mr.
Cooke, chairman of the Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Committee. Individual farm
rates are based on these county
rates, depending on the farm's
productivity in relation to the
county average, the chairman
said. He also pointed out that
each wheat producer in the coun-
ty with a 1962 wheat allotment,
and also each producer without
allotments who have grown
wheat in at least one of the years
1959, 1960 or 1961, has received
information on the 1962 wheat
program ,including two rates for
his farm.

For the minimum payment, the
rate is 45 per cent of the adjust-
ed basic county support rate,
multiplied first by the number of
diverted acres, and then by the
individual farm yield or produc-
tivity index. The maximum pay-
ment rate is computed in the
same way using 60 per cent of
the adjusted basic county sup-
port rate.

Producers must use an acre-
age at least equal to 11.1 per
cent of their 1962 farm wheat

port under the 1962 program and
be in compliance with their 1962
allotment. In addition, farmers
may voluntarily divert an addi-
tional one-third of their 1962
allotment. The payment earned
for this additional diversion is
made at the maximum farm pay-
ment rate.

The diverted acreage must
represent . an additional amount
over the normal conservation ac-
reage and any acreage diverted
to conservation uses for which
payment is made under any other
Federal program, such as the
feed grain program. However,
cost-sharing under the ACP or
the Great Plains Conservation
program, may be used to carry
out conservation practices on di-
verted acres..

WHEAT GROWERS
CAUTIONED ON ACREAGE

Some small wheat producers
who have grown less than 15
acres of wheat in the past 3 years
may be subject to marketing
quotas — and penalties — under
provisions of the wheat stabili-
zation program for 1962, accord-
ing to Mr. Cooke, Chairman, Don-
ley County ASCS Committee.

Under previous programs, farms
that had less than 15 acres of
wheat, or farms that did not pro-
duce more than 200 bushels of

]wheat annually, were not sub-
fject to marketing quotas even
ithough they had allotments of 15
acres or less. The 200-bushel ex-

emption has been repealed, and
the 15-acre exemption is no long-

‘er applicable under the new pro-

gram,

For 1962, the marketing quota
exemption for those who planted
15 acres of wheat during any one
of the 3 years, 1959, 1960 or 1961,

rand whose allotment is less than

13.5 acres, will be reduced to 13.5
acres. Exemption for growers
who planted less than 13.5 acres
acres of wheat will be the highest

| planted acreage in any one of
‘these 3 years if the 1962 allot-

ment is less than such highest
acreage,

In addition to these quota re-
gquirements, some small produc-
ers may also be subject to mar-
keting quota penalties under cer-
tain conditions, Mr. Cooke point-
ed out. For example, farmers
who have not grown wheat in
any one of the past 3 years and
who grow wheat for harvest with-
out an allotment in 1962 will be

However, 1 feel sometimes
that we overlook the fact that
such rights could be one of our
vulnerable points if not properly
exercised.

These rights are also available
in large degree to the nationals of
other countries, many of whom
are not dedicated to the best in-
terests and welfare of our nation.
These rights, if misused and abus-
ed by our enemies who have ac-
cess to them, can be formidable

ing our government topple. It is
available to those the same as it
is avaiiable to all other people
in this country. Many more ex-
amples could be pointed out
where the enemies of this coun-

try have reversed our constitu-
tional guarantees and rights and
used them to promote their own
causes and to try to do injury to
us. This is a very serious prob-
lem and one that must be dealt
with in the next several years.
It is my feeling that the first
thing that must be done is to
provide a means whereby loyal,
patriotic Americans can be iden-
tified; a means whereby those
who falsely assume this role may
be punished. This is not an easy
task. It is one that will require
many exhaustive hours of re-
search and much effort to effec-
tuate the desired results.

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Plant’s Pressurized Air

A new method has been devel-
oped for starting jet aircraft en-
gines by the use of pressurized
air from an aerospace plant’s own
system,

The new method will provide
an economical substitute for the
mobile compressor units current-
ly used to start the engines. The
mobil units vary in cost from
$25,000 to $120,000, and have a
limited lifetime.

The method involves a simple
starting unit with only three
moving parts and an almost un-
limited lifetime. It pipes pressur-
ized air from: the plant’s lines into
the jet engine turbine.

A pilot merely presses a switch
in the aircraft’s cockpit to auto-
matically open a valve which al-
lows the pressurized air to pass
through a regulator into a flex-
ible hose connectd to the engine’s
turbine section.

Once the turbine rotates fast
enough to start the engine, the
pressurized air is shut off—with-
in a half second—and the hose is
disconnected from the plane. The
entire start takes less than half a
minute. Cost of the new unit:
$4,500.

At a company where engine
starts are made daily, both for
laboratory tests, and checkout
flights, the saving is substantial.
