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Ambush injures Hedley man in Ilraqg

A Hedley High School gradu-
ate was seriously injured in Iraq
last Wednesday when the convoy he
was traveling in was ambushed near
Kirkuk.

Army PFC Aaron Bugg’s con-
dition had stabilized by Friday, but
he was still suffering from multiple
wounds and could lose part of his left
leg, his mother, Connie Dalton, told
the Enterprise. He was scheduled
to be transported from Germany to
Walter Reed Army Medical Center in
Virginia on Saturday.

The front of the vehicle Bugg
was traveling in took the brunt of
the blast, Dalton said, but her son
sustained shrapnel injuries to all four
extremities with his left side receiv-
ing the most damage.

Dalton said there were many
people hurt in the ambush, but an

army medic on the convoy was unin-
jured and got to Bugg quickly. He
was treated in Balad, Iraq, and evacu-
ated to Germany.

“When they called me, he was in
a coma; and they weren’t sure he’'d
make it,” she said. “They replaced an
artery in his left arm and saved it. He
has no muscle in his left leg and just
had a hole between his left knee and
foot. They've transplanted bone from
his thigh, but he still might lose his
foot.”

Dalton said Bugg later awoke
from his coma. Doctors removed
his ventilator Friday, and Bugg gave
them the thumbs up sign.

“I’'m just thanking God that he’s
alive, and I'm keeping my fingers
crossed on that leg,” she said. “I
thought we were going to lose him.
Now I'm just happy he's alive, and |

can’t wait to see him.”

Dalton was leaving Saturday to
be with her son at Walter Reed.

Last Christmas, Bugg proposed
to Lisa Marie McCrosky of Missouri,
a girl he’s been friends with since the
eighth grade, They are to be wed in
January.

Bugg joined the Army in 2002
when he graduated from HHS at age
17. He wanted to get into law enforce-
ment and enlisted to get money for
college. The army recruiter at the
time asked Dalton how she felt about
his signing up.

“I said he’s his own man and has
to make his own decisions,” Dalton
recalled. “I support him in whatever
he does.”

Dalton’s son is a member of
Bravo Company, First 27th Infantry,
2nd Battalion, and was home on

leave during Hedley's homecoming
last month.

“I just put him on the plane to go
back September 16,” she said.

Bugg’s mother says she under-
stands why America went to war in
Iraq, but she thinks the US doesn’t
have any business being there now.

“It’s just senseless — all these
kids dying,” she said. “But as far
as [my son’s] service, I have a lot
of respect for him and everyone
over there. I'm just like every other
mother.”

Dalton said she's received
phone calls and prayers from Hedley,
Clarendon, and Memphis since
receiving the news of her son’s inju-
ries.

“He’s touched a lot of lives in
his 20 years. He's a kid everybody
likes,” she said. “I just want every-

Groundwater district proposes pumping floor rates

WHITE DEER - The Board of
Directors of the Panhandle Ground-
water Conservation District proposed
well production rates last week that
are a guaranteed amount of water
that can be pumped annually in a
management sub-area.

The Board decided that public
comment on proposed Rule 15,
where the floor rates were added,
will be taken until October 29. A
final public hearing will be held on

November 10.

The customary maximum annual
production rate is one acre-foot per
acre. An acre-foot of water is the
amount needed to cover one land-
acre to a depth of one foot.

Under the proposed rule, if an
area is proven to have declines over
1.25 percent per year, the Board may
reduce the maximum annual produc-
tion rate for that area by 0.1 acre-foot
every two years until compliance

City aldermen okay funds
for three tourism projects

The Clarendon Board of Alder-
men met in regular session last Tues-
day with a full agenda to discuss.

Mark C. White addressed the
board on behalf of the Destination
Donley County tourism council.
He requested funds from the Motel
Bed Tax to promote maize days and
costume contest on October 30, a fall
festival on November 20, and a nativ-
ity scene in December. The board
approved $1,000 to help advertise
these activities.

