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GreenLight warns of higher prices

If you thought last winter’s natu
ral gas bill was high, you ain’t seen
nothing yet

GreenLight Gas General Man
ager Brent Wheeler says because of
uncertainty in an unregulated market,
consumers need to be prepared to pay
an extra 12 to 17 percent for natural
gas this winter

“This will have a huge impact
on consumers small businesses,
seniors on fixed incomes,
Wheeler

strongly encouraging people to take

schools,
everybody,” said. “I'm
energy saving tips and to let us get
them set up on a 12-month average
billing plan.”

Wheeler says his company has

no control over the rising cost. A

consumer’s gas bill is made up of

three components, and only two are
regulated (the pipeline transporta-
tion and local distribution cost). The
actual commodity cost is unregulated
and varies according to market condi-
tions

“Because natural gas is a com-
modity, GreenLight Gas has no
control over the price it must pay
for natural gas,” Wheeler said. “The
price we charge the customer is the
same price we must pay.”

With natural gas being traded in
the free market, Wheeler says prices
should be coming down given current
conditions, but that’s not what is hap-
pening.

“The industry reports that inven-

tories are full. There's more in stor-
age than at any time in the last five

years,” he said. “You would think
that prices would come down, but
instead they are tracking the price of
crude oil”

Wheeler said he favors having
the federal government step in to reg-
ulate the price of wholesale natural
gas, noting GreenLight’s cost for gas
has increased from $1.75 per MCF in
2001 to an expected high of $8 per
MCEF this winter.

“I'd like to see these consum-
ers protected and not see quadruple
increases in prices for energy,” he
said. “I want people to stay warm.”

But Wheeler doesn't see any
relief coming any time soon.

“I don’t believe these high
natural gas prices are just a tempo-
rary phenomenon,” Wheeler said. “I

Cattlemen hail bovine gene database

Texas Cattle
Feeders Association and the Texas
and Southwestern Raisers Associa-
tion recently hailed the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s release of the
first draft of the Bovine Genome
Sequencing Project database.

The database is available to bio-
medical and agricultural researchers
worldwide,

“The State of Texas played
a major role in helping make this
happen,” said Bob McCan of Victo-
ria, president of the Fort Worth-based
Texas and Southwestern Cattle Rais-
ers Association, and Ernie Morales of
Devine, chairman of the Texas Cattle
Feeders Association in Amarillo.

“We're very proud to join USDA
and the other cooperators at the brink
of an exciting and revolutionary time

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in cattle production,” .

Texas contributed $10 million of
the $53 million international effort to
sequence the cattle genome.

“This funding wouldn’t have
happened without the vision and
assistance of Governor Rick Perry
and Ambassador Anne Armstrong,
along with the vital help of U.S.
Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison (R-
Texas), U.S. Representative Henry
Bonilla (R-Texas) and Texas Agricul-
ture Commissioner Susan Combs,”
the two officials said.

“In addition, the Texas Beef
Council played a significant part in
helping this day become a reality,”
they said.

Sequencing of the bovine
genome is expected to provide a
number of benefits to basic biology,

Fo ) i

which ultimately will be translated
to more efficient and profitable beef
production.

The bovine genome sequence
will serve as a tool for agricultural
researchers striving to improve
health and disease management and
enhance the nutritional value of beef
products.

“A lot of additional research will
need to be done about the bovine
genome for commercial cattlemen
to ultimately realize its benefits, and
we’re committed to encouraging
that research,” McCan and Morales
stated.

“This is an exciting time to be
an animal scientist, and it’s an excit-
ing time to be a cattleman. We look
forward to more exciting discoveries
in the years ahead.”

City considers raising
building permit fees

The Clarendon Board of Alder-
men held a public hearing on pro-
posed changes to the rates the city
charges for building permits when it
met October 12.

Ordinance 353 would amend
Ordinance 143 and set the price for
building permits at $10 for all con-
struction costing between $250 and
$1,000. The city would also charge
$1 for each additional thousand dol-
lars or fraction thereof.

If approved, a building permit
for a $50,000 home would cost $59.

Under the exisiting ordinance in
Clarendon, building permits cost $1
for the first $250 to $1,000 and 25
cents for each additional $1,000 or
fraction thereof.

