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Rate Of Payment 
In AAA Program 

Given By Flynt
With the recent determination 

o f 1941 parity payment rates, 
Donley County farmers can now 
estimate the amount they can 
earn through full participation in 
the 1941 A A A  farm program, ac­
cording to Walter J. Flynt, Secre­
tary of the Donley County ACA.

Parity payments, based on the 
normal yields on allotted acre­
ages, w ill be made at the rate of 
1.38 cents per pound on cotton, 
10 cents per bushel on wheat, and 
32.4 cents per barrel on rice, the 
A C A  official said. Farmers who 
participate in the 1941 ACA pro­
gram and plant within their farm 
acreage allotments of these crops 
are eligible to receive payments 
at these rates, he declared.

In addition to parity payments, 
cooperating farmers w ill receive 
conservation payments based on 
the normal yield of the farm acre­
age allotments. As previously an­
nounced, conservation rates for 
1941 are 1.37 cents per pound on 
cotton, 8 cents per bushel on 
wheat, 8.91 cents per barrel on 
rice, 11.25 cents per 100 pounds on 
peanuts, $1.30 per acre on com­
mercial vegetables, and an aver­
age of .87c per acre on general 
soil-depleting crops for Donley 
County. A ll payments are subject 
to deductions if acreage allot­
ments are overplanted.

Farmers, also, may earn pay­
ments under the Agricultural 
Conservation Program for carry­
ing out approved soil-building 
practices up to the maximum al­
lowance available to the farm. In 
most cases, this information h»«

Parity payments in Texas are 
made to producers of wheat, cot­
ton and rice to give them more 
nearly a fair share of the national 
income and to bring farm income 
and purchasing power nearer the 
1910-14 level, Mr. Flynt explain­
ed. A t that time, before the first 
World War, prices of agricultural 
and industrial products were in 
comparative balance. Both con­
servation and parity payments 
help farmers to adjust production 
to meet all market needs and to 
farm in such a way as to maintain 
and build up the fertility of the 
soil, Flynt explained.

Traffic Deaths 
Show Decline

AUSTIN.—A  spectacular reduc­
tion of 34 per cent in the number 
of Texas traffic fatalities was re­
corded in March. Col. Homer Gar­
rison, Jr., State Police director, 
announced today.

The number of deaths last 
month was 112, compared to 169 
in the same month of last year.

The first three months of 1941, 
compared to the first quarter of 
1940, show a decrease of 24 
deaths, or a 5 per cent reduction. 
However, it was during March of 
last year that 29 persons were 
killed in a “ freak” train-truck 
collision near Alamo City. I f  
those deaths are discounted, the 
result is an increase of 5 in the 
number of deaths for the first 
quarter of 1941, a gain of 1 per 
cent.

Fatalities among military per­
sonnel and defense project work­
ers continue to amount to rough­
ly 10 per cent of the total. In 
March there were seven soldiers 
and four defense workers killed.

“While total fatalities decreas­
ed from 449 in the first quarter of 
1940 to 425 in the same period this 
year, the number of fita l collis­
ions has increased 6 per cent,” it 
was pointed out by Colonel Gar­
rison. “The increase in the num­
ber of crashes which claim human 
lives is undoubtedly traceable to 
constantly increasing defense 
traffic; while the decrease in fa­
talities reflects the effect upon the 
public mind of the Legislature’s 
action in passing the new speed 
limit and drivers license laws. 
The widespread attention given 
these measures, even before their 
passage, undoubtedly resulted in 
a more cautious driver attitude 
and a slight but very significent 
reduction in highway speeds gen­
erally.”

Physical Defects Run 
High Among Texans

Nearly one-third of the Texans 
examined for military training 
under the selective service act 
have physical handicaps, Lieut. - 
Col. J. W. E. H. Beck, state medi­
cal officer, reported today.

Beck said that of 30,283 white 
men whose reports he had exam­
ined, only 71.2 per cent were ac­
ceptable physically; and of 6,849 
negroes, only 64.69 per cent were 
fit.

In both cases, Col. Beck said, 
70 per cent were qualified for full 
service, 12.72 per cent for limited 
service, and 17.28 as physically 
unfit.

Principal causes of physical dis­
ability were: Syphilis 1,982; eye 
defect 1,306; defective teeth, 817; 
hernia, 861; nervous diseases, 776; 
cardiovascular disease, 701; tuber­
culosis, 278.

“ It is an appalling fact that ap­
proximately one-third o f these 
men were disqualified for full 
military service simply because 
they had not received proper care 
and attention earlier in life,” Col. 
Beck said.

He added that local boards have 
been requested to inform each 
registrant of the reason for his re­
jection and suggest that he report 
to his physician or dentist for im­
mediate treatment.

Mann’s Opening 
Speech Heard

SULPHUR SPRINGS, April 28. 
v Gerald Mann was carrying his 
campaign for the United States 
Senate to South Texas Monday 
with the cheers of a crowd of 
20.000 that heard his opening 
speech in Sulphur Springs Satur­
day night still echoing in his ears.

Tuesday he was scheduled to 
make the principal speech at the 
dedication of Garner Park in 
Uvalde, home of former Vice 
President John Garner.

