New Race Of
Sorghum Head Smut

Grain sorghum varieties, pre-
viously resistant to head smut,
are now susceptible to a new
smut race, according to Dr. R.
A. Frederiksen, A&M plant
pathologist.

First discovered by A&M re-
searchers about a year ago, the
new race of Sphacelotheca reili-
ana, causative orgaism of head
smut, has been identified in six
Upper Coast and Coastal Bend
counties of Texas where grain

‘sorghum is a $15-million indus-

try. y.
More important is the fact that
head smut occurs in all parts of
Texas, which realizes more than
a  $300-million annual income
from the crop, Frederiksen said.

Though it wouid seem o be a
gloomy story, the brighter side
lies in the fact that Texas A&M
has already developed a new
resistant variety experimentally.
Darrell T. Rosenow, grain sor-

at Labbock used a smut resistant

female plant to come up with a
hybrid very similar genotypical-
ly to previous resistant strains.

Tests conducted in a uniform
head smut nursery at Beeville
indicate there may be several
good sources of resistance to the
new threat, Frederiksen . said.
Reactions te the new smut race
were determined this year on all
commercially available lines and
a majority of open-pollinated
lines used for breeding. Certain
¢udan, hegari, broomcorn and
feterita lines have shown much
promise for incorporating new
smut resistance, he added.

The head smut nursery ac-
tually verified discovery of the
new race when known resistant
lines became smutty, Frederik-
gen noted, A uniform nursery
will be continued to monitor
genotypes of the new pathogen
and to maintain a check for pos-
sible new races.

To relieve the oxygen shortage,
the county agent suggests
casting from 50 to 100 pounds of
superphosphate per surface ucx'(-;
over the pond, This buffers toxic
effects of carbon dioxide and
ammonia and stimulates micro-
scopic plants to produce more
oxygen, If treated soon after fish
show distress, the situation is‘.
usually pelieved within an hour.

Using outboard motors to stir
up the water and replenish the |
oxygen supply is often recom- |
mended for small ponds, If a
pump is available, water can be
pumped from the bottom and,
sprayed back on the surface,

Suffocation from oxygen is not
the only cause of fish die-off.
Careless use of agricultural
chemicals can also cause a lot
of trouble. Therefore, possible
contamination, of fish ponds

Don’t Take Chances |
With Pesticides

It doesn't pay to take chances
with pesticides nor with the
equipment used v apply them,

When filling a spray tank or
rinsing or washing pesticide
equipment and containers, never,
emphasizes County Agent Ron-
ald Gooch, permit the water de-
livery hose, faucet or spigot to
extend into the pesticide or the
rinse water, Liquids, he adds,
can be drawn into water hoses
or pipes by siphon action or back
pressure, Liquids can be drawn
through many if not all of the
pumps commonly used on nurse
tanks or wells, points out GoocH.

If you are not sure that siphon-
ing or back pressures can't hap-
pen with your equipment, the in-
stallation of a vacuum breaker
or anti-siphon valve beteween the
water source and the pesticide
equipment is suggested. The in-
stallation should be at least eight
inches above any part of the pes-
