O'Daniel a Cinch
Governor Lee O’Daniel who 

piled up a record vote here two 
years ago is certain to again re­
ceive the same support. The banjo 
strum m ing flour salesman has not 
in  anyway hu rt himself w ith his 
local backers and w ill probably 
reap  a larger vote harvest than 
before.

Too close to be predicted is the 
congressional race which will see 
e ither Gene Worley, E. T. (Dusty) 
M iller or Deck Wells have a small 
local lead. Worley, the youthful 
sta te  representative from Sham ­
rock, has always been a favorite 
w ith  Donley voters. Miller has 
m any staunch supporters carried 
over from his days of district a t­
torney, and Wells, the Wellington 
new spaper man, has much of the 
sectional press behind him.

Boyer Points 
To Record In 

Address Here
Candidate For Senate Asks For 

Election In Order To Serve 
Panhandle Better

Declaring his record as a state 
representative spoke for his quali­
fications, Mox Boyer, Perryton, 
asked Donley County voters S at­
urday afternoon to consider him 
for state senator when they go to 
the polls this week-end.

Boyer told the crowd tha t as a 
representative, "I am tired of see­
ing worthwhile legislation ap­
proved by the house only to be 
squashed in the senate chamber.” 
He said he wanted an opportunity 
to aid the people of the Panhandle 
district more fully and tha t op­
portunity could come only by be­
ing elected state senator.

Stressing his point, Boyer stated 
tha t he could have continued to 
be elected representative from his 
district and the salary scale was 
the same he would receive if 
chosen senator.

Referring to himself as a coun­
try  boy, he declared that ‘‘if elect­
ed, I w ill not move to a big city 
in  the Panhandle, but will m ain­
tain  m y office in the rear of a 
store in Perryton.

A large num ber of supporters 
of Judge Douglass made it a 
point to hear the man who, in a 
race against Sen. Clint Small four 
years ago, was defeated by a nar­
row margin in the 26 counties of 
the district.

They apparently have gathered 
strength during this campaign. 
Local supporters of Douglass said 
during his visit Saturday he em ­
phasized his unequivocal stand 
for immediate paym ent of old 
age pensions, teachers' retirem ent 
and aid to the blind and depend 
ents, and assured them of his dili­
gent efforts to raise the truck load 
limit and fight for the rights of 
landowners and royalty owners in 
oil and gas m atters at Austin.

Campaigning four years ago on 
the promise he would seek pas 
sage of a law requiring ail state 
representatives and senators to 
make public their sources of in­
come. Douglass makes the pledge 
that should he fail in getting such 
a bill passed, he will each year 
file a sworn statem ent of his own 
income with the county clerk in 
each of the 26 counties of his sen­
atorial district. As in his cam­
paign in 1936 the Panhandle man 
uses as his slogan. “No Man Can 
Serve Two Masters.”

“I also am demanding that 
every law-maker in Austin be re ­
quired by law to file a sworn 
statem ent of his personal income, 
showing what corporation pay­
rolls. if any. he is on and w hether 
he is honestly serving the people 
or is trying to serve two masters.

“And I say this, w hether I suc­
ceed in writing that into the 
statute books of this state or not, 
C urtis Douglass is gtrtng to vol­
untarily  file a sworn statem ent of 
his income with the county clerk 
of each county in the Panhandle 
Senatorial district each and every 
year I am in office.

“No big corporation is paying 
for pam phlets and circulars in be­
half of my candidacy or is fu r­
nishing the money for me to write 
letters to all the old people of this 
Senatorial district trying to cloud 
the issue in this campaign. Yes, I 
favor paym ent of old-age pen­
sions and I favor paying them im ­
mediately and in sums that will 
entitle our old people to a respect­
able standard of living, but I am 
not taking advantage of their 
present poverty and misery to 
elect me to office. Every man in 
this Senatorial race and in every 
other race almost from constable 
to president is in favor of paying 
these pensions and they are going 
■to be paid, rest assured of that.

