—Do you use extension cords
within saie limits of their capa-
city? Safe limit for the most
commonly used lamp cord is 500
watts,

—Are extension and appliance
cords replaced immediately
whenever insulation shows signs
of fraying or cracking? Do you
sce that cords are never run
under rugs or hooked over nails?

—Are appliances checked per-
iodically to be sure they are in
good operating condition and
taken out of service for repair
or replacement at the first sign
of trouble?

—Is your TV antenna installed
where it cannot fall across power
lines, and is equipped with a
properly grounded lightning ar-
restor?

UPLAND COTTON

The USDA, on October 31, 1969,
announced 1970 crop upland cot-
ton price-support loan and pay-
ment rates,

The national average price-sup-
port loan rate for Middling 1-
inch cotton at average location
has bheen set at 20.25 cents per
pound, This is the same rate
as that applicable to the 1970
crop.

The price-support payment rate
to program cooporators has been
established at 16.80 cents per
pound. This payment is in addi-
tion to the price support losn
and is made to cooperators on
acreage planted within the do-
mestic allotment which is 65%
of the total farm allotment, The
1970 rate compares to a
price-support rate of 14.73 cents

Although deer pih
slightly down from last ye
all the above regulatory distrlcu,
they seem to be in good shape,
particularly in the Permian Basin
where good antler formation and
body condition are evident,

Prospects for bobwhite quail
appear to be good in the Permian
Basin and Panhandle with an
increase in quaili numbers in the
Permian Basin and a good hold-
eover population in the Panhandle.

There are indications of an
approximately 36 per cent in-
crease in the total scaled quail
population in the Permian Basin,
so hunters should have good suc-
cess. Production of blue quail in

WELFARE BENEFITS — Ac-

Nineteen-year-olds and those
whose deferments have expired
will be in the “‘prime age group.”
Men will be selected by lottery
according to the sequence in
which their birthdays are drawn.
If March 2nd is drawn, those men
who have a birthday on that
date would be the most suscept-
ible to service, Thus, a young
man would know much better
where he stands with the draft
than at present. Once he left the
“prime age group” he would not
be called except in emergency.
Those deferred for college would
join the “prime age group” as
soon as their deferment expired.
There will be a new drawing of
birthdates each year.

In my opinion these changes
create a system much fairer to
the young men of our country.
Student deferments create a class
of exclusions which place the
burden of national defense upon
those individuals who by choice
or circumstance -do not persue
college education,

I believe that some form of
draft must be continued for the
duration of the fighting in Viet-
nam. This plan proposed by the
President seems to be the first
step toward eliminating inequi-
ties in the present Selective Sys-
tem. By restricting the prime eli-
gibility pool to 19 year-olds and
lifting the present uncertainty
which hangs over the head of a
young man from the time he
reaches 18 until his 26th birth-
day, this legislation is among
the most helpful to be consid-
ered by Congress this year,
Although 1 support the Presi-
dent’s initiative, I do not think
the matter should rest there, I
believe the present Selective
Service System should receive
a thorough scrutiny in an effort
to determine whether the present
System should be revised or re-
tained.

The method by which our na-
tion meets its military man-
power needs is a critical ques-
tion of our times. The future of
democracy as we know it, de-
pends in part on how we resolve
this question,

ELECTRONIC COOKING
PROCESS EXPLAINED

Electronic ranges cook foods
differently from  conventional

THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 13, 1969

Linda Jacobsen,  Extension
home management specialist,
explains that electfonic energy
in the range is produced by a
magnetron, an electron tube with
a magnet. The magnetron de-
velops micro-wave energy that
cooks food rapidly.

When baking with a convention-
al range the oven heats the air
Suiivunding the food n the oven,
Heated air circulates about the
food and transmits its heat to
the surface of the food then into
the food's interior, Miss Jacobsen
explains.

In the electronic cooking pro-
cess, microwaves produced by
the magnetron are diffused in all
directions through the oven, This
radiant energy, called micro-
wave energy, penetrates the [ood
and causes the molecules to vi-
brate against each other, creat-
ing heat and cooking the food.

The surface of the cooked pro-
ducts and the interior tempera-
ture of foods when removed from
the electronic oven are different
from those of products cooked in
or on conventional units,

The oven air in the electronic
appliance is nearly the same tem.
perature as the room air; micro-
waves do not brown foods such
as steaks, the Texas A&M Uni-
versity specialist says.
