Feed grains must be planted 

with the intention of making 
grain. Hegari broadcast on a dry 
land farm will not count as teed 
grain to protect the base. Feed 
grains planted for grazing or 
used for other than grain will 
not count as feed grains to pro­
tect the base.

If your wheat has been des­
troyed by natural causes and 
you need it for history purpose, 
you will need to come to the 
office, make your application for 
acreage credit and pay the fee 
for the farm iaspection. This 
must be done before evidence of 
the crop is destroyed.
Set-Aside Acreage

Small grain cover crops (such 
as wheat, oats, ami rye! may 
be left standing on set-aside art-c­
age provided you file a written 
request by May 1. No harvest­
ing and no grazing after May 14 
would be permitted.

Rural Environmental 
Assistance Program

This new program is to en­
hance and preserve the environ­
ment, provide the maximum pub­
lic benefit at the lowest possi­
ble cost. Therefore cost-share re­
quests will no longer be consid­
ered on a first-come first-serv­
ed basis, but will be considered 
on a first-come ns to how they 
meet the needs above. Practices 
considered as high priority prac­
tices will include the pollution 
abatement practices, permanent 
vegetative cover practices, ear­
then dams, terraces, and perma­
nent sod waterways. The limit 
per person in Donley County for 
1971 is $750.00. To be eligible for 
cost-shares a producer must file 
a request before work is start­
ed. Beginning April 1, 1971, for 
requests filed for seeding per­
manent grass the application of 
lime or other minerals, or fertiliz­
er must be applied according to a 
soil test made within the last 12 
months. Producers p'anning on 
filing requests for Practices A2 
after April 1, 1971, should make 
arrangements now for a soil test 
so the results will be available 
when needed.

Plan 1971 Forage 
G op Needs Now

Time is running out for making 
plans for 1971 forage crop needs. 
Experience gained over the past 
several months should be utilized, 
suggests County Agent Ronald 
Gooch, in planning for the year 
and even years ahead.

It's true, he adds, the weather 
over tiie past several months 
has been on the unusual side, but 
he nob's, it is this kind of situa­
tion that must be given consider­
ation in planning.

Take a livestock inventory and 
plan the forage program as thor­
oughly and with as much detail 
as any other part of the farm­
ing, he advises.

Once cattle numbers are de­
termined, a suggested visit with 
the county agent can help deter­
mine the amount of forage — 
grazing, hay and silage, needed 
per animal per day to keep them 
in good condition and producing 
the desired rate of gain. Then 
figure the number of acres of 
each kind of forage — grass or 
temporary pastures or crops, 
required to get the job done, 
both for grazing and storage for 
future use.

You may find that with better 
management stocking rates may 
be increased without increasing 
the acreage now available.

Soil testing and the use of 
fertilizer are practices whk-h 
research and actual farm demon­
strations show will pay good 
dividends, advises Gooch.

The important thing now, adds 
the county agent, is to get the 
necessary plans made so they can 
be put into operation when the 
long expected break in the wea­
ther comes.

A Look At 1971 
Livestock Picture

A substantially increased pro­
duction of beef cows, yielding a 
larger calf crop, more feeding, 
and a greater cattle slaughter is 
part of the outlook for 1971, ac­
cording to Dr. Ed Uvacek, Ex­
tension livestock marketing spe­
cialist.

Dr. Uvacek indicated that he 
feels slaughter cattle prices will 
move up slightly through the 
first half of the year and level 
off for the remainder. He pre­
dicted that feeder and stocker 
calf prices will move up sharply 
into the spring months, with a 
pattern similar to last year.

The manufacturing meat mar­
ket has had a fantastic growth 
which isn’t being met by domes­
tic production, and this is one 
reason slaughter cows will again 
demand premium prices, espe­
cially in the spring, Dr. Uvacek 
predicted.

Another of his forecasts is that 
beef heifers, that could possi­
bly go back into breeding herds, 
may be demanded more than 
usual, causing the price differen­
tial between steer and heifer 
calves to be narrower.

Dr. Uvacek also predicts high 
pork production throughout the 
next six months, keeping pork 
prices low. He says no improve­
ment in hog prices is expected 
until after mid-year.

He also includes in his outlook 
n slight drop in sheep and lamb 
numbers with little price change 
from the previous year, and top 
prices for spring lambs little dif­
ferent from 1970.

The livestock outlook will un­
doubtedly dO|*-nd a great deal 

■bn general business conditions 
• Tn this area Dr. Uvacek predicts 
that the economy will swing up 
and be well on its way by mid­
year; that inflation will remain 
with us. but that it should con 
tinue at about only half the rate 
of recent years and that empha­
sis on cleaning up pollution and 
reducing the use of potential haz­
ardous drugs and growth stimul­
ants will become evident.

