Dies cautioned judges and
clerks of those counties that they
must call local option elections
prior to April 28 to assure 20
days' notice. Elections will be
held only in areas (precinets and
cities) of the 46 counties where
sale of all aleoholic beverages
is legal. Only in eounties where
sale of all alcoholic beverages is
legal countywide will the May
18 vote be held throughout the
county.

“Mini-Bikes” Cause
Maxi Headaches

Mini-skirts, mini-shorts .
everything’s a ‘‘mini” these days.
But “mini-bikes,” the ialesl craze
in midget motorcycles, have the
potential to cause maxi-headaches
for many parents in Texas.

These packages of pint-sized
propulsion look like toys and they
are notorious for their ability to
win their way into the hearts of
youngsters - particularly those
between 10 and 14. However, un-
less the driver is of legal lic-
ensing age (15 years old in Tex-
as) or he operates the mini-bike
only on his parents’ own private
property, the vehicle is being
operated outside the law and in-
surance coverage is non-existant,

Texas law prohibits operation
motor vehicle by anyone un-
der the age of 15 on any public
street or thoroughfare in the
state and mini-bikes come un-
der the provisions of this law.
This covers riding on sidewalks;
in parking lots; in apartment
complex entrances, exists and
access roads, as well as alley-

ways and highways.
I[f the mini-bike is being operat-

ed by an underage driver on

his parents’ property, any dam
age or injury caused by that driv-
ér is covered - within the limits
of the policy - by the usual home- |
owners insurance coverage, :

However, if the vehicle is be-
ing operated outside these nar-
row limits, the parents of the dri-
ver assume responsibility for any
damage or injury . . . and neith-
er the family automobile insur-
ance nor home-owners insurance
will offer relief.

Parents are urged to consider
the problems involved in allow-
ing underage drivers to operate
these mini-bikes, from the stand-
point of possible harm to the
child driving the vehicle and al-
so from the standpoint of pos-
sible legal liability and resultant
damage suits that could arise
from injury or property damage
that the youngsters might cause.

S. S. Tax For Farm
'Labor Increased

The social security tax to be
withheld [rom farm wages in-
creased 2.2 percent on Jan-
uary 1, 1971 according to James
[. Mallett, Farm Management
Specialist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service. The
taxes withheld from wages must
be matched with an equal amount
by the employer and sent to the
Internal Revenue

When the social security tax
withheld plus the employers con-
tribution reaches $100 or more
at the end of any calendar month,
the total amount must be deposit-
ed by the 1bth day of the follow-
!m;: month in a Federal Reserve
| Bank or a commercial bank au-
ilhm ized by the Internal Revenue
1 Service to social secur-
lity tax deposits. There are sta-
tutory penalties for failure to

Mallett explains that a farmer
is required to withhold social se-
curity tax on any farm employee
who works one hour or more on
20 days or move, or who earns
$150 or more during the calendar
year. However, the farmer Is
exempt from withholding social
security tax for farm labor crews,
sell-employed individuals  per-
forming custom services, his own
' children under 21 years of age,
or for a husband or wife working
for their spouse.

The farm employer is respon-
sible for depositing the total so-
cial security taxes due whether
he withholds the tax from the
employees wage or not, Mallett
said. The receipt for social se-
curity tax deposits and Form 943
is filed with the Internal Revenue
Service in January of each year.

Payroll records, including the

name, social security number,
amount and time worked, the
amount paid and the tax with-
held, should be kept by the farm
employer on each employee. It
is also important to keep a copy
of Form 93 which is used to re-
port social security taxes, re-
minds Mallett,

This resolution which provides
for the establishment of an In-
terim Study Committee on the
problem of pornography in Texas
is the first attempt to provide
protective legislation based on
adequate research. Previous bills
to curtail the activities of the
pornography pushers have been
introduced on the basis of emo-
tiona! reaction to this menace.
