Crop And Feed 
Loans Ready

Emergency crop and feed loans 
for 1941 are now available to 
farmers in Donley County, and 
applications for these loans are 
now being received at Clarendon 
by Harold Himmel, Field Super­
visor of the Emergency Crop and 
Feed Loan Section of the Farm 
Credit Administration.

These loans will be made, as in 
the past, only to farmers whose 
cash requirements are small and 
who cannot obtain a loan from 
any other source, including pro­
duction credit associations, banks, 
or other private concerns or indi­
viduals.

As in former years, the money 
loaned will be limited to the ap­
plicant's necessary cash needs in 
preparing and cultivating his 1941 
crops or in purchasing or produc­
ing feed f o ^ is  livestock.

Borrowers who obtain loans for 
the production of cash crops are 
required to give as security a first 
lien on the crop financed or, in 
the case of loans for the purchase 
or production of feed for live­
stock, a first lien on the livestock 
to be fed.

AUSTIN—A staggeringly-large 
program of legislation was sub­
mitted to the Forty-seventh Tex­
as legislature by Governor W. 
Lee O’Daniel in the first install­
ment of his message to the legis­
lature, which did not touch upon 
the number one problem—financ­
ing of social security.

His legislative recommenda­
tions, in general, embodied his 
ideas of improvement of state 
government, and his message in­
cluded a bitter arraignment of 
the “ third house'—lobbyists— and 
the “ fourth division of state gov­
ernment—bureaucracy.

The governor’s speech, broad­
cast over the state, was given be­
fore a joint meeting of house and 
senate and crowded galleries.

Hhere is a summary of the gov­
ernor s recommendations:
Removal Power

I. Give the governor power to 
remove his own appointees, so 
activities of boards and bureaus 
may be responsible to some over­
seer.
2. Place the state auditor in the 
legislative rather thamthe execu­
tive branch of government, and 
create a director of the budget 
apart from the board of control.
3. Consolidate all funds in the 
state treasury, and enact a consti­
tutional amendment prohibiting 
the governor from signing any ap­
propriation bill unless there’s 
money in the treasury to pay it.

4. Place all tax collections in 
the hands of the state comptrol­
ler.

5. Establish a state merit sys­
tem for employees.

B u ild  m ore  f r t n ,- t o -m c r k c t  
roads.

7. Enact an equitable truck load 
limit law.

8. Enact stricter liquor laws and 
forbid advertising of liquor in dry 
territories.
Ask Abolishment.

9. Abolish the death penalty.
10. Re-district the state for 

legislative districts in compliance 
with the constitution.

II. Abolish the poll tax.
12. Forbid state officers from 

seeking another state office while 
holding office.

The governor started with a 
plea the legislature forget past 
quarrels with the chief executive 
“I think it highly inadvisable to 
bring into this legislature any of 
the scars of the battles which 
were fought in the forty-sixth. I 
am anxious and willing to work 
with every member,” he said.

He then launched an attack up­
on overlapping boards and bu­
reaus—the same attack which 
constituted his campaign theme. 
Asks Changes

He was not willing to recom­
mend a complete reorganization 
of government which would be 
“doomed to failure,” but believed 
some constructive changes could 
be made. It is the legislative duty 
to “strike down" many “unfair 
practices which have been foisted 
cunningly and cleverly upon the 
people for the personal benefit of 
the selfish few," he said. “Vital 
functions of government have 
taken away from the people and 
put into the hands of that wilful, 
powerful, smart and influential 
handful of people who make it 
their business to control much of 
the government for their own 
benefit.”

Lobbyists actually control the 
government, he asserted. The gov­
ernor sarcastically divided lobby­
ists into “fine feathered variety” 
and “basement variety.”
Control Noodod

He said he did not believe the 
legislature would “abolish the 
fourth division,”  but it could be 
controlled if the governor has au­
thority to discharge them.

Impeachment, he added, is not 
a practical remedy to get rid of 
poorly-chosen appointees. Nor is 
it true, he added, that giving such 
power to the governor would 
mean a dictatorship.

The law giving the governor 
power to appoint the auditor is 
“absurd,” he went on. The legis­
lature is responsible for how mon-

And they’re against a sales tax. 
Or a transaction tax.

“It won’t pass, either,”  said 
Mrs. Collier.

They have no pledge from any­
body to introduce their bill; but 
it’s a good one; “ it was drawn up 
by experts.” And their chief hope 
is to give members of the Legis­
lature some idea of what a tax 
measure ought to be.

Tax Resources
Their idea of what ought to be 

embraced:
A sliding scale tax on crude 

oil ranging from 5 to 11 cents per 
barrel. The present tax is 2 3-4 
cents.

A  tax of 5 cents per thousand 
cubic feet on natural gas. The 
present tax is 3 per cent of value 
—about 1-10 of a cent.

A tax of $5 per ton on sulphur. 
The present tax is $1.03.

That’s all. But that, the women

say, will be enough.
The women have two battle 

cries: “No more nonsense” and 
"A natural resource tax—the 
price of proration.”

They’re donating their services. 
There is no membership fee to get 
into the Economic Policy Com­
mittee, so they have to donate 
their services.

