Do You Dare To Vote May 18? 
What Amendments? Do You Know?

Citizens of the area along with 
other Texans will be going to Hie 
polls to vote Tuesday, May 18, in 
a special election called to vote 
upon four proposed Constitutional 
Amendments.

It is hoped that people over 
the entire state will trike mote 
interest and turn out to cast 
their ballots, tor or against, these 
Amendments. As in all legisla­
tion it is .your tax dollars that 
are involved and every proposi­
tion to be considered in some 
way will fttfer-1 yAur pocket- 
book.

Following i i  a brief recap of 
the four proposed Amendments 
giving .points for and against' 
each as given by the Texas Leg­
islative Council. Much material 
has been sent out by various 
lobby groups and organizations. 
Sit down and give these proposed 
Amendments some thought and 
consideration before you go to 
the polls to vote.

P R O P O S E D  AMENDMENT 
NO. I would create a State Ethics 
Commission consisting of 9 mem­
bers; three to be appointed by 
the Chief Justice of the Sup­
reme Court of Texas with the 
consent of the court’s associate 
justices: three to be appointed by 
the Chairman of the State Judi­
cial Qualifications Commission; 
and three to be appointed by the 
Presiding Judge of the Court 
of Criminal Appeals. Term of of­
fice would be for 6 years; reim­
bursement of members of the 
State Ethics Commission would 
be made for actual and neces­
sary expenses incurred in the 
performance of their duties, and 
among other considerations re­
quire the commission to recom­
mend the compensation, per 
diem, and mileage allowance of 
members of the legislature, pro­
mulgate rules of ethics to gov­
ern the conduct of all legislators, 
officers and all office holders, ap­
pointive or elective, and all bod­

ies established under the Const! 
tution of the State of Texas.

For: This amendment would 
serve as a tool for the account­
ing of members of the Texas 
Legislature, as servants of the 
citizens of Tpxns, and regulate 
enforcement. It should improve 
public confidence in state offi­
cials. It vould govern the con­
flict of interest problem. The ex­
pense of calling special elections 
changing specific salaries set by 
ttie Texas Constitution would be 
eliminated, it would create an im­
partial body free of politics. It 
would tend to ent down on the 
outside subsidization legislators 
sometimes are forced to consider 
in view of tbeir present Salary.

Against: It has been suggested 
that this legislation Is a' Subter­
fuge to bring about a legislative 
pay raise without voter approval. 
Texas voters themselves can best 
judge the conduct and ethics of 
members of the legislature. An 
increase in Compensation which 
the State Ethics Commission 
might recommend would increase 
the costs of state government. 
The matter of Ethics and stand­
ards of conduct for members of 
the legislature can be handled un­
der the existing statute and would 
not prevent the imposition of 
a constitutional ceiling on salar­
ies at a later election. Since the 
proposed Amendment would pro­
vide for financial disclosure as 
privileged information, the peo­
ple of Texas would still have no 
way of identifying sources of in­
come. Decisions could not be 
made binding as they are sub­
ject to the approval of the leg­
islature.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT 2— 
would provide that the legislature 
may propose amendments to the 
Constitution in called as well as 
regular sessions of the legisla­
ture.

1 Tornado Watch And 
Warning Signals

In the event a Tornado Watch 
is placed in effect for our area 
and our weather is threatening 
Two (2) Blasts will be sounded
on the siren at one hour inter­
vals as long as the condition pre­
vails.

Should the weather deteriorate 
and a Tornado Warning he placed 
in effect Two (2) Blasts will be 
sounded on the siren at more fre­
quent intervals depending on the 
severity of the weather. On this 
signal preparations should be 
made to seek a place of safety.

In the event an actual tornado 
is sighted or reported moving in 
the direction of the city the siren 
will be sounded continually until 
the danger is past. On this signal 
a place of safety should be found 
immediately.

The local Fire Department is 
asking everyone NOT to call the 
Fire Station and tie up their 
phone as it Is badly needed to 
stay in contact with storm watch­
ers etc. A rash of calls tied up 
the Fire phones following the 
alert at 3:45 Sunday morning. 
It will be appreciated if you do 
not phone unless in a case of 
acute emergency. The alert was 
sounded Sunday morning after 
the Fire Department was advised 
by the Amarillo Weather Bureau 
of the impending danger at that 
time.

