The Republican press and the 
partisans are making a great ado 
over the recent decision of the 
United States Circuit Court on 
the Northern securities merger 
case which dissolved that great 
railroad combine and gave some 
vitality and force to the Sherman 
anti-trust law. They are pointing 
to this decision as a great triumph 
of this Republican administration 
and claim that the party is making 
good all its promises to fight the 
trusts of the country. It would be 
interesting for some of these Re­
publican claquers to point out to an 
expectant people the tangible gain 
to the public of this decision. In 
the final test the Supreme Court 
may reverse the decision of the 
lower cour , but even in case it 
affirms it where is the benefit to 
the people who travel over the 
roads in question or use them for 
the transportation of their goods ? 
The intention of the government in 
instituting this suit was to abolish 
merger of competing lines of rail­
roads and thus prevent rates being 
raised beyond a reasonable figure. 
Under the terms of the decision the 
stock of the Great Northern, Bur­
lington and Northern Pacific rail­
roads will be returned by the 
merger company to their original 
owners, and this will still leave the 
roads in control of Mr. Hill and 
Mr. Morgan and their friends, and 
it is certain that they will agree to 
maintain the present rates, merger 
or no merger. The truth of the 
matter is that the combine took 
place several years ago when Mr. 
Hill and his friends obtained con­
trol of the stock of the Northern 
Pacific and the merger company 
was organized to cinch the combine 
and prevent any one from bursting 
it by a bold move in Wall street in 
getting hold of the majority of the 
stock in any one of the roads. The 
entire interest of the people of the 
states through which these roads 
run lies in the reasonableness of 
passenger and freight rates, and is 
not finally affected by the merger 
decision. It still rests with the 
Interstate Commerce Commission 
as it has for years before. It is 
useless, therefore, to make the 
people who are customers of alx>ve 
railroads believe that they have 
gained a great victory, when in 
fact they have gained nothing.

Some of the rottenness of the 
Republican administration of the 
Postoffice department is at last 
coming to light. The investigation 
has only just begun, but it has 
gone far enough to let us see that 
this will be the biggest scandal 
ever unearthed in any department 
of the National government until 
the Democrats get in control and 
take a look at the books in the 
War and Navy departments, and 
the things that were done there 

^during the war with Spain in con- 
jfnection with the purchase of sup- 
7 plies for the army and the purchase 

of vessels for colliers and for the 
transportation of troops. When 
investigation into the doings of 
several bureaux of the Postoflfice 
department was ordered by the 
Postmaster General, he did not ex­
pect to find anything worse than a 
few irregularities, and which could 
be easily remedied, but he comes 
back here from a pleasure trip and 
finds an enormous scandal being

turned up to the gaze of the public 
and he is badly scared.

If he 
does not and goes to the full limit, 
we may expect to see some of the 
pets of the administration weariug 
stripes. This game of graft and 
and peculation has been going on 
for several years. When Senator 
Hanna inaugurated the most stu­
pendous campaign of bribery and 
corruption in 1896 ever before at­
tempted, one of his most active 
lieutenants was Perry Heath. He 
was rewarded for his peculiar ser­
vices by being appointed First 
Assistant Postmaster General. He, 
in turn, selected others who had 
been active in the debauch of the 
voters, amongst whom were Neely 
aud Rathbone, who were sent to 
Cuba and who were convicted of 
robbing the government there of 
thousands of dollars. The same 
game was inaugurated here, only in 
different ways, and so that it could 
Ixi covered up for a longer time. 
All sorts of schemes were started 
for making money out of the gov­
ernment jobs held by certain peo­
ple. T wo of these people have 
already been forced to resign, viz..: 
Assistant Attorney General Tyner, 
who had charge of the law depart­
ment of the Postoffice department, 
and Mr. Beavers, superintendent 
of the salary aud allowances divi­
sion. It had been discovered that 
Tyner had been rendering decisions 
that gave the get-rich-quick swind­
ling concerns of the country the 
benefit of the use of the mails in 
order to rob the people of the 
country. We do not yet know all 
that Beavers has been doing, but 
we do know that he got out as soon 
as the fire had been started in his 
rear. It is.believed that one of the 
charges against him will be that he 
was at the head of a syndicate that 
was selling increases in salaries 
When a man designated as entitled 
to an increase in his salary was sent 
in to Beavers it is charged that he 
was notified that he must plank 
down $25 or the increase did not 
go. We all know that Beavers 
lately built a residence in the City 
of Brooklyn that cost not less than 
$35,000, and on a salary of $4,500 
a year. Other things are now com­
ing to light. Fine furniture was 
allowed or sometimes forced on 
postmasters all over tbe country, 
and all of it was made by one con­
cern. Typewriting machines have 
been distributed lavishly, aud all of 
them of the same make. The old- 
fashioned good iron mail boxes 
were supplanted bv sheet iron 
boxes, and all of them pointed 
alike and with the same firm’s 
paint, and painted by men sent out 
from the department when it could 
be done much cheaper at home by 
some firm iu the city where the 

! painting was done. The farmers 
along the rural free delivery routes 
were not allowed to furnish their 
own boxes, but were compelled to 
pay for the kind of box prescribed 
and sent out by the superintendent 
of the free delivery service. When­
ever & new rural free delivery route 
was to be inaugurated some firm 
that furnished wagons and other 
things to the department or to the 
carriers was given the tip and got 
into the game before any other 
firm knew anything about it. And 
out of this comes good graft for 
the men behind the scenes.
