Safety Precautions

Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., Di-
rector of the Texas Department
of Public Safety, today urged
Texans to review tornado safety
precautions,

“While tornadoes can occur any
time of the year,” Garrison said,
“April, May and June are the
peak months.”

U. S. Weather Bureau records
indicate that Texas leads the
nation in total number of torna-
does per year. The annual average
of 80.7 is based on a record of
1,210 confirmed tornadoes from
1951 thru 1965.

plan,” Garrison said. “To know

what to do when a tornado is
approaching may mean the dif-
ference between life and death.”
Tornado Safety Rules:
If You Are Near A Tornado

Cellar
When time permits, go to a
tornado cellar, cave or under-

ground excavation which should
have an air outlet to help equal-
ize the air pressure.

If You Are In Open Country

1. Move at right angles to the
tornado’s path. Tornadoes usually
move ahead at about 25 to 40
miles per hour.

2. If there is no time to escape,
life flat in the nearest depression
such as a ditch or ravine,

If In A City Or Town

1. Seek inside shelter, prefer-
ably in a strongly reinforced
building. STAY AWAY FROM
WINDOWS!

2. In homes: The corner of the
basement toward the tornado us-
ually offers the greatest safety,
particularly in frame houses. Peo-
ple in houses without basements
can sometimes be protected by
taking cover under heavy furni-
ture against inside walls. Doors
and windows on the sides of the
house away from the tornado may
be onened to help reduce damage
to the building.

3. Standing against the inside
wall on a lower floor of an office
building offers some protection.

If In Schools

In city areas: If school building
is of strongly reinforced construc-
tion, stay inside, away from win-
dows, remain near an inside wall
on the lower floors when possible.
AVOID AUDITORIUMS AND
GYMNASIUMS with large, poor-
ly-supported roofs.

WILDERNESS MEANS
LACK OF PEOPLE

Well-meaning conservationists
speak of the importance of pre-
serving “untouched” wilderness
areas. The plain fact is that in
the classic sense, wilderness areas
are a thing of the past, If men
like Jim Bridger, John C. Fre-
mont or Daniel Boone were a-
round today, they would die of
claustrophobia. The wilderness
as they understood it has been
gone for nearly a hundred years.
The main attribute of a wilder-
ness is lack of people, not the
enchanting scenery. Nature ruled
the wilderness with an iron

hand, often with a destruc-

tive force - that would appall
the conservationists of today. The
weak and the ailing were swept
away.

In a nation of 200 million peo-
ple, we simply could not afford
the luxury of wasting vast wil-
derness areas such as existed in
the day of Daniel Boone, We can’t
afford to let forests simply die
of old age. They must be used,
And that is what the modern
timber companies are endeavor-
ing to do—and at the same time
plan new timber crops that must
be coming on for future genera-
tions of Americans.
