The flags, which have been care-
fully researched the faithfully re-
created, are entirely handmade from
pure silks and cottons that match the
tabrics used 150 years ago.

Only 950 sets of these flags will be
produced and because they are
considered so rare and rich in
heritage a set was presented to
Prince Charles during his recent visit
to Texas.

Some teenagers think they can
bypass their parents in obedience
and still be in fellowship with Christ.

An impossibility! God has given to
you young people parents to protect
you and to train you.

Fourth, a Christian teenager
should desire to work for the Lord
Jesus during and throughout your
teen years. Serving Christ through

your local church and your youth

group is your opportunity to be used
of the Lord while you are still young.
