Donley County has been added to 
the P res iden tia l D ecla ration  
resulting from severe storms, tor­
nadoes and flooding in Texas which 
occurred May 4 through June 15, 
1989. As a result o f the declaration, 
SBA disaster loans are made avail­
able to assist individuals, busi­
nesses and non-profit organiza­
tions in repairing or replacing 
property damaged by the storms. 
Interest rates for individuals and 
businesses are 4 or 8 percent. Inter­
est rates for non-profit organiza­
tions are 4 or 9.125 percent. The 
filing deadline for physical loss 
loans in Donley County is October 
13,1989.

SBA is also accepting applica­
tions for economic injury loans 
from small businesses located in 
Donley County and the adjacent 
county of Wheeler, which was not 
previously declared. Disaster loans 
are available to businesses and 
non-profit organizations which 
have experienced  substantial 
economic losses as a result o f the 
storms. Businesses and non-profit 
organizations located in the ad­
jacent counties are only eligible for 
economic injury loans. The interest 
rate for economic injury loans is 4 
percent. This program is available 
only to small businesses which are 
able to meet SBA size standards 
and which do not have credit avail­
able elsewhere. The filing deadline 
for econom ic injury loans is 
February 20, 1990.

Aid Program Is A B ig  Winner
MThe men and women who set­

tled the High Plains nearly a 
century ago understood the impor­
tance o f neighbors helping neigh­
bors during hard times. This spirit 
o f neighbor-helping-neighbor is 
evident today in the participation 
o f the Golden Spread Farmers 
Market Association in a program 
to benefit needy mothers and 
children in the Am arillo area,” 
Deputy State Agriculture Commis­
sioner M ike M oeller said here 
today.

Moeller, himself a farmer and 
rancher in Central Texas, «n*A» the 
comments at a news conference 
held at the Golden Spread Farmers 
Market. Moeller was joined by rep­
resentatives of the Bi-City County 
Health Department.

“The Golden Spread Farmers 
Market, in cooperation with the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
and the Texas Departm ent o f 
Health, is participating in a unique 
effort called the Texas Farmers 
Market Coupon Program. Other 
TDA-assisted markets participat­
ing in the program are located in 
Austin, Beaumont, Corsicana, D el 
Rio, £1 Paso, Hillsboro, Lufkin, 
Paris, San Antonio, and Sherman- 
Denison. This program was made 
possible by the passage o f the 
Farmers Market Nutrition Act ear­
lier this year by the Texas Legisla­
ture.

“The Fanners Market Nutrition 
Act authorizes the state of Texas to 
spend $178,628 to help needy 
mothers purchase fresh fruits and 
vegetables from these 11 TD A-as­
sisted farmers markets. The state 
contribution  is m atched by a 
federal grant o f $416,800. The 
federal funds are the result o f con­
gressional approval of the Hunger 
Prevention Act of 1988. The late 
T exas Congressm an M ickey  
Lcland sponsored the Farmers 
Market Nutrition Enhancement 
Act, part of the Hunger Prevention 
Act o f 1988, which makes $83 mil­

lion in federal funds available for 
farmers markets over the next three 
years in 10 states to provide assis­
tance to recipients in the Women- 
Infants-Children (W IC ) nutrition 
program. This program represents 
part of Leland’s legacy of hope for 
hungry children from the Texas 
Panhandle to parched areas of East 
Africa,” Moeller said.

“The Texas Farm ers Market 
Coupon Program is simple in both 
theory and practice. W IC  clients in 
the Amarillo area are being issued 
$20 in coupons for use only at the 
Golden Spread Farmers M arket 
The coupons are treated as cash by 
farmers, and the farmers are later 
reim bursed through the Texas 
Department o f Health. T D A  is also 
providing materials to local health 
officials to educate mothers about 
the nutritional benefits of adding 
fresh produce to their families’ 
diets.

“T h e coupon  program  in 
Amarillo is being coordinated by 
the Texas Department of Health 
and the Bi-City County Health 
Department with assistance from 
the Texas Department of Agricul­
ture. A  total o f $50300 in coupon 
vouchers is available from three 
clinics operated by the Bi-City 
County Health Department for use 
by more than 2300 W IC  clients in 
the Am arillo  area. The Texas 
Department o f Health reports that 
about 63 percent of the coupons 
issued this summer have already 
been redeemed by area farmers. 
The coupons can be used by W IC  
clien ts until Septem ber 30,” 
Moeller said.

