Helen Keller, the blind and deaf 

girl who has astonished the w'orld 
by the marvellous progress she has 
made in spite of the fact that the 
ordinary sources of information are 
closed, delivered an address at 
New York recently in which she 
said: ” 1 am studyiny economics 
this year, and I have learned that 
it is the condition of social life that 
people shall work for one another, 
and it is the interest of society to 
enable every member to work. A 
human being who does not work 
is not a member of society and can 
have no stauding in it.’ ’

It is strange that this frail being 
whose sightless orbs look only “ in­
to the darkness which the blind 
see" and whose ears have heard 
only “ stillness which the deaf 
hear,”  has discovered a truth un­
seen by countless millions who 
trample on each other in their mad 
effort to secure the lion’s share of 
earth’s bounties; slrange that the 
harmony of human life should have 
penetrated her understanding when 
it is unheard by multitudes of sel­
fish aud self-centered people. Why 
is it? Either some companion has 
given her an ideal which shapes 
iier thoughts or, protected from the 
frivolities 6f li e by the wall which 
her misfortunes have builded, her 
heart is open to the highest and 
the best impulses.

Christ, in the beautiful parable 
of the sower, explains why some re­
ceive truth more readily than oth­
ers. Some seed, He said, fell 
where the- thorns sprang up and 
chocked it, an in interpreting its 
meaning to His disciples He said 
that the cares of this world and the 
deceitfulness of riches, choke the 
truth. So it has ever been; the 
carts of this world aud the deceit- 
fulness of riches still choke the 
truth. Helen Keller's heart seems 
to Le the good ground where seed 
is free to grow and where it brings 
forth manyfold.— The Commoner.

The milker should be clean, and

his clothes likwise.
The primary and greatest waste 

in dairying is poor cows.
Proper feed shows the breed in 

dairy cows at milking time.
Contact with the air tends to re­

move animal odors from the milk.
The dairy cow must have the 

faculty of turning foo d into milk.
The use of the test should lie on 

more farms than now, give it 
room.

Some believe it as profitable to 
curry a $75 cow as to curry a $25 
pony.

Those people who consider milk­
ing irksome will never make good 
dairymen.

Successful dairying means sys­
tem, accommodation, intelligence, 
and hard work.

A tin vessel for milk is much 
more preferable to crocks or stone­
ware vessels.

A good remedy for swollen teat 
on a milk cow is equal parts of 
glycerine and lobelia.

If milk is allowed to retain its 
natural heat decomposition sets in 
soon after it is drawn.

Don't feed the skim milk to the 
calf sour. Heat milk to about 90 
degrees before feeding.

The separator on the farm re­
moves the possibilty of rearing a 
stunted calf on skimmed milk.

Webster does not, in his defini­
tion of butter, allude to oleomar­
garine as a butter product.

In making butter we want just 
as little water in the milk and just 
as much butter fat as possible.

The udder of a good dairy cow 
should be large backward and well 
forward, and wider than deep.

It is claimed that the cream of 
two skimmings mixed will not 
yield the butter as well as one.

With all your stock warm sweet 
milk will give better results in 
feeding than cold or sour milk.

The best solution of the expense; 
of feeding dairy cows is to raise as 
much feed for home use as possi­
ble.

The cow with a large paunch 
makes a better milker as well as a 
better beef cow than one who has 
not.

Gilt-edge butter is more to l>e 
desired on tne average consumer’s 
plate than any delicacy of the sea­
son.

Not so much depends upon the 
number of cows in a herd as upon 
the individuals of which it is com­
posed.

Get rid of that idea you have to 
starve the calf it makes a good dairy 
cow. It’s a delusion and a snare.

Get the milk from the barn into 
a cool, well ventilated place as soon 
as possible after it has been drawn.

Separator cream should be cool­
ed quickly by setting cans in cold 
water. Air will not cool it fast 
enough.

Goat’s milk and burrors’ milk, 
which is much used in Mexico, is 
stronger and richer than that of 
the ordinary cow.

One hundred ponds of skitnmilk 
has a feeding value equal to half a 
bushel of corn, providing it is fed 
in proper quanties.

Milk has a strong attraction for 
odors and really absorbs anything 
in the air. It really extracts the 
odor of dirt that falls into it.

Butter well washed with weak 
brine when in the granular stage 
will seldom show 1 per cent of 
cheese and only a trace of sugar.

A kicking cow is never cured by 
harshness. Still, it does not pay 
to keep an animal of that kind in 
a herd unless her other qualities 
are so good as to over balance it.
