Recently this doctrine has
been attacked: Why shouldn't
the government pay llke any
other organization?

BSo during the last war the
federal government in response
to public opinion passed a “tort
Uability” law. It gives the peo-
ple much more power to sue
than before the last war, And the
courts much more often than
Congress now set the damages
in many kinds of cases.

In Texas, the Legislature by a
proper action may permit cer-
tain general types of suits to be
brought against the state, un-
der various conditions and re-
strictions. Then, It a specific
situation arises which is not
covered by the general rules, the
legislators are authorized to pass
a special measure to permit sult
to be brought.

Therefore, any persons seeking
to enforce a clalm against the
State of Texas through the
courts must petition the Legls-
lature for the necessary permis-
slon, unless his clajm falls with-
in some general category or type
perviously recognized by our
lawmakers, During each session,
the Legislature passes legisla-
tion allowing suits to be brought
against the state In a variety of
cases.

Bometimes, however, sults may
be brought against indlividuals
holding office under the State
of Texas and acting as agents
of the state, but where the
state Itself is not the principal
party to the sult, without first
gailning consent to sue. There
are numerous situations in which
an individual officer may be
sued with regard to the dutles
and functions of his office, and
in which the state is not direct-
ly or substantially a party in in-
terest,

Suppose you do obtain legisla-
tive permisison to sue the state.
What happens then?

If sult is brought against the
State of Texas, and the action
is ully prc ted, you
will be awarded a judgment
against the state. Then, It's
back to the Legislature for more

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Nutria Spreod Now
Problem in Texas

Control of nutria now has be-
come a problem in Texas, with
this little South American Im-
port on an eating rampage
pretty well over half of Texas.
There are areas in Texas where
it has become a real menace, ac-
cording to H. D. Dodgen, execu-
tive secretary of the Game and
Fish Commission,

Reports from southwest Texas
indicate heavy damage in the
marshland, where nutria have
practically taken over thousands
of acres of the marshes. They
are destroying not only duck
foocd, but crops too, according
to the reports.

The little animal also has
spread over much of the east-
ern half of the State. Many
country clubs with lakes are
reporting that nutria have eaten
off shrubs around the lake
banks and are destroying the
foundations of some of the
dams.

They also have encroached on
State owned fish hatcheries and
are eating all growth on the
levies, thereby weakening them
s0 that water seeps out.

Many privately owned small
lakes in the south Texas area
are operting under special pro-
grams to kill off the nutria,

The nutria was imported into
the United States a few years
ago because it was felt they
might control undesirable vege-
tatlon on lakes and streams.

They did not stop at eating un-
| desirable vegetation, however.
They destroyed other vegetation
and are now classed as a nul-
sance,

New Bulletin
Discusses Pricklypear

Pricklypear—good or bad? = *

This is a question in the
minds of many ranchmen who
often ask if pricklypear should
be controlled or kept as an em-
ergency feed reserve.

For over a century prickly-
pear has been used for livestock
feed. On Texas rangelands it
usually is considered an un-
desirable plant but does haye
some economic value as supple-
mental forage for cattle and
sheep during winter and drouth
periods,

Frequently, ranchmen burn
pricklypear for a supplemental
roughage for cattle during win-
ter. Burning consists of singe-
ing pricklypear spines with a
hot flame from butane or oll
pear burners. Pear burners are
constructed and operate much
like a blowtorch. The spines

“|should be burned enough that

they cannot be felt when the
pad is touched. If pricklypear is
burned excessively livestock re-
fuse to eat it, but they eat it
re;ydlly when it is burned prop-
erly.

Chemical analysis of green
pricklypear parts usually con-
sumed by animals follow: Crude
protein, 14 to 4.4 percent; diges-
tible protein, 0.5 percent; fat,
1,55 percent; potash, 3.04 per-
cent; photphoric acld, 033 per-
cent; crude fiber, 8.65 percent;
calcium, 284 to 1385 percent;
nitrogen-free-extract, 57.85 per-
cent; and water, up to 85 per-
cent. From this analysis It
would be classed asa falr rough-
age.

The Texas Agricultural EX-
tension Service has published a
bulletin entitled “Pricklypear—
Good or Bad.” The bulletin con-
tains discussions of pricklypear's
forage value and its advantages
and disadvantages as a range
plant. It also has sections de-
voted to control measures and
wh)nt management follows con-
trol.

This publication, B-806, Is
avallable free of charge from lo-
cal county agents or the Agri-
cultural Information Office, Col-
lege Station, Texas.

'So Be Careful

This Is the time of the year
when  polsonous reptiles, such
as the very unpopular but well-
known rattlesnake, are coming
out. According to H. D, Dodgen,
exdcutiye secretary, Texas Game
and Fish Commission, March is
the month when the weather Is
just cool enough to keep the
snakes In thelr dens and just
warm enough to make it nice
for an outing.

“This situation wil not last
long,” declares the executive
secretary, “Once the warm wea-
ther arrives In force, the ratt-
lers will leave these dens and
begin to slip through the brush-
Jands or just lle behind rocks and
drowse in the sun.”

Dodgen described the large
catches made recently at Sweet-
water as proof enough that
there will be plenty of snakes
In Texas when hot weather
comes. Some four thousand rat-
tlesnakes were captured during
the two day snake hunt held in
that ranching area.

“Be extra careful when onan
outing,” he warned. “These kil-
lers usually hide in places where
you'd least expect them to be.
Don't reach behind a rock or a
stump until you've checked for
snakes. When lifting wood from
a plle, jab it a few times to make
sure there are no rattlers there.
Know all the precautilons and
remember them when you're in
tha country or even In your own
back yard.”
