on million men, now out of work, in 
jobs. Co-operating with the legion 
and the Federation are such organi­
zations as the Association of National 
Advertisers, and all of the important 
press associations, news syndicates 
and other agencies of publicity.

We think this is going to he a suc­
cessful campaign, although it is only 
’ust starting. We think also that it 
i- a splendid thing for the American 
I^egion to undertake. We can think 
of no finer patriotic service which 
these men who once wore Uncle Sam's 
uniform could perform, than to come 
to the rescue of an international crisis 
like this.
