Three constitutional amendments
are to be voted on this fall, and we
give their purpose below, and voters
should give them some thought be-
fore voting on them.
INTERNATIONAL IMPROVEMENTS.

Be it resolved that section 52,
article 3, of the constitution of the
state of Texas, be, and the same is
hereby amended so as to read as
follows:

Section 52. The legislature shall
have no power to authorize any
county, city, town or other political
corporations or subdivision of the
state to lend its credit or grant
public money or thing of wvalue in
aid of, or to any individual, associ-
ation or corporation whatsoever, or
to become a stockholder in such
corporation, association or company;
provided, however, that under
legislative provision any county,
any political subdivision of a
county, any number of adjoining
counties, or any political subdivision
of the state, or any defined district
now or hereafter to be described
and defined within the State of
Texas, and which may or may not
include towns, villages or muncipal
corporations, upon a vote of a two-
thirds majority of the resident
property taxpayers voting thereon
who are qualified electors of such
districts or territory to be effected
thereby, in addition to all other
debts, may issue bonds or otherwise
lend its credit in any amount not

to exceed one-fourth of the assessed | necessary

that the total bonded indebtedness
of any city or town shall never ex-
ceed the limits imposed by other

provisions of this constitution, and |

(b) 'The construction and main-
tenance of pools, lakes, reservoirs,
dams, canals and waterways for
the purpose of irrigation, drainage
or navigation, or in aid thereof.

(¢) The construction, mainte-
nance and operation of macadamiz-
ed, graveled or paved roads and
turnpikes, or in aid thereof.

Sec. 3. The governor is hereby
