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To Test the Election Law.
Candidates in Denison are in aIp

stew over the election law. The 
provision, intended to ent out all 
but the dominent party in Texas 
from the official ballot, is not work­
ing as smoothly as anticipated. In 
that city Union Laboritis took ad­
vantage of the provision and made 
nominations when other candidates 
did not want todoso.buttheyfindby 
referring the matter to the attorney- 
general that there is no other way 
to get their name on the official 
ballot. He writes them:

“ We do not understand that 
where one party makes nominations 
there can be an official ballot for 
any other party, except the one 
making the nominations? This we 
think is clear from the provisions 
of the latter part of section 86 of 
the election law. From the pro­
visions of this section it appears 
that where no primary or conven­
tion has been held by any political 
party the names of all candidates 
shall be placed on the official ticket, 
but each of the various candidates 

^ y  must name the ballot on which his 
name is to be placed. It seems 
that as by one political party in 
Denison there have been nomina­
tions, that the other candidates 
mentioned by you can not avail 
themselves of the section referred 
to, unless there be conventions by 
some other political party.’ ’

Parties there say just what will 
be done in the premises can not be 
foretold, but it is generally believed 
that the advice will rot be regarded 
and that if found necessary the 
aspirants for Denison offices will 
institute mandamus proceedings to 
force J udge Webb to prepare them 
a ballot, which would test the legal­
ity of the provisions, which it is 
claimed, denies qualiGed voters the 
right of asking suffrage of their 
fellow citizens at an election held 
for the purpose of determining the 
choice of the people.

The initiative and referendum 
system of lawmaking is the hope of 
the people. But it will never be 

^  put in force, even if adopted, until 
a party of the people carries the 
day. Monopoly courts will knock 
it out one way and another. They 
will hold that the constitutional 
amendment adopting it was not 
properly submitted or that the sub­
mission of laws under it was irreg­
ular, that it means something it 
does not say, or something else will 
always be the matter. And the 
monopoly controlled legislatures 
will fail to track the law in sub­
mitting proposed laws to the peo­
ple. The supreme court of Oregon 
left but a skeleton of the initiative 
and referendum amendment to the 
constitution of that State adopted 
by the people by a vote of 11 to I . 
—Mo. World.

Most plants throw out their feeding 
roots, first, in the warm surface 
soil if finely pulverized, and is best 
therefore to harrow or disc, shal­
lower than plowing, immediately 
before planting.

Plant as early as is safe from frost.

Air and 
sunlight are of greatest importance 
in pushing the crop along to matur­
ity; where the soil is inclined to be 
cold and damp it is better to bed up 
<Jr ridge the rows—that is throw a 
light furrow on each side. This 
improves drainage and warms the 
soil; where the land is well drained 
flat planting is fully as satisfac­
tory.

Begin cultivation as soon as cot­
ton is up. A smoothing harrow 
will do splendid work to loosen the 
surface soil at this time.

If this does not force a sufficient 
number of bolls, root-prune by 
plowing, running deep furrows not 
closer than eighteen inches to the 
row. Deep plowing too close to the 
plants would destroy their vitality 
and injure the crop.
