Guided His Boy
Father and Son W orked Together For 

Democracy, and the S turdy Cali­
fornia Pioneer found Great De­
light In the Latter’s Industry and
Achievements.

“ I'm  feeling very lonely,” sa id  cx- 
S enator Join-.; of Nevada in tlie Hoff­
m an Mouse. New York, th e  o ther day. 
“ Nearly all the old tim ers are gone 
now —the men w ho stood out from  the 
crow d In the w est—and it took a  pretty  
good m an to  do th a t.”

I t  certainly did, for the early  comers 
t»  C alifornia and N evada w ere not an 
o rd inary  lot. In brains, body and vigor 
they  rose fa r  above the average of hu­
m anity , o r they w ould not have forced 
th e ir  w ay to  the  frontier. And to  rise 
above th is  young and energetic and 
daring  population argued the posses­
sion of very exceptional qualities.

T h a t is w hy the “Pacific coast mil­
lionaire” has alw ays been an intcrest-

reg im ented and classified and conven­

S enator Jonc* spoke of the friends 
w hom  dentil has removed, especially of 
Ills once colleague in the senate, George 
H ea rst, and of John  W. Mnekny.

These tw o  and Jones him self were 
th e  throe very rich C alifornians most 
liked, because m ost characteristic of 
th e ir  day. All m ade the ir money In 
th e  mines, and all were hum anized in­
s tead  of hardened by wealth.

“AYhy should money change a m an?” 

h e  would say In conversational Intim a­
cy, “except to  make him bigger and 
b e tte r  by en d u in g  him to be his best 
se lf?  If  you 're poor you have to c.o 

•.Wliat you can, and somebody else gives 
you orders, but if you’re rich you’re 
free  to  be w hat you like."

A nd th is particu lar m illionaire liked 
to be n dem ocratic American.

T h a t Is w h a t distinguished th e  suc­
cessful C alifornians for the m ost p a rt— 
itheir dem ocracy. A ssum ption of su ­
perio rity , pretension to being different 
ih kind from  those around them , arro- 
(gance, aloofness—these tra its  w ere fo r­
b idden  by the ir knowledge of life and 
sense  of humor.

S enator H e a rs t confessed th a t he w as 
m ade hum ble by bis good fortune.

“ I w as nearly  a m iddle aged m an,” 
Jlo related , “w hen I s ta rted  from  Cal­
ifo rn ia  over tlio m ountains w ith a 
party, fo r the  new  AA'nshoe mines. Tlio 

i 'day w as hot, th e  g rade steep, nnd I 
' fcfelfbehind. I  got ofT my horse ai 1 
j » a t  down in the  shade, flicking the  d r  t 
1 l i f . th e  road w ith  my sw itch  and w u-

"Now, why uid th a t happen to  me es­
pecially?

“P u t on a irs because you’ve struck  
it rich? Oh, I’ve seen too m any good 
men go down who deserved to  suc­
ceed, and too m any bad fellows get on 
who ought to  have gone down, to be 
puffed up by my ow n good fortune. 
I ’m ju s t  thankfu l. Those early  days 
tried men out. To be of a d istinguish­
ed fam ily ‘back In the  s ta te s’ counted

for nothing. N either did education 
unless it could be applied. W’b a t a 
man w as in him self, not w h a t he had, 
not who his rela tives were, w as tlio 
test. A bility and ch a rac ter w ere ev­
erything.”

In his old age leisure cam e to  Sen­
ator lle a rs t , and  he In terested  him self 
in public affairs, l i e  gave to  the  P a ­
cific coast its  first D em ocratic new s­
paper—the  first D em ocratic new spaper 
th a t received special d ispatches from  
the e a s t—nnd s<> em ancipated the new s 
from  the editing  of the Associated 
Press, which, on its political side, w as 
conducted in the in te rest o f the R epub­
lican party  exclusively. Of th is  new s­
paper, th e  San F rancisco  Exam iner, 
he made a g ift to  liis son, AA'illiam 
Randolph lle a rs t, w hen the  la tte r  left 
H arvard , and from th a t  beginning the 
system  of H ea rs t new spapers, em brac­
ing the continent, has grown. F a th e r 
nnd son w orked toge ther fo r tlio De­
mocracy. The hoy’s achievem ents In 
Journalism  w ere tlio de ligh t of the 
senator. l ie  w as proud of his son 
and foml of him as not m any fa the rs 
arc. T heir intim acy w as close and 
loving.

T he son comes honestly by his De­
mocracy. Most men inherit th e ir  poli­
tics as  a  so rt of un th ink ing  p a rty  hab­
it, b u t S enator H e a rt’s  D em ocracy w as 
n m a tte r of living ideas and sen ti­
m ents, w hich iie tran sm itted  by ex­
am ple and instruction . H e believed in 
the  people—not th a t  they  had  any 
magical w ay of being alw ays right, 
bu t because Ik* had seen no se t o f men 
who w ere so m uch w iser nnd better 
than  the  m ajo rity  th a t  they  should be 
com m issioned to  rule.

“The people,” the  old senato r would 
say, “can ninke fools of them selves 
som etim es, b u t th ey ’ve got no monop­
oly on th a t w eakness. If  they don’t 
know w lia t's  best fo r them , they ’re  a 
good deal m ore likely to  than  o thers 
whose in te rest it Is to w ork them .”

W hat he stood for, by Instinct and 
conviction, the new spapers of his son. 
whom he adm ired ns much as he lov­
ed. stand  for -governm ent of the  peo­
ple by them selves, to  the  end th a t we 
m ay have in th is republic equality  of 
r igh ts and  no privileged class.
