Democracy’s Dilema.

There is much that is peculiar
and suggestive in the proceedings
of the late Democratic National
convention, and incidents and his
tory of the year or two antedating
The seiection of
Judge Parker as the standard-bear-
er of the Democracy was at first
conceived, or apparently conceived,
by Southern members of congress,
or what is now commonly termed
the Southern Congressional trust.
It was some time after his extreme
fitness for the great office had been
exploited, before the old Palmer
and Buckner crowd, now known
as reorganizers, but properly term-
ed deserters, came to the front as
advocaters of Judge Parker. In
fact, they were not known to be
over-active in his interest till the
New York convention-campaign,
led by Hill, Belmont, and other so-
called reorganizers, who deserted
Democracy in the campaigns of
1896-1900, resulted in instructions
for Parker. This was not accom-
plished by appeals to the real Dem-
ocracy of New York, but mainly
by working in this interest among
the Democrats of New York in
counties known as Republican
couunties, and by direct war upon
the great Democratic entity known
as Tammany. When it was known
that Cleveland, Hill, Belmont, et
al., were strong for Parker it creat-
ed quite a flurry, and it was
thought that the congressional trust,
composed mainly of regular Demo-
crats who had done stalwart work
in the campaigns of 1896-1900
would certainly drop the New
York judge. It is a fact that many
of the rank and file of the party,
no. members of the Congressional
trust, who thought most favorably
of a candidate who had a chance to
carry New York, did drop Parker
when the reorganizers, more pro-
perly termed deserters, became his
leading spousors. Members of the
Congressional trost were for a time
more subdued in their indorsement
of the sage of KEsopus, but nota
single one made any protest
against the aforetime deserters tak-
ing charge of the campaign. This
is one of the peculiar incidents. It
naturally suggests the induiry:
Was it a preconcerted plan or
agreement between the Congres-
sional trust, (the regular Demo-
crats,) and the reorganizers, (or
deserters,) that the trust should
start the Parker boom, to be join-
ed later by the reorganizing agents
of Wall Street aund the trusts? The
sequel considered, there is hardly
a chance for any other conclusion.
Then the inquiry is natural, how
could these regular Democrats
admit the deserters into the same
band-wagon with them without
protest; how could they turn over
to them full control of both band
and wagon without a vigorous ob-
jection? Were they themselves at
heart deserters in 1896-190o0? Or
had they come to the conclusion
[that the deserters were right and
themselves wrong? Or had they by
counseling together, determined
that there was but one way to win,
and that was to put the deserters
in command? Are they practical
politicans guided by expediency,
not principle? Have they in politics

commerce—anything is fair that
succeeds; any bet legitimate that
wins? If so, where come in the
Congressional trust for their re-
ward? Was it the agreement that
the deserters should dictate the
platform and the candidate, both
from the East, while the Congres-

These questions will intrude

We must
win, Wall Street and the trusts are
afraid of Roosevelt. We must have
a candidate and platform that Wall
Street and the trusts do not fear,”
They got the platform and not one,
but two candidates the trusts do not
fear.”” Mr. Davis, the 81-year-old
candidate for vice-president, is hi/
self a trust magnate, and one o1
the leading railroad men of the
country. He is a wiilionaire, and
won most of his wealth as a rail-
road man.

Now, suppose for argument,
trusts are sore afraid, be beaten by
these gentlemen of whom the
trusts have no fear at all, and for
whose campaign expenses Mr. Bel-
mont has already pledged the
trusts for five million dollars,
wherein are the people, especially
the Southern people, to be benefit-
ted? Ofcourse the Congressional
trust will have some patronage to
dispense, provided it be given to
Palmer, and Buckner people—de-
serters. Or it may be that some of
the trust may be given paying and
honor-drawing positions. Beyond
this where is to be the benefit?
With KEastern capital in control,
what can the South expect? Rely-
ing upon Eastern and Western
Democracy before the war gave
them the profit and the South the
odium of slavery, and finally caused
the most foolish war of all history.
Can the South expect better things
'under this complete submission as
flunkies for the East? What can
anybody expect based upon a showy
platform, when in fact the race is
[not upon the merits of Democracy,
but what is charged to be too srten-
uous attributes of Mr, Roosevelt?
Can hate and prejudice be so in-
flamed as to determine the issue?
