Guessing Contests Barred From
Malls.

By a decision of Attorney Gen-'

eral Moody all ‘‘guessing’’ contests
are placed in the category of lot-
teries and games of chance and
hereafter will be excluded from the
United States mails.

This is a decision of more far
reaching consequence than any that

has been made concerning the post-

office department in years. It af-
fects newspapers and other pubh-
cations which.in any form conduct
guessing or estimating contests.

It is a question that has been be-
fore the department for years,
not until now has adverse action
been taken. Repeatedly have at-

torney generals held that these con-/
tests were not lotteries within the‘

meaning of the postal lottery act.
‘‘A comparatively small percent-
age of the paruexpants will realize
their expectations,”’” said Mr.
Moody in his opinion.
