Hereford College Disposed of.

What wight be termed the be-
ginning of a new era in the educa-
tional history of our community
took place this week, when Add-
Ran college, with all its landed
property, became the property of
the Christian church of the state of
| Texas. This is one of the largest
deals that has ever been consuma-
ted in the town, carrying with it a
consideration of about $40,000.

According to previous arrange-
ment, T. E. Shirley of Waco, B.
R. Gibson of Waxahachie and
Judge Wilkinson of the supreme
court at Austin, representing the
board of trustees of the Texas
Christian university, arrived Tues-
day morning and met with the
trustees of Add-Ran college at 2
o'clock in the afternoon, the pur-
pose of the meeting being to ascer-
tain the resources and liabilities of
the college—also on what terms, if
any, the property could be trans-
fered to the University at Waco.
With F. Herron in the chair, state
ments were listened to from beth
sides. The first proposition was to
transfer- the Hereford property to
the Texas Christian university to
be controlled by the latter school,
but it was ascertained from Judge
Wilkinson, who is legal adviser for
the university, that its charter, as
it 1s at present, would not admit of
such a transfer; hence the only
proposition left for consideration
was to make the transfer to the
church of the state or to a board of
trustees for the This
seemed to meet with favor from all
the members of both boards, and a
resolution was readily adopted re-
