up for consideration, and after 
hearing the arguments on both ; 
sides the court sustained the de- i 
fendant’s demurrers. This is aj 
com plete victory for rail- 
roads and expr£ rjhompatlies as 
far as this CPtirt is concerned. 
T he atto^Y-iys for the plaintiff 
iflufiediately gave notice of ap ­
peal to the court of c iv il a p ­
peals, Third district. This case 
w as made a test case and the 
decision of the court affects a ll 
the others brought for the same 
alleged  -offense. - In- the forty 
cases penalties aggregatin g  
nearly $1,000,000 were asked by 
the state.

Chefoo, Oct. 81.— The general as­
sault or> Port Arthur, which began In 
a prelim inary way Oct. 24, developed 
Into a fiercely raging battle Saturday, 
when, according to hitherto Infallible 
authority, the Japanese flung heavy 
forces against the fortress In a third 
attem pt to secure a com m anding posi­
tion. The result o f  the early fighting 
was unknown up to noon Monday. The 
Japanese have been prepa ing for this 
assault for a month. It is believed the 
Japanese did not expect to capture 
the town on this occasion, but to make 
another Important step forward. This 
plan was adopted follow ing the first 
assault, when 1000 lives were sacrificed 
In an attem pt to storm  Ihelr fortiflea- 
tlqp by mere force of numbers regard­
less 0N l? sa-

This assaKfh* the^prevlous one, 
had a clim atic Incident V\r weary 
weeks o f trench digging, g u n ’ .TWijnt- 
Ing and sm all engagements. In tflfi 
opinion o f experts, the assault wil' 
cease when the Japanese have secured 
such positions as to enable them to 
creep steadily closer under the noses 
o f  the rtusslan guns. It Is believed 
tw o more general assaults will he n ec­
essary before the distance between the 
belligerent lines is sufficiently short to 
make the attem pt to enter the main 
forts and end the si ge practicably.

On Oct. 24. after haying made every 
possible ’ preparation.''’ the Japanese 
opened Are with artillery along the 
whole line. Incidentally continuing the 
daily practice o f dropping shells Into 
harbor. The Russians replied, sound- 
as of .thunder telling the inhabitants 
o f  Port Dalny the long expected assault 
on thp fortress was imminent. The 
bom bardm ent continue furiously until 
the afternoon o f Oct. 2f>, when the R us­
sian guns on Ktse. Antse und Rihy- 
lung mountains becam e briefly silent. 
A t 4 o ’clock  that afternoon a regiment 
o f  Japanese swept out from  behind tl.a 
recently captured hill : IJacent to 
R ihylung mountain and advanced on 
the Russian trenches lying between 
Rihylung mountain and the railroad, 
occupying them after an hour's fight­
ing. The Russians stuck to their posi­
tions until the Japanese were within 
a few  yards o f  both sides, hurling hand 
grenades at each nth r. The Japan­
ese Infantry are now using mechanical 
devices which enable them to thr >w 
grenades with great accuracy and rap­
idity. In the meanwhile another body 
ot Japanese assaulted the Irenches on 
the slope o f  Rihylung mountain.

C R E D IT E D  TO FRAN CE.

Russian Journals Ascribe Favorable 
Turn to That Republic.

SI. Peters’ :irg. Ort. 31.— Russian pa­
pers M onday morning, notably Novoe 
Vrem ya. give much credit to F r a n c e  
for  the favorable turn In the North sea 
Incident. That paper says: "T o
Trench diplom acy belongs In a great 
measure the credit for a peaceful set­
tlement o f  this nffair. It being the first 
happy consequence of the French- 
Anglo understanding, enabling our ally 
to enjpy the confidence o f  both coun ­
tries. All sincere friends of peace 
must once m ore congratulate them ­
selves on the benefit conferred on the 
world by our beloved monarch In in i­
tiating The Hague peace conference."

Some papers, however, continue to 
display unrestrained bitterness toward 
Great Britain. The Sviet. Panslavlst. 
warns the Russian public not to he too 
sanguine o f  n i  am icable settlement, 
saying: ' Reference of the matter to a 
com m ission leads the people to suppose 
the incident closed, hut the w h o le  se­
ries o f other events shows the crisis 
Is not ended. We muRt he rendy for 
Bny eventuality. The conviction e x ­
ists in France that Great Britain prom ­
ised Japan to detain the Russian P a­
cific squndron, which would explain 
the double dealing o f the English g o v ­
ernment and press."

Then Admiral Ahaza, who Is attach­
ed to Em peror Nli holas’ m ilitary suite. 
Is quoted as Indulging in slightly veiled 
reflections on Great Britnln. declarlm  
that as V ice Admiral Rojestvensky 
had no torpedoboats with him It must 
have been Japanese torpedoboats 
which found shelter In English fishing 
ports. In any event. Abaza Insists,

Rojestvensky was justified In taking I 
every measure to protect his squadron, 
costing *150,000.000. j

The conviction  on hoard the ships 
o f the Russian squadron is that the 
Japanese would make an nttempt to 
destroy som e o f  them. This Is conclu ­
sively shown In a letter just received 
her. by an official and mailed at C o­
penhagen. The writer describes pre­
cautions taken to protect the squad­
ron from  attack on the part of Japan­
ese. "w hose cunningness makes them 
capable o f anything." For this reason 
he says, the squadron passed through 
the great belt In davlight. with 
trawlers ahead to protect them from 
mines.

"You seem to forget that you and 
the president can create situations 
through the use of the powers o f diplo­
m acy that can compel any American 
citizen to enter the arm y and expose 
his life without respect to his opinion 
o f your conduct in thus exposing him 
to danger of death. So you have been 
able to force the country into a situa­
tion which they were bound to main­
tain at any peril. Still you chide and 
reprimand us for being true to the 
honor o f the country and to use per­
sonality in supporting your acts which 
we still denounce as arbitrary, unjust 
and wicked. This is the advantage that 
m ight has over right when despotism 
Instead o f justice is in power.”

Alabama Senator W rites a Caustic 
Epistle to Secretary of State.

W ashington, Oct. 31.— In nn open let­
ter to Secretary o f State Hay Senator 
Morgan o f Alabama In caustic tones 
reviews canal negotiations between this 
governm ent and Panama. The letter Is 
a reply to the recent N ew  York speech 
o; the secretary, during which the a t­
titude o f D em ocratic senators toward 
the H ay-B unau-V nrilla  treaty was cr it ­
icised. The senator says he cannot 
understand the secretary ’s “assault" 
upon the senators who voted ngalnst 
the treaty. A fter reminding Mr. Hay 
that he Is next In succession to the 
presidency, the Alabamian continues:

“ God save us from  the arrogance of 
your contem pt and disdain, when you 
are com pelled. In your high office, to 
do the imperial will o f  a master whom 
you fear, and are led by the mercenary 
cunning o f Bunau-Varllla. nnd turn 
upon Am erican senators who refuse 
to follow  you.”

The senator declnres that It Is not 
the "sneaking out from  Panam a" that 
disturbs the country, hut it Is "the 
sneaking Into Panama,”  after having 
first “ sneaked under the wing o f  the 
Panama canal,”  to find nn excuse for 
a course thnt the country deplored.

In speaking o f Mr. H ay's letter to 
Ihc late Dr. Herran, quoted recently 
by Senator Culberson In a public 
speech, the senator says:

"Senator Culberson says you w ith­
held that letter from  the senate, ns I 
understand his statement. I can only 
say thnt I never saw the letter, nor 
had I heard o f  It until It wan mentioned 
In his (Culberson ’s )  recent speech In 
New York.
