Chicken Mlites and Hawks.

In his lectures before the students
of the Agricultural Department of
the University of Missouri, T. E.
Orr, Secretary of the American
Poultry Association, told methods
of combating mites and chicken
hawks that might easily be used by
every housewife.

Mites, he says, may be gotten
rid of by spraying the chicken house
with a mixture of one part crude
carbolic acid and eight parts carbon
oil. This mixture he recommends
in preference to mire exterminators
sold by traveling agents.

Hawks, he claims, may be kept
out of the poultry yard by attach-
ing brightpieces of tin, 6x10 inches,
to the trees and poles surrounding
quarters, by strings two feet long,
so that the wind will make the
bright metal dance in the sunlight,
