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A  Thousand Killed, Millions D o  
stroyert in San Francisco  

Earthquake.
At 5:30 Wednesday morning an 

earthquake devasted San Francisco, 
California, destroying property to 
the value of many millions of dol­
lars and engulfing in the ruins 1,100 
souls. The falling houses caught 
on fire, and as the earthquake shock 
destroyed the water works, and 
broke the conduits in the ground, 
the fire department was powerless 
to fight the flames. By 10 o’clock 
the city was a mass of fire over 
hundreds of acres, and citizens were 
blowing up whole blocks of build­
ings with dynamite in the path of 
the advancing flames in the vain 
effort to stop their progress.

The shock destroyed all telegraph 
and telephone communication, ex­
cept the postal, and the only detail­
ed report of the dreadful situation 
came by cable from Houolulu.

A  dispatch from the Associated 
Press, timed at n  o’clock says: 
The fire department is helpless and 
buildings are being blown up with 
dynamite in effort to stop the fire. 
The city hall that cost several mil­
lions of dollars is a total wreck.

A  Western Union dispatch, timed 
at 11:45 a. m., says: The fire is be­
yond control and is now destroying 
Market street and has reached the 
Palace hotel. Both the Western 
Union and the Postal buildings 
were completely destroyed. The 
loss of life is now estimated at 
2,000.

The last shock was felt at 8:17 
o’clock. Ferries are all engaged in 
carrying people 10 points of safety. 
People are fleeing by the thousands.
In panic many drop dead in the 
strei ts. The Examiner building is 
badly wrecked. The Call building 
was almost demolished. On Third 
street not a building is undamaged. 
Many office buildings have toppled 
over, burying adjoining properties 
More than a hundred dead are re­
ported in the Mission street lodging 
house.

Te’ /graphic advices up to noon 
Thursday from San Francisco 
rather enhance the horrors of fire 
and earthquake. The fire burned 
all Wednesday night and at noon 
Thursday was burning as fiercely 
as ever, covering 12 square miles.

The property loss is now estimated 
at $500,000,000. Two hundred 
thousand people are rendered home­
less. The city is under the control 
of the militia and no idle persons 
are allowed to come into the city.

Many of the surrounding tqwns, 
San Jose, Berkley, Alameda and 
Santa Rosa are in ruins, -though 
the loss of life in those places is 
small.

The loss of life in San Francisco 
is appalling, and the death list 
grows greater hourly. The fire de­
stroyed temporary hospitals, bury­
ing the helpless wounded in the 
ruins.

An area of eight square miles of 
thickly covered ground has been 
burned over.

One hundred and twenty bodies 
have beeu taken out of the Agnew 
insane asylum near Santa Clara, 
and there are probably 115 more 
corpses in the ruins. The magnifi- 
cient structure was demolished. 
Eight dead Italians were taken out 
of the Italian hotel at San Jose. 
A t that place the Presbyterian 
church, St. Patrick’s Catholic 
church and the high school were 
demolished. The new hall of jus­
tice at San Jose, which was com­
pleted at a cost of $300,000, was 
demolished. All but two of the 
university buildings at Stanford 
are in ruins.

At Loma Prieta, eighteen miles 
from Santa Cruz, a mine house 
slipped down the side of a moun- 
tain, burving ten men in.the ruins.

Santa Rosa is a total wreck, 10,- 
000 people being homeless. The 
loss of life will probably run into 
the hundreds.

Secretary of the treasury has 
authorized telegraphic transfer of 
$10,000,000 from the sub-treasury 
at New York to San Francisco.

C a t t l e m e n  A t  A m a r i l l o .

The seventh annual convention of 
the Panhandle Stockm en’s association  
was called to order Tuesday morning 

! in the opera house in Amarillo by 
President T. S. Bugbee. Prayer was 
offered by Rev. C. N. N. Ferguson, fo l­
lowed by an address welcoming the 
convention and presenting a key to 
the city to the association by Mayor 
Miller.

The key was a foot or more long and 
had a chain attached. The mayor also 
presented the association with a buck­
et of red paint and a brush, with in­
structions to use it.

