An Austin dispatch says the ac­
tion of the Trinity & Brazos Val­
ley railroad in preparing to remove 
its general offices to Fort Worth is 
looked upon as a preliminary step 
toward the consolidation of the 
general offices of the several roads 
which with it are to compose the 
Colorado Southern, New Orleans 
&  Pacific systems in Texas.

It is expected that the author­
ity for this proposed consolidation 
will be asked of the legislature 
when it meets in January. By 
that time the connecting links in 
the new system will have been 
completed. The roads which will 
probably be embraced iu the pro­
posed consolidation are the Fort 
Worth & Denver City, the Trin­
ity & Brazos Valley, the Wichita 
Valley, the 3 eaumont, Sour Lake 
& Western, the Orange & North­
western aud probably the St. Louis 
Brownsville & Mexico.

B. F. Yoakum is the leading 
factor in all of these roads and the 
new system will probably be better 
know as the Yoakum system. As 
now situated each of the roads is 
compelled to maintain separate 
general offices although they are 
under the same ownership.

Why does the administration is­
sue $30,000,000 of Panama canal 
bonds, when there is, according to 
the official statement, $170,000,000 
of available cash in the treasury, of 
which over $50,000,000 is in the 
favored banks and not drawing in­
terest? Is the reason for the issue 
of bonds because the banks require 
them to put up as security for more 
money? The fact that the taxpay- j 
ers of the United States will have 
to pay interest on this new issue af­
ter July 20th, does not hinder a re-j 
publican administration from sad-1 
dling the load on the people while 
the banks go free. The game of fi­
nance as played by the republicans is 
all one-sided and the banks always 
get the best of it.— Ex.

While standing on the platform 
of a trolley car in New York City, 
Tuesday, William Breusted of Wa­
co, Texas, was robbed by a pick­
pocket of a wallet containing $175 
and a draft on a bank in New 
York for $800. This is the second 
time Breusted has been robbed 
while visiting New York. On the 
other occasion he lost $400.

One hundred Polish immigrants 
arrived in Fort Worth, Tuesday, 
over the Missouri, Kansas & Tex­
as from Galveston, bound for dif­
ferent points in Texas. They 
were dispatched over three differ­
ent roads, forty leaving on the 
Rock Island, thirty-five over the 
Denver' and twenty five over the 
Texas & Pacific west, to Thurber.

Governor Joseph W. Folk, in 
addressing the retail merchants of 
Missouri at their convention in 
Jefferson City, Tuesday, spoke 
against the mail order business and 
favored advertising in home pa­
pers. He said in part:

“ We are proud of our splendid 
cities and we want them to increase 
in wealth and population and we 
also want our country towns to 
grow. We wish city merchants to 
build up, but we also desire coun­
try merchants to prosper.

“ I do not believe in mail order 
citizens. If the place is good 
enough for a man to live in and 
make his money in, it is good 
enough for him to spend his mon­
ey in.

“ No merchant can succeed with­
out advertising in one way or an­
other. Patronize your town pa­
pers, build them up and they build 
the town up and build you up in 
increased trade and greater oppor­
tunities. Do not be afraid your 
business is going to be hurt by the 
recent exposures of wrong-doing 
in the commercial world. No man 
who is doing an honest business 
can be injured by light. All busi­
ness will be better for the cleans­
ing process it is going through and
for stamping out evils.”

Socorro, N. M., south of Santa 

Fe, has been badly damaged by an 
earthquake. Fifty-two shocks 
have been felt since Sunday morn­
ing. The courthouse is wrecked. 
The buildings of the School of 
Mines are cracked and nearly ev­
ery residence in the city is cracked 
or wrecked. More than two-thirds 
of them at least are damaged or de­
stroyed.

The town, which is largely of 
adobe and brick, is almost shaken 
to pieces. The people are fleeing, 
but no one is killed. Huge boul­
ders have been jarred down on the 
railroad track and trains cannot en­
ter the town.

The water in the hot springs 
near Socorro has increased several 
degrees in temperature, and the in­
habitants fear that the ancient ex­
tinct volcano ten miles from the 
town will break out and begin 
spurting lava again.

The people are fleeing without 
even locking up their houses and 
getting out as soon as they can.

It is a common thing to hear the 

head of the trusts score socialism 
and rail against anarchy, out it is a 
fact that trust practices are driv­
ing more people into socialism aud 
anarchy than all else combined. 
Referring to this, the Amarillo 
Herald says:
, “ The expose of trusts aud com­

bines is water on the wheel of So­
cialism. Socialistic literature and 
oratory have not doue oue tithe as 
much as has been done by the’  or­
ganized efforts of syndicated wealth 
in annulling the competitive system 
of driving small dealers out of busi 
ness. The Oil trust, the Tobacco 
trust, the Sugar trust, aud the rest 
of the trusts coveriug every staple 
article of commerce, will have to 
do business within the legitimate 
channels of competition and obey 
the law or be inundated and kick­
ed out of existence by the triumpth 
of Socialism. How paradoxical, 
hut true, that the Croesuses of the 
competitive business should face 
annihilation by a rival business 
system or be sent to the workhouse 
for abuse of power under their 
own.”

And no longer ago than June 20, 
Senator Lodge said in a speech, in 
the U. S. Senate: v

“ I have no sympathy whatever 
with the socialistic movements that 
are going on to take possession of 
all sorts of business aud all so-call­
ed public utilities, whether munic­
ipal, state, or national. I believe 
the movement, if successful, 
means the destruction of the gov­
ernment which we reverence aud 
love, and which it has taken us a 
hundred years to build up.

“ But I say, and I say it in all 
seriousness, that those packers in 
Chicago and those owners of the 
Standard Oil have done more to 
advance socialism and anarchism 
and unrest and agitation than all 
the Socialist agitators who stand 
to-day between the oceans.”

T he T exas C otton Crop.
The Dallas News’ second report 

on the cotton crop of the State of 
Texas and Indian and Oklahoma 
Territories for the current season 
comprises individual reports of cor- 
respondeuts at 542 points, which 
individuals reports, written on Ju­
ly 12, show that the crop iu Texas 
was 12.9 per cent better than the 
crop of 1905 ou the corresponding 
date, and Indian Territory 6.7 per 
cent better, whereas the condition 
in Oklahoma is the same as it was 
a year ago.

Taking the State as a w'hole, 
conditions are more nearly uniform 
than they have been for some years 
past. The reports show favorable 
weather conditious over most of 
the State aud many of the corre­
spondents report the best prospects 
since 1900.

Iu Archer and Foard counties 
grasshoppers are reported to be do­
ing considerable damage. In that 
section of tne State also th« crop 
has suffered from hail, heavy beat­
ing rains and cool nights.

The crop as a rule is well fruited, 
but lacks uniformity in develop­
ment. In Eastern Texas it aver­
ages a little earlier than last year, 
and in portions of South Texas it 
is earlier. Throughout the re 
mainder of the State it is generally 
two or three weeks later. Picking 
is in progress in the southernmost 
counties of the State.

As a rule the condition of the 
crop in Iudian Territory is good, 
but iu some districts it is suffering 
from too much ram. InlOklaho- 
rna good conditious prevail, except 
in some of the western counties, 
where the crop is very backward 
on account of heavy rains during 
the spring and consequent deficien­
cy in cultivation.
