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TORNADO LOSS MONDAY NEARS HALF A MILLION DOLLARS
Clarendon Tornado Path Was 
Less Than Block In Width

The dashing winds of Sunday’ 
afternoon issued an omnious 
warning that unusual weather 
might be expected. Electrical 
storms in three directions from 
Clarendon early in the night 
caused a number to continue to 
watch the clouds through the 
night, among them the family of 
school superintendent H. T. Bur­
ton.

D a s h i n g  rains continued 
through the night, climaxed with 
a tornado about 4:50 Monday 
morning. The first damage occur­
red at the home of \Vade Roach 
and his mother in the southwest 
part of town. The cyclone was 
headed north and northeast. A 
portion of theToof was taken off 
the Roach home.

The home of Mrs. R. L  Bigger 
next suffered severe damage with 
portions of the roof and windows 
broken and scattered. The Dren- 
nan home was the next home 
north and received the fury of the 
storm. The six-room 
apparently picked up 
med down wrong side up. Mr. and 
Mrs. R. E. Drennan were sleeping 
in the south room, while the 
daughter, Miss Ethelyn, was a- 
sleep in the northeast room.

A  short time later, Fred Russell 
came to their rescue finding Mr.

• Drennan dazed and attempting to 
rescue his w ife and daughter. 
Mrs. Drennan was most severely 
injured, and died soon after being 
taken to an Amarillo hospital in 
a Buntin ambulance.

Miss Drennan was rescued 
from a position under the debris, 
but not until M .. RXtfS&l had se­
cured a saw and sawed the tim­
bers above her. The three were 
taken to the Amarillo hospital. 
Miss Drennan was released Mon­
day afternoon and accompanied 
her mother's body back to Clar­
endon.

Mr. Drennan, dean of Claren­
don Junior College, remained in 
the hospital with a fair chance of 
recovery.

The next home north of the 
Drennan home is that of Mrs. O. 
L. Fink, the roof being carried 
away and the walls badly dam­
aged. Mrs. Fink rushed to the 
basement when she heard the 
stom.’s approach, was knocked 
unconscious as she opened the 
basement door where she lay un­
til the storm passed. She received 
a severe bruise on her forehead.

The home of Joe Holland, next 
door, was left roofless. Mr. Hol­
land was blown out of bed. but* 
neither he nor Mrs. Holland re­
ceived severe injuries.

The next home in the storm’s 
path was the beautiful brick of 
Mr. and Mrs. F. L. Bourland. The 
roof was removed and windows 
broken. Mrs. Bourland alone re­
ceived painful injuries, Mr. Bour­
land having minor cuts and bruis­
es. The home was wrecked.

The large brick home of Mr. 
and Mrs. Jim L. McMurtry where 
a  number of friends and their 
children were sleeping upstairs, 
escaped as if by a miracle. The 
roof was removed, brick scattered 
through the rooms as well as 
broken glass. No injuries here ex­
cept of a minor nature.

Across the street east from the 
Bourland home, the garage at the 
John McClellan home was de­
molished, the auto turned upside 
down, but only minor roof dam­
age was noticed on the roof of the 
home.

The west half of the north wing 
o f the College Dormitory was de­
molished. The family of caretaker 
Tom Tucker escaped injury in the 
building. Mr. Tucker had a bad 
gash above the right eye. The 
main College building was un­
roofed, windows broken and the 
walls left standing are said to 
have been badly damaged and 
cracked from being twisted.

The east stone wall of the foot 
ball stadium, recently completed, 
was blown over.

The home of Mrs. T. W. Welch 
was practically destroyed. Her 
ankle was broken and a number 
o f severe cuts and bruises sent 
her to the hospital. In looking at 
the wreck that was once her 
home, many marveled at her nar­
row escape.

The A. A. Mayes brick home 
just to the east of the Welch 
home lost a portion of the we* 
side of the roof. No personal In

juries. The garage was wrecked 
with minor damages to the family 
auto where Mr. Mayes had left it 
in the garage the night before.

Across the street to the north 
the beautiful two-story brick 
home of Mrs. Lena Antrobus was 
unroofed and windows broken. 
Lucile Hvass and Marilyn Maher 
were sleeping upstairs. The two 
young ladies were covered with 
wreckage, and rescued by Fred 
Buntin and A A. Mayes. On the 
ground floor were Mrs. Antrobus 
and daughter, Mrs. Edythe 
Maher. None of the occupants of 
this home were injured except for 
walking on broken glass on the 
floor in the darkness after the 
storm. /

Clarendon Has 
Blue Monday

Citizens of the town aroused 
around five o’clock Monday 
morning found the lighting ser­
vice off. Wires were down over 
much of the town, and the cen­
tral plant was storm damaged.

