Tentative dates for D onley* 
C ounty’s first Dairy Day has been 
set for some day between April 24 
and  May 3rd. County Agent 
Breedlove and Vocational Agri­
cu lture Instructor J. R. Gillham 
set the tentative dates after con­
ferring  w ith a number of the 
leading dairy cattle breeders in 
the county. E. R. Eudaly, Exten­
sion Service Dairy Specialist, has 
been asked to judge the show. 
Judging will be based on classifi­
cation according to the individual 
cow and not competitive placing. 
Each anim al will be scored as 
superior, excellent, very good, 
good, or common according to  its 
characteristics.

All registered dairy cattle in 
th e  county w ill be eligible for the 
show, but no cattle except regis­
tered  animals will be perm itted 
to  show. The show will be a one- 
day  event w ith the exhibitors 
bringing their stock in during the 
early  morning hours and re tu rn ­
ing them  home the same after­
noon.

Approximately forty-head of 
registered shorthorns. Jerseys, 
and Holsteins are expected to be 
on exhibit. A special feature of 
the show will be a judging con 
test for which all women, child­
ren, and men of Donley County 
w ill be eligible. Several classes of 
four cattle each will be judged 
and  cash premiums of $10 and $5 
paid to the two persons having 
the  highest score.

Efforts are being made to have 
a dairy products dem onstration 
on the morning of the show to 
dem onstrate the proper handling 
and processing of milk, butter, 
and other farm dairy products.

Tenant farm ers of Texas will 
have another chance to become 
farm owners when the Farm Se­
curity Administration begins tak ­
ing applications on April 15 for 
long-term, low-interest loans with 
which tenants may buy farms.

“Many farm families have 
ownership of a family-size farm 
as their goal, and it is for these 
people that the FSA's tenant-pur 
chase program is designed,” ex 
plains C. M. Evans, regional di­
rector. Sharecroppers and farm 
laborers as well as tenants are 
eligible for these loans, but pref­
erence is given to families that 
have adequate livestock and 
equipment.

These loans are repayable over 
a 40-year period at extremely low 
rates of interest. An unusual fea­
ture is the variable payment plan 
under which farm ers pay more in 
good years and less in poor ones. 
Farm ers to whom these loans are 
made choose the farms they wish 
to buy and are not restricted to 
fully-improved farms, for -the 
loans may include funds to build 
or repair the home or make other 
improvements.

Through cooperation of the NYA 
Residence Home a worker will be 
in the chamber of commerce of­
fice each day from 8 a. m. to 12 
and from 1 p. m. to 5 p. m. to pro­
vide information desired.

During the past twelve months 
the office has had many calls for

apartments, houses and workers, 
and local officials feel that the 
service offered should be of m u­
tual benefit to all parties.

To Make More
Mattresses

According to county agent H 
M. Breedlove, work on the m at­
tress program will start in the 
near future as the county agents 
office has received the bill of lad­
ing on the ticking to be used in 
the making of the mattresses. The 
cotton has been on hand for some 
time Breedlove stated, but the 
ticking was delayed and we have 
not been able to get any until the 
present time.

It was also stated that 250 more 
mattresses would be made before 
the work on the comforts begins. 
Breedlove advised that all per­
sons whose applications for m at­
tresses had been approved by the 
county committee would be noti­
fied as soon as the ticking arrives. 
The plants will open and work 
will begin at once when the 
notices are sent to those persons 
who arc eligible.

Tt was also stated that applica­
tion for mattresses had been stop­
ped and when the present allot­
ment is finished the mattress pro­
gram will come to an end.

Senator Morris Sheppard,' a 
member of the national congress 
for more than 38 years, died at 
4:30 Wednesday morning in Wal­
ter Reed hospital, Washington, of 
a brain hemorrhage at the age of 
65.

Sheppard, whose 
term would expire next year. The 
election must be held within 90 
days. The Governor can appoint 
a successor to serve until the sen­
ator can be elected by the voters 
of the state at large.

The Domey County Museum of 
Clarendon, Texas was started in 
March of 1936, being sponsored 
by the ladies of the Les Beaux 
Arts Club. The Museum is main­
tained by voluntary contribu­
tions. The principal object was to 
preserve to posterity the price­
less articles of pioneer days.

Soon after, the Museum spon­
sors found that articles of rare 
value and interest were to be 
found in many homes. Within a 
few months, there was on exhibit 
several thousand articles ranging 
from prehistoric times to those of 
the pioneers of some forty years 
ago.

The oldest articles are the fossil 
remains of animals living in this 
section millions of years ago.

The exhibit, in the main, con­
sists of articles from the homes of 
our first settlers. A Majolica 
pitcher dates back more than four 
hundred years. It, along with 
other articles of the family, were 
buried during Civil War times in 
Virginia.

One room is fitted up to repre­
sent a room of the average home 
of a half century ago. The organ, 
marble top bureau, a wash stand 
of similar type, old style bed­
stead and a trundle bed. The cov­
erings are largely hand-made and 
represent rare skill of the m oth­
ers of pioneer days. A comb on 
the bureau is one given Lafayette 
by Geo. Washington in 1775.

In glassed cases are articles 
such as silverware, jewelry, fans, 
shoes, dresses and many o th e r! 
reminders of the days of fifty to:

types of coffee grinders turned by 
hand. One marvels at the 
strength and endurance of the 
mothers of former yeais when one 
chalks, up her achievements with 
her crude ‘weapons’ with which 
she fought privation and hard­
ships of pioneer days.

The most interesting exhibit of 
the fathers of yore is the fourteen 
nicely initialed shaving mugs. 
Many, or most all of them, bear 
the name or initials of the owner. 
Some date back more than a half 
century.

Indian women had their trials. 
This is attested to by the Metates, 
manos and other ‘utensils’ of the 
older pioneer. War and hunting 
implements are included in this 
exhibit.

Saddles, regular and side sad­
dles, ox yokes, plows of early 
make, blacksmith tools, bullet 
molds and guns in variety tell 
something of the hardihood of the 
forefathers.

In fact when you see the ex ­
hibit in the Donley County Mu­
seum, you mijy make the journey 
round the rooms beginning with 
the prehistorics, and trace man 
through all the ages of develop­
ment down to w ithin th irty  years 
ago. The cattle industry brought 
saddles, bridles and branding 
irons. You may see most any 
type of these.

Home life is pictured in a m an­
ner that will recall to elders their 
childhood days. Did you ever 
pump up and down on a chum? 
Did you ever see mother ‘paddle’ 
out her washing? These and doz­
ens of other reminders will be 
seen in the exhibit of thousands 
of interesting objects.

No admission charge is made. 
The Museum is open to the pub­
lic every Monday afternoon.
