Im perative your delegation 
be present this meeting if your 
county to be included in immed­
ia te  expansion food stamp pro­
gram . Please confirm this wire.

M arvin Hall, G. G. Reeves, J. A. 
Toilet, and John Hermesmeyer 
represented the county court at 
th e  Childress meeting, but Judge 
K ing was out of the county a t the 
tim e. W alter Clifford, Alvin 
Landers, and Howard Stew art, 
C larendon, and O. E. Sanders, 
Hedley, represented the Donley 
Co. grocermen; Carroll Knorpp 
of Clarendon, and J. W. Noel, 
Hedley, represented the bankers; 
and  Isadore Mellinger, and J. R. 
G illham , secretary, represented 
th e  cham ber of commerce at the 
m eeting. Kreager explained the 
w orkings of the plan in detail and 
explained th a t it was necessary 
th a t  the cooperation of the bank­
ers, food distributors, and county 
co u rt be obtained.

Each of the five above m ention­
ed  counties were offered the op­
po rtun ity  to participate in the 
program , and the commissioners 
co u rt of Donley County voted 
unanim ously to participate in the 
p lan. A food industry committee 
composed of W alter Clifford, 
chairm an, U. J. Boston, Roy B art­
le tt, Clarendon, and Dick Val- 
lance and O. E. Sanders, Hedley, 
an d  P. W. Cruse, Lelia Lake, en­
dorsed the plan, and each of the 
banks in the county have h eart­
ily  endorsed the movement.

K reager stated that the stamp 
p lan  had to be in operation before 
M ay 15, and tha t he expected to 
have the plan working here be­
fo re  that time. Kreager also s ta t­
e d  tha t the county could w ith­
d raw  from the plan a t any time 
on  10 day notice, bu t tha t of the 
600 counties in the southern reg­
ion participating in the plan that 
n o t a single county have ever 
w ithdraw n from plan.

The securing of the plan for 
Donley County climaxes a series 
of hearings started over a year 
ago by the county court, chamber 
o f commerce, and Donley county 
m erchants. Hearings were held in 
Dallas in October and in Memphis 
recently. Congressman Worley 
le n t his aid on all occasions to the 
five counties to make the adop­
tion  of the plan possible.

Donley County’s 
Water Survey

The Federal Government has 
authorized the expenditure of 
$2,741.00 and the Sponsors, the 
Texas State Board of Water Engi­
neers and Donley County, $378.00 
for the operation of an Under­
ground W ater Survey of this 
county. The main portion of these 
monies will be expended on lab­

orers. At the  present tim e there 
are 10 men assigned to the project 
exclusive of the project super­
visor.

The Donley County Commissio­
ners Court is furnishing a truck 
for transporting the workers to 
the field. We m ight add here that 
the truck currently  furnished is 
one of the best transportation 
trucks furnished this or any other 
project in the State.

Except for delay caused by in­
clem ent w eather the project 
should be completed by the last

of June  or early in July.
To date the following inform a­

tion has been gathered; data on 
200 w ater wells; 17 springs; and 
75 earthern  tanks. 25 test wells 
have been drilled and careful logs 
made of each. The depth of cer­
tain of the wells exceeds 75 feet.

Records are now complete on 
the City of Clarendon’s w ater 
consumption during the past 13 
years. During tha t tim e over 700 
million gallons of w ater have 
been pumped by the two city 
wells alone.

WATCHES MANY YEARS OLD.
The recent prizes offering of a 

Lubbock jeweler, seeking to lo­
cate the oldest watches in this 
part of the west, recently brought 
to light two watches in Floydada 
that ought to have long chin 
whiskers. One of these is the 
property of Fred N. Clark. He in­
herited the heirloom from an 
uncle who died a few years ago.

A notation on the 
watch indicates tha t it was clean­
ed and repaired in 1815, seven­
teen years after it was made.

“If you kill me it’% ill be like 
a spark in the prairie—make big 
fire! bum  heap!”

