Increased,

Texas has more cattle than any

other two states. She has more

horses than. any other state. No

. other state has as many mules as

she. Of hogs and sheep she has
some millions, The cackling of
hens proclaims the laying of some-
thing like 50,000,000 dozen eggs
every year. By carloads she ships
turkeys to the markets of the Kast.

Measured by mere numbers,
Texas is easily first of the live stock
raising states. But when we make
a comparison of the values of our
mules, hogs, sheep
and hens with the cattle, horses,
mules, hogs, sheep and hens of
other states, our pride is bruised.

For, though we have 9,188,180
cattle, they are valued by the
United States Department of Agri-
culture at only $99,114,392, while
Towa’s 4,803,339 cattle are valued
at $106,608,697. Our 1,277,768
horses are worth but $45,309,653,
while Illinois’ 1,232,304 are worth
$104,745,840. Our 391,038 mules
represent $23,802,483 in wealth,
while Missouri’s 243,466 represent
$19,476,800. The average value of
the Texas milch cow is $19.82,
while the Connecticut milch cow is
worth $41.70. Other cattle are put
at an average vaiue of $10.09 in
Texas, while such cattle are worth
$19.42 in Jowa. The average
Texas horse is worth $35 46, while
the average horsg in Illinois is
worth $85.04. Our mules are rated
at $60 87 per head, while the Flori-
da mulz is worth $120 77, and the
Georgia mule $117.66. The hog
in Texas is set down at $4 68 per
head, while the New York hog is
set down at $10. The Texas sheep
is put at $2.08, and the Iowa sheep
at $3.80.

If our cattle were worth as much
per head as those of Iowa, our
horses as much as those of Illinois,
our mules as much as those of!
Georgia or Florida, our hogs as|
much as those of New Vork, and
our sheep as much as those of Iowa,
they would represent a value of
$82,800,000 more for cattfe, of
$62,000,000 more for horses, of
$21,945,000 more for mules, and
several millions more for hogs and
sheep.

To put the situation in a few
words, Texas live stock would be
worth about $175,000 000 more,
without adding to the number, if
the quality were as good as the

average quality of such stock in
other states

Texans are losers of $175,000,000
by not breeding better stock and
caring for them better,

We must get out of this. Our
cattle can be made to be worth as
much per head as Towa'’s, our
horses as much as Illinois’, our
mules a; much as Georgia’s, our
hogs as much as Missouri’s, and
our sheep as much as Ohio’s.
When we have done that, our
9,188,180 cattle will represent a
value of $181,9r4ooo our horses
of $107,500,000, our mules of $45,-
747,000, and our hogs and sheep
twice as much as they stand for
now.

We can add these millions to our
own general stock of wealth with
little effort and trifling expense. It
is a simple process. Breed out the
scrub, grade up, put quality before
quantity. That is the whole of it.—
Live Stock Reporter.

< Expense of Texas Lawmakers.

The Dallas News, in response to
an inquirer, gives the following as
to expenses of the Texas legisla-
ture: The average daily expenses
of the legislature are about $1,400,
something more than that if only
the actual working days .are
counted. The expenses of the pres-
ent legislature probably will be
more than usual. The house has
133 members, each of whom now
receives $5 a day (after the sixtieth
day they will receive only $2 a day);
18 officers and general clerks at $5 a
day, 18 clerks and stenographers
at $4, 16 pages at $2, 14 porters at
$2, 2 special employes at $2, extra
employes for investigating commit-
tee about $100 a day. The mem-
bers are each allowed to subscribe
for four newspapers at not to ex-
ceed 75¢ a month each; each of
them is entitled to draw $25 worth
of postage stamps, and there are
postage allowances to some of the
committees. The house’ spends
about $4,500 for stationery during
a session. The senate consists of
31" members, with the lieutenant-
governor acting as president; each
of them receives $5 a day for the
first 60 days and thereafter $2 a
day. It has 15 officers, 5 stenog-
raphers and 2 clerks who are paid
$5 a day each, 7 porters and 6
pages who receive $2 a day each,
Senators are allowed to draw $25
postage and to subscribe for 5 news
papers each at 3c a copy. The sen-
ate’s stationery bill during a session
is about $2,000.

Fvery melancholy thought,
every morbid action and every nag-
ging worry should be resisted to the
utmost, and the patient should be
protected by cheerful thoughts, of
which there is a bountiful store in
every one's possession. Bright
companions are cheaper than drugs
and plasters. -

every encouragement to develop.
We need more mental therapy.—

BAILEY'S BIG PURCHASES.

The Bailey legislative investigat-
ing committee was in session Sat-
urday afternoon and John H. Kir-
by, who had been on the stand dur-
ing the morning, completed his
testimony. Several other witnesses
were placed on the stand.

The committee decided to send
two of its members, Wolfe and Mc-
Gregor, to St. Louis to take the
testimony of H. Clay Pierce amd
others regarding transactions with
Bailey. The committee will prob-
ably leave Wednesday and during
its absence no sessions of the in-
vestigating committee will be held.
Judge Poindexter, representing the
senate, will also make the trip, and
one of the three lawyers for Bailey
and the accused himself will accom-
pany the committee.

Probably the most interesting
testimony offered was that of W.
O. Davis, director of a bank at
Gainesville, who testified that Bai-
ley had bought during the last three
years $67,000 worth of real estate
in Gainesville and over $50,000
worth of farm property in Cooke
county. He testified about a past
due note of Bailey’s, whiclhe held.
He said a man by the name of Phil-
lips paid the note, and said that
Bailey paid a mortgage lien in
Cooke county in 1902 about the
time Bailey began to buy property.

When asked about the nature of
the A. A. Green suit, the witness
stated that Green bought land from
Bailey on which ¢".iere was a mort-
gage and Davis, acting as an attor-
ney, alleged in the petition to the
court that there was a mortgage on
the property that Green did not
know about when he purchased it.
He said he furnished Cocke some
of the data about the supplemental
charges.
