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A great step toward making Wash-
ington the magnificent and beautiful
city which its founders had in mind
was taken when the senate committee
on public bulldings and grounds re-
ported favorably a Dbill to appropriate
$10,000,000 to pay for all the lands em-
braced in the plan for the mall, ex-
tending from the capitol to the Wash-
ington monument.

Under this measure all the buildings
and lots on the south side of Pennsyl-
vania avenue will be condemned, the
buildings razed and the land added
to the great green pathway.

An Old Senate Official.

C. N. Richards of Massachusetts has
been at the head of the senate station-
ery room for more than fifty years.
Naturally Mr. Richards bhas noted
many changes at the capitol during
that tlme. He is somewhat method-
fcal in his habits, and among other
things he has kept a list of the sen-
ators who have dled in harness since
he came to Washington in the early
sixties. Fifty-two senators in all have
died in office since 1860, New York
has never lost a senator by death dur-
fng the period of Mr. Richards' sery-
fce at the capitol.

Army Recruits Scarce.

An army officer who is here on a
visit has directed attention to the difli-
culty that officers are experiencing in
securing recruits for the army in order
to keep it up to anywhere near its le-
gal quota. He added that the scarcity
of material for the making of fizhting
men had resulted in a peculiar condi-
tion in certain places where there are
both army and navy recruiting depots.
It has been charged that officers in
charge of naval recrulting have “swip-
ed” recruits that had been promised to
the army, and vice versa, so keen has
become the rivalry between the two
branches of the scrvice. Among the
causes advanced for the scarcity of
material for the army are the severe
penalties that are inflicted by the
courts martial and the absence of “ex-
tras” in the menus of the military
posts, due to the abolition of the army
canteen, which formerly supplied a
company fund to provide butter, milk
and other things not contemplated in
the army supply list.

President May Visit Ohlo.

It is probable the president will stop
for a short time at Columbus, O., on
his return trip from the west in early
June when he goes to Indlanapolis to
unvell a monument to General Lawton
on Memorial day and to Lansing, Mich,,
to address the students of the Mlch-
Igan Agricultural college. If he stops
in Columbus he will dellver an ad-
dress to the colored people of Ohio un-
der the auspices of the Colored Agri-
cultural and Educational institute.

Naval warfare is becoming so
complicated as well as costly that
the nations of the world may soon
be compelled to resort to The
Hague for a perpetual guarantee of
their rights in order to save them-
selves from bankruptcy. Besides
building Dreadnaughts, the British
admiralty is now planning for fleets
of airships and submarines to work
in connection with them. The air-
ships are able to detect the presence
of hostile submarines, and to give
warning of their presence by wire-
less telegraphy. The battleships
are to keep in touch with the sub-
marines by signal bells that are
easily heard through the water.
When an attack is contemplated the
airships give notice to the battle-
ships of the location and movenients
of the enemy, the battleship signals
to its own submarines, and the at-
tack is made under water with eyes
that are located at a distance and
far up in the air. All of this is
given in the most matter of fact
manner by the London Express.

Synopsis of sermon preached by
Pastor Wilson C. Rogers, Baptist
church, Feb. 17:

This is a question that has seri-
ously disturbed the minds of many
good and sincere men; men who
would gladly be set right and be
established in the truth; men, who
in their hearts would willingly
glorify God if they could once get
rid of this dreadful heresy. We
cousider, :

FIKST—THE THREORY OF EVOLUTION
If this theory is true, it would
make mind the product of matter.
The universe presents to us both
mind and matter. Each of these
must exist independent of the other,
or the one must have been the
product of the other. Mind, ac-
cording to this theory, evoltution-
ized from matter. This oould not
be, for the mind belongs® to the
realm of the infinite, and matter to
the realm of the finite.

To illustrate: Did Edisog's mind
grasp the material and out of it
form thé electrical appliances to run
machinery? Or did the material
grasp Edison’s mind and from it
form all these things? Any rational
being will conclude at once that
Edison's mind grasps the material,
and out of the material formed the
machinery. This settles the ques-
tion of the producing cause. You
stop the circulation of the blood
and the material matter, the body
dies. But the mind being of the
infinite realm, lives on.

Matter has fixed limitations. Its
movements, its changes of form, its
development, and all things con-
nected with it is governed by fixed,
and,  so far as we can see, un-
changeable laws. Could this mat-
ter, covering all the animal, vege-
table and mineral kingdoms, create
unto itself laws so fixed and un-
changeable? Or did some infinite
mind give them?

If matter could create, or promul-
gate fixed laws unto itself, then all
matter is possessed with intelli-
gence, and is capable of thinking
and acting for itself in whatsoever
form. The theory that matter is
an emination from God cannot be
true, for matter would then possess
the attributes of God. Or, if mat-
rer proceeds by ‘‘evolution’’ from
the nature of God, it must not only
possess the attribute of that nature,
but must also exist in the mode of
existence with it. This would
make matter a part and parcel of
God, which cannot be, for matter
has neither self-existence, nor eter-
nity of existence, nor even infinity
of space or time, since it is com-
posed of finite parts and exists in
successive moments which are fin-
ite and measurable. Ithas no in-
telligence, or purposing power, nor
can it have wisdom or goodness;
neither can it exercise justice or ex-
perience love,

The phenomena of matter and
its beginning has been the most
perplexing problem for the scient-
ist to solve. He can take matter
and do a great deal with it by the
law of evolution, but the hardest
problem for him to solve is, where
his matter came from that he be-
gan evolutionizing with.

The only true witness that we
have to the origin of matter, or life,
is the Bible. And he who discred-
its its testimony is left groping in
the dark and without a witness to
establish his case,

SECOND—WHAT GOD SAID,

He said: ‘‘In the beginning,
God created the heaven and the
earth.,” He created all vegetable
and animal life, and last, created
man. This universe, with all that
it is and all that it contains, is the
result of the outward working of
the triune God. It exists not be-
cause of any necessity in God's na-
ture to create it, but as the result
purely of His will.

This world, with all its vege-
table and animal life, is not a crea-
tion out of nothing. Neither did it
start with a little jelly flake floating

and consumed a million or so years
evolutionizing form and life. But
