C ulberson  D lu cred l's  M ed ica l 
T estim on y .

Washington, March 12.— Sena­
tor Culberson admits that he has 
not a high opinion of the value of 
expert medical testimony, discuss- 
ng the Thaw case today, and es­
pecially the testimony of the ex­
perts relating to insanity and 
‘brainstorms.”  Senator Culberson 

said: “ The first criminal case of 
importance in which I was engaged 
with older counsel was that of a ne­
gro named Adam Teteflair, who 
was indicted for the murder of an­
other negro near Jefferson, Tex. 
The state proved by direct and cir 
cumstantial testimony that the de­
fendant knocked the deceased off of 

mule with a huge stick and killed 
him. The theory of defense was 
that the deceased was thrown from 
the mule and killed. Two physi­
cians testifiel for the defense that 
they had examined the body of the 
deceased, and that he had caries of 
the vetebrae, a gradual disintegra 
tion of the bones, which caused 
death in the fall lrom the mule. 
This testimony of learned men 
gieatly impressed not only the 
counsel for the defense, but also 
the court and jury, and the verdict 
was only for murder in the second 
degree, with two years in the peni 
tentiary.

“ That afternoon I went with the 
senior counsel to the jail to consult 
Adams about a motion for a new 
trial, when it was explained to him 
that while under the law of Texas 
he could not ou another trial be 
convicted of higher offense of mur­
der in the second degree, yet the 
jury might send him to the peni­
tentiary for a longer term than two 
years. He said: ‘Excuse me, 
genmen, it’s all right, maybe ’bout 
dat caries of de bones, but I knows 
mo dan dem doctors how dat nig 
ger was killed. Thanking you and 
beggin’ your pardon, I ’ ll serve dem 
two years at Huntsville.’ Since 
then my faith in expert medical 
testimony has not been so great

The postoffice department does 
not intend to draw the color line in 
the matter of white and negro rail 
road mail clerks workiug together 
on the same runs. Although an 
intimation has been given the 
superintendent of the railway mail 
service that white clerks in the mid­
dle west are preparing to request 
the department to effect a change 
so as to put the negroes on runs 
which will not bring them in pn>x 
i rnity to the whites, it was stated 
that no such discrimination could 
or would be made.

The particular objection which it 
is said the white clerks have in the 
association with negroes on long 
runs is that they are obliged to eat 
and sleep in the same car, the regu­
lations ot the department permitting 
a clerk on such a run when his 
work is up to rest. At certain ter­
minals there is provided dormitories 
in public buildings where the clerks 
may^tay if they see fit to do so, 
but these are open to the negro 
clerks as well as the whites and the 
department does not see wherein it 
has any province in the matter.

Against Street Preaching.
Police Chief Maddox, of Fort 

Worth, issued an order against 
holding services on Main and Hous­
ton streets, and Tuesday night sev 
eral of the leaders of such services 
were arrested.

Ou beiug taken to the station a 
charge of obstructing the sidewalks 
was filed against Captain Ma> field, 
of the Christian Volunteer Army, 
and he was immediately admitted 
to bond.

Owing to *he fact that the Salva 
tion Army captain held a permit is 
sued by Chief Allen, of the detect 
ive department, permitting him to 
hold street services on Maiu aud 
Houston, no charges were filed 
against him, but he was warned to 
avoid the use of these streets in the 
future.

Wednesday the case against 
Mayfield was set for trial Friday. 
Mayfield has secured the services of 
attorneys and announces that he 
will fight the charge to the last. 
The constitutionality„of the ordei 
of the chief will be attacked.

In speaking of the matter Chief 
Maddox said that he had issued the 
order restraining the Salvation 
Army and the Christian Volunitei 
Army from using Main and Hous­
ton streets for the purpose of hold 
ing services, inasmuch as be had 
been requested by numerous citi 
zens to make such a move. He said 
that when services are held on the 
two main thoroughfares of the city 
traffic is impeded to such an extent 
that it is often necessary for the 
street cars to stop, and those who 
are in vehicles are compelled to 
drive to the other side of the street 
He also said that the sidewalks are 
blocked to such an extent that at 
times it is impossible for people to 
gain entrance to the business houses 
without the greatest difficulty.

“ I have 110 objection to the hold 
ing of services on the side streets,'' 
said Chief Maddox, “ as long as the 
merchants do not protest, but inas 
much as the business men on Main 
and Houston streets are opposed to 
this practice it must be stopped, 
aud I will do it if the cour s will 
uphold me.”

Wednesday night when the mem 
bers of both organizations were ai 
the police station they decided to 
hold services there. They prayed 
for the chief of police, the mayor 
and members of the police depirt- 
ment After praying, a song ser­
vice was held.

A bill protecting fruit and truck 
shippers against irresponsible com­
mission merchants.

The state auditor’s bill, to sug­
gest a better method of keeping 
books in the state departments.

A  bill making the "Jim Crow” 
car law apply to street cars and cars 
on interurban lines.

A  bill prohibiting the shooting of 
craps and other games of chance 
anywhere.

Veale’s bill providing for the re­
moval of the track of the Santa Fe 
from Panhadle to Washburn was 
reported favorable Tuesday by the 
house committee on common car­
riers.

Lieut, Gov. Davidson appointed 
Senators Skinner, Veale and Faust 
as members of the committee to ar­
range for Mr. Bryan’s reception 
and speech.

Brown, of Wharton, created a 
sensation Wednesday by denounc­
ing the Dallas convention as the 
black hole of Calcutta, and snap­
ping his fingers at the democratic 
platform. He said he voted for as 
much of it as suited his constitu 
ents and the balance could go to the 
dogs.

Senator Alexander introduced a 
bill in the senate ptoviding for the 
appointment by the governor of a 
commission of three, learned in 
law, to revise, digest and publish 
the laws, crimiual and civil of the 
state.

By Bowman— Amending the law 
with reference to the maintenance 
of prisoners confined in county jails.

By McGregor— Prohibiting life 
nsurance companies, any of whose 

officials, agents or employes receive 
more than $25,000 compensation 
per annum, from doing business in 
the state.

By McDonald—Providing that 
when any person has served a sen 
tence in the penitentiary and it is 
afterward proved that he is inno 
cent of the crime for which 
he was convicted, he shall
be given reasonable compensation 
for the time served under sentence.

By Kenedy— A bill increasing the 
charter fees of private corporations 
of from about 35 to 50 per cent, 
more than the present rate, and pro 
viding that no official refusing to 
take out his commission shall be 
entitled to collect such fees.

House joint resolution by Jenk 
ins providing that any incorporated 
to vn or city may mortgage any 
plant owned by same by a majority 
vote of the qualified voters and that 
the owner of the mortgage shall 
look to such plant for his money 
and providing an easement for such 
city.
