Cop­
per filings give a greenish tin t to 
flame; zinc filings give a fine bluo 
color, powdered magnesium a dazzling 
white light; amber, colophony or com­
mon salt affords a yellow lire.

Colorado Coal Development. 
The coal fields of Colorado are 

fairly well known, largely on ac­
count of the fact that many of 
them*‘ contain high-grade coals 
which have been extensively de 
veloped by the Colorado Fuel and 
Iron Company and other coal com­
panies in that state. The largest 
and least known area is in Rontt 
County, in the northwestern part 
of the stAte, Part of this field has 
alreidy been examined by the Geo­
logical Survey, and during the 
coming season it is proposed that a 
party under the direction of Hoyt 
S. Gale shall begin work in the vi­
cinity of Meeker, in Rio Blanco 
county, examine the western end 
of the YarnpA fidd and then turn 
westward and explore the northern 
rim of the great Uinta Basin, car­
rying the work into Utah. Along 
the southern foot of the Unita 
mountains the coal-bearing rocks 
are largely, if  not wholly, covered 
by later sediments or waste brought 
down from the mountain slopes. 
Mr. GAle will explore the region 
as far as the coal beds are visible 
and will cross the Uinta mountains 
and examine the small field known 
as the Henry Fork coal field, lo­
cated west of Green river and at 
the northern base of the Uinta 
range.

For a number of years coal of 
high grade has been mined in and 
about Durango, . in the southern 
part of r the state. The rocks at 
Durangp dip southward into an 
enormous basin having a leugth 
north and south of about 120 miles 
and a breadth east and west of 
about 100 miles. The main body 
of the field terminates near Gallup, 
on the Sahta Fe railroad, but a 
point extends southward beyond 
the Zuni Indian reservation. 
Throughout most of this field the 
coal is o f’ subbitnminous quality, 
but along its northern border, in 
the vicinity of Durango, it is a 
high-grade steam and coking coal.

MAKING FIREWORKS
IT HAS DEVELOPED INTO A BIQ 

AMERICAN INDUSTRY.

And It Has All Been Worked Out 
from the Ancient Chinese Fire­

cracker —  How They 
Are Made.

The m anufacture of fireworks has 
developed from an Imitation of the 
Chinese firecracker to an Industry of 
vast proportions In the United States. 
Also from the humble and compara­
tive harmless cracker, the product has 
been developed along tho most com­
plex yet scientific lines until the mas­
ter of ceremonies a t a full (lodged mod­
ern fireworks exhibit must needs he 
a man with a comprehensive knowl­
edge of tho explosives he is handling.

The Ctilnaman, having invented 
gunpowder a few thousand years be­
fore it came into use In the western 
world, invented the firecracker so long 
ago th a t tho Incident of Its birth  has 
been lost In the shuffle of history, but, 
curiously enough, the Chinaman In 
this respect has stood a t the Initial 
point of development, as he has In all 
else th a t pertains to his life. He still 
makes good firecrackers, but they are 
of the same model and power as he 
has used for hundreds of years. The 
American, having stolen the idea, pro­
ceeded to develop It along lines truly 
Indicative of the American character 
—flamboyant, pyrotechnic and loud. 
The Chinese cracker Is a small affair, 
considerably more so than the crack­
er to buy which the small boy toiled 
in the gray dawn carrying w ater to 
the elephant, but a t Chinese New 
Year's and other festival tim es a 
string of their firecrackers suspended 
from the end of a bamboo pole will 
explode—every one of them—and 
there will he no ‘‘sizzlers” nor blanks 
found in the string. Which goes to 
show tha t the hand-made Chinese 
article Is still honestly made and that 
western methods of cheap machine 
manufacture have not invaded tho 
cradle of the firecracker.

But as all things American have de­
veloped to prodigious proportions, 
leaving in the past the memory of sim­
plicity, so the firecracker of history 
each year finds a smaller place In the 
dem onstrations of America. Instead 
there have come the rocket, the bomb, 
the sot piece and tho appliances for 
pouring forth torrents and volcanoes 
of multi-colored fire. It is the manu­
facture of these goods th a t has grown 
to such size and commercial conse­
quence.

The preliminary In the m anufacture 
of nearly all fireworks Is the making 
of the case. The quality of paper 
varies from the commonest straw- 
board to the finest bank note paper. 
Cases for skyrockets require a fino 
grade of paper called rope board. Thp 
paper is first pasted and then rolled 
ovor a mandrel. The drying process 
takes four or five days and the case 
then Is ready for for charging. They 
vary from two to 20 inches i s  length 
and from one-quarter of an Inch to two 
Inches in diameter. The loading of 
skyrockets, up to the last four or five 
years, has been done by hand, but tho 
machine now takes the place of the 
hand loader. A spii^lle placed In tho 
center of the case causes a cavity as 
tho m aterial Is packed in around It. 
The m aterials are scooped In, ham ­
mered down until it is of rock-like 
hardness and then the spindle is with­
drawn. When the rocket is fired tho 
largo surface of m aterial in tho spin­
dle cavity catches fire at once, caus­
ing a tremendous pressure of gas 
which pours out of the spindle cavity, 
causing the rocket to shoot skyward. 
The colored stars, which go in tho 
head of the rocket or bomb, a re  com­
posed as follows: Red, n itrate of ba­
ryta, chloride of potash and s'neiiac; 
green, n itra te  of baryta; yellow, oxil- 
ate of soda. Purple and blue are com­
posed of various preparations of cop­
per, while the making of tho other 
tin ts are trade secrets.

