the 'ifgﬁt of day in any other sec-
tion of country on earth. Fine
¢ stock is one of the hobbies of that
section, and its people are making
good all along the line.

‘“There are not as many cattle in
the Panhandle country mnow as
formerly, but what they lack in
numbers is more than made good
in quality. They are continually
experimenting with the feeding
propositton in the Panhandle, and
itis there that what is known as
‘‘rough feeding’’ is quite popular.
These Panhandle stock farmers
produce so much feed stuff every
year that they had to'devise some
means of disposing of it. They
have solved the problem by putting
it luside their fine stock and mak-
ing them carry it profitably to
market.

““Around Amarillo some atten-
tion has been given to the hog
proposition as a side issue, and
there have been results that have
been given much encouragement,

“‘Perbaps when the threatened

e, the hoe, there is going to be no ap-
preciable shortage at the leading
market centers, This is the opin-
ion of cattlemen who keep in close
touch with the situation, and is
probably correct.”’

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Oklahoma City, Aug. 8.—A de-
cision by District Judge Frank Gil-
lette at Anadarko, concerning pub-
lication of application for saloon li-
censes in newspapers has raised a
very serious question. The decis-
ion comes after a suit brought by
J. G. Cromer, a saloon man,
against the Anadarko Tribune to
compel that paper to publish the
notice, as is required by law. The
Tribune has been on the side of
the temperance people in an at-
tempr to rid the town of saloous,
and has refused to print notices
heretofore. As the law requires
notices to be printed in two papers
in the county having the biggest
circulation, it was impossible to do
so, and the license could not be
granted.

Judge Gillette in his decision re-
cites the fact that the Tribune com-
pany was incorporated under the
laws of the territory; that when it
opens its doors for business and so-
licits business from the public it
cannot discriminate against any-
one; that when it accepts notices
from one source for publication it
must accept from another. It has
been the practice of ‘nearly every
paper in the state, no matter how
smail, to apply for incorporation
papers and organize a company.
When the incorporation was made, |
according to the holding of Judge
Gillette, the paper became amen-
able to a court of equity.

The decision will have an effect
of considerable importance in the
state. In many parts of the state
towns have become dry because
papers refused to print applications
for liquor licenses, claiming that
the paper could select whatever it
chese to print and refuse whatever
it pleased to,

In its halls are
all kinds of material for the study
of botany, physiography, zoology,
“‘birdology’’ and all kinds of

In the National Museum are all
kinds of relics of antiquity. Here
we saw the original Star Spangled
Banner. The flag is about twenty
ft long and ten ft wide. The chair
in which Washington sat is there.

After looking at those
huge things one can more rzadily
understand how Jonah remained
three days in one. They are about
seventy ft long and probably fifteen

We saw
Alice Longworth's home, the Brit-
ish, Chinese and French Legatiouns.
The residences are so close together
they have no place for the children
to play. Some of them will dig
up the bricks in the streets in or-
der to get dirt to make mud pies.
Think of the joys they are missing.

Washington is a most beautiful
city. The streets are so wide,
straight and clean. There is one
thing certain, you surely have to
step off the side walk to let the
negro pass you. It is truthfully
said that the city isa ‘‘nigger’s’”’
heaven.

We spent but one day in Balti-
more, and spent that time very
pleasantly in the parks.
