Asset Currency for Wall Street 
Control.

There is such a similarity be 
tween the editorials in the city 
dailies, demanding an asset cur­
rency as to suggest that the editor­
ials are written in response to a 
suggestion from the money centers. 
The big financiers have either 
brought on the present stringency 
to compel the government to au­
thorize an asset currency or they 
have promptly taken advantage of 
the panic to urge the scheme which 
they have bad in mind for years. 
Several years ago Secretary Shaw 
stated that we must either have a 
perpetual debt or the bank notes 
would have “ some other basis.”  
The "some other basis”  referred to 
is the asset basis. When it be­
came apparent that the public 
would not tolerate an asset cur 
rency the financiers asked for an 
emergency currency based on as­
sets. This was only a subterfuge 
and the republican leaders were 
afraid to press it at the last session. 
Now it is to be brought forward as 
if it were a new remedy, just 
thought of as a panic cure. It is a 
panic breeder instead of a panacea; 
it would aggravate rather than re 1 
lieve the situation. It would in­
crease the bank’s liabilites just at a 
time when depositors are fearful 
that the bank can not meet present 
liabilities. The need of elasticity] 
has been very much exaggerated; 
if banks would prepare in advance 
for “ moving crops”  and for such 
other future demands as may be 
reasonably expected they would not 
be confronted by so many “ emer­
gencies.”  The trouble is that they 
loan to the limit in ordinary times 
and therefore have no reserve avail­
able for the unusual demands. An­
other trouble is that the banks are 
encouraged to keep a large part of 
their reserve in reserve cities and 
therefore a shock in any of the big 
cities disturbs banking anywhere. 
Just now the country banks can not 
use their reserves because the big 
city banks will not allow deposits 
to be withdrawn

When the same money is counted 
over and over, in the reserves of 
several banks the withdrawal of 
$t,ooo results in shrinkage of sev­
eral times that snm.

The democrats should be on 
their guard and resist this concert­
ed demand for an asset currency. 
It would simply increase Wall 
street’s control over the nation’s 
finances and that control is tyran­
nical enough now. Such elasticity 
as is necessary should be controlled 
by the government and not by the 
banks. The government could fur­
nish a certain amount of elasticity 
by increasing and decreasing gov­
ernment deposits according to the 
needs of business; or it could pro­
vide for the temporary issue of 
treasury notes on government

bonds wheneve: a bolder of bonds 
is willing to surrender the interest, 
or it could issue treasury notes in 
any emergency. But none of these 
plans will suit the financiers; they 
insist upon absolute control of the 
nation’s finances— they to reap the 
advantage while the public bears 
the burden and takes the chances.

But the democrats in the senate 
and house are in dutv bound to 
look ai the question from the stand­
point of the people, and oppose the 
asset currency in whatever form it 
may appear. They may also have 
to oppose the great central bank, 
which is a part of a scheme of the 
financiers. And they will find that 
the same influences which are be­
hind the asset currency and the 
central bank are behind the presi­
dent’s plan for national incorpora­
tion of railroads. They are all a 
part of plutocracy’s plan to in­
crease its hold upon the govern­
ment.

What we need just now is not an 
emergency currency but greater se­
curity for depositors. The depos­
itors are scared —  unnecessarily 
scared in most cases— but scared. 
The government is going to recom­
mend a postal savings bank but ac 
cording to press dispatches deposits 
will not be accepted in excess of 
$250 Irom any one person. This is 
good so far as it goes, but it does 
not go far enough. All bank de­
positors should be made to feel se­
cure and they could be made to feel 
secure by a guaranty fund raised by 
a small tax upon deposits. When 
depositors feel sure of their money 
they will not care to withdraw it 
and the money which would be 
drawn from biding places would 
more than repay the banks for the 
small tax necessary.

The first thing is to release the 
public from the grip of Wall street 
and then when the stock gamblers 
have to suffer for their own sins in­
stead. of unloading them on the 
general public we may expect leg­
islation in the interest of the peo 
pie at large,— Commoner.

