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By decision banded down this 

morning in the court of civil ap­
peals for the Second supreme judi­
cial district of Texas at Fort Worth 
the injunction granted Z Z. Savage 
and J. N. Bozeman against Sam R. 
Merrill and others, by Judge Lewis 
Fisher of the district court at Gal­
veston, is dissolved and the case 
dismissed. This is the injunction 
which was secured in January from 
the Galveston judge and which re­
strained the publishers of the 
Weekly Herald from making the 
fourth and final publication of the 
commissioners’ court order putting 
prohibition in effect.

The plaintiffs in the injunction 
case will probably be given about 
or 15 days now in which to move 
for a rehearing of the case. If the 
rehearing is refused, the commis­
sioners’ court order will be pub­
lished for the fourth time.

The case decided today was ap­
pealed through the action of the 
prohibitionists and was heard two 
weeks ago today before the court 
in Fort Worth.— Amarillo Panhan­
dle, Saturday.

College Station Rebellion  
Dropped.

At a meeting held Friday night, 
at which John Sharp Williams, Jr., 
presided, the juuior class of the 
Agricultural and Mechanical col­
lege decided to release their fellows 
from the pledge taken not to return 
to class work until President Har­
rington had been removed from the 
management of the school.

There were 65 members in the 
junior class. Forty-four members 
were present at the meeting, and 
of these 37 voted in favor of the 
proposition to release the class from 
the pledge against the president, 
seven voting against it.

It has been common knowledge 
in political circles for some time 
that the Bailey people were not sat­
isfied with Senator Looney as a 
candidate for attorney general of 
Texas against Attorney General 
Davidson. The reason was that 
Senator Looney was not strong 
enough Bailey partisan, and per 
sisted in making the race upon his 
own abilities and not hang onto 
Senator Bailey’s coat tail. In Sun­
day’s papers Hon. R. M. Wynne 
of Fort Worth, announced as a can­
didate for the office, and states he 
will make his particular fight 
against Mr. Davidson. The Bailey 
papers at once fell in line endorsing 
his candidacy, and no doubt Sena­
tor Looney will lose all the support 
they can command. As Senator 
Looney was Senator Bailey ’sspokes- 
man in the state senate last spring 
this action looks rather reprehensi­
ble, to say the least’— Childress 
Index.

Albuquerque, N. M , has Ireeti 
selected as the site for \ great hos­
pital for treatment of consumption, 
to be built by the general organiza­
tion of the Presbyteriau church of 
the United States at a cost of $r,- 
000,000.

Dallas, Feb. 21.— With the hope 
of saving the organization from 
threatened disruption, Harvie Jor­
dan of Atlanta again accepted the 
office of president of the Southern 
Cotton association last night. His 
salary and office expenses were 
fixed at $6,000 per year and each 
cotton state pledged itself to pay 
$50 for every 100,000 bales of cot­
ton raised in 1906.

Walter Clark of Mississippi was 
elected vice-president, and E. D. 
Smith of South Carolina was elect­
ed general organizer. The selection 
of the secretary and the treasurer 
was left with the president The 
president and Mr. Smith were se­
lected as delegates to the conven­
tion of master spinners of Europe 
to be held in Paris, France, in 
June.

The convention proper adjourned 
yesterday afternoon, after a two 
days’ session. Wilmington, S. C., 
was selected as the next place of 
meeting, which will be held in 
August. Hatton W. Summers of 
Dallas delivered an address on the 
downfall of gambling in cotton fu­
tures and pleaded fir  co-operative 
marketing in cotton.

E. D. Smith of South Carolina 
delivered the chief address of the 
meeting, pleading for organization 
and declaring that supply and de­
mand is a myth. The arbiters of 
price, he declared, are organization, 
the consuming power of the world, 
the cost of production and the price 
of cotton substitutes. He said that 
diversified farming in the south 
was possible only to the extent of 
providing for home consumption, 
and that cotton is the one export­
ing crop.

A system of cotton certificates in 
times of financial stringency as out­
lined by C. H. Jenkins was adopt­
ed or approved. Resolutions con­
demning the gambling exchange, 
calling for more reliable govern­
ment crop reports, asking federal 
aid tor fighting the boll weevil 
across the Mississippi, asking the 
prohibition of future trading in 
every state, encouraging spot ex 
changes, recommending an acreage 
decrease of 25 per cent, should cot­
ton be less than 15c at planting 
time, recommending the protection 
of cotton in the hands of carriers 
and the suggestion of a readily ex 
pansive local currency were adopted

P ickpockets  Rob H om eseek- 
ers.

