Panhandle Cattle Raisers’ 

Meeting.
Amarillo, T ex., April 2 1 .—Ideal 

weather marked the first day of the 
convention of the Panhandle Cattle 
Raisers’ association. The crowds 
in attendance are the largest in the 
history of the association. Many 
visitors are being entertained in the 
homes of citizens.

After the address of welcome in 
Deandi theater by Thomas F. Tur 
ner-of Amarillo, to which W. B 
Slaughter of Dalljart responded, 
President Thomas S Bugbee of 
Clarendon read his annual address 
and Secretary Brainard presented 
his annual report. The addresses 
and reports recognized new inter 
ests and industries in the Panhan 
die and pointed out changes in the 
livestock industry through the ad­
dition of the smaller fanners.

H. E- Hoover of Canadian in his 
address reviewed the past and pres­
ent of the Panhandle, especially 
with reference to development by 
the railroads. He severely criti­
cised the adverse railway legisla 
tion and pleaded for encouragement 
rather than repression by laws.

Dr. J. H. Wilson of Quanah, of 
the state livestock board, delivered 
an -address strongly urging rigid 
measures by the Panhandle cattle 
men against erouia, or scabbies.'in 
cattle, which has manifested itself 
in a few places over the district. 
He poiuted out that even suspicion 
of such would destroy the valuable 
feeder market for Panhandle in the 
middle west.

The visiting ladies were enter­
tained by the ladies’ reception com­
mittee with an automobile ride last 
ing two hours.

But Little More Legislation.
At a meeting of the republican 

steering committee of the senate 
Tuesday Senator Aldrich made it 
clear that if there was to be finan­
cial legislation of any character at 
this session, it would be along the 
line of what already had been done 
in the senate, with concurrence in 
the provision for a commission to 
sit during the recess of congress to 
consider currency matters.

Senator Hale told his colleagues 
on the committee that the senate 
was against the battleship scheme 
advocated by the president, and 
that it would be useless to try to 
get an appropriation for more than 
two battleships at this session.

It appeared from the discussion 
that there were very few measures 
in addition to 'the appropriation 
bills that have any chance for pas­
sage at the present session. Sena, 
tor Beveridge declared that it would 
be bad politics for congress to ad­
journ without passing some of the 
measures desired by the president, 
and that the “ don’t”  policy would 
be heard of in the coming cam­
paign. He spoke of the difficulty 
republican campaigners would have 
in answering the charge that the 
president’ s program for beneficial 
legislation had been ignored by a 
republican congress.

To Force Up Price of Cotton 
Goods.

Falls River, Mass., April 22.— 
Practically all the cotton mills in 
the Fall river district decided to 
adopt a drastic policy curtailing the 
production in an effort to offset the 
adverse market conditions and it is 
estimated that the output of this 
week will be less than normal b\ 
nearly 25,000.

Convention Rates.
One cent per mile for the round 

trip from Fort Worth to Birming­
ham, Ala., and 3 cents per mile for 
the round trip to Denver, are the 
latest rate announcements by the 
Texas lines.

The Confederate veterans wdl 
bold their annual reunion in Bir­
mingham. The exact fare from 
Fort Worth will be $13.85.

No Bailey Preachers in Vernon
0  A

Last week the Dallas News pub­
lished how the Dallas Pastors’ as­
sociation stood on the Bailey ques­
tion, only one out of 13  being in 
favor of Bailey. Some Dallas Bai 
ley man, through the Fort Worth 
Record, called in question the state­
ment, and tried to convey the idea 
that it was untrue; but the News 
reporter came back with all the 
names of the pastors and how they 
voted, since which time the Record 
correspondent has been silent.

Now comes this statement from a 
Vernon correspondent:

•In view of the fact that Senator 
J. W. Bailey has been making the 
statement in his speeches over the 
state that 95 per cent, of the preach­
ers of the state are supporting him, 
a poll was taken at the Pastors’ as­
sociation held a few days ago in the 
Baptist church in this city to ascer­
tain the truth of the statement with 
reference to this part of the coun­
try, and of the 14 preachers pres­
ent all were agaiust Bailey. Of the 
three preachers who were not pres­
ent, two are known to be against 
him, and it is stated that the third 
one is also an anti-Bailey man. 
Presiding Elder Howard of the 
Methodist Episcopal church, south, 
of the Vernon district, states that 
of the 23 preachers in his district 
21 are against Bailey, and Rev. J . 
B. Riddle, pastor of the Baptist 
church here, states that he does not 
know of a Baptist preacher in this 
county who is a Bailey man.”