Anita Aaron of the Associated
Ambulance Authority addressed the
board concerning a bill for services
rendered to a volunteer fireman. No
action was taken.

Health insurance bids were
opened, but no action was taken
pending the aldermen’s review of all

proposals.

Tarrel Dyer spoke to the board
on behalf of Centramedia and dis-
cussed the possibility of leasing
space on the city’s radio tower to
deliver high-speed Internet services.
He will bring a detailed proposal to
the next meeting.

The city’s contract with the
Donley County Sheriff’s Department
for law enforcement services was dis-
cussed. Approval for the contract was
given when aldermen approved the
2004-2005 municipal budget. Sheriff
Butch Blackburn said his department
had 51 burglaries for the year-to-date
and 42 of those have been solved.

The area cannot be
restricted below its production floor
rate. The guaranteed floor rates range
from 0.1 to 0.5 acre-foot of water per
land-acre over 15 sub-areas.

The floor rate is the volume of
water that can be pumped in a sub-
area and still meet the District’s 50/
50 Management Standard if all sec-
tions were producing. The District
board can review the floor rates no
more often than every ten years.

Production floor rates were pro-
posed in response to well owners’
requests for more certainty in the
regulatory environment.

Proposed Rule 15 sets out a
1.25 percent acceptable decline rate
that will limit the annual drop in the
Ogallala Aquifer to ensure compli-
ance with the 50/50 Management
Standard. The standard says that at
least 50 percent of the aquifer must
be left in 50 years, starting in 1998.

War on Fat
goes global

With just weeks to go before America casts its
ballots for president, an important issue — some might
say the important issue of our time — is not being
addressed.

It’s not the aftereffects of 9/11 or terrorism or
global warming or social security or high taxes. It’s
not kids who can’t read or old folks who can’t afford
prescription drugs. No, dear readers, the thing that
threatens the most people out there is fat.

Obesity, it turns out, is a big
problem. Oh, yes.

And it’s not just here at
home. It’s all over the place.
Radio Netherlands Science Unit
(gotta love the Internet) reports
that 1.5 billion people are over-
weight or obese, around 300 mil- @ditor’s
lion adults are obese under the
United Nations’ World Health
Organization (WHO) guidelines,
60-70 percent of the US population is too fat, and obe-
sity has increased from five to 25 percent in the UK.

Obesity is also a problem in Paraguay, Mexico,
Indonesia, and Malaysia. In fact, the only place obe-
sity isn’t a problem is the sub-Saharan portion of the
African continent where people are too busy dying
from malnutrition and infectious diseases to ever
worry about getting fat.

Will we
ever get back to the good old days when most popula-
tions could look forward to dying from polio or small
pox or pneumonia? Maybe we could tax the hell out of
food to the point where no one can afford to buy it or,
better yet, just get some good old-fashioned famines
going.

I don’t know what’s going happen. In the mean-
time, I will be watching the next two presidential
debates very carefully to see which candidate is most
likely to help me see my belt buckle when I look
down.

Indian heritage focus of new museum

As a fifth generation Texan, I've
grown up hearing the tales of my family’s
heritage and their adventures in Nacog-
doches and San Augustine before Texas
became a state. Texas is steeped in a rich
history. Throughout the Lone Star State
are hidden treasures answering questions
about our identity and our origins.

Today, our culture continues, and
every day we write another page in Texas
history books. As time goes by, we gain
new insights and perspectives on that
unique past, which is why preservation
efforts are so imperative. Our nation
recently took a major step towards advanc-
ing this important endeavor.

We have the Hispanic culture and his-
tory brought by both Spanish explorers
and Mexican colonists. But even before
that were Native Americans. Known as a
cultural crossroad to many Indians, Texas
has hosted hundreds of tribes, clans, and
families over several hundred years.