A second reading and another
public hearing will be held on this
proposal on October 26.

In other business, aldermen
accepted the bid of FirstCare for
health insurance for city employees.

Tarell Dyer and Chris Ballinger

addressed the board on behalf of Cen-
tramedia Online Services concerning
leasing space on the city radio tower
to deploy wireless Internet service in
Clarendon. A lease document will be
presented at the next meeting.

A bill from the Associated
Ambulance Authority was presented,
and board members approved paying
the revised total of $378.25.

Alderman Janice Knorpp dis-
cussed a topic known as Project
LA, which is a California-based
manufacturer of kit aircraft looking
to relocate in Texas or elsewhere in
the United States.

Knorpp will work with the
Panhandle Regional Planning Com-
mission to file a response to the
project and express the city’s inter-
est in attracting the business to this
location.

The board approved the fund
investment policy with the city secre-
tary remaining as the fund investment
officer.

There isn’t enough room in this column to go over
the entire debate, but a few things need to be high-
lighted to give a clear picture of just where the senator
stands. ‘

Kerry on the flu vaccination shortage: “This ]
really underscores the problem with the American
health-care system. It’s not working for the American
family. And it's gotten worse under President Bush
over the course of the last years.”

Excuse me? Some goobers at a pharmaceutical
company in England, who provide half of America’s
flu vaccines, get the medicine contaminated and that’s
Bush'’s fault? This problem really only underscores
one thing: the need for tort reform. Maybe if the trial
lawyer friends of Sen. Edwards would back off on
the lawsuits, then more American companies would
produce vaccines and we wouldn’t be dependent on
British vaccines.

Kerry on health care: “I have a plan to cover all
Americans.” ““...my health-care plan, America, is very
simple. It gives you the choice. I don’t force you to do
anything. It’s not a government plan.”

Okay, you're going to be president. You have a
plan. Ipso facto it must be a government plan. Govern-
ment plans by definition do force people to do things,
the most common of which is being forced to pay for
them. i
Kerry on jobs: “He’s also the only president in |
72 years to lose jobs.”

Let’s set one thing straight. With the possible
exception of some bureaucratic positions, no president
creates or eliminates jobs in the American economy.
Businesses — both small and large — do that.

Kerry on his record in the Senate: “I've actually |
passed 56 individual bills that I've personally written.” |
The truth is that he really has only had five bills

with his name on them signed into law.

Kerry on illegal immigration: “We need to crack
down on illegal hiring.”

Yes, absolutely. I'm sure that every tomato picked
for Heinz ketchup is hand picked by an American citi-
zen and not by someone whose primary residence is
south of the border. The fact of the matter is that most
of the jobs illegal immigrants do are ones that Ameri-
cans would never do themselves. I'd like to see Sen.
Kerry or his sugar mama pick even one tomato. |

Kerry on the minimum wage: “If we raise
the minimum wage, 15 million Americans would be
positively affected. We'd put money into the hands of
people who work hard, who obey the rules, who play
for the American Dream.”

I don’t know anyone whose dream it is to work
for minimum wage. Assuming 15 million people
would actually be affected and assuming those are all
part-time workers employed for 20 hours per week,
raising the minimum wage from $5.15 to $7 per hour
would result in approximately $1.11 billion per week
in additional payroll taxes to the federal government.
Increasing the minimum wage is not only contrary to
the principals of a free market, it is the equivalent of a
stealth tax increase. But nobody mentions that.

Kerry on religion: “Everything is a gift from the
Almighty.”

Oh, really? Is the income tax a gift from the
Almighty?

Kerry on Social Security: “You just heard the
president say that young people ought to be able to
take money out of Social Security and put it in their
own accounts.”

No, what we heard the president say was ...
younger workers ought to be allowed to take some
of their own money and put it in a personal savings
account....”

And that really brings us down to the essential
differences between these two candidates. Bush rec-
ognizes that the tax the government collects is actually
your money. Kerry doesn’t see it that way. Kerry wants
to “help you” with government handouts and pro-
grams. Bush, on the other hand, wants to help you help
yourself, and that’s what America is really about.

I know which man I prefer — Bush, the man who
more often will respect my rights and treat me like an
adult.