Highlights of his Sulphur 
Springs speech were:

“ I want to mechanize our 
army so impregnably that all the 
powers of the earth combined 
could never under any possible 
circumstances produce an Ameri­
can Dunkerque.

“ I view this problem (national 
defense) very realistically. This is 
a time for action, not Words. This 
is a time for concrete objectives, 
not visionary planning..

•"We want jrufts wrfl 7K>ne Rim*\ 
—and we want them now. We 
want ships and more ships and 
we want them now. We want 
tanks, and airplanes and sub­
marines. We want them in great 
numbers and we want them now.

“No men on earth have greater 
fighting qualities than our Ameri­
can soldiers, but we cannot per­
mit them to go into battle inade­
quately prepared.

“And aid to England must in­
crease with each new day.

“The question of old age pen­
sions and assistance has too long 
been made a political football in 
state politics. No longer should 
state elections, held every two 
years, be a playground— and hu­
man emotion—the ball in the 
game.

“Old age assistance by a system 
of Federal matching has been 
made a Federal question. It is 
with us to stay and must be solv­
ed on a sound, stable, and consis­
tent basis.

“There has been too much of 
calling some people radicals and 
traitors and other people pirates 
and ruthless plutocrats. We 
should remember that Americans 
are not a lace. Americans, are a 
people. Those among us who are 
not true Americans should have 
more done about them and less 
said about them. The American 
way of life must first be preserv­
ed. We must be free to urge our 
individual views— and in no other 
way can a unity of spirit be main­
tained.

“ I am now and have always 
been a supporter of President 
Roosevelt. I believe in his ideals. 
I believe in his sincerity and his 
hopes for a better and happier 
nation.

“I  shall be a Texas Senator. 
Just as I said three years ago, I 
shall wear no man's collar— I 
shall be no man’s man. I  shall be 
your Senator, exercising my own 
judgment and doing what I be- 
believe is right for my state and 
nation.

“  I shall support what I  believe 
to be right. I  shall not be the ser­
vant of any man or any set of 
men—-I shall be the representa­
tive o f the people of Texas.”

In the third year, sheer, dainty 
materials are used to make dinner 
gowns or afternoon frocks. Each 
year provides different materials 
and new problems as well as 
helping to develop skill in work.

The dresses were judged from 
the standpoint of materials, dur­
ability, style, and purpose as suit­
ed to the wearer. To obtain a fair 
decision the dresse were judged 
off the girls first. Then, each girl 
put on dress and paraded before 
the judges for the final decision.

NEW YORK. April 28 —BUSI­
NESS—Taxes, wages and prices 
dominate the business news, in 
that order. First two are going up 
zoomingly, third is being sat on 
by Office of Price Administration, 
notably in its ''freezing" of steel 
prices despite wave of wage rises 
in that industry. Wage increases 
are general, but largely confined 
to manufacturing industries, es­
pecially those stirred to new 
peaks of activity by defense rush. 
Whether they'll become general 
depends largely on success of 
O PA  in checking general price 
rises. Details of bill to provide ad­
ditional $.'1,500,000,000 federal I W  
enue for defense proved an eye- 
opener to John Q Public on ex­
tent of his expected contribution 
to defense costs. Even if he es­
capes the income tax— in effect, 
increased from 4 to 15 per cent on 
his net taxable income— he’ll feel 
it in new or additional taxes, 
mostly around 10 per cent, on 
such things as tobacco, liquor, 
gasoline, soft drinks, autos, tires, 
telephone bills, furs, jewelry, 
photographic apparatus, clocks 
and watches, phonographs and 
records, sporting goods, luggage, 
bowling alleys and billiard tables.

CONSERVATION — Measures
to conserve out rubber supply are 
now being suggested. Since Uncle 
Sam's total rubber reserve on 
hand add up to about 11 months’ 
supply.

Specific conserva­
tion measures outlined by Ever­

A  memorial to Tdxas Highway
Patrolmen who have been killed 
in line of duty was placed today 
in the Headquarters office of the 
Department of Public Safety, fo l­
lowing passage of a resolution by 
the Public Safety Commission.

The resolution emphasized that 
all enforcement officers of the 
Department of Public Safety are 
constantly facing hazards involv­
ing loss of life and great bodily 
injury in protecting the citizens of 
Texas. In pointing out that eight 
Patrolmen have lost their lives 
while facing such hazards, the 
resolution declared that “due 
recognition of our great loss and 
our desire to honor these brave 
and splendid citizens of Texas be 
recorded in the minutes of the 
proceedings of the Public Safety 
Commission.”

Two of the Patrolmen, H. D. 
Murphy and E. B. Wheeler, were 
shot to death April 1, 1934, by 
Clyde Barrow and Bonnie Parker. 
The other six—Arthur Fisher, A. 
L. Moore, J. N. Avery, M. D. Tar­
rant, G. A. Freese and D. A. Mc- 
Gonagill—were killed in vehicu­
lar accidents in line of duty. The 
memorial includes their photo­
graphs, the dates on which they 
entered the service, and the dates 
of their deaths.