“Some of the big transportation 
companies are fighting me be­
cause my platform calls for rais­
ing the truck load limit to where 
s farmer, stockman, or independ­
ent trucker can make an honest 
living but I say to you I would 
ra ther be defeated for this office 
than sacrifice my honor and in­
tegrity. I’m in favor of the little 
business man getting a break for 
once in his life and every reason­
able person knows our present 
truck regulations are unfair and 
discriminatory.

“We m ust oppose government 
of special interests and work to 
restore the control to the masses. 
Look w hat has happened to Po­
land, Belgium and France where 
greed, selfishness and incompet­
ence have eaten out the hearts of 
once powerful nations and caused 
them  to capitulate. There never 
was a tim e in Amarican history 
when it was more im portant than 
now th a t you cast an intelligent 
ballot.”

Local friends are predicting 
Douglass will be elected to the 
senate over his two opponents in 
the first primary.

A crowd estim ated to be larger 
than that to greet P resident 
Roosevelt when he cam e to C lar­
endon, was on hand ahead of the 
Governor when he came Wed­
nesday afternoon to speak on the 
courthouse lawn.

With altruistic faith  in th e ir  
Governor, hundreds stood in  the 
shade of the building or under 
trees and cheered as the speaker 
explained “Oligarchies” in pow er 
down at Austin.

The Governor explained how 
the D epartm ent of Safety and 
Board of Control functioned. 
“Those birds were not elected by 
the people or appointed by m e 
and I can’t fire them ,” the Gov­
ernor stated. He explained th a t 
he had one appointee on the 
Board of Control, but th a t the 
other two men did all the voting. 
“My man just tells m e w hat is 
going on, and I pass it on to the 
people by radio,” he paid

About 80 percent of his crowd 
was from the ru ral section, ac­
cording to several estimates. They 
were clearly w ith their Governor. 
This was plainly apparent before 
he began speaking, and certainly 
after he got along w ith his talk.

The Governor cut his talk  short 
in order to fill other engagem ents 
between here and Amariilo w here 
he announced th a t he w ould 
speak at the City A uditorium  a t 
8 o'clock, and that his talk  would 
be broadcast.

Proposing a $30,000,000 revenue 
increase by taxing oil, gas, su l­
phur and carbon black and prom ­
ising to veto any sales tax m ea­
sure that may reach his desk, 
Ernest O. Thompson Tuesday 
morning brought his candidacy 
for governor to Clarendon.

teachers retirem ent fund and aid 
the blind and needy.

Using another simile to stress 
his point, he stated tha t New 
York calls Texas its most va lu ­
able “foreign possession. It can be 
likened to a cow with its head in 
Texas, eating everything in sight, 
and its udder in the east w here all 
the milking is done.”

Judge Curtis Douglass will close 
his campaign Friday night w ith 
an address on the city hall lawn 
in Pampa at 8:30 o’clock. He will 
speak over a joint hook-up of 
KGNC Amprillo, and KPDN 
Pampa, from 9:15 to 9:45 o’clock 
Friday night.

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INTELLIGENCE WITHOUT 
CHARACTER

Intelligence without character 
is always dangerous. This is par­
ticularly  true of public officials 
and members of our law-making 
bodies. Some of the most danger 
ous citizens in Texas whom we 
have ever known were very sm art 
members of our state legislature.

These members did not use 
th e ir fine intellectual talents in 
behalf of the voters who elected 
them , but their services, on the 
contrary, were chiefly devoted to 
the  selfish ends of private in ter­
ests. They were a menace to the 
public welfare.

He said that the one biggest 
thing that contributed to the fail­
ure of the last Legislature, out­
side of the members prejudices, 
was that most of them were elect­
ed upon specific tax plans, and 
would vote for their plan and 
against all others.

Mr. Favors again advocated a 
law that would require all legis­
lators to reveal the source of their 
income under oath once every six 
months, and file the same of rec­
ord, so tha t the people could 
know who they were working 
for while in Austin.

Gene Worley of Shamrock told 
a crowd at North Amarillo Park 
last evening he was the first man 
to announce as a candidate to 
succeed M arvin Jones as cong­
ressman from the 18th Texas dis­
trict. He is 31 years old.