He added that projections in 
our economy are closely tied 
together, and any forecasts are 
reliited in some respect and de­
pend upon each other.

Certificate Of Number

Beat owners should make sure 
they have their certificate of 
number aboard when they go 
boating on public waters, ac­
cording to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department.

Department officials warn that 
sometimes lienholders will keep 
the certificate as part of their 
mortgage holdings, leaving the 
boat owner open for prosecution. 
Lienholders are expected to al­
low the boat owner to retain the 
certificate.

The Texas Water Safety Act re­
quires operators of boats on pub­
lic waters to have the certificate, 
or facsimile thereof, on board the 
craft at all times.

Motorboats do not require a 
certificate of title per se, but the 
certificates of number are re­
quired to establish ownership.

Our purpose is not obstruction, 
but rather an honest and open 
effort to help the legislature de­
velop a reasonable tax program 
and undertake whatever econo­
mics are possible in order to re­
solve this situation in the re­
gular session," Sealy said.

AD RULES SET -  Advertising 
regulations for health insunince 
companies to follow have been 
drafted by the State Insurance 
Board, to take effect April 1.

Companies are instructed to 
stick strictly to the truth and to 
close loopholes that might de­
prive the policyholder of cover 
age.

Special participating policies 
drew close attention and were 
termed "unfair, inequitable, mis­
leading and deceptive."

Tough rules drafted earlier by 
u Board attorney were discarded 
in favor of uniform regulations 
recommended by the National 
Association of Insurance Com­
missioners. Insurancemen favor­
ed the latter.

Ads must disclose the waiting 
period that is necessary before 
the effective date of the policy, 
any illnesses not coveied and 
whether benefits listed require 
mote than one policy for lull 
coverage.

When existing ailments are not 
covered, the ad cannot imply 
that ones medical history does 
not affect the policy or the claim 
payment. Use of fhe phrase "no 
medical examination required" 
is thus limited.

Board plans to enforce these 
ruleH by cease and desist orders. 
Companies which ignore the or­
der can be fined or have their 
license revoked.

TEXAS RATES LOW IN SAFE­
TY — Texas was ranked in the 
bottom quarter of states in a 
federal evaluation of compliance 
with federal highway safety 
standards.

Gov. PreRton Smith in a letter 
to Transportation Secretary John 
Volpe protested the rating and 
said that Texas’ efforts to com­
ply have been "misjudged or ig­
nored." He said the Legislature 
is not considering all aspects 
necessary to compliance.

National rating is based on such 
things as motor vehicle inspec­
tion and registration, licensing, 
codes and standards traffic courts 
driver education, emergency 
medical sendees, highway de­
sign, construction and mainten­
ance and alcoholic beverages in 
relation to highway safety.

In a special message to the 
Legislature, Smith asked for an 
end to the misdemeanor proba­
tion for drunk drivers.

COURTS SPEAK — Supreme 
Court in a Montgomery County 
school bond election case held 
one must render property (real

or personal) for taxation to be 
eligible to vote in such elections.

High Court, in a seven-to-two 
verdict, reversed the lower courts 
in a Reeves County case and 
concluded that a rancher does 
not have legal title to 160 acres 
of land even though he main­
tained fences for more than 10

Supreme Court declined to hear 
arguments over whether two so­
cialist candidates should be plac­
ed on Austin’s city election bat- 
lot.

A malpractice case involving 
a worker’s injury was ordered 
sent back by the Supreme Court 
for re-trial in Galveston.

Atty. Gen. Crawford Martin 
announced filing of anti trust ac­
tion in the federal court at Dal­
las. alleging conspiracy by major 
auto mnnufactuiers to suppress 
air pollution control equipment.

AG OPINIONS — School dis- 
trets are not authorized to place 
certified administrative staff 
personnel on a foundation school 
program roster in utilization of 
classroom teacher units allot­
ments unless they meet the de­
finition of “ classroom teacher," 
Atty. Gen. Crawford Martin has 
held.

Ruling by Martin also clarified 
the pay grade classifications of 
superintendents and principals.

In other recent opinions, Mar 
tin concluded that:

Amendments to the Texas Un­
employment Compensation Act 
which would permit employers 
of one to three persons and non­
profit organizations to pay low­
er taxes than other newly-cover­
ed firms are valid.

Harris County road law au­
thorized transfer of responsibi­
lity for operation and mainten­
ance of Washburn Tunnel and 
Harris County ferries to only the 
commissioner in whose precinct 
they are located.

Martin advised consumers that