Gene Worley Named To Important 
Labor And Irrigation Committees

WASHINGTON.— The Demo­
cratic Committee on Committees 
today announced the appoint­
ment of Congressman Eugene 
Worley to membership on four 
leading committees of the House. 
They follow:

Committee on Irrigation and 
Reclamation; Committee on La­
bor; Committee on Coinage, Wts. 
and Measures; Committee on 
Election of President, Vice Presi­
dent, and Representatives in 
Congress.

Announcement of the action by 
the powerful committee on Com­
mittees was made by Congress­
man Robert Doughton of North 
Carolina, chairman.

Of the four appointments given 
Congressman Worley, one of them 
—Irrigation and Reclamation— 
deals constantly with legislation 
vitally affecting his district, the 
18th of Texas; while the other 
three handle legislation more na­
tional in scope.

The Committee on Irrigation 
and Reclamation is concerned 
with soil depletion, erosion and 
similar agricultural problems and 
memership on it is one of the 
most sought appointments in 
congress particularly by Cong­
ressmen representing districts 
where the needs o { farmers are 
paramount.

The Committee on Labor to 
which Congressman Worley was 
appointed, faces a year in which 
it may be called upon to help set­
tle one of the most acute prob­
lems that has arisen out of the na­
tional defense program—strikes 
in defense industries. Child labor 
problems together with proposals 
to overhaul the Wagner Labor 
Relations Act and the Wage- 
Hours law await consideration by 
this committee. Labor problems

DEPENDABILITY

affecting work in the agricultural 
and ranching industries likewise 
come within the jurisdiction of 
this Committee.

By virtue of his seat on the 
Committee on Coinage, Weights 
and Measures, Congressman Wor­
ley may succeed to an active role 
in one of the biggest controversies 
on the Washington scene—the 
Eccles plan to strip President 
Roosevelt of his emergency pow­
ers over money. This plan, draft­
ed by Marriner S. Eccles, chair­
man of the Federal Reserve 
Board, would vest these powers 
in the Federal Reserve Bank sys­
tem, and has been referred to the 
Committee on Coinage by Speak­
er Rayburn.

The Committee on Election of 
President and Representatives in 
Congress to which Congressman 
Worley was named, is scheduled 
to consider legislation to abolish 
the electorial college, a device set 
up by the founding fathers to 
meet the difficulties of communi­
cation and travel 150 years ago— 
problems that no longer exist. 
Those favoring abolishment of the 
electoriial college system under 
which the President of the United 
States is officially “elected," con­
tend that the college is outmoded 
and useless and that instead of 
voting for candidates for the elec­
toral college, the American voter 
should be permitted to cast his 
ballot directly for the president. 
On the other hand, those favoring 
retention of the electorial college 
make powerful arguments in its 
behalf, pointing to tradition that 
has grown up around it.

The young Congressman was 
particularly fortunate in achiev­
ing a seat on the Committee on 
Irrigation and Reclamation. This 
Committee and the Committee on 
Agriculture deal with many com­
mon problems pertaining to soil 
conservation and agricultural 
problems throughout the nation.

AUSTIN—Everybody h«* been 
inaugurated now but there are 
some 80 or more rwoss appoint­
ments to state boards, commiss­
ions and jobs which the Upper 
House of the Texas Legislature 
will have to okeh or turn down in 
the next few days.

Looking at this new session of 
the Texas Legislature from an 
outsider's standpoint at this stage 
of the game, it looks like a natur­
al resource tax of fair-sized pro­
portions will likely be passed by 
both houses before the end of the 
session in May. That is the way it 
looks now, judging by the im­
patience of many members to get 
a bill into the hopper. Veteran 
Ben Sharpe of Paris summed it 
up Saturday thusly: “We can pass 
a tax that will raise some 20 mil­
lion dollars and we had better 
pass it this session or just quit 
trying altogether.”

Among the many bills already 
tossed into the hopper was one 
for the teachers retirement fund 
that would take money out of the 
general fund to match money al­
ready put up by the teachers, 
about half of the members of the 
House signing the bill, the first, 
name On it being that of Emmett 
Morse, speaker of the House the 
past session. If the legislature 
passes this bill, it means a major­
ity believe they will also pass a 
tax to raise more revenue because 
the general fund is now about 30 
millions in the red.

Up to Tom King
The Senate, in a resolution by 

Senator Clay Cotten of Palestine, 
last week unanimously asked 
State Auditor Tom C. King to 
come before that body, sitting as 
a committee of the whole, and ex­
plain what the auditor has term­
ed “the headless fourth division 
of the State government.” Auditor 
King has repeatedly charged 
gross inefficiency on several state i 
departments that are controlled 
by commissions. Governor O’Dan­
iel has backed up the auditor and 
has asked for a reorganization of 
the state governmental machin­
ery. The West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce has been very active

in demanding such a reorganiza­
tion of tha state departments and 
funds. At the weekend. Auditor 
King had nothing to say in ans­
wer to the implied charges in the 
senate's demand that he appear 
before them and “explain." He 
merely said he "would appear be­
fore them" any time they wanted 
him. Privately, senators have said

that Tom King would be confirm­
ed without any hitch.