Clip this article of information 
and place it where it can be 
easily found for immediate re­
ference.

possible state insurance program 
to supplement the Federal De­
posit Insurance Corporation; (41 
any other matters relating to) 
banks and banking which may af­
fect the Texas economy either 
advantageously or adversely; 
and, be it further . . .

(This resolution further pro­
vided for the Interim Study Com­
mittee to report to the 62nd Ses­
sion of the Legislature, January 
1971)

On May 1, 1969, H.S.R. 337 was 
reported out of Committee fav­
orably and members of the 5- 
man Interim Study Committee 
appointed by Speaker Mutschor 
were Rep.

Actual expend­
iture by the Committee for travel, 
food, lodging, etc. came to $1214.- 
70 according to records in Con­
tingency Expense.

As of May 4, 1971, no report 
has been published by this Com­
mittee. according to Hep. Shan­
non’s off ice.

A second point of interest in 
this case is the introduction of 
II.B. 52 and II.B. 53 by Rep. 
Shannon during the first Special 
Session of the 61st Legislature. 
lt.B. 52, the Texas Depositor Pro­
tection Act. was referred to the 
Committee on Banks and Bank­
ing, of which Shannon was a 
member.

H.B. 53 by Shannon, A*u„ded 
the Texas Non-Profit Corp. Act. 
to allow incorporation of a cor­
poration whose purpose is to in­
sure deposits for the benefit of 
bank depositors; and declaring

an emergency.
During a special session, only 

legislation that is approved by 
the Governor may be brought up 
for discussion. These bills did 
not get a signal to move and ap­
parently died in Committee

A second attempt to push this 
legislation through came in the 
Second Special Session of the 
61st Legislature when Rep. Shan­
non introduced them as H.B. 72 
and H.B. 73.

H.B. 52 and 73 both establish 
the Texas Depositor Protection
Act. However, this time H.B. 73 
had been altered to place the
new corporation under the juris­
diction of the State Banking 
Board rather than under the 
Banking Commission. Each re­
ference to “ Commission”  is 
changed to read “ Board.”

The Banking Board, which Is 
made up of Slate Banking Com­
missioner Robert Stewart, State 
Treasurer Jesse James, and ap- 
l»ointee Baum, primarily func­
tions to approve state banking 
charters. In fact 48 state banks 
have tx-en approved by this trio 
since Baum's appointment in 
October 1969. The Board does 
not have the lacilities lor this 
new task.

See. 3 (Rl in H.B. TV. “ The Board 
shall appoint special examiners 
for the purpose of examining any 
deposit protection corporation du­
ly registered or seeking registra­
tion with the Board under the pro­
visions of this Act. Each exa­
miner shall receive such com- is not equipped to do anything

pensation and shall have such 
qualifications as shall be fixed 
by the Board.”

H.B. 73-Sec. 2 (5) (d> states 
“ Insured deposit”  or "deposits” 
means the net amount due to any 
depositor for deposits in a mem­
ber bank (after deducting off­
sets), but such term shall not 
mean there shall be no insur­
ance of deposits to the extent 
that same are insured by the 
Federal Deposit Insurance Cor­
poration and provided further that 
the insured deposit ol a single 
depositor in a member bank shall 
not exceed $100,000 or one-hall ol 
the bank's capital, whichever 
shall be less.”

This section would tend to con­
firm the opinion of a State Sen­
ator from the Dallas - Fort Worth 
area that “ Frank Sharp was in
trouble with the FDIC and about 
to lose the insurance on deposits 
up to $15,000. The second bill 
(H.B. 73) would provide insur­
ance over and above the FDIC 
md would also allow those with­
out FDIC insurance to be cover­
ed. The bank (Sharpstown) was 
the center of his (Sharp’s) fin­
ancial empire. He would only 
have one government agency to 
deal with. The FDIC had been 
pretty bjjrd on him. That State 
Banking Board would not — 
these were his friends, Jesse 
James, Elmer Baum . . . The 
bill provides a structure to ad­
minister (the corporation) under 
the Banking Board, not the 
Banking Department, although it

but Issue charters.”
It must be noted here that 

Capitol Press men regard the 
State Banking Department as a 
state agency that functions well 
under the guidance of Banking 
Commissioner Robert Stewart. It 
seems odd tha. the only man 
to be called before the Senate 
Investigating Committee to testi­
fy is Stewart.