“The need for initiatives such as 
the Texas Farmers Market Coupon 
Program has never been greater in 
Texas. Nearly four million people 
in this state require some form of 
food assistance, and an estimated 
800,000 Texans go hungry at some 
point during the month. More than 
one million o f those hungry Texans 
have been added to the poverty

“W e already know that the Texas 
Farmers Market Coupon Program 
is a practical and co6t effective way 
to help those most in need. T D A  
launched a pilot project in San An­
tonio last fall in cooperation with 
the San Antonio Fanners Market 
Association, the San Antonio  
Metro Health District and TDH . 
W e raised almost $45,000 in foun­
dation and corporation contribu­
tions, and the San Antonio project 
provided food assistance to 3,600 
W IC  clients in Bexar County. More 
than 85 percent of the coupons is­
sued in Bexar County were  
redeemed by area fanners.

“Previous studies indicate some 
W IC  mothers have insufficient 
funds to buy enough food to last the 
month, and the diets o f needy 
families are frequently lacking in 
vitamins A  and C. The Farmers 
M arket Coupon Program  will 
maltr a dramatic improvement in 
the diets of W IC  families while en­
couraging W IC  mothers to make 
fresh produce a permanent part of 
their families’ diets. According to a 
study by the Harvard School of 
Public Health, each dollar we 
spend on W IC  saves $3 dollars in 
later medical expenses,” Moeller 
said.

“The Farmers Market Coupon 
Program is also a big winner for 
area farmers who sell through the 
m arket. The program  o ffers  
fanners a steady source of income 
and exposure to a sizeable group of 
new customers. According to sur­
vey results from the pilot project in 
San Antonio, the majority of W IC  
mothers had never shopped at a 
farmers market before. However, 
nearly 80 percent o f the W IC  
mothers surveyed in San Antonio 
say they will continue to shop at 
farmers markets, and another study 
found that W IC  mothers spend an 
additional $4 for every $10 in 
coupons used at farmers markets. 
The new business generated by the 
Texas Farmers Market Coupon 
Program could make the difference 
between success and failure for 
some small farmers, and the added 
cash flow generated by this pro­
gram will be felt throughout the 
Panhandle communities where 
these farmers live. In essence, this 
program feeds two families for the 
price of one,” Moeller said. '

Options!
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Watch For 
Pneumonia in 
Calves

pneum onia in calves can be
1  greatly accelerated during 

the fall season, particularly with 
viruses, bacteria and other germs 
present.

Stress factors contributing to 
pneum onia include weaning, 
hunger, thirst, castration, dehorn­
ing, adverse weather, abusive han­
dling, shipping, fatigue and mixing 
with other cattle said Tim Trimble, 
county agent with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

Viruses involved are IBR, PI3, 
B V D , reoviruses, rhinovi ruses, 
adenoviruses, herpes viruses and 
syncytial viruses. Bacteria types in­
clude pasteureUa and hemophilus 
and other dangerous germs are 
chlamydia, micoplasma and ricket- 
tsia.

Normally healthy calves harbor 
germs that can cause respira tory 
infection. Bringing calves together 
from different sources results in an 
exchange of these germs.

Stress causes mild infections to 
develop into clinical disease. Cal­
ves with pneumonia generally are 
extremely de pressed, with head 
down and ears drooped. The ab­
domen is tucked up, fever reaches 
107 degrees F., breathing is dif­
ficult, and the nose is dry or has a 
ropy discharge. Deaths are usually 
sudden and unexpected.

To minimize the severity and 
numbers of respiratory infec tions 
in calves, Trimble recommended 
these practices:

-Maintain vaccination in the 
breeding herd.

-Vaccinate calves at 2 to 4 
months of age.

-Vaccinate calves again 3 weeks 
before weaning.

-Castrate, dehorn, brand and im­
plant calves up to three weeks 
before weaning or three weeks 
after weaning.

-Wait to co-mingle and ship cal­
ves three weeks after weaning.

Treasurer Richards said. "It has 
grown from virtually nothing in 
1962 to $40 million this year and 
each new dollar we collect is a dol­
lar that we don’t have to collect 
from our taxpayers.”

T he state received  a la rge  
amount of unclaimed property ear­
lier this week after the Treasury 
sold its unclaimed stock certificates 
for more than $4 million.

In addition, auditors from the 
Treasury found $11 m illion in 
heretofore unreported unclaimed 
property from various businesses in 
the state.

Based on their job performance, 
the T exas State A u d ito r has 
prepared  a report that shows 
Treasury Unclaim ed Property  
auditors had the highest per audit 
hour return o f any revenue collect­
ing agency in state government.

Richards said that while she was 
proud o f the amount o f unclaimed 
property collected and turned over 
to the state, she was even more 
proud o f the fact that the State 
Treasury had been able to find 
ow ners o f $30 m illion in lost 
property during the last year.