Hon. J. N. Browning, former Lieu­
tenant Governor of Texas, made an 
address of welcome. He referred to 
the experiences of those early cow­
men, Abraham and Lot, and after a 
bit got down to modern times. Since 
the cowmen had quit raising so much 
hell and had gone to raisiug better  
cattle, they had organized associa­
tions, he said. He detailed the bene­
fits that this association had been to 
the Panhandle and told of the advance 
of this section of the country in gen­
eral expressing great satisfaction that 
the association should again meet in 
Amarillo.

Hon. J. C. Witherspoon of Quanah, 
wno is a member of the legislature, 
responded to the address of welcome, 
making a speech that brought down 
the house, commenting upon the great 
strides which the Panhandle has made 
in recent years and predicting veryi b  r . 1 -r t s 1o xlx c u e  j .m u i  c .  n c  m  t  i a i  -
ed that Amarillo would be “the El 
Paso of the Northwest.” He said: 
“ In a way this association belongs to 
Amarillo and in a way Amarillo be­
longs to this association. In a few 
years Amarillo will be a big place, the 
El Paso of the Northwest. This coun­
try is now in a superlative degree the 
best blooded stock raising place in 
Texas, and, I believe, in the United 
S ta tes.”

President Bugbee read his annual 
address. He said: “The investigation  
of the beef trust, which has been going 
on for the two last years has come to 
naught and it looks as if the investi­
gations of the other trusts will do the 
sam e.” Continuing he declared:

“1 saw this country when its product 
was buffalo; again when it was range 
cattle  and when land was valueless 
and again when land is worth from $5 
to $2(> an acre. W hat has made this 
change? The man with the plow. 1 
advise every one to plant fodder crops, 
and combine farming with cattle  rais­
ing at least to that extent.

“ We need a big state  experiment 
station right on the plains, in connec­
tion with the federal governm ent.”

He urged the necessity of the 
spread of tree planting aud hoped to 
see the day when agriculture and 
forestry shall be taught in the public 
schools. j

The completion of the Panama canal 
will make Galveston the greatest ex­
porting point in the United States, he 
declared. President Bugbee urged 
the building of factories and packing 
houses and the concentration of effort 
to get them. Mr. Bugbee has been 
president of the association for six 
successive years.

Secretary Brainard's annual report 
showed that 31 head of cattle  were 
caught and returned to the owners; 
201 head of cattle  were caught in ship­
ment, paying back to members 
$3,024.75 for same. Gash in treasury 
amounts to $860.

F ifty  new members were elected at 
the morning session. This makes 
about 600 members of the organiza­
tion.

Colonel R. F,. Edmonson of Kansas 
City urged the holding of a fat stock 
show at Amarillo.

J. N. Simpson of Dallas said that the 
developm ent of the c o u n ty  will make 
it the finest horse and mule raising 
section in the world. In older sections 
of the country the fine cattle  have 
been raised only after settlem ent and 
expensive clearing of the land,and g et­
ting ready to raise stock, while here 
there are no such expensive under­
takings.

Col. C. C. Slaughter of Dallas urged 
the home market for cattle  and their 
products, the erection of abattoirs in 
this section where good fresh whole­
some beef can be killed and shipped 
out. He said:

“You are far enough away from 
other packeries not to interfere with 
them. There is the money, slaughter 
your own beef and eat it. The day is 
not far distant when ten sections will 
be a big ranch. Land is fast getting  
too valuable for range purposes whol­
ly. I sold a section a few years ago 
not far from here at $5 per acre. 
Last fall I tried to buy it back. It 
had 480 acres in alfalfa. I needed it  
in my business. The owner wanted $70 
an acre for i t .”

At an auction sale conducted at the 
W estern Stock Yards forty-one Here- 
fords, yearlings and 2s, four of them  
being heifers, ahd the rest bulls, sold 
for $3,670. One of the number, a bull 
nearly 3 years old, ^>ld for $800 to ,1. 
R. Beverly of Chaining, Tex., to head 
his herd. Four Shorthorn bulls sold 
for $225.