The telephone service was prac­
tically out due to wires being 
down.

The gas service continued to 
about eleven o'clock, then that 
necessity stopped by reason of a 
break in the main gas line be­
tween Memphis and Wellington 
until about 7 p. m.

Faced with a storm wreckage, 
citizens of Clarendon grumbled 
little at being denied public util­
ity service by the hand of fate.

The West Texas Utility com­
pany rushed linemen crews here 
from Childress and Quanah. ar­
riving abput 8 a. m., or three 
hours after the storm struck. Ser­
vice was restored within a few 
hours.

The telephone company’s local 
man, G D. Shelly, was out early 
and di all that w-is humanly pos­
sible to restore phone service. He 
had help by Tuesday and by 
noon the service was practically 
normal.

Telephone and telegraph crews 
were rushed here to restore ser 
vice on the lines along the Denver 
right-of-way. Before night, the 
service w-as working normally.

Realizing the importance of the 
work to be done in order to save 
exposed equipment and to reopen 
the schools before September 1, 
the local board and the N Y A  
went into high gear to rush the 
application through with all pos­
sible speed. Telephone conversa­
tions and telegrams to Amarillo

and the State offices in Austin 
soon got results.

The National Youth Adminis­
tration, designed to give work ex ­
perience to youth between the 
ages of 16 and 24 inclusive, still 
have vacancies for the job and 
any Donley County lad interested 
should see A. L. Chase for an ap­
plication blank. "This type of pro­
ject is of great value to boys," de­
clared one spokesman, adding 
that a wide variety of construc­
tion phases could be learned on 
the job.

A  Government employed su­
pervisor will be in charge of the 
work and all precautions will be 
taken against accidents of any 
kind, it Was announced.

Tornado insurance in the sum 
of $25,000 was carried on the A d ­
ministration building, and $20,000 
on the dormitory building. With 
the above help, it is believed by 
some members of the School 
board, that the buildings can be 
restored without increasing the 
debt burden of the district.

The windmill there was 
torn down. Mr. Bulls reshingled 
in the afternoon.
Ashtola Has Storm

Like the Clarendon storm, the 
wind that struck near Ashtola 
came across the canyons from the 
southwest. At the Grady Henson 
home south of Ashtola, the main 
portion of the home was damag­
ed. The two sons sleeping in a 
small building nearby, found 
themselves outdoors soon after 
the storm broke about 5 a. m. 
Monday. Adell, aged 15, received 
painful gashes and bruises. The 
lad of four years, was picked up 
on the mattress and springs and 
carried some distance. “ I was up 
in the air as the roof was torn 
off, and I sure was slammed 
down hard,” the little hero stated 
in describing his experiences.

A t the Buck Roberts home the 
roof of the residence was remov­
ed and the outbuildings destroy­
ed. Austin Rhodes lost a wind­
mill, but found the pieces.

A t the W. A. Poovey home, the 
roof was damaged and the walls 
cracked. The windmill stood 
through it all undamaged, but the 
outbuildings were a total loss. 
The wagon was rammed into a 
bunch of farm machinery and left 
a tangled mass, Mr. Poovey stat­
ed.

The home of Mrs. A. L. Wallace 
lost a roof and was otherwise 
damaged. The outbuildings were 
blown down, it is said.

Storm damage is noted on 203 
homes, the Leader was informed, 
though a large portion are damag­
ed only by broken windows and 
roof damage.

Damage to shade trees w ill re­
quire at least three years to ob­
literate. This form of civic loss is 
noted practically ail over the city.

“The house swayed and I 
ran to the stairway and called to 
lone to come down before the 
roof caved in,”  Mrs. H. L. Riley 
said. “We just did not know what 
to do with the windows flying out 
and the house shaking like it did,” 
she informed the Leader. No per­
sonal damage there, except shock 
to nerves, and what a shock that 
was!

Just west of that home the Cap 
Lane home had minor damage. 
Walker Lane had a scratch and 
felt mighty lucky about it all.

A  sheetiron shingle of the dor­
mitory cut through a four-inch 
shade tree east of the building, as 
if the tree had been cut off with 
a razor.

H. M. Breedlove, in making a 
survey, saw sheetiron flying in all 
directions with a flock of shingles 
and building timber mixed with 
it. His home had minor damage, 
and the county agent had the jit­
ters, as the only casualty.