A jury  of Texas frontiersmen 
once sat in court at the little town 
of Jacksboro and deliberated the 
fate of an Indian who threw that 
threat in their faces, University 
of Texas Library records show.

It was in 1871, when Jacksboro 
was still a frontier town. The 
Indian was Satanta, veteran coun­
cil chief of the Kiowas, who with 
another chief, Big Tree, had led a 
raid in which seven Americans 
were massacred. These were the 
first Indian chieftains ever tried 
in an American civil court—and 
Satanta dared the w hite men to 
convict hipi.

It was perhaps the most d ra­
matic trial in the history of Tex­
as—and so significant that finally 
the president of the United States 
had to step in to settle the case.

According to the principles of 
justice, there was no question 
about it. For two years the Kio­
was had preserved a peace which 
Satanta himself had made with 
the United States government: 
and now Satanta and Big Tree 
with 150 warriors had attacked a 
wagon train, killed and scalped 
six drivers outright, tied a seven­
th to a wheel of a burning wagon 
—and had come to Fort Sill to 
boast of it.

Immediately General W. T. 
Sherman, who was then in the 
territory, had clapped them in 
irons. And there he kept them, 
despite the pleas and threats of 
Kicking Bird, the greatest of the 
Kiowa chiefs, who personally 
came to demand their release.

So early in Ju ly  Satanta and 
Big Tree were shipped down to 
Jacksboro for trial. On the fifth 
it got under way before an audi­
ence which included directly a 
packed court room and indirectly 
the rest of the nation. Two In­
dian chiefs on trial was a curios­
ity in itself; and when that trial 
might prsum ably touch off a gen­
eral Indian uprising, it was of 
significance to everyone in the 
country.

With the formal evidence pre­
sented—Satanta himself had ad­
mitted his guilt at Fort Sill—the 
jury  was ready to  retire.

But then, dramatically. Satanta 
rose to have his say. Still hand­
cuffed, he spoke in the Comanche 
language, common among the 
plains Indians, and thundered his 
th reat into the face of the court.

“I am a big chief among my 
people,” he said, “and I have 
great influence among the w ar­
riors of my tribe. They know my 
voice 'and will hear my word. If 
you will let me go back to my 
people, I will w ithdraw my w ar­
riors from Tehanna. I will take 
them all across the Red River, and 
that shall be the line between us 
and the pale faces. I will wash 
out the spots of blood and make it 
a white land; there shall be peace, 
and the Tehannas may plow and 
drive their oxen to the banks of 
the river.”

That was his bargain, and this 
was his challenge:

“But if you kill me it will be 
like a spark in the prairie—make 
big fire! bum  heap!”

It was with that th reat in their 
minds that these frontiersmen re­
tired to  reach a decision. They 
knew—and the nation knew— 
w hat responsibility was upon 
them. Their deliberation was 
short. And when the foreman 
gave their verdict to the court it 
was—m urder in the first degree, 
punishable by death!

It is said that, after a deep, 
wondering silence of several min­
utes. joy broke forth in that court 
room. However, subsequent pres­
sure and the danger of shaky In­
dian relations brought commuta­
tion to life imprisonment from 
Governor E. J. Davis, then an out­
right parole from U. S. President 
Grant. Satanta and Big Tree were 
released.

Thus the possibility of outright 
w ar between the Indians and the 
white men was apparently avert­
ed for the time.

To end the story, however—it 
happened that Satanta so flag­
rantly  violated his parole that in 
1874 he had to be taken to  the 
Texas state penitentiary: and 
there shortly afterw ard he either 
committed suicide or broke his
neck trying to escape.• • •

providing for a postal service 
throughout the nation. Thirty- 
four mail routes w ere planned, 
each to be run weekly by the 
lowest bidder for the particular 
job.