The Roman candle is charged as 
follows: Sets of cases are placed on 
pins and there Is scooped In flis t a 
quantity of clay, which prevents tho 
explosive composition from burning 
the hand; then a charge of gunpow­
der, and on top of this aro placed the 
colored stars In tbe proper soquence 
of color. On top of this comes a com­
position called fuse, which makes the 
Intervals between the discharge of tho 
stars. After tho fuse rammers are 
brought down to pock the m itcrial, 
the operation being repeated S3 often 
as required. The candles contain from 
two to 35 stars. The finishing con­
sists of covering the candle and pro­
viding a quick match for easy Igni­
tion.

Quick match, one of the important 
features of fireworks manufacture, is 
made from specially prepared w-ick 
soaked in a  solution of gunpowder. At 
the proper time It Is wound off on 
frames and just before It Is dried It Is 
sifted over with very fine powder In 
order to make It extra quick In action.

Flro a t one end of 
quick match leaps to the other and al­
most as quickly as would electricity. 
Tho quick match Is fitted ,out on what 
are known as lances, or rods of bam­
boo. For set pieces the design Is 
sketched by an a rtis t and then scaled 
so it can be enlarged to any size. The 
regulation set piece frame is 10*5 
feet and Is divided into squares a foot 
large. The design is outlined in ra t­
tan, pejb are driven into the ra ttan  
and on these pegs are fastened the 
quick match lances referred to.

You will waste 
your Ink In writing down tho figures 
and your breath In talking about them, 
but you will not stop the small boy, 
nor the big boy, nor the middle-aged 
boy, nor tho old boy from celebrating. 
All your arguments will have no 
avail.

Suppose all the firecrackers th a t 
will be fired oft could be concentrated 
Into one colossal firecracker and that 
all the boys in the United States could 
be assembled around It and that a t a 
given moment It could be fired off, 
winding up the whole business of a 
Fourth-of-.Iuly celebration a t one fell 
swoop. There would bo one mighty 
shock to tho nerves of nervous old 
women and shaky old men. There 
would be one big slzz and one big 
bang tha t would be heard all the way 
around the world, and then all would 
be over; everybody would have cele­
brated; the same am ount of money 
would have been spent and quiet and 
peace would be resumed. Now, let’s 
see how It can be figured out.

F irst of all, one must ascertain how 
many firecrackers there are in the 
United States. One of the largest 
dealers says there are now 100,000,000 
firecrackers in this country waiting to 
be exploded on the Fourth of July. 
Another large dealer says this esti­
mate Is too high and places the num­
ber a t 20,000,000. When one consid­
ers, liowover, that there are more than 
13,000,000 boys in the country and tha t 
the first estim ate allows something 
less than eight firecrackers for each 
boy, one must admit th a t the figures 
are, perhaps, not so far out of the way. 
But one of the chief aims of this ar­
ticle Is conservatism, and, therefore, a 
compromise position will be taken and 
the average of two estim ates will be 
used, which places the number of fire­
crackers a t 60,000,000.

Next, let us see how much gunpow­
der there Is In these 60,000,000 fire­
crackers. The best authorities on this 
subject say that In the average fire­
cracker there is one-twentieth of an 
once of gunpowder. This calculation 
Is based on the number of “lady-fire­
crackers,” which aro the smallest, on 
up to the hlg cannon crackers. Includ­
ing the tremendous “Hunt” and Num­
ber 18, which contains two ounces of 
explosives. With this good s ta rt it is 
simply a m atter of mathem atics to 
learn tha t in all the firecrackers of the 
United States there are 3,000,000 
ounces of gunpowder, which, of course, 
means 187,500 pounds. This has all 
been easy. There Is your firecracker. 
Alt you have to do Is to get your boys 
together, apply the match to the fuse, 
wait a second with bated breath and 
then—

But hold on! How about tho dam­
age?

For many years there have been 
learned discussions concerning the 
force of various grades of explosives. 
The experts call it potential energy. 
Some time ago two fnmous French­
men—Roux and Sarrau—made a se­
ries of experiments to determine tho 
exact extent of the potential energy 
of the most powerful explosives and 
the results of these experiments havo 
become the standards of the best In­
formed experts on this subject. It 
was learned from these studies tha t 
the average potential energy of gun­
powder Is 480 foot-tons to the pound. 
You will observe, therefore, that there 
would be a good deal of "business” 
concentrated In a gigantic firecracker 
containing 187,500 pounds of gunpow­
der. In tills Immense cracker there 
would be stored 90,000,000 foot-tons of 
potential energy. S tartling as are 
these figures, to the layman they mean 
little. Let us compare them to some 
object with which we are familiar.

Take the Flatiron building In New 
York, for instance. Its weight is 50,- 
000 tons. Now, if there are 480 foot- 
tons of potential energy in each pound 
of gunpowder, it would require 104 
pounds of gunpowder to blow up a 
building weighing 50,000 tons. This 
amount of gunpowder, Is scientifically 
applied, would do the Job completely 
and raze the big structure from base­
ment. to roof. Such an explosive effort 
ns this, however, represents but a 
small part of the force In the supposi­
tional king of giant firecrackers, which 
would contain 90,000,000 foot-tors of 
energy—enough to blow up (according 
to exact mathematical calculation) 
1,800 structures similar to the Flatiron 
building before you could say “Jack 
Robinson!"

So, perhaps, after all, It may be as 
well to postpone the building of this 
great universal firecracker until our 
experts have learned a  little  butter 
how to haaiUo high explosives.