An increase of from 17 to 19 per 
cent in passenger ea’ nings for the 
month of September over the cor­
responding period a year ago is 
shown by the statement of the A t­
lanta &  West Point railroad. This 
is one of the two roads confined to 
a flat rate of 2-cents a mile for pas­
senger fares. The increase in pas­
senger earnings has been under this 
rate.

C. M. Luttrell suffered the loss 
of a pair of mules valued at $400, 
last week. He was in Amarillo on 
business ^nd at noon fed his team 
in a box which had previously con­
tained sheep dip. Soon after start­
ing for home both animals dropped 
to the ground and died in a few 
minutes.— Claude News.

Costliest City in the World, 
Past or Present

New Yorkers, as a rule, adopt 
every conceivable means that can 
be thought of to extort money from 
the rest of the world, honorable or 
dishonorable, onlv taking the pre­
caution to keep out of the pen, and 
some of them not even that. That 
for years they have been successful 
there is no denying. Money that 
comes by trickery, or any other 
easy means, is usually lavishly 
spent, consequently no other city 
in the world approaches theextrav 
agance of Gotham. One of the 
magazines has this to say of it:

“ The budget tentatively adopted 
for New York City for 1908 prob 
ably marks the high-water point of 
municipal expenditure in the 
world’s history. We do not have 
exact accounts of the money 
drained from the Provinces and 
poured out for the enjoyment of itn 
perial Rome, but there is no reason 
to suppose that it approached the 
amount which New York raises 
among her own people.

“ The metropolitan budget has 
practically doubled in ten years. In 
1898 it was $77,590,332. The in­
creases have all come under Tam­
many administrations. In the two 
years of Low the city’s expendi­
tures were stationary or declining. 
This year they have gone up by 
$15,000,000 at a jump, and last 
year the increase wes almost as 
great. But it is only fair to Tam­
many to say that much of the re­
sponsibility for New Y ork’s grow­
ing extravagances is due to the re­
publican legislature, which saddles 
expenditures on the city against its 
protest.

“ The government of New York 
City will spend more than twice as 
much in the coming year as the 
government of the United States 
spent in the year before the civil 
war. As lately as 1877, only 30 
years ago, the expenditures of the 
national government, aside from in­
terest on the public debt, were less 
than those of New York City now. 
That included the whole cost of the 
army and navy, pensions, public 
buildings, rivers and harbors im­
provements, the diplomatic service, 
the care of the Indians, the support 
of the president, congress and the 
entire civil service, and all the in­
cidental expenses of a nation of 
nearly 50,000,000 people. At the 
present time the whole Empire of 
Japan runs its government, aside 
from interest on its war debt, for a 
little over two-thirds the cost of 
running the municipal government 
of the city of- New York. That 
navy which some European ob­
servers think is going to swallow 
our own costs less than$15,000,000 
a year for ordinary expenses, with 
an extra allowance last year of a 
little over $5,000,000 more. That 
army which won the greatest three

buttles of modern times costs about 
$25,000,000. New York pays more 
for public schools alone than Japan 
for her army and navy combined. 
Perhaps that comparison may be 
considered a credit to New York.’’

Bryan and Roosevelt.
Champ Clark of Missouri said in 

Washington Saturday that if Mr. 
Roosevelt did not soon come out 
with a positive statement that he 
would not be a candidate next lime 
the people were going to have to 
vote for Roosevelt and Bryan.

“ The president will be nominated 
by acclamation if he does not put 
himself out of the race mighty 
quick,”  said the big Missourian, 
“ tnere is no doubt of the nom­
ination ot Mr. Bryan by the Demo­
crats. There are no other men in 
sight but Bryan and Roosevelt. I 
have traveled and talked in 17 
states since congress adjourned last 
spring and I have not heard of any­
body for presidency but those two 
men.”

Balloon Finance.
Your old “ Uncle”  has been ridi­

culed often for telling the plain 
truth about our latter-day system of 
finance and banking, but as time 
and experience demonstrate that the 
so called “ great business interests 
of our country”  are actually only 
inflated financial balloons, running 
on a kind of gas the composition of 
which is about ten per cent actual 
cash and the other ninety per cent 
“ confidence,”  bis critics will begin 
to guess as to who will probably 
enjoy the laugh. That kind of cap­
ital is all right until the balloon 
gets too high and strikes the 
chilly upper currents, which sets 
up a shrinkage, and later may pro­
duce collapse and let the craft hit 
the earth with a dull and sickening 
thud.