Denison, Tex., Feb. 20.— Pick­
pockets secured about $500 in act­
ual mouey from the homeseekers 
who passed through here last night. 
One man was relieved of a $500 
draft and $80 in greenbacks. An­
other reported the loss of $120, an­
other $25, another $125, another 
$90, and others smaller amounts. 
A s the train remains here only a 
few moments, the tfkmes of victims 
were not attainable. It is supposed 
that the professionals got on the 
train in the territory. The trains 
were running in two sections and 
all the losses were probably not re­
ported. The man losing the draft 
and money telegraphed his loss from 
Fort Worth.

There is an impression in rail­
way circles that the pickpockets 
may be women. A  lady states that 
a well dressed woman got on at 
Muskogee and crowded into a seat 
alongside of her. She left the 
train at Eufaula, and the lady dis­
covered that her dress was cut, but 
the thief got nothing.

It is evident that a gang of slick 
pickpockets are working the home- 
seekers’ trains, as this is the second 
occurrence. The Missouri, Kan­
sas &  Texas will pnt detectives on 
the trains at once.

As early as the year 47 B. C. the 
great Alexandrian library contain­
ed over 40,000 valuable books.

Senator Knox has introduced a 
bill for establishing postal savings 
banks, in which it provides that a 
postal bank shall receive deposits 
of money in even dollars, with $1 
as a minimum, and postmasters are 
required to make daily reports to 
the postmaster general, who will 
forward to the depositors a written 
acknowledgement of its receipt.

Deposits are not liable to seizure 
or detention under legal process 
against the depositor, and such 
funds are exempt from taxation. 
Interest at the rate of 2 per cent, 
per annum is allowed depositors and 
the postmaster general is authorized 
to place the money deposited in 
postal savings banks in National 
banks at a rate of interest satisfac­
tory to the secretary of the treas­
ury.

These national depositories are 
to be in the immediate vicinity of 
postal banks from which the mouey 
is drawn as a safe guard against 
centralization of currency and as a 
means of facilitating the return of 
money to the channels of trade.

National banks are prohibited 
from receiving any compensation 
for cashing or collecting checks or 
any other service in connection with 
postal banks. Withdrawals of de 
posits may be made at any time 
subject to certain regulations.

The bill carries an appropriation 
of $100,000 to give it effect.

Portland  C em ent Production  
In 1 9 0 7 .

The Portland cement producers 
of the United States have replied 
so promptly to the statistical in­
quiries addressed to them by the 
United States Geological Survey 
that it is now possible to make a 
very close estimate of the Portland 
cement production for the calendar 
year 1907. Mr. Edwin C. Eckei, 
who is in charge of the statistical 
work on cement for the survey, has 
accordingly prepared the following 
statement:

Returns have been received from 
87 plants, representing over 95 per 
cent, of the Portland cement pro- 
puction of the United States. As 
the ten plants which have not yet 
replied include only two large pro­
ducers, it is possible to make a fair 
ly accurate estimate of the total ce­
ment production of 1907. The re­
turns so far received indicate that 
the total output of Portland cement 
in the United States during the cal­
endar year 1907 was approximate­
ly 48,000,000 barrels. This should 
be compared with an output of 46,- 
463,424 barrels lu 1006, and of 35,- 
246,812 barrels in 1905.

Though the production of 1907 
shows an increase over that of 1906, 
it is slight as compared with past 
annual gains in the cement indus­
try, indicating that the Portland 
cement production of the United 
States has now reached a stage in 
its development where it is directly 
and promptly affected by general 
business depression.

An official statement that the ce­
ment required for the Panama canal 
would be only 4,500,000 barrels has 
served to put at rest exaggerated 
ideas concerning the importance of 
this work to the cement trade. The 
further statements that bids would 
be asked for delivery of clinker on 
the isthmus, and that the govern­
ment might possibly erect its own 
cement plant there, are also of in­
terest to existing American plants.

The headquarters of the demo­
cratic congressional campaign com­
mittee will be located in Chicago in 
the coming campaign, instead of in 
Washington, from which city the 
last campaign was conducted.

Just as he stepped from a train 
at Dallas W. A. Hays of Grady, 
Ala., was robbed of $250.

Senator Culberson’s bill to ap­
propriate $50,000 for the public 
building at Victoria was reported 
to the senate.

The anti Bailey democrats of 
Waxahachie appointed 75 delegates 
to the state conference to be held 
at Waco on March 7.