A fte r  T im b er T h ie v e s . 
Special Agent Frank Grygia of 

the United States land office, re­
cently seized 5,000 fence posts 
which were illegally, cut in Union 
county, by non-residents from Col­
orado. The offenders offered to 
compromise, and settlements will 
be made in this instance. These 
parties claim to lie innocent pur­
chasers and were not aware of the 
fact that they were stealing timber 
from the public domain.

The department of the interior is 
making special efforts to stop all il­
legal cutting of timber, and special 
agents are kept busy looking after 
the public domain. Additional ar­
rests will likely be made.—Texlco 
(N. M.) Trumpet.

Amarillo ’s First Federal Court 
Under Disadvantage.

The federal court at Amarillo 
convened Monday without either a 
clerk or a marshal. Those two of­
ficials were tied up by the high 
water between Abilene and Wichi 
ta-Falls Judge Edward R. Meek 
swore in a deputy clerk and a dep 
uty marshal and held court. When 
the regular officials arrived court 
had adjourned.

Consternation is said to reign iu 
Washington. Why? Because of 
the new law which reads: “ It shall 
be unlawful for any person or asso 
ciation of persons to bet, gamble or 
make books or pools on the result 
of any trotting race or running 
race pf horses, or boat race or race 
of any kind, or on any election or 
any contest of anv kind, or game of 
baseball.”  The phrase “ contest of 
any kind”  is held to include poker, 
bridge and other games of cards; 
therefore, the bridge enthusiasts 
are much wrought up.—E x .

The new town of Clovis, N. M., 
has-just been incorpotated and the 

i election for city officers set for May 
16. Among the officers to be elect­
ed are five town trustees, who will 
choose one of their number mayqr. 
Five candidates have already an­
nounced for these five offices.

A great time is expected at the 
corner stone laying of the Claren­
don college May 5. The program 
is in charge of the Masonic fraterni­
ty and every Masonic lodge in the 
Panhandle is expected to be repre­
sented.—Quanah Observer.

Acting Against Anarchists
Chicago, April 2 1 .—One hun 

dred and-fifty four men have with­
in the last few days been deprived 
of the right of citizenship by the 
circuit and supreme courts as a re­
sult of the war instituted by both the 
state and federal governments upon 
anarchists and at the request of the 
United States district attorney. 
Judge Pinckney of the circuit court 
yesterday revoked the naturaliza­
tion papers of fifty five men who 
were suspected of anarchistic affi 
llations, and*last week Judge Ball 
revoked the papers of ninety-nine 
persons who failed to t ’ ke an oath 
that they were not connected with 
any society whose particular mis­
sion was seeking to overthrow the 
government. Twenty-five similar 
cases remain to be heard.

This is the outcome of the recent 
outbreaks in Denver against Fa 
ther Leo Heinrichs, and la'er in 
Chicago against Chief of Police 
Shippy. The police here are using 
most strenuous endeavors and are 
searching every nook and cranny, 
which have been at any time 
known as the habitat of anarchists, 
so determined are they to com 
pletely rid the city of this vicious 
element.

Must Have Good Citizens to
Have Good Government.

In a speech in New York this 
week Mr. Bryan said:

“ I have devoted the best of my 
life to the science of government 
but I recognize that no matter how 
good a government may be, we 
miss its blessings if we do not do 
right as individuals. No matter 
how much we may be absorbed in 
issues and methods of government, 
we cannot be indifferent to the 
many kinds ot work to be carried 
on. I am glad to show my inter­
est in aud sympathy with the ob­
ject of uplifting the individual and 
advancing the good of the commu­
nity.

“ Here is my definition of civili­
zation. The harmonious develop­
ment of the human race physically, 
mentally and morally, a develop­
ment of the three fold man. When 
we reach perfect development of all 
citizens, we will have perfect civili 
zation. Until we do, our civiliza­
tion must necessarily be imperfect, 
We are a part of civilization and 
we have an influence great or small 
on fixing the level of civilization. 
As we present such illustrations of 
the three requisites, we raise the 
raise the level of the nation and 
civilization.

in r uuder orders from Governor 
Wilson Adjutant General Johnston 
has formulated plans for a vigorous 
campaign against the night riders 
who are committing depredations 
in this locality. At Cadiz, Trigg 
county, troops will assemble to 
gather intcall offenders for whom 
warrants have been issued. Men 
from Cadiz have been ringleaders 
in barn burning and other outrages.