They were as diverse in culture as the
geography of our state. Some tribes such
as the Comanche fought against the early
settlers. Others like the Lipan-Apache

tribe occasionally
formed alliances
with the Texans in
campaigns against
other Indians. The
Tonkawa, Karanka- 4
was, Caddos, and
other tribes are cap“°'
simply known for — comment
agriculture, fishing, by sen. kay bailey hutchison
and hunting. Some
tribes still call Texas home.

Recently, the Smithsonian Institu-
tion helped protect this important piece
of American lore by introducing its 16th
museum - the National Museum of the
American Indian (NMAI) - in Washing-
ton, just steps from the U.S. Capitol. The
NMAI was chartered by Congress in 1989
and is dedicated to the life, languages,
literature, history, and arts of the Native
peoples of the Western Hemisphere — the
only national museum of its kind. It is also
the last museum built on the National Mall.

Its September opening was a unique
cultural moment which brought together
tribes and native communities from across

What is it about my local paper that |
love?

It’s called the NEws-Sun and lists the
communities it serves under the mast-
head — the largest, population 3,500, the
smallest, 200, if that. It comes out every
Wednesday, and high school students sell it
in front of the post office. Or, you can buy
it at Safeway, the only grocery store and
the busiest place in town.

We subscribed the year before we
moved to the community. We read about
our future neighbors, the real estate ads,
the antics of local characters.

“Letters to the Editor” was my favorite
part of the paper then. It still is today.

Ironically it was carrying my weekly
column; but when we moved here, it dis-
continued it! It was a relief, actually. The
column is published nationally and writ-
ten with a ‘broad stroke." However when

your next-door neighbor or Sunday School
teacher thinks it only runs locally, they
suspect you of pretending grandiosity. The
compensation was that the closest big-city
paper (many thousands circulation) picked
it up.

My local paper takes itself seriously.
The bulk of the news stories from “Crash
on the Highway” to “Top Grads Recog-
nized” are done by the editor and one busy
reporter. They are skilled writers and cir-
cumspect about not flavoring the news with
“news analysis.”” “Just the facts, ma’am,

Small town papers often thrive
because CNN or Tie New York TiMEes are
not going to scoop them for coverage of
the “VFW Fish Fry,” “Bridge Construc-
tion Delay,” or local boys and girls playing
baseball, receiving scholarships, graduat-
ing, getting married, or going off to war.

I think of local papers as the last
refuge of unfiltered America. A running

the Western Hemisphere. There were rep-

documentary of the warts and triumphs of
real people unfettered by the spin, the bias,
and the opaque polish of today’s homog-
enized journalism.

It is the difference between homemade
bread and Pop Tarts. It gives our little com-
munity a sense of place in the world. We
are important to somebody. We make a dif-
ference. The paper recognizes that.

Fly-in participants asked Con-
gress, again, to uphold the mandatory
country-of-origin labeling (COOL)
law and oppose all efforts to weaken
1t

“Congress needs to keep
COOL,” Sims said. “Mandatory
COOL is a marketing opportunity
for me as a producer, and it’s also
an informational tool for me as a
consumer.”

Days before the farmers came to
Washington, the US Senate approved
$3 billion in emergency disaster aid
for farmers and ranchers suffering
weather-related losses in 2003 and
2004. The group urged their repre-
sentatives to expeditiously enact the
relief package to help those dealing
with hurricanes, premature frost,
drought, flooding, and other natural
disasters in many regions of the

country.

Sims and others also spoke
out against faulty free trade deals
that have resulted in rising imports
and dwindling agricultural exports.
Farmers union members encouraged
US trade negotiators to, instead,
ratify trade deals that are profitable
for domestic producers.

Also, the group voiced their sup-
port for HR594, which would correct
the injustice of schoolteachers, fire-
men, policemen, and government
employees not being eligible for
Social Security that they have paid
for. This bill has 300 co-sponsors
(218 is the majority), but the House
leader will not bring it up for a vote.
There is a discharge petition, which
would bring HR 594 to the floor for
a vote but still needs approximately
25 signers to reach the necessary 218
signatures.