These bils (H.B. 52, 53, 72, 73) 
are alleged to have been drawn 
by an associate of John Osorio, 
Sharp’s former business partner.

With this much interest shown 
in protecting the depositors of 
the state, in past three meet­
ings of the Legislature, you would 
expect a continuing boom in this 
type of legislation.

Drought Decision On 
Grain Sorghum

While the continuing droughi is 
drastically reducing potential 
yield of grain sorghum for Texas 
producers without irrigation, it is 
also confronting farmers from 
the Blacklands to South Texas 
with decisions on late planting or 
replanting.

The situation in this area is 
critical in most fields where mois­
ture has been available for plant­
ing, according to Ben R. Spears, 
Extension agronomist. He added 
that recent rain in some parts 
of South Texas has brought al 
least temporary relief to these 
areas.

In many planted fields moisture 
didn’t last long enough for a 
full stand, and where moisture 

(was available and stands were 
established, plants are now be­
ing lost from lack of rain.

Spears cautioned that plantings 
after May 1 in almost all of the 
area from the Blacklands to 
South Texas are likely to be 
short on moisture during the 
boot to bloom stage (45-60 days 
after planting) when moisture is 
most critical.

Other possible damages to late 
plantings are heat damage to 
head formation, greater chances 
of charcoal rot damage, and pos­
sible severe infections of downy 
mildew and maize dwarf mosaic. 
Spears warned growers with late 

plantings to check frequently on 
the need for insect control, es­
pecially control of sorghum 
midge and sorghum webworms 
He added that fields near early 
plantings are especially subject 
to sorghum midge.

Reduced seeding rates and use 
of medium to medium-early hy­
brids are tools that producers 
can use in moisture deficient con­
ditions, Spears said.

With the added hazards of late 
planting, farmers who could plant 
at the normal time may get bet-

advised.

If rains should come for late 
planting or replanting of grain 
sorghum, weeds, and particular­
ly grasses, may be a greater pro­
blem than In earlier plantings, 
the agronomist warned.

“ Control of such weeds In the 
drill row by cultivation would be 
difficult, and band application 
of a herbicide may be consider­
ed.”  Spears commented.

In fields planted for several 
weeds when* a herbicide was ap­
plied at planting, most of a long 
persistence herbicide should still 
be present. Short persistence her­
bicides are probably not effec­
tive any more.

In replanting when* a long per­
sistence herbicide wus used 
plantings with knife or disc open­
ers will avoid moving the treated 
soil from the drill row, according 
to Spears.

He added that if the movement 
of such soil can’t be avoided, 
then a band application may be 
considered at replanting.

In the event of rain, and where 
the major weed problem is ex­
pected to be broad-leaved weeds, 
producers may wait until the crop 
is growing to determine whether 
post emergence herbicides wiii be 
needed.

Spears reminded producers that 
in carrying out planting, replant­
ing, or decisions not to plant, 
they must remember the require­
ments for preserving feed grain 
bases under ASCS regulations.
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Wildlife Legislation 
Signed By Governor

U. S. Government accept a title

AUSTIN — Gov. Preston Smith 
has signed into law legislation 
legalizing hunting of game ani­
mals and non-migratory game 
birds from automobiles and re­
moving the American bison or 
buffalo from the list of game 
animals.

House Bill 377 permits hunting 
of game animals and birds from 
automobiles within the boundar­
ies of private property by per­
sons legally on the property.

This bill excludes hunting from, 
or shooting across, public roads 
and right-of-way. It also does not 
exempt the hunter from the re­
quirement that he hold a valid 
state hunting license, whether on 
private property or not, accord­
ing to Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department officials.

Migratory birds such as ducks, 
geese and doves are under the 
regulation of federal as well as 
state laws, officials point out, 
and currently it is illegal to take 
any migratory specie! from a 
motor vehicle.

The other bill, H.B. 381, deletes 
the American bison or buffalo 
from the list of animals defined 
by state law as game animals. 
This resulted from the contention 
that the buffalo no longer is hunt­
ed as a wild game animal and 
is raised by landowners more as 
a domestic animal or livestock.

The department formerly issu­
ed permits to landowners to al­
low them to kill buffaloes which 
they had to declare as "surplus” 
animals. This legislation will re­
lieve the department of this lic­
ensing role.