“W e  have found  m ore lost 
property for the citizens of Texas 
this year than the total found for all 
previous years prior to 1963, the 
first year I was in office,” Richards 
said.

"So far this year we have written 
checks returning lost property to 
more than 16,000 Texans and we 
are finding more each day.”

The Richards Administration 
has collected $273.5 million in un­
claimed property in the past six 
years, or 86 percent o f all un- - 
claimed property collected since 
the unclaimed property law was 
passed in 1962.

O f the $ U ^  million returned to 
owners during the past 27 years, the 
Richards Administration returned 
$110 million or 96 percent.

In order to find owners of lost 
property, state law requires the 
Treasury to publish a statewide list­
ing of those persons with $50 or 
more o f unclaimed property each 
March.

This year, the Treasury publish­
ed a list of 110,000 names of per­
sons with more than $60 million in 
lost money.

The state can use any money that 
remains unclaimed for general 
state expenses and for education. 
This year $20 million went to the 
General Revenue Fund and $20 
million to the Foundation School 
Fund.

While the state may use money 
while it remains unclaimed, the 
owners or the owners’ heirs may 
claim their property at any time in 
the future.

Ibbacco Use 
Poses Risks 
For Teenagers

A  new Texas law  is a step 
^ to w ard  preventing drug ad­

diction, lung cancer, and other dis­
eases related to tobacco use, ac­
cording to the Texas Medical As­
sociation. Effective September 1, 
the law makes purchasing tobacco 
products a crim e for persons 
younger than 18.

That law, however, isn’t enough 
to stop teenagers before they be­
com e add icted  to tobacco  
products. Parents are urged to 
teach elementary school students 
about the dangers of using tobacco 
products and to enforce strict rules

fo t t o n  farm ers in D onley
^C ou n ty  continue to battle for 

a crop. Despite early season dis­
ease problems, replanting several 
times, too much rain, too little rain, 
insects and cool weather, cotton 
farmers continue to battle for a 
chance to make a crop this year. As 
many problems as the cotton crop 
has seen, there will be a good  
chance that many producers will 
see good yields if the weather will 
cooperate a little longer.

The latest problem that cotton 
farm ers are d ea lin g  w ith is 
Hdiothis infestation, or better 
known as bollwonn and tobacco 
budworm infestation.

Hdiothis moths have been in the 
county since spring but numbers 
didn’t start building up until about 
three weeks ago. They over-winter 
in the pupal stage in the soil near 
host plants. Adult moths emerge in 
early spring and will usually com­
plete several generations on host 
plants other than cotton before 
moving into cotton. After moths 
move into cotton they feed on nec­
tar then lay eggs which require two 
to five days to hatch. L&ivae feed 
on fruiting forms for fourteen to 
eighteen days, then burrow into soil 
around plants and pupate where 
they spend twelve to eighteen days. 
Upon emergence as adults, moths 
spend two to five days feeding on 
nectar before egg laying begins 
again.

BoUworms and/or tobacco bud- 
worms can build up enough num 
bers that economic loss can occur. 
When approximately one worm for 
every three feet can be found in the 
field on forty inch rows, then there 
are 4356 worms per acre. Worms 
can damage one to two bolls each. 
Using an average of 15 the damage 
of 4356 worms would be 6534 bolls 
per acre. On the average it takes 
350 bolls to make a pound of lint. 

vWith a loss of 6534 bolls per acre 
that equals an 18.7 pounds lint lost 
per acre. A t $.60 cot ton, this 
would be an approximate loss of 
$11.22 per acre due to worm  
damage. O f course, this is just an 
example but it does show that it 
does not take very many worms to 
cause heavy crop damage and los­
ses, but there are often more vari­
ables than those men tioned that 
will affect these calculations.

Many fields in the county have 
been sprayed for worms and ac­
cording to Emory Boring III, Ex­
tension Entomologist, the recent 
cool weather should slow moth egg 
laying. But warm tern peratures 
will be needed throughout Scptem-

M any factors contribute to 
tobacco use among adolescents. 
Peer pressure is the most important 
factor, although use by parents and 
other fam ily m em bers gives 
children a positive image of smok­
ing even before they start school 
Teenagers believe smoking makes 
them appear grown up.

Many teens don’t take the health 
threats of tobacco use seriously be­
cause they believe they can quit 
whenever they want, thus reducing 
the health risks. The addictive 
power of nicotine, however, makes 
quitting extremely difficult. Studies 
show that 85 percent of teenagers 
who smoke two or more cigarettes 
completely-and overcome the ini­
tial discomfort of smoking—will be­
come regular smokers.