The Bennett family on the J. K. 
Morton farm near the Fairview 
school had a narrow escape when 
a portion of the roof was torn 
from the home. The windmill 
was blown down there. It hap­
pened early Monday during the 
storm.

Just back of the McMurtry 
home the servants quarters was 
wrecked with no injury to the oc­
cupants. Near that building was 
a water tank on a high concrete 
block foundation of some thirty 
or more feet. The wind did not 
disturb the tank, but drew a line 
diagonally across the south side 
by pushing plank through the 
cypress tank.

Mrs. Lolla Bagby got up to let 
a window down when the storm 
broke upon her home. She found 
the window pane missing and 
started to return to bed when the 
foot of the bed was jerked off. the 
bed thrown across the room. 
Shingles were blown off and the 
front porch wrecked. This home is 
just east of the A. A. Mayes home.

At the C. C. Carter place east of 
Sunnyview, the poultry houses 
and a windmill were wrecked by 
the high wind during the storm in 
Clarendon.

The Stobbs home southwest of 
town was damaged, but at the 
Lee Landers home in the path of 
the storm before it hit the Roach 
home, wind lifted calves over a 
fence and damaged outbuildings.

The large east window upstairs 
was broken out at the Wiley Mor 
ris home just west of the Joe 
Holland home. The garage just 
north of the home was demolish­

ed while the home was left prac­
tically intact.

Mrs. J. B. McClelland returned 
from Oklahoma City Saturday. 
As the wind struck her home, her 
hand was gashed by a broken 
window pane as no lights were to 
be had since the wires went down 
first. Her home was damaged on 
the roof, and the walls pulled 
loose. Her son, Bruce McClelland 
came from Oklahoma City im­
mediately after he heard the 
storm report.

Mrs. Welch left her car in her 
yard. It was a total wreck after 
the storm. Parts of three walls is 
all that remains of her home.

His wife and daughter being 
away from home, Bill Rhiney, 
highway foreman had little to 
worry about as the storm struck 
his home near the College. He al­
most wished he had put his car 
in the garage. After the storm, he 
found his home damaged, the 
garage wrecked, but the car was 
safe after being pushed some fifty 
feet from where he left it. Had his 
daughter been in her bed where 
she slept when at home, she 
would have-bee:1, covered with 
broken windowpane glass, piled 
in her bed. and likely severely in­
jured as the pillow was cut in 
two.

Adding to the horrors of to r -*
nado conditions before daybreak 
Monday, was the lack of lighting 
service due to broken poles and 
tangled or broken wires carrying 
electric current.

The local force, composed of 
Chas. M. Lowry, V. L. Smith and 
Roy McCraw, were on the job 
within a few minutes after the 
storm had passed, and their first 
task was to make emergency, re­
pairs to the roof of the RUwer 
plant. The wind had ripped off a 
part of the roof immediately over 
the switchboard, exposing all the 
automatic switches and instru­
ments to the rain.

Their next thought was to call 
for expert help and a supply of 
materials for rebuilding the pow­
er lines. While this was being 
done, it was discovered that one 
of the large insulators on tpe 
33,000 volt line in the substation 
had been destroyed by lightning, 
making it necesary to open the 
switch on the incoming high line 
until the insulator could be re­
placed. *

Then came the big job of cut­
ting loose all lines leading in to1 
the stricken section. This was 
done for two important reasons: 
First, that there would be no pos­
sibility of injuries or death to 
anyone through contact with live 
wires when the current was turn­
ed on. Second, that service could 
be restored as quickly as possible 
to the other parts of town.

As soon ns the lines were “ in 
the clear” , V. L. Smith started the 
big diesel engine at the power 
plant and turned on the “ juice” 
to all the business section and 
East side of town at 7:47. The 
plant was operated until repairs 
were made in the substation.

By this time the line crew from 
Childress had arrived, and im­
mediately started work on re­
pairing and rebuilding the broken 
and tangled lines. About two 
hours later the line crew from 
Quanah arrived and went to work 
Throughout the rest of the day 
and on into part of the night, 
seventeen employees of the com­
pany were on the job, directed 
by J. A. Brewer, District Manager 
of Childress.

Local manager Chas. M. Lowry 
is most grateful for the patience 
and assistance rendered him and 
his company during the emer­
gency. Everything possible was 
done to protect the public against 
danger, and to restore service as 
quickly as possible. The manner 
in which this service was restored

has been highly commended by a 
large number of patrons.