4-H Club Boys 
Have Big Job

The enrollm ent of 4-H club 
boys in Texas in 1940 was 34.038, 
the peak in the history of the 
work, with 19,703 completing 
their demonstrations. L. L. John­
son and J. W. Potts, state boys’ 
club agents, report the num ber of 
4-H clubs in the state as 2.068 
with 2,511 adult leaders and 421 
older boys helping w ith the 
guidance of the clubs.

County agricultural agents 
trained 312 judging teams and 
259 demonstration teams. More­
over, 307 4-H achievement days 
were held with 47,576 attending; 
277 4-H camps held with 16,996 
boys attending; 85 counties had 
4-H county councils; 46 counties 
used a county 4-H handbook; 
1,056 boys attended the short 
course, and 2.489 attended dis­
trict encampments.

The state agents report that 
27,137 boys were enrolled in live­
stock demonstrations, including 
2.338 in dairy cattle; 5.242 beef 
cattle; 1,463 sheep; 11,049 swine 
and 4.995 in poultry.

In 1940, 190 4-H livestock shows 
were held with 16.552 animals ex ­
hibited, and total premiums of 
$32,035.05 were earned. Beef cat­
tle, with $15,797.46, took the m a­
jor share of the premiums, with 
other demonstrations in this or­
der: Swine, $6,075.61; sheep, $4,- 
157.48; dairy cattle, $4,090.30 and 
poultry, $1,914.20.

Sales resulting from the shows 
brought a total of $362,015.20. 
with beef animals again leading. 
Classified, the sales were: 4.505 
beef calves weighing 2,679,149 
pounds, brought $286,832.43; 3.430 
sheep, weighing 241.684 pounds, 
$29,172.50; 5.721 swine, weighing 
688.684 pounds. $39.934 43; 1.686 
dairy cattle, $2,917.65, and 10.203 
poultry $3,258.19.

These figures, other than for 
beef calves, include only the live­
stock which was sold after the 
shows, and the small sales and 
weights per animal in several of 
the different classes of livestock 
were due to all breeding animals 
retained by the boys.

Other demonstrations include 
2,647 boys enrolled in cotton club 
work, with 4.623 acres producing 
2.806.358 pounds of seed cotton of 
improved varieties; 3.397 boys 
conducted corn demonstrations of 
4.252 acres and produced 100.511 
bushels of corn, and 1,072 con­
ducted grain sorghum dem onstra­
tions on 3,207 acres w ith 64,803 
bushels of grain produced.

T w o  boya attended the N ational 
4.TT club camp at Washington; 
six attended the National Dairy 
show at Harrisburg. Pa., and 35. 
the Club Congress at Chicago.

Three motion pictures made in 
the state by the 4-H club agents 
in 1940 dealt with commercial 
feeding and m arketing of 4-H 
club livestock, the trip  to  the 
National 4-H club camp, and with 
4-H activities in district seven.

Lawmakers Hit 
False Labor 
Racketeers

There was a loud acclaim of ap­
proval of the Gov. O'Daniel em er­
gency labor bill by the Senate 
sta te  affairs committee Tuesday. 
The bill already had the approval 
of the House. No other bill in 
years has aroused such enthusi­
astic support.

The action followed an appeal 
by Brig. Gen. Preston A. Weath- 
erred  of the Texas Natural guard 
to  pass the bill as an aid to the 
nation’s defense program and ob­
jections by organized labor repre­
sentatives who said it was not

needed in Texas and was too far-
reaching.

A House committee is already 
investigating just why a worker 
must pay a racketeer a fee to cite 
him to a job in the defense camps 
of the state. They also w ant to 
know why labor racketeers exact 
fees of fifty to two hundred dol­
lars of workers for membership 
in the CIO before they are per­
m itted to go on a job.

Rep. Lester Boone of Ft. Worth 
stated that there had been "a 
great deal of criticism recently 
with reference to certain actions 
of the state labor commissioner’s 
office.” A committee was appoint­
ed to investigate that department, 
“either to spike the rumors or, if 
true, to do something about it,” 
Boone said.