That is exactly what’s the matter 
now among our “ men of great 
business affaiis”  up East, they had 
taken to the uppermost altitudes 
the beef trusts, oil trusts, railroad 
mergers, coal trusts, banking trusts, 
and other similar trusts that showed 
up on the published statements to 
the general public “ millions of cap 
ital”  (but on the tax assessors’ 
records “ thousands” covered the 
figures); these statements were 
taken as a basis for unlimited “ con­
fidence,”  and all sorts of spread- 
eagle stock ana bond deals were in­
dulged in until the chilly currents 
of legal investigation had been 
reached, when the shrinkage set in, 
and now the country must come to 
their rescue and tide them over for 
the present,that the innocent South 
and West may not suffer with the 
guilty North a n d  East.— Uncle 
Zekiel in Index.

Financial Affairs.
New York, Nov. 11.— The most 

eventful week in the financial his­
tory of the pr?feent generation came 
to a close Saturday with conditions 
much clearer than a week before, 
but with some clouds still hanging 
over the financial horizon. The 
previous week had closed with the 
disquieting announcement that the 
New York bank reserves had lost 
$20,000,000 in cash in spite of de­
posits by the government during 
the week of a nearly equal sum, 
representing a net loss of $60,000,. 
000.

The bank statement Saturday 
changed this situation. While it 
shows a nominal decrease in re­
quired reserves of $r 3,085,800, 
more than two-thhrds of this de­
crease is due to the reserve require­
ments caused by increase in depos­
its because of the taking over of 
loans from the trust companies by 
the banks. Moreover, the actual 
cash loss ol $4,313,000 is due to the 
system of averaging accounts for 
the entire weelj, including several 
days before the arrival of the new 
gold.

Two trust companies against 
which there have been severe runs 
were transacting business on a nor­
mal basis today, receiving deposits 
aud paying out money on checks as 
if nothing had happened out of the 
ordinary.

The flow of gold from Europe to 
the Uuited S tates continues. Their 
first engagements of metal for itn- 
]>ort was announced today by the 
Mercantile Trust company of St. 
Louis for $500,000, and by the II 
linois Trust and Savings Bank of 
Chicago for $200,000. Both en­
gagements were made in London.

The total gold engaged since the 
beginning of the financial stringency 
is thus brought up to $51,831,810.

Increase of Railroad Accidents
The railway commission says

The number of passengers killed 
and injured in collisions and derail­
ments has increased to an alarming 
degree. In this item the vety 
largest total reported in 1905 is 
now excelled by 17 per cent.

The comparative smallness of the 
increases in casualties due to coup 
ling and uncoupling cars and in ac 
cidents to men on the tops of 
freight cars is due in large measure 
to improvement in the maintenance 
and care of automatic couplers and 
to the increased use of airbrakes on 
freight trains.
«T he disastrous record of casual 
ties to passengers In train accidents 
410 killed, is due in large measure 
to ten accidents which caused the 
death of 291 passengers.

Perhaps there never was a time 
when a skillful mixture of cotton 
and shoddy in a suit of clothing 
has ever looked as much like “ ail 
wool" '■  it does now.

Buying Abroad.

1 subtrop
ical products imported for manu­
facturing are Tudia rubber, fibers, 
raw silk and tobacco. Of India 
rubber, for which the demand has 
been of late unusually large by 
reason, in part, of its use in the 
automobile industry, the value of 
the imports In the nine months end­
ing with September, 1907, was, in 
round terms, $40,000,000, against 
$36,500,000 in the same months of 
last year. Of raw silk the value of 
the importations in the nine months 
ending with September, ^907, was 
over $53,000,000,against a little less 
than $40,000,000 in the sam e 
months of last ^ear. —

Of raw cotton, chiefly Egyptian, 
the value of the imports in the nine 
months ending with September 
1907, was 19,000,000, against $7,- 
7150.000 in the corresponding period 
of last year. Imports of gums, 
under which general title are in 
eluded chicle, shellac, copal, gam 
bier, camphor and arable, amount 
ed in value to $13,500,000 in nine 
months of the present year, against 
a little less than $ iq,ooo,ooo in the 
corresponding period_pf the preceed, 
ing year.