The commissioners’ court of Dal­
lam county has appointed Mrs. O. 
E- Allen as county clerk to fill out 
the unexpired term of her husband, 
who died a few weeks ago.

Ras Green, a young barber at 
Waco, drank two ounces of carbolic 
acid Friday and was dead in 10 
minutes. Green was the son of a 
minister, Rev. Thomas Green, of 
Hico, and was unmarried.

At Longview last week as an en­
gine was backing iuto the round­
house, Zeke Cook, an old mail, fell 
in front of the engine and was in­
stantly killed. His nephew, John 
Hudgins, was riding on the engine.

At Hearne a few days ago Mrs. 
J. S. Wilson, while trying to ex­
tinguish the flames which envel­
oped a mat on her mantel, was so 
badly burned that she died. Three 
small children were at home at the 
time.

The plaut and stock of the Ennis 
Milling company, owned by C. S. 
Hoover, burned at Euuis Friday 
night. Loss $3,500, about one- 
third covered by insurance. Sparks 
set fire to five bales of cotton at the 
Ennis compress, but they were only 
partially burned.

The ax has fallen among the ma 
cbiuists and car shopmen in the 
Santa Fe shops at Cleburne. Sev­
eral days ago the time in the car de­
partment was reduced from nine to 
eight hours per day and about 30 
men laid off. Later the machinists’ 
time was reduced to like hours, and 
about 45 machinists and car shop­
men let out. This is a total reduc­
tion of about $20,000 per month for 
the pay roll at that point. Dull 
business is the cause assigned.

In a fire at Stony, Denton coun­
ty, Thursday night the Hollowwa 
store and conteuts were a total loss, 
estimated at $3,000, with $2,000 
insurance. The building of Mr. 
Chitwood was a total loss, estima 
ted at $1,500, with $500 loss on the 
stock, about one-third being saved. 
The I. O. O. F. and W. O. W. 
lodges were losers to the extent of 
altout $1,000, all their parapherna­
lia, recoids, etc., being destroyed.

Three men giving their names as 
Jack Brooks, J. I,. Davis and Har­
vey Johnson were arrested Friday 
night at Iowa Park in the general 
merchandise store of Hines Bros., 
into which they effected an en­
trance by smashing a plate glass 
window. Morris Knight, a tele­
graph operator, discovered the men 
in the store about 11 o’clock and 
gave the alarm. Citizens, arming 
themselves, quietly surrounded the 
store and captured the trio without 
firing a shot. They were jailed at 
Wichita Falls.

The Canyon City News reports 
four more residences put under 
quarantine on account of smallpox 
and two released. There are sev­
eral new cases among the families 
quarantined the week before, but it 
is thought that the spreading of the 
disease outside has been checked. 
All the cases so far have been of an 
exceedingly mild type, the worst 
so far reported being that of Mrs. 
F'rank Smith.

the Youths to W ork.
That the problem of child idle­

ness is as important as the problem 
of child labor, at least from the 
standpoint of criminology and 
crime prevention, was the view ex­
pressed by Thomas Speed Mosby, 
in a lecture delivered before the 
Citizens’ Industrial Association of 
St. Louis.

Mr. Mosby stated that the over­
whelming majority of criminals 
were young men, and that over 90 
per cent ot the young men found 
in the various State reformatories 
were fouud to have been wholly 
without previous occupation of any 
kind. He showed that the greater 
number of criminals generally were 
industrial incompetents, and took 
the position that incompetency in 
the arts and processes of trade is 
quite as dangerous to society as il­
literacy, the maximum of dishones­
ty usually being found with the 
minimum of earning power.

He said that the gravest menace 
that confronted American industri­
al supremacy in the world’s marts 
was not faulty schemes of currency, 
freight rebates, monopolies or tar­
iffs, but the rate of growing ineffi­
ciency on the part of American la­
bor; that he believed in the training 
of all to work, in the wise and use­
ful application of all human energy, 
without regard to age, race, sex, 
political condition or social station, 
and that “ labor is the highest law 
of liberty and of life.’ ’

“ it will be recalled,” said he, 
“ that Solon in his constitution of 
Athens exempted from the duty of 
maintaining their parents in old age 
all those boys whose parents had 
neglected to teach them a trade. 
Society in our day, and in this 
country, is placing itself in the po 
sition of the Athenian parent who 
failed to teach his son a trade; for 
such boys, as a rule, not only con­
tribute little of value to society, 
but in many instances they contri­
bute an actual menace to its well- 
fare.