Burlington, N. J . ,  churches have 
proposed a ban upon the Merry 
Widow hats in congregation during 
the services. Pastors declare that 
men are becoming fewer at the ser 
vices as the number of big hats in 
crease, aud the popular style 
threatens to make many males 
backsliders. Ushers at some q? the 
more crowded churches were at 
their wits end to seat the Easter 
congregation. Seats which have 
comfortably accommodated six per­
sons would hold no more than four 
when the quartette wore large hats. 
In the prominent churches here­
after it is proposed to request the 
women who wear big hats to 
church to check them at the cloak 
room during the services.

Cincinnati, O., April 21. — Bryan 
has chosen Judson Harmon as his 
running mate on the presidential 
ticket, according to Harmon’s 
friends. Moreover, he has prom­
ised Harmon if the democratic tick­
et is elected, he will ask congress 
to make the vice president 4n ex- 
officio cabinet member.

Albany, April 2*.— As a means 
to get the state democratic party 
together Bryan aud Chandler were 
today named here as the democratic 
candidates for president and vice- 
president. It would combine the 
east and west and the commoner 
and the aristocrat. Democrats see 
harmony in the union.

Engineering science has shown 
that there is a way to be rid of 
such nuisances, and therefore in a 
model city they will not be toler­
ated by the citizens. The citizens 
have a right to protest when streets 
are not kept clean. Filth in streets, 
likewise, and even on private lots, 
is a nuisance aud is a menace to 
public health and a destroyer of the 
comfort of the public. When the 
residents of a town realize this fact 
they will demand and be satisfied 
with nothing less than the best. 
The man who has a clean house, a 
clean front yard and clean back 
yard has a right to kick when he 
fails to find these conditions about 
his business premises, and it is his 
duty to use his influence for better­
ment.— Dallas News.

Plans are reported drawn for a 
new station, probably two stories 
and of brick, to be built at Deca­
tur by the Fort Worth and Denver 
City railroad. Another new sta­
tion is promised for Amarillo, but 
no definite agreement has been 
reached.

At Wichita Falls, H. C. Manly, 
an electrician, was found dead in a 
bath room of the hotel where he 
was stopping Monday night. An 
electric globe was found in his 
hand, which indicated death by 
electricity. He was 25 years old 
and from Moberly, Mo.

Iu Parker county the losses in 
the destruction of crops, washing 
of farms and bridges will amount 
to hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars. The loss iu bridges to Par­
ker county alone is conservatively 
placed at $60,000. Bridge men as­
sembled large forces Tuesday and 
the work of repairing and rebuild­
ing will begin at once.

J. F. Ainsworth, a young attor­
ney at San Angelo, and candidate 
for district attorney was drowned 
in the Main Concho river just 
southeast of San Angelo Sunday. 
He was returning from a canvass­
ing trip to Menardville and attempt­
ed to ford the river against a six- 
foot rise and the warnings of a 
number of men who witnessed the 
accident.

Before adjournment Thursday of 

the Panhandle Cattle Raisers’ asso­
ciation in Amaiillo, it adopted a 
resolution commending the work of 
the live stock sanitary boards, urg­
ing larger appropriations by the 
state for the work and legislation 
by the state which will enable the 
enforcement of live stock sanitary 
measures; also a resolution urging 
immediate voluntary action against 
cattle disease wherever found in the 
Pauhaudle.

Thos. S. Bugbee, president for 
nine years, since the founding of 
the association, retired and Geo. 
Slaughter, of Roswell, N. M., was 
unanimously elected president 
Other officers are: P. B. Fuqua of 
Amarillo and A. J. Norton of Qua- 
nah, vice presidents; Lee Bivins of 
Amarillo, treasurer; K. II. Brain 
ard of Canadian was re elected sec­
retary-treasurer.

The contest over the next year’s 
location brought on a lively discus­
sion By a majority of 9 votes over 
Roswell, Amarillo gets the next 
convention. Dalhart supported Ros­
well.

Davidson Argues Railroad 
Case.