Early adolescents are most at 
risk for starting the smoking habit. 
Studies show the tendency to 
smoke climbs steadily from 12 to 16 
years old, then declines. Smoking 
rarely begins after age 20.

Tobacco is second to alcohol 
among the substances most used by

i m r i H t i T H

12- to 17-year-olds in Texas, ac­
cording to a 1968 survey by the 
Texas Commission on Alcohol and 
Drug Abuse. Although the survey 
showed tobacco use has dropped 
slightly among Texas adolescents) 
since I960,5 percent of high school 
seniors say they smoke more than 
half a pack a day. One alarming 
trend is the rising use o f tobacco 
among young women, which has 
gone from haff that of males in 1960 
to the same level as males in 1968.
„ Smokeless tobacco, widely ad­
vertised in recent years, is not 
without risks either. Snuff users ex­
pose their mouth and gums to 
powerful carcinogens, and some 
researchers predict an epidemic or 
oral cancer by the turn of the cen­
tury. Large amounts of sugar and 
sodium in smokeless tobacco also 
are associated with periodontic 
disease and high Mood pressure.

The risks of tobacco use far out­
weigh any benefits. The Texas 
Medical Association hopes Texas’ 
new law will begin to curb the prob­
lem among teenagers.

Riding Out A  
Hurricane in 
1875

lU o w ad ay s when tro p ica l 
”  storms strike the G ulf Coast, 

residents have the choice o f either 
fleeing inland or staying home to 
ride out the tempests. The option 
of escaping the storms is compara­
tively new. Only in recent years 
have weather forecasts been able to 
warn people that hurricanes were 
coming so that they could get out of 
harm’s way.

Throughout the nineteenth cen­
tury, hurricanes caught G ulf Coast 
residents without the warnings we 
now take fo r granted. This is

precisely what happened to Aran­
sas Pass harbor pilot John T. M er­
cer and his family in Sept 1875.

Fortunately for us, Mercer kept 
a detailed daily journal. Five of its 
volumes, covering the years from 
1866 to 1881, are preserved on 
microfilm at the Corpus Chriati 
Public Library. They tell us much 
about life on the Texas G ulf Coast 
over a century ago, and they in­
dude a running narrative of events 
at Aransas Pass during one par­
ticular storm.

Mercer began his journal entry 
for Thurs^ Sept. 16,1875, early in 
the morning. A t 1 o’clock aaa, he 
wrote, “A ll hands got up. The wind 
blowing fearful from the north 
northwest.” A s the day progressed, 
the weather didn’t improve.

In  the darkness o f the early 
morning hours, Mercer’s sons went 
down to the bay and retrieved their
rowboats. Later they tied them to a 
blacksmith shop building to keep 
them from being dashed to pieces 
by the wind. Already storm-buf­
feted vessels in the harbor were 
dragging anchor, some o f them 
washing ashore.

“The Bessie lays on her side,” 
M ercer wrote, describing one of 
the wind-battered vessels he saw. 
“She appears to be fast to her 
anchor (and) she is catching fits. 
ThcFarw ell is out of sight.”

At home earnest preparations 

were under way for the worst 
should the storm bring it. “Ned and 
Tom filled everything that would 
hold water, for fear the tide would 
get in the wells,” Mercer penned. ‘

Neither men nor animals could 
escape the fury o f the winds. 
“Several chickens had the life 
blown out of them, roosting in the 
trees,” Mercer wrote.

It was hopeless for Mercer to try 
to cook the dead birds. He com­
plained on the pages of the diary, 
“W e tried to make a fire in the 
house, but the rain came down the 
chimney and put it out.” Cooking 
was out of the question.

Despite the high winds and tor­
rential rains, members of the har­
bor pilot’s household continually 
attempted to secure their own and 
others’ vessels in the harbor. One 
ship named the Doaga broke loose 
from its moorings, and several of 
the men went out in dinghies to try 
to save it. “They taken the ballast 
out of her and moored her with part 
of it,” Mercer scribbled, adding, 
“They had quite a job of it.”

By 6 o’dodc on the evening of the 
storm, Mercer was able to note in 
his journal that the wind was finally 
abating and the tide was falling. “I 
made out to make a fire in the 
house,” he wrote. At least there 
would be a hot supper.

A fte r the m eal, the diarist 
recorded, “A ll hands feel tired and 
wet,” and everybody was headed 
for bed by 7 p.m.

Concluding his diary entry for 
the day of the storm, Mercer ob­
served, “This days beats anything 
for high water since the flood. All 
well, nobody hurt, thanks God.”