Facts About Texas 
Wildlife And Its 
Conservation
( Untied by C.m m f, Fish and Oyster Cow- 
mi union, Austin, Texas.)

Texas w ildlife resources are 
valued at approxim ately $93,000,- 
000 annually.

Texas sportsm en each year 
spend $25,000,000 for guns, am ­
munition, fishing equipment, 
clothing, automobiles, gasoline, 
food, hotel accomodations, and 
other goods and services neces­
sary to hunting and fishing trips.

Texas hunters shoot more shot­
gun shells than those of any other 
state—almost one-tenth of the 
total shot in the entire Nation.

Texas is among the first five 
Deer and Wild Turkey States of 
the Union. Last year approxi­
m ately 30,000 bucks and thous­
ands of Turkey Gobblers were 
killed, w ith no damage to the 
seed stock.

Texas has more landowners in 
the business of producing game 
for profit than any other State. 
Nearly 2,000 landowners operated 
licensed Shooting Preserves cov­
ering 6,815,509 acres during the 
last fiscal year. And this is only 
a fraction of the acreage devoted 
to the production of gume each 
year.

Texas has a greater variety of 
climate and environment than 
any other State, and as a result 
has more species of bird and ani­
mal life. The song and ornam ent­
al birds of Texas are worth $40,- 
000.000 annually  to agriculture, 
because of their destruction of in­
sects and other pests.

The Game, Fish and Oyster 
Commission operates 10 State 
Fish Hatcheries, which last year 
produced 7,454,962 fish for d istri­
bution, an increase of 36'4 per 
cent over 1939, when 5,115,761 
fish were distributed. Improved 
methods of fish production along 
scientific lines were responsible 
for the increase. No less than 85 
per cent of the fish produced at 
the Hatcheries arc distributed 
each year to public lakes and 
streams of the State.

The Texas coast is 400 miles 
long as the Crow flies, but count­
ing islands, bays and inlets it has 
a 2,000-milc shoreline—a wonder­
ful feeding ground for fish and 
waterfowl.

Shrimp is the m ajor marine 
crop of Texas. Approximately 
12.000,000 pounds are taken an­
nually.

Texas was among the first S ta t­
es in the Nation to qualify for 
Federal aid in game management 
work, the Federal government 
furnishing a maximum of $150,- 
000 annually which was to be 
matched by the State in the ratio 
of 1 to 3. W ork was started  in 
1938, w hen the Department 
launched a five-year research 
and dem onstration program deal­
ing with game, the first of its 
kind attem pted in the United 
States w ith these Federal funds, 
which w ere made available by 
the passage of the Pittman-Rob- 
ertson Act. The program is still 
in progress, with 26 technically 
trained biologists in the field 
studying the life habits of Texas 
wildlife and recommending and 
putting into effect measures that 
will increase the supply of game 
birds and game animals.

With the cooperation of land- 
owners, sportsmen and other na­
ture-lovers, Game Managers and 
biologists of the Departm ent are 
now improving habitats and in 
other ways bettering the condi­
tion of quail, antelope, deer, wild 
turkey, Desert big-horn mountain 
sheep, and other species on 292 
separate areas which have a 
grand total of 3,536,832 acres of 
land. These projects also are be­
ing financed chiefly by Pittm an- 
Robertson funds. The Texas game 
managem ent program, only three 
years old and just now taking 
shape, promises to rew ard the

years to come.
sportsm an many times over in the

Much more could be accom­
plished if funds w ere available. 
Texas is first in wildlife resour­
ces, first in area, and fifth in pop­
ulation, but ranks 23rd among the 
States in the am ount of money 
provided for wildlife conserva­
tion. Conservation funds come 
mainly from hunting and fishing 
licenses. Under the present law, 
resident hunting and fishing li­
censes are required in only 21 of 
the 254 Counties in the State.