The United States is a 
larger user of cane sugar than any 
other couutry of the world, aud 
tUis article is, of course, eutirely of 
tropical or subtropical production. 
Its people also consume a larger 
quantity of coffee than those of any 
other country, and this article is ex­
clusively of tropical origin. Of co­
coa, the importations are rapidly 
growing and now exceed in value 
tbe inportations of tea.

Cane sugar brought into the 
United States amounted to $112,- 
000,000 in tbe nine months ending 
with September, 1907, against $98,- 
500,000 in the same months last 
year, the quantity brought in being
4.733.000. 000 pounds against 4,-
133.000. 000 in the corresponding
period of last year. j

There are other 
curious analogies. It has long been 
noticed that the best high jumpers 
among hiqpan athletes, even when the 
scene of their feats Is America, are of 
Irish descent It Is not less certain 
that the best Jumpers among bone* 
especially a large percentage at Con­
tinental concours, derive their origin 
from Ireland, with Australia and Eng­
land ns occasional rivals. From the 
statistics emerges strong presumptive 
evidence that the climate even more 
than the breeding skill tends to 
strengthen the strain.—Aondon Out­
look.

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How to Raise Peanute.
Iv. D. Powell of Luting, Caldwell 

county, Texas, writes to the Hous­
ton Famier and Breeder: I am 
called the goober crank of this 
section, for rnaklug the prediction 
that in five years’ time farmers on 
sandy lands will be making more 
clear profit per acre out of Spanish 
peanuts than the best farmers on 
black prairie and river bottom farms 
will make out of cotton.

What I base my predictions on 
are these facts: i, that Spanish 
peanuts are a sure crop; it never 
gets too wet or too dry for them to 
produce a full crop providing they 
get proper cultivation. 2, they 
have no insect pests or disease to 
damage them. 3, peanuts produce 
two valuable crops in one; first, the 
nuts for making or feeding to live 
stock; second, the tops make a hay 
that is not excelled by the best al­
falfa. 4, the farmer is always as­
sured of two markets for his crop 
of peanuts; first, to the dealers 
when the market price will justify; 
second, to be fed to hogs for market, 
thus realizing a profit for the pea 
nuts by selling them on toot; and I 
want to say here, there is nothing 
that will fatten hogs and poultry, 
especially, quicker than peanuts, 
and there is no kind of live stock 
that will not eat and relish them 
5, peanuts will produce a profitable 
crop on land that is too thin and 
poor for corn or cotton, but of 
course the better land the better 
crop.

Now, as to cultivation.
I break my land thoroughly and 

harrow with drag harrow irnmedi 
ately after breaking; then use two 
sweeps on my cultivator, thus open­
ing two drills at once; drills should 
not be over 30 inches apart, and if 
land is not foul 28 inches is the 
proper distance. Now comes the 
planting, which has been the Jonah 
to the peanut raisers in this section 
heretofore, as they had to be drop­
ped by hand, and there is no planter 
on the market that will plant them 
except they are broken or shelled, 
and any one who has tried to break 
or she'll any quantity of them kuows 
what he is up against. About four 
years ago I leared that by putting 
the sack of whole peanuts in water 
over night and planting them whole 
t h e y  germinated quickly and 
brought a perfect stand. This year 
I rigged a planter that plants them 
whole and does perfect work. If 
the land is very moist I plant the m 
dry, otherwise I soak them to in­
sure quick aud even germination. 
Four to six inches apart in the drills 
is the proper distance to plant. Im­
mediately after planting I run over 
the land with harrow with the teeth 
reversed or with a log drag to level 
the land. When plants are up I 
hoe, if necessary, and run around 
with two 8-inch wing sweeps on 
cultivator and break out middles 
with 16 inch wing sweeps or heel 
sweeps. In every case have sweeps 
set to give as flat cultivation as 
possible. Generally, two plowings 
and one or two hoeings are suf­
ficient. Never hill up or cover the 
vines, as this will damage the vines 
for hay, with no benefit to the crop 
of nuts.