The penalty prescribed by the 
laws of Solon 2,500 years ago, 
therefore, was simply that of a nat­
ural law, to which we are still sub­
ject, and w'hich we still violate 
whenever and wherever we permit 
a boy to grow up with hands un­
trained for the practical work of 
life.”

In conclusion Mr. Mosby said; 
“  The labor of the child should 
never proceed beyond the limits 
of healthful exertion, and that, too, 
within limits carefully safeguarded 
with respect to morality and sani­
tation. But he should be taught 
to work; he should be made to un­
derstand his obligation to serve, 
inasmuch as he is served; to give, 
as he receives; to produce, as he 
consumes; to bring to the world, 
as he takes from it; and he should 
be given the means of performing 
that obligation.

“ With such an education he will 
go forth in the morning of life 
ready to fashion with hand or 
b/ain, .and feeling, not that the 
world owes to him a living, but 
that he owes to the world a life.”

Yesterday afternoon a young col­
ored man presented himself to the 
county clerk’s office for a marriage 
license.

“ Mister, this thing is costing me a 
heap.

“ Later during the day, J. U. Mc­
Afee, of Groom; J. C. Carpenter, 
of Ochiltree; M. E. Hawkins, of 
Canyon City, and R. B. Bonner, of 
Memphis, arrived.

“ Rev. C. N. N. Ferguson, whom 
the Amarillo people, having heard 
all the big preachers at the late con­
ference, solemnly aver is the great 
est preacher in the Northwest T ex­
as conference (which is, of course, 
equivalent to the greatest in the 
state), made the first address on 
the regular progam.

“ Bro. Ferguson fully maintained 
his Amarillo reputation and made

F oster’s W e a th e r Predictions.

Indications are that the southern 
states will be short on rainfall for 
March while the northern latitudes 
will have from about to above nor­
mal precipitation.

It appears that the temperatures 
of March are to come in reverse or­
der, the first 10 days averaging 
warmer than the last 10 days. If 
these indications prove correct the 
last week of March will be too cold 
for southern truck gardening and 
the gardeners will need to cover 
their plants.

The great storms of March will 
come from 12 to 19, but there will 
be two other severe storm periods, 
one near first of month and one 
near last days of month. I partic­
ularly call attentiou to March 18 or 
during the three days of which 18 
is the central day. About that 
time I expect very severe storms.

Occurrence of the larger disasters of 
this sort in 1837, 1857, 1873, 1893 and 
1907 In this country aud In 1823, 1844. 
18C6 and 1800 In Great Britain has 
fixed as a maxim both of practical aud 
theoretical finance what we call the 
"twenty year cycle of prosperity.” In­
tervals of exactly twenty years such 
a period does not observe—of tills UK- 
above cited dates are themselves evi­
dence—but that approximately two 
decades elapse between these succes­
sive wrecks of financial and Indus 
trial credit; that the Intervening pe­
riod Is made up of slow and toilsome 
recovery, followed by renewed pros­
perity; then by returning speculation 
and extravagance and finally after 
several more or less plain warnings by 
another breakdown of the credit sys 
tem—to this tho whole history of An- 
glo-So-xon finance and trade bears wit­
ness.—Century.

One thing may be said to the 
credit of the parrot-he never makes 
anything worse in repeating it.

Beets a Money C rop.
J. C. Coulson, a Trinidad, Col., 

man said to a reporter in Amarillo 
last week that for the past two 
years he has been growing sugar 
beets. The yield in tbe valley last 
year was from eighteen to twenty- 
five tons, and beets were sold be­
fore seed was planted at $5 per ton. 
The cost of growing Mr. Coulson 
places at $18 per acre. This in­
cludes cost of seed, cultivation and 
delivery on cars. Mr. Coulson says 
his land has trebled in value since 
they began to plant sugar beets. 
He bought his land three years apo 
for $22 per acre and it is now 
worth $75 to $80.

In the Arkansas valley, six miles 
away lands are worth $130 to $150 
per acre. There is no crop, be 
says, so profitable as sugar beets. 
It is sold before the seed is planted, 
and as soon as put on the cars the 
grower gets a check for his money.

“ If sugar beets can be grown in 
the Panhandle it will be the open­
ing of a new era of rapid develop­
ment, ”  says Mr. Coulson, “ and 
land values will advance rapidly. 
Sugar beets are one of the best feed 
crops that can be grown, and farm­
ers who have been livestock raisers 
shouid aid in the development of 
this industry by feeding the beets 
to livestock until a factory is se­
cured.”