In Washington this week Attor 
ney General R. V. Davidson and 
Assistant Attorney General Wm. 
E  Hawkins each made an argu 
merit about an hour loug in behalf 
of the state of Texas. Mr. M ax­
well Evarts of New York closed the 
case in behalf of the railroads. The 
court manifested great interest in 
the case throughout and asked 
many searching questions on each 
side.

The case involves the constitu­
tionality of an act passed by the 
legislature of Texas (1905), levy 
ing a tax upon lailroad corporations 
measured by their gross receipts 
from all sources, and is one of the 
most important which Texas has 
ever had in the highest court. The 
printed brief filed for plaintiffs in 
error covers 167 pages besides the 
appendix, while the printed brief 
of the attorney general in behalf of 
the state covers about half that 
-puce. The district court of Travi.- 
eounty, in which the case was orig 
1 ally tried, upheld the statute and

tin held that the tax was a burdeu 
upon interstate commerce and that 
the statute was therefore unconsti­
tutional.

The supreme court of Texas up­

Thursday was a disagreeable,

and influence.

Mr. Senter complimented the 
ladies present and then said a fight 
on Baileyism is not a fight on the 
democratic party. The party was 
never organized to shield wrong 
He spoke of the farce at Austin 
called an investigation and said the 
legislature was not created to settle 
questions of that kind. He said he 
had always been a friejrd to Bailey 
until he admitted most of the 
things charged against him. As 
one of the investigating committee 
he preferred to leave the case to 
popular vote. In the investigation 
only those implicated with Bailey 
were allowed to testify and, of 
course, they gave only such an­
swers as would not incriminate 
themselves. Senter said the ousted 
Waters-Pierce company offered fab­
ulous sums to be reinstated, but 
the state, attorney-general refused. 
Then Bailey was called into the 
case because of his personal and po­
litical influence, so stated by John 
D. Johnson, the general attorney of 
the W.-P. Oil company. Senter 
named over all the different 
amounts paid to Bailey, as charged, 
and said they were all paid by the 
Waters-Pierce Oil company and the 
evidence is on file in the attorney 
general’s office.

He referred to Poindexter’s 
statement that if it could be proved 
that Bailey received these sums of 
money, he is the most dangerous 
and corrupt man that ever walked 
on shoe-leather. Senter then con­
nected up the evidence, showing 
that he did receive it, and a correct 
memorandum of it stands on the 
Waters Pierce books.

And all the charges and proof is 
independent of Gruitt’s testimony. 
The Waters-Pierce books show that 
all these amouuts were charged off 
the books to profit and loss and 
were never paid back, by Bailey iu 
money. He then spoke of the ef­
forts to get Pierce back into Texas, 
and said that Bailey could not af­
ford to let Texas get the testimony 
tn St. Louis, nor dare lie say that 
he paid back the money to Pierce 
and that Pierce made no report of 
it to bis companp. Bailey is still 
Pierce’s attorney.

WASHINGTON LETTER.

WAKSHIPS AND PENSIONS.
Chkoxiclk Correspouduuce.

W a s h in g t o n , D. C., April 18. 
—Congress having refused the 
president his four big warships is 
now feeling extremely virtuous, 
not so much from having saved the 
country $12,000,000, for ibis is pre­
cisely the amount squandered on 
the merry widows of the old sol- 
diets in pensions, but congress feels 
virtuous because it thinks it has re­
captured its legislative prerogative 
and that it is once again in the law 
making saddle atul that the presi­
dent is relegated to his chair in the 
White House. The president is 
doubtless very much disappointed. 
As a statesman he has a keener and 
more extended foresigiit than most 
members of the house. He is a 
broader and deeper-read historian 
than most of them. He is more in 
tim.itely in touch with national and 
international movements and trends 
than all but a very f w of them. It 
was perhaps a mistake for us to 
have planted our flag in the Phil 
ippines, t specially as we are so 
vain and sensitive about removing 
it, but it would be very much bet 
ter for us to t ke it downatid awa> 
from th".t fa 1 off Oriental outpost, 
now and of our own accord, than >0 
be compelled to surrender it afier a 
disastrous war and untold loss ot 
blood and treasure. It is doubtless 
tbis foreboding ever ilniuent in the 
mind of the president that impels 
him to ask for these iron clad paci­
ficators. There is but one respect 
in which we are stronger than thi 
strongest and most war-like people 
of the east. Our navy is larger 
than that of Japan, but the Rus­
sian navy was much larger than 
that of Japan. We believe that our 
navy is better than was the Rus­
sian navy but it is doubtless the de 
sire of the president to make it so 
overwhelmingly superior to the 
Japanese navy that there will bt 
no question of the outcome of aeon 
flict. The Japanese army is at 
leâ -t 15 times as strong as ours but 
there will be no need of our ever 
trying conclusions with the Jap­
anese land force if we are able 
to nveriotne her at sea.