Distribution of game from reg­
ions having a surplus to other 
parts of the S late w here the sup­
ply has been depleted, is one of 
the m ajor functions of the Game 
Department. Last year 20,400 
bobwhite quail, 420 white-tailed 
deer, 551 wild turkeys and 40 
beaver were thus distributed. In 
addition, many antelope were 
trapped in West Texas—in fact a 
total of 775 of these animals have 
been trapped and rem oved to bet­
ter ranges over West Texas in the 
last three years. If these opera­
tions continue to be successful, 
the day may come w ithin a few 
years when it will be possible to 
have a restricted open season on 
antelope.

OLD BOSSY EVER FAITHFUL 
TO HER TEXAS MASTER

AUSTIN.—Texas farmers sent 
the equivalent of 1,142,402,000 
(billion) pounds of Texas-produc­
ed milk to dairy plants last year 
to be converted into creamery 
butter, ice cream and American 
cheese.

This consumption of raw milk 
—estimated by the University of

Texas Bureau of Business Re­
search—was almost tw o billion 
pounds larger than during the 
preceding year.

Milk destined to be consumed 
as butter, ice cream and cheese 
totaled 69.575,000 pounds during 
February, up almost 3,000,000 
pounds over February, 1940

Production of these dairy  pro­
ducts during February to taled  
2,450,000 pounds of butter, 583,000 
gallons of ice cream and 793,000 
pounds of cheese. This ou tpu t 
represented a 21.5 per cent gain in  
ice cream, 3.9 per cent gain in  
butter, but an 11 per cent decline 
in cheese.

O’Daniel Warns 
Bogus Labor 
Leaders

AUSTIN, April 2 —Cotton pick­
ing on Texas’ 75,-00 acres of state 
prison farms was the prospect 
held out by Gov. W. Lee O’Daniel 
today to “wild-eyed labor-leader 
agitators.”

A warning that they would find 
themselves working there if they 
attem pted to “take charge of Tex­
as" was part of a radio broadcast 
delivered by the governor.

He read his proposed an ti­
strike bill and said predictions in 
H itler’s "Mein Kampf” and Com­
munist instructions to take charge 
of industries were being carried 
out.

The anti-strike law, he said, 
protects the individual's right to 
work and to quit when he wants 
to do so.

"We have plenty of idle hands 
in Texas anxious for jobs,” O’­
Daniel said. "Enough of those idle 
hands to keep all the wheels of 
industry turning 24 hours per day 
and seven days per week, if nec­
essary, and we intend to keep the 
wheels turning, and if any of 
these wild-eyed labor-leader agi­
tators drifting into Texas from 
other places think they are going 
to take charge of Texas and stop 
our industries from running, they 
have another guess coming.

“They had b etter conduct their 
activities in some other state be< 
cause we are not going to stand 
for their foolishness here in Tex­
as.

“We have 75,000 acres of state 
prison fauns, and that will take 
care of a lot of that kind of rack 
eteers. and that is where they will 
find themselves—picking cotton 
if they come down here and vio­
late our laws.”

O’Daniel read a soldier’s letter 
praising the bill. It said: "All of 
us in the regular arm y reserve 
had jobs better than those men 
(strikers) have and we took an 
awful cut in pay, and if we were 
even to mention quitting or going 
on a strike we would be called 
traitors and be thrown in the 
guard house. There is no reason 
why those men should not be 
treated the same as us. In fact 
every man who strikes should be 
made to join the army a t $21 per 
month with no chance of ad­
vancement and made to stay there 
until it is all over.”

O'Daniel praised the House for 
its passage of the bill last week 
and predicted that the Senate will 
pass it “with an overwhelming 
majority.”

The Senate state affairs com­
mittee unanimously approved the 
measure Tuesday. The Bill is ex­
pected to be ready, and get, the 
Governor’s signature any mo­
ment. The Senate is expected to 
act upon the measure at once.