Next comes harvesting. This is 
the critical stage and requires quick 
and careful work, for as soon as 
the nuts are matured they must be 
harvested, especially if it should 
rain at this stage, for all matured 
nuts will then begin to sprout. I 
use a small, sharp sweep or shovel 
plow set just deep enough to cut 
the tap root and not throw enough 
dirt to cover up the vines. I then 
use hay rake and rake in small 
windrows; leave in windrow two to 
four days to cure, then take pitch- 
fork and pick up small forkful Is 
aud shake well to remove sand and 
dirt and shock in small shocks, let 
stand two to four days in shock, 
according to weather, then haul to 
barn or stack; if stacked, they must 
be well covered to protect them 
from rain.

If the nuts are raised for market 
. they must be thrashed with a pea­

nut thrasher, as it is too expensive 
to pick them off by hand. Some 
mow the tops for bay before har­
vesting the nuts. That will de­
pend, o f course, on what use you 
i n t e n d  t o  make of the crop. Now,

I think I have covered the subject 
pretty .thoroughly and I wish to say 
that I was informed by an agent 
for one of the largest dealers in pea­
nuts in the Uniied States that we 
need have no fear of overproduction 
for many years, so raise peanuts, 
brother farmer, for plenty of pea­
nuts means plenty of fat hogs, and 
plenty of fat hogs means plenty of 
hams, bacon and lard, and some for 
market that will fill your purse 
with coins and your home with 
peace, prorperity and plenty.

P. S.— I neglected to state tL .t 
the time to plant is from March 1 
to July 15, also that peanuts pro­
duce from 50 to 100 bushels per 
acre; that a bushel is 30 pounds; 
that the market price runs from 2j£ 
to 2/4 cents per lb.

On the same subject A. C. Wit- 
ham writes from Golden Rod, 
Texas: I have been raising them 
nine years; have six acres in pea­
nuts now. The best I ever raised 
I planted flat, 15 inches apart, in 
3 foot rows, and worked Shern with 
a side harrow and hoe, so you see 
there was but a very little dirt 
thrown to them. Spanish peanuts 
need no dirt thrown on the vine at 
all: plant them flat and work them 
fi. t. The last plowing may be 
done with plow such as a buzzard 
wing sweep, to push a little dirt 
uuder the vines around the roots; a 
double shovel or a cultivator. The 
spreading kind is worked the same 
way. You might throw a hoe full 
of dirt on the vines where they 
stand too straight up. They should 
be flat on the ground so that the 
shoot that makes the goober will 
enter the ground. The bloom 
makes no goober, it is a seperate 
shoot. When I harvest them I take 
two horses and a sweep and plow 
themup;takea pitchfork and throw 
six rows together, in windrows; let 
them remain three or four days 
until they are thoroughly dry, then 
put in an open house. I plow 
them up before dinner and rick 
after dinner.

Need of Compulsory 
Education.

R. H. Jesse, president of the 
Missouri State University, writes 
to the St. Louis Republic on the 
above question as follows:

It seems to me marvelous that 
any state should tax all property 
for public education and yet not 
compel all its educabje children to 
attend school for a number of years. 
That all property should be taxed 
for public education seems to me 
eminently wise, but to provide for 
the education of all the children of 
the Commonwealth at public ex 
pense and then to leave it optional 
with parents or children, or both, 
to attend school or stay away, 
seems to me at least to be the height 
of absurdity. To provide, at pub 
lie expense, for the education of all 
the children of the commonwealth 
and yet to admit to the ballot all 
men above certain age, whether 
they have availed themselves of an 
education or not, is, to my mind, 
another absurdity. In my opinion 
these three things should go to 
gether:

Provision for the education of all 
children at public expense.

Compulsory education of all chil­
dren between certain ages

The requirement of certain educa­
tional qualifications for voting.

I would not compel all people to 
educate their children in the public 
schools. If the children got the 
required amount of education in 
private or parochial schools the 
state or the municipality ought to 
be satisfied. If any father objects 
to sending his children to the public 
schools, but is willing to give them 
a certain required education in the 
schools of his church or in private 
schools not connected with any 
church, no one should grumble, so 
long as the children get the amount 
of education required. The amount 
should be fixed by statute. I, per- 
sonnally, would require six years, 
beginning at eight and ending at 
14, but I would not grumble great­
ly at a course of five years, or 
even of four or seven, or of eight 
years.

i
LEGAL, PROTECTION NEEDED.