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Resolutions of N ational Con­
vention of Unem ployed.

We are in receipt of the follow
ing resolutions adoptee' by the 
above body in St. Louis recently 
signed by Janies Eads How, St.
Louis; Jacob S. Coxey, Mt. Ver 
non, O .; Walter J. Millard, Cin­
cinnati; Ben L. Reitman, Chicago; 
H. L. Gaines, Kansas City; Cora 
I> Harvey, Guthrie, Ok.; John 
Ellis, Bostou, secretary; with re­
quest to publish:
To the President, Congress, State 

Legislatures and People o f the 
United States:
Whereas, The United States 

treasury advanced $25,000,000 to 
the banks for their relief in the late 
financial panic; and

Whereas, There are millions of 
people out of employment in the 
towns, cities and villages of our 
land; and

Whereas, In a government es­
tablished for the express purpose 
of allowing people to enjoy “ Life, 
Liberty and the Pursuit of Happi 
ness,1' we have in certain places 
been denied the constitutional 
rights of assemblage, free speech, 
petition and remonstrance, and 
have found it impossible thus fat 
to secure municipal or state relief; 
and

Whereas, On this account, mul­
titudes can barely exist, many are 
slowly dying for want of nourish­
ment and proper shelter, and others 
are driven to desperation and crime, 
through no fault of their own; and 

Whereas, The working class, 
even when employed, do not receive 
the full product of their labor, but 
often only enough for the bare nec 
essaries of life, and in an industrial 
panic are wholly unable to procure 
these things; and

Whereas, In brief, we believe 
you will recognize at once the ex­
istence of these conditions, now 
that they are brought to your at­
tention;

Therefore, The National Com 
mittee of the Unemployed, repre­
senting the cities in which the need 
is most acute, most urgently calls 
for suitable measures for the relief 
of tile unemployed, in this time ol 
their distress,

We demand adequate measures 
whereby citizens ol both sexes shall 
be insuredagaiust enforced idler•''•s, 
and suggest that this may be done 
even in the same way as the sol­
diers are supported in periods of in­
activity, or upon being invalidated, 
that the soldiers of industry be 
treated at least as well as the sol 
diers of war. And, further, that 
in view of the fact that the funda­
mental cause of enforced unemploy­
ment lies 111 the inaccessibility ol 
the machines, mills and land to all 
the workers, we demand that suf 
ficieut of such land as remains in 
the public domain be now effective 
ly put at the disposal of the unem­
ployed for colonization or settle­
ment, with such provision of im­
plements and necessaries as shall 
enable them to harvest the first 
crop.

We suggest also that in towns 
ami cities idle lands suitable for cul­
tivation may be put at the disposal 
of the unemployed immediately, 
with similar provision; and

Whereas, Every year, in the 
United States, about too,000 men 
are arrested under the present 
vagrancy 1 tws, for no other crime 
th-ni being without work and with­
out homes,

We demand ol the state and local 
governments the modification of 
the vagrancy laws, so that in all 
cases where vagrants shall be sen­
tenced to labor in jails or other 
buildings used for penal purposes, 
or upon the public streets or high­
ways, said vagrants shall be en­
titled to a credit of 50 cents each 
for every day’s imprisonment, said 
sum to be paid to them in cash 
upon their release; and

Whereas, From time to time 
there are industrial opportunities in 
one place and another, and these 
are inaccessible on account of the 
urgent need of transportation,

We demand that the federal gov­
ernment furnish transportation in 
such cases from one place to an-

suggest the following as may be 
found adtquate:

1. That congress issue and ap­
propriate $150,000,000, or as much 
as shall be necessary, to improve 
ami deepen the waterways of the 
entire country, and especially those 
of the Ohio and Mississippi rivers, 
by means of which enterprises em­
ployment shall be furnished to the 
unemployed.

2. That congress make ample 
provision and appropriation for a 
system of national highways and 
better rural free delivery routes, 
and that these enterprises also be 
made to furnish employment to the 
unemployed.

3. The enactment into law of the 
so-called Coxey non-interest bear­
ing Bond Bill, an act to provide for 
Public Improvements and for the 
employment of the Citizens of the 
United States, whereby Towns, 
Counties, Cities or States, desiring 
to make Public Improvements and 
give employment to those unem­
ployed, may deposit with the secre­
tary of the treasury of the United 
States a non-interest bearing 25- 
year bond, said bond to be retired 
at the rate of 4 per cent of the 
principal per annum; and that 
igaiu>t this bond the secretary of 
the treasury of the United States 
shall cause to he engraved and 
printed treasury notes in the de 
nominations of one, two, five, ten 
and fifty dollars each, which shall 
be a lull legal tender for all debts, 
public and private, to the full face 
value of said bond, and deliver in 
return for it ninty-nine per ceut of 
said notes, retaining oue per cent 
for the expense of taking care of 
this department.