ja p  t o u r is t s .
From the sublime to the t.uk- 

ulous is but a step, hath the pro 
verb well said, and apropos of eu 
visaged war with Japan we are now 
entertaining in Washington a large 
number of wealthy Japanese tour 
ists. They come from Tokio, Yok­
ohama and Kioto. Your correspond 
ent was in that country and in 
those cities la->t October, and is bet­
ter able to understand the interest 
an i surprise with which these in 
telligent and progressive people 
stu-ly the folks, the institutions and 
the manners of the new world. I 
have no doubt that our wealth, our 
prodigality and our wastefulness, 
in such sharp contrast with their 
economy and thrift, will astound 
them more than our automobiles 
and skyscrapers They will all bt 
received by the president, who wil': 
shake each one of them by the 
hand and talk to those who may bt 
able to speak English, but in their 
own capital at Tokio they woule 
not be allowed to approach within 
200 yards of one of the gates to tht 
wall surrounding the 1,000 acn 
park that encloses the palace of thi 
Mik.ttio The president’s daughtet 
Mis Longworth, is entertaining at 
her home one of the ladies of thi 
party whom she met,'when, with 
the I aft party, she visited the Jap 
anese capital.

There is a rumor that the secre 
taryof war, Mr. Taft, will soon re 
sign the war portfolio and give his 
euti e attention to his presidential 
p ’St It is possible, however, he 
may wait until after the Chicago 
convention or until after there is 
absolute assurance that he will be 
nominated. The events of the 
last week doubtless considerably 
strengthened his presidential candi­
dacy. It is said that the president 
is in high spirits at the prospect of 
T aft’s nomination, and that next 
to battleships that this is the dear­
est object of his hopes.

PAPER TRUST VET ON TOP.
It is rejKirted that congress is not 

satisfied with the president’s suc­

cess as a trust buster in the partic­
ular case of the print paper trust.
Speaker Cannon and other leaders 
of the house especially disapprove 
his methods. The Internationalj 
Paper company has especially wor­
ried the leaders in congress or, to 
put it more directly, the papers of 
the country are after congress to 
suppress this trust, and congress 
would like to appear to heed the 
press. Attorney ‘ General Bona­
parte has been looking into the op­
erations of the paper trust for sev­
eral weeks and in reply to a resolu­
tion introduced by Speaker Cannon 
himself two weeks ago, the attor­
ney general said that J>ut little pro­
gress bad been made with this in 
vestigation. This reply did not 
please the leaders in congress. The 
publishers still pursued them and 
demanded a bill that will put vyood 
pulp and paper on the fiee list.

It was said this week that if the 
attorney general is not able to show 
that something lias been done to 
prosecute tire paper trust as a com­
bination in restraint ot trade, con­
gress will take a hand in the busi­
ness itself. Speaker Cannon, Chair­
man Payne, Mr. Dalzell and others, 
of course, insist that the tariff has 
nothing to do with the high price 
of print paper and that the fault 
lies with the trust which, by com­
bining factories and limiting out 
put, holds prices at the highest pos- 
sible point.

Sterling P. Strong, manager of 
the campaign for the submission of 
the prohibition question to the 
people, says that the matter of get­
ting every county in Texas proper­
ly organized for the fight is being 
pushed, and that the submission 
petitions are now being circulated 
in practically every couuty in the 
state. And many counties have 
chosen their county and precinct 
chairmen, and are prepared to do 

ffective work in the campaign.

FRUIT TREES.

FARM ICE.

Marking and Cutting It For Packing.
Implements Used.