The fact that a man has begotten
a child or that a woman haa borne a

child, is no reason w h y  the father 
or the mother should have power 
to say with reference to that child 
whether it shall or shall not have 
an education. If the father or the 
mother should choose to train the 
child for vice or to stunt its growth 
by avoidable starvation, the law 
would interfere. The law should 
Interfere when the father or mother 
is willitig to inflict upon a child the 
calamity involved in missing an 
education. If a father were to 
choose to stunt or deform the body 
of his child unnecessarily, the law 
would interfere; much more ought 
it to interfere when he chooses to 
dwarf the mind of the child by de­
nying it education when at public 
expense such education is provided 
free.

I have no respect for men who 
would ride rough-shod over the 
scruples of those who believe that 
a certain training in religion should 
go band in hand with a certain 
training of the intellectual faculties.

These people out of conscientious 
conviction wish to educate their 
children in ecclesiastical schools. 
Unquestionably they should be al­
lowed to do so. The only thing 
they should be required to show is 
that the education obtained in these 
schools is substantially equal to 
that obtainable in the public schools; 
and they should not always be re­
quired to show that an equivalent 
education is obtainable in church 
schools v\ithin the same limit of 
time, provided they are willing to 
keey the child at school until he 
obtains the amount of education re 
quired by law.

Some people, without ecclesiast­
ica l scruples, believe that their 
children are injured by the pro­
miscuous association of p u b l i c  
schools. These scruples should be 
respected so long as the parents are 
willing to furnish through private 
schools an education substantially 
equivalent to that required by the 
proposed law. Nor shou’d there be 
too great scrupulosity as to exact 
equivalence. Substantial equiva­
lence is sufficient.

In a few instances delicate chil 
dren are not able to stand the long 
hours of public or private schools, 
or would be injured by the crowded 
condition of the rooms. If parents 
furuish evidence of this fact and are 
willing to give their children such 
education as they can receive with­
out injury to their health, they 
should be allowed to give this ed­
ucation privately. The required 
amount of education should not 
be exacted if the health of the child 
will not warrant it.

We should have in Missouri a law 
compelling a certain amount of ed­
ucation. This law should be en­
forced inflexibly, but liberality and 
fairness should be exercised in the 
interpretation of j j .

Governor Hughe* on Good Road*.
In the course of a speech recently 

delivered at the town fair at Dryden, 
N. Y., Governor Hughes had the fol­
lowing to say with reference to road 
Improvement:

"You may be thankful for the efforts 
of the state grange; you may be tbnnk- 
ful for what your representatives in 
the legislature have done for the agri­
cultural Interests. It was due to the 
state grange that we have made such 
progress lu the settlement of our high­
way problem, but much remains to be 
done. We do not want good roads un­
til we have roads that will be kept 
good and the money appropriated for 
them economically laid out. We should 
not waste a dollar o f the people’s 
money."

Bad Roads Come High.
It costs the farmers o f the United 

States $30,000,000 to haul their corn 
crop to market and $22,000,000 to get 
the wheat crop to the elevators. For 
hauling twelve of the principal prod­
ucts of the farm to the market places 
It costs farmers $73.000,000—millions, 
please understand. These figures are 
made up by government experts. Trol­
ley lines will in a few years reduce 
this cost materially, and good roads 
will lessen the cost still more, says the 
Atlanta Constitution. When the roads 
are In such condition that two tons can 
be hauled in one load Instead or 1,500 
pounds tho saving will be enormous. 
Is there any reason, then, why farmers 
should not do everything they can to 
get good roads?

Duet Laying Testa.
It is stated that the state highway 

department of Pennsylvania will make 
some dust laying tests on state roads 
a short dlstauce from Harrisburg. A 
stretch of road in Hampden township 
will also be treated. After treatment 
the roads will be carefully observed 
by engineers, who will file reports 
with State Highway' Commissioner 
Buster,