And in order that in future the 
victims of enforced idleness, togeth­
er with the whole people, may be 
able, by direct legislation, to enact 
such remedial or corrective meas­
ures as they may deem adequate, 
we call for the establishment of the 
system of initiative and referen­
dum in municipality, state and na­
tion.

We further recommend that, in 
all towns and cities where the un­
employed exist in numbers, they 
assemble in a body on the morning 
of Sunday, Feb. 16th next, march 
to the most promineut church or 
churches, and attend the services, 
making request of the pastor that 
he read from his pulpit on that oc­
casion a copy of these resolutions 
to the president, congress and peo­
ple of the United States

We call the attention of the pres­
ident, congress, legislatures and 
people to the fact than the only 
complete, permanent and final so 
list ion of the problem of poverty 
and enforced unemployment is a 
co operative commonwealth.

And, finally, we urge the immed­
iate enactment into law, state and 
national, of the remedial measures 
herein set forth, to the end that 
they may restore industrial oppor 
utility to all the people and pre­
vent degradation and crime.

F ru it C u ltu re  In Texas.
J. T. Hale of Stephenville, talk­

ing on the subject of fruit culture 
in Texas, said to a representative 
of this paper: “ I do not live on a 
farm now. When the children 
were all grown up and married it 
was too lonely for my wife, so we 
have moved to town; but when I 
did live on the farm, I tell you 
what, I had as fiue an apple or­
chard as ever grew iu Northwest 
Arkansas, where they raise apples 
by the mile.

“ I consider the Arkansas Black 
to be the best for a late apple and I 
surely used to grow some fine ones, 
rich and deep in color and simply 
immense in size. The Jonathan is 
a fine apple for medium and the 
Yellow Transparent for early If 
I were putting out a commercial or­
chard I should set on a ration of 60 
Arkansas Black, 30 Jonathans and 
10 Yellow Transparents, but of 
course, a person would want some 
odd varieties and a crab or two for 
home use.

“ As to peaches, of course the 
Elberta comes first. The Mamie 
Ross is a good peach, also. Plums 
are a good crop and any o( the Jap­
anese varieties are good. The 
Wild Goose is a wonderful cropper. 
Plums will begin bearing the sec 
ond year after they are set out, if 
you buy 2 year-old trees.

“ Some people think the trees 
have to be set in December, but 
they don't. I have seen them put 
in the ground last week in Febru­
ary and I tiave seen every one grow.

“ Yes, rabbits are sometimes 
troublesome, but I poison them. 
Oue morning when I got up I no­
ticed that they had been at my 
trees, so I cut up a sweet potato 
into little squares and put in some 
strychnine. That night I caught 
two big and five little ones.

“ The nearest market we have 
for our apples is Thurber. We 
take apples up there and sell them 
for a dollar a bushel, but it Is hard 
to get help to pick the fruit, and 
lots of it goes to waste, rots uuder 
the trees.”

Hog and hominy are mighty good 
eating, but it might chance that 
1 person could get too much even 
of Paradise, aud in this climate, 
where nature has been so kind, 
every man who owns a little land 
shou'd not only raise a good vege­
table garden, but a good fruit gar­
den, apples, stone fruit, grapes and 
berries.— Stock Reporter.

Best C h ick en  Feed.
Recently the writer read from 

the inspection tag on a feed sack,
‘ This sack contains 100 pounds of 
bran and kaffir corn mixed.”  I ex­
amined the mixture, and as every­
one else would, I pronounced it 
good; good for chicken food, and 
simply fine for dry mash mixture, 
as it has fine particles in it that 
give smoothness.

The bran we used to get was 
richer in shorts than it is now; the 
shorts these {days are made into 
fourth-class flour. If you have 
some kaffir corn on hand, take to 
your mill and get it ground, then 
buy a sack of fourth class flour, get 
four sacks of bran, double that of 
kaffir corn, or In that proportion, 
and if you wfll add a little meal, 
you will have a laying feed and a 
growing feed that will astonish you 
with results, if you will feed in 
hoppers and do not feed too much 
grain with it. It is a wise plan to 
add a little fine salt, about a tea 
spoonful to 100 pounds of the mix­
ture.