For securing the farm supply of ice 
a common crosscut wood saw will an­
swer In place of n regular Ice saw. 
The Illustration shows tho furm pond 
after marking for cutting. A  marker 
may l>o quickly made with a frame of 
2 by 0 stuff and put together In the 
shape of a sled, but with a piece of 
old saw Instead of runners on one side. 
On the other side fasten n piece of 
smooth Iron to run lu the last groove 
to act as a guide. Fasten a wooden 
handle like n push cart. Start the first 
line with tho aid of boards laid on the 
Ice us a guide. Tho murker should lie 
about two feet wide. Marking both 
ways will luensuro off cakes two feet 
square. Then saw along the lines, fol­
lowing tho mnrks carefully and cutting 
the cukes square, so that they will 
storo and pack well. For pushing the 
cakes ubout fasten a piece of sharp 
Iron to a long pole. Usually a regu­
lar Ice pole can be borrowed from 
some local Iceman, likewise n couple 
of Ice tongs to help in loading the 
cakes Into the wngon.

When packing Into tho Icehouse take 
special pains to secure good drainage

o n  t h E  p o n d .

at the bottom, using rails and saw­
dust or some other plan to keep the 
conteuts about a foot above the sur­
face. Lay the first course of ice on 
edge to assist further In drainage. Lay 
the other courses side by side. Chink 
up the top courso with pounded Ice 
and fill Ice and sawdust around the 
outside, packing tight Cover tho top 
with two feet of sawjiust. Care 
shoujjf be taken to see that there Is 
good circulation of air at the top of 
tho Icehouse: Almost any house will 
keep Ice If drainage and air circula­
tion are all right, says American Cul­
tivator.

Soil For Mangels.
While mangels may be grown on at 

most all productive soils, deep loams 
are considered best and are necessary 
for the production of heavy yields of 
tho long varieties. Mangels and sugar 
beets need considerable sunshine for 
the development of the root and the 
elaboration of sugar. With a good sup­
ply of moisture In tho soil after the 
plants have become established they 
will grow In a warm, dry climate and 
withstand drought far better than 
most other crops. In tho rotation man­
gels may be grown between two grain 
crops or after another Intertilled crop 
which has been heavily manured, as 
cabbages. Good success Is also se­
cured In growing them nfter clover 
which has been down for a year, and 
as they are not harvested until late In 
tho fall tho grain crops best suited to 
succeed them arc oats and corn. If 
oats follow, the tops shcsild be spread 
uniformly over the land and plowed 
under In tho fall, because the leaves 
are a valuable manure, nnd If left un- 
sprend the grain crop will be uneven.

In preparing the soil for mangels It 
Is advised to plow deeoly in tho fall 
and to cross plow or to give a deep 
disk harrowing In* tho spring. Ten to 
twelve tons per ncre of barnyard ma­
nure should bo applied previous to 
plowing, and tills may be supplement­
ed In the spring with fertilizers. The 
seed bed should be put Into fine condi­
tion with disk nud splko tooth harrow, 
and previous to tlie last two harrow- 
lngs from 240 to 280 pounds of acid 
phosphate, 100 to 120 pounds of nitrate 
of soda and 100 to 120 pounds of mu­
riate of potash should be mixed togeth­
er and applied Immediately. This treat­
ment will stimulate tho young plants 
Into vigorous growth. In some cases 
400 to 500 pounds of salt per ncre are 
applied. If the land needs lime, tho 
use of 1,500 to 2,000 pounds per ncre 
will often be found profitable.—New 
York Cornell Experiment Statlou.

COLD FRAMES.

The Pomelo or Grape Fruit.
The bitter principle In the pomelo Is 

commonly said to ba of value medici­
nally. pcrhnps because It suggests the 
bitter flavor o f quinine, but so far ns 
tan be learned the real value of this 
bitter quality Is a matjer of opinion 
rather than of experimental »tudy.

Prunirg For Specific Purpose* Is of
Prime Importance.
By U C. CORBETT.

With fruit trees pruning Is lrupor 
taut because It can be used for the pur­
pose of checking the growth as well as 
for tho purpose of thinning the fruit. 
It Is air old nnd well established max­
im among fruit growers that whatever 
tends to check growth Increases the 
fruitfulness of the plant. Frunlng can 
be used to accomplish this result to a 
certain limited degree. Plantations 
which are tardy lu coming Into bear­
ing may, therefore, by Judicious prun­
ing be brought Into profitable produc­
tion.

Accelerating Growth.
Pruning Is also frequently resorted 

to In order to accelerate or augment 
growth In plants. Weak growing 
nursery stock is frequently, cut back 
during the resting period In order that 
all the strength of die root may be 
forced Into the formation of a single 
upright stalk, which will make tho 
plant a salable nursery tree. Severe 
pruning Is also resorted to with older 
plants for the purposo of rejuvenating 
them. Old apple trees are frequently 
so treated to Induce them to throw 
out strong now shoots.

Effect on Fruit Crops.
With such plants as the peach, which 

bears Its fruit upon the growth o f the 
previous year, pruning Is of great Im­
portance, as the grower can reduce 
the crop In proportion to the capacity 
of the tree. Successful fruit growers 
thoroughly understand the Importance 
of gauging the quantity of fruit al­
lowed to be borne by a tree to the 
capacity of the tree, the ability of the 
tree In tills respect to be measured by 
tho rate of growth, the variety and the 
soil nnd climate conditions to which It 
Is subjected.

Control of Disease.
Pruning Is of prime Importance also 

In controlling the action of some of 
our most dreaded plant diseases. The 
study of pear blight, for Instance, has 
shown that this disease Is very gen­
erally communicated from plant to 
plant by Insects through the pollen ns 
they pass from blossom to blossom or 
later in the season from shoot to shoot. 
It Is also believed that the disease can 
lie carried by the wind nnd that In­
fection can take place while the vege­
tative processes are nctlve and the tis­
sues at the end of tho branches can 
easily bo entered by the germs of the 
disease.

Pear Blight.
The way In which pruning Is of serv­

ice In controlling pear blight Is as fol­
lows: It is the natural tendency of the 
pear and the apple while young to 
form fruiting spurs upon the body and 
larger branches of the tree. Theso 
fruiting spurs produce blossoms from 
year to year which are 4n turn as lia­
ble to lie visited by bees or other In­
jects carrying the destructive spores of 
the pear blight as are the blossoms at 
the extremities of the branches. It Is 
evident, therefore, that a blossom sit­
uated upon the body or larger branch­
es of a tree becoming infected by this 
disease would communicate It directly 
to tho framework of the tree, with the 
result that tho tree would undoubted­
ly be fatally Injured, but If theso fruit­
ing spurs are all eliminated from the 
body and larger main branches of the 
tree by careful pruning the possibili­
ty of Infection in tills way Is over­
come. The available means of gaining 
entrance to the tree by this parasite Is 
confined to the smaller branches, 
which, If affected, can be cut awny 
without severely Injuring or disfigur­
ing the tree. This Is in brief the meth­
od of successfully controlling the pear 
blight. It Is purely a mechanicnl op­
eration, but one which requires a rigid 
execution of the principle o f removing 
nil fruiting spurs from the body and 
mnln framework branches o f the tree 
ns well as cutting out all Infested 
shoots In other parts of tho tree.

Value of Manure 8preader.
After using a manure spreader for a 

season I am more than ever convinced 
of the practical utility of tho tool. I 
believe It will pay for Itself on an 
average farm ns soon as or sooner thnn 
any other expensive machine. It’s not 
so. much In the time saved ns In the 
bettor work thnt dan ba done, especial­
ly In top dressing with fine manure 
True, It hns a heavy draft, and one 
needs a pair of heavy horses to handle 
It well on solid ground and three or 
four If soft plowed ground Is to be 
top dressed. However, the latter Is 
seldom necessary, as the manure Is so 
well pulverized that It can be put on 
wheat ground In the fall or winter or 
on new seeding, suggests a writer 
In American Agriculturist There Is 
nothing like It for top dressing frntt 
rows where tho spreader will go over 
them without breaking canes.

Farming In Georgia.
The labor problem Is losing some of 

Its terrors lu view of the possibilities 
presented by the live stock Industry, 
and in a few years there will be many 
communities free from anything like 
labor scarcity, remarks a writer In 
Farm and Fireside. Ono thing that 
makes this possible Is the fact that hay 
and grain grown on a cattle farm can 
bo produced with a great deal less la­
bor than Is needed on an average cot­
ton farm. I know of the time whoD 
farmers thought there was nothing else 
to be raised but cotton that would 
bring them money, but now there Is 
nothing grown on a Georgia form that 
will not sell Immediately at a profita­
ble price.

Burley Hybrid Tobacco.
The hurley hybrid tobacco plants 

grow to a height of about six feet, 
licnr on the average twenty-one leaves 
before topping, have few smalt- suck­
ers, comparatively small seed produc­
tion and mature about the same time 
as the Connecticut-Havana variety.

fame Point* In Their Construction and 
Proper Management.

In tho south cold frames are In use 
all winter. The principal winter crops 
grown are lettuce, radishes. beets 
cauliflower npd occasionally cabbage, 
while these crops are commonly fol­
lowed In spring by cucumbers, canta­
loupes and sometimes Irish potatoes.

The frames are easily made. Hough 
Inch lumber, heart pine, Is best lu the 
south and hemlock In the north,* nnd 
2 by 4 or 2 by 3 Inch scantling are nl) 
that Is required. For the double 
frames strips three Inches wide nnd 
three-fourths or one-half inch thick, 
long enough to extend across the 
frame, should be provided for rafters. 
Tho back or north side of the single 
frame should be twelve or fifteen 
Inches high, whllo the front should 
slope down to eight Inches. In south­
ern practice, where canvas covers are 
nsed, the back Bhould 1* two nnd a 
half feet, nnd all cracks should lie well 
covered with building paper held In 
plnco by laths tacked over It.

Best Treatment of Posts.
The best treatment for tho pasts 

used in construction that we know of 
Is to dip them In kerosene overnight 
This will preserve them Indefinitely. 
Drive the posts Into the ground eight­
een Inches nnd let them extend up­
ward to the top of tho boards, putting 
n post Qt the union of each pnlr of 
boards and nailing them to It: All 
ends nnd rafters may be made so that 
they enn bo quickly removed, so that 
the frames can be plowed and the 
ground prepared with a mule. The 
sides of the double frames are best 
mado a foot high, with the ends slop 
lng upward to two and a half feet. 
Down the center of the frame a row 
of 2 by 4 Inch posts two and a half 
feet above ground are set eight feet 
apart. Over each one of those a 
rafter Is bent nnd fastened to the sides 
of the frames.

For cold frames in tho north, glass 
Is tho only covering to be thought of 
If the coverings are kept down too 
constantly, the growth of tho plants 
will be weak and spindling, and such 
diseases as damping off, botrytls and 
drop will work havoc with (hem. Care­
ful attention to watering, ventilation 
and keeping the surface of the ground 
stirred are tho genuine secrets of con­
trolling theso pests. Watch the tem­
perature, do not let it rise too high, 
lower It by raising the sash or drawing 
back the covers. The canvas covers 
should be drawn back a portion of 
every day when the temperature Is not 
too low, nnd at other times the ends 
may be raised to nllow the air to cir­
culate under them. A sharp eye should 
be kept on the frost Item. Sometimes 
steam heat or an oil stove may be 
usod, and glass covered frames should 
be covered with burlap or straw mats, 
writes Professor Hume In New Eng 
land Homestead.

The Early Celery Crop.
Secure the liost grade of celery seed, 

pay the highest price If necessary, and 
demand tho best. When sowing seed 
for an early crop, the plan most sulta 
hie to the requirements of the farmer 
or amateur grower of celery Is to se­
cure a wooden flat or tray about 10 by 
24 Inches In size and three Inches deep, 
with several small holes In tho hot 
tom for dralnuge.

After filling with sifted soli level It 
off even with the top and either shake

down the soil or press It down by 
menus of a board before the seeds are 
sown. Either sow In drills two luebes 
apart or scatter broadcast, nnd cover 
the seed by sprinkling through a tine 
sieve a very small quantity of leaf 
mold or sand. This tray can bo placed 
In the window of a moderately warm 
room In the dwelling, nnd tho soil 
should be watered by sprinkling very 
lightly ns often as necessary to keep 
the surface from showing dryness, but 
the soli should not Iwcorae waterlog­
ged. The seedlings will nppenr In from 
two to three weeks, nfter which the 
tray should be turned around each day 
to prevent tho plants “drawing” to­
ward the light. If early plants arc 
needed on a somewhat larger scale, 
sow the Beeds In like manner In a hot­
bed or on a greenhouse bench.

For early celery throughout the 
northern states a planting should be 
made In tho house any time during 
January or February, but for the main 
crop tho seed may be sown In a frame 
or hotbed or In the open ground six 
weeks or two months later.—W. It 
Beattia •
