Mineral Wells, Tex., May 23.—

at the State Press Association by a 
rising and 'unanimous vote and 
amid enthusiasm;

"Resolved, |,That the Texas 
Press Association commend  ̂ the 
movement .^inaugurated by * the 
united agriculturaljand commercial 
interests of this 'State as expressed 
in their.demand for ‘ fewer^and bet­
ter laws,’ and that alljof its mem­
bers be|urgedjto support this move­
ment to the end that every enterprise 
having for its aim the development 
of Texas resources and the advance­
ment of Texas civilization, may 
receive the constant and intelligent 
attention and concern of the Texas 
press, which is exceeded in the 
quality of its patriotism and in the 
soundness of its conscience by the 
press of no^state of the American 
republic."

Signatures to the resolution:
C. F. Lehmann, Louis J. Wortham, 
R. H. McCarty, L B.; Shook, R. 
E. Yantis, O. P. Thomas, Homer
D. Wade.

In support of the resolution it 
was said that the passage of the 
anti-pass law was a direct reflection 
on the press of the state. Know­
ing that the least restraint that can 
be put on the press of the state is 
good for the commercial and indus­
trial resources of the State, the 
same resolution was introduced and 
passed by the West Texas Asso 
ciation of Commercial Clubs.

O p p o se s  M ilitary E ducation o f 
Filipinos.

In the course of the considera­
tion of the conference on the mili­
tary academy appropriation bill in 
the house Tuesday Mr. Slayden of 
Texas attacked the senate amend­
ment providing for the education 
at West Point of four Filipinos. 
"Such legislation," he said, " is  a 
cheap bribe to the Filipinos. It is 
not unlikely," he said, "that 
these four Filipinos will eventually- 
become leaders of revolutions 
against the United States. The 
association of the United States and 
Philippines,”  he declared, "is con­
ceived in greed, supported by hy- 
pocracy and will end in disaster,"

He predicted should Secretary 
Taft become president, the United 
States government would run as a 
mere annex to the Philippines com­
mission and valued only for its 
contributions. Discussing the at­
titude of the people of the Pacific 
coast toward the Japanese, Mr. 
Slayden said: "They talk about 
the yellow peril and vote for the 
black death. They may some day 
have cause to regret the yellow sky- 
in the east that has so absorbed 
their attention that they cannot 
see the black cloud in the south."

North C a ro lin a  C o e s  Dry.
Raleigh, N. C., May 27.— The 

returns of the election yesterday on 
the question of state prohibition re­
ceived today indicate that the dry 
force majority in the state will ex­
ceed 40,000. It is impossible to 
give exact figures yet.

While crossing the Canadian 
river at Eufala, Ok., in a ferry 
boat, H. Ceasar and Fate Mont­
gomery, with a wagon and team, 
were thrown into the river, the 
boat sunk and the men narrowly 
escaped with their lives. The team 
of mules also got out of the river, 
but the ferry boat was buried in the 
quicksand so deep that it can never 
be gotton out.

Peter Rudy, his wife and two 
children were killed by the torna­
do several miles from Alva, Okla., 
Tuesday night. Several other per­
sons were injured and a number of 
farm houses were destroyed or 
damaged and growing crops suf­
fered much loss.

Flood In N orth Fort W orth.
Monday’s Liv* Stock Reporter, 

published in North Ft. Worth 
says:

Water rose until it covered the 
lawn in front of the Live Stock E x ­
change building, two blocks from 
the banks of the creek. The floor 
of the new Coliseum building was 
flooded.

The damage in the stockyards 
district was heavy. The Simmons- 
Team Mule company’s barn was 
flooded. The swelling volume of 
water came against this building so 
powerfully that it burst in the 
front doors and flooded the entire 
interior to a depth of three feet. 
Mr. Simmons, being in Fort Worth; 
heard of the danger and drove out 
in his buggy in time to get out the 
stock and save it. The loss of 
feed is considerable, but that is 
about all.

The building in which are housed 
the fiue horses of Oltmanns Bros., 
Crouch &  Co. and others, was not 
so deeply flooded and little loss was 
had here. The Fort Worth Horse 
and Mule company^being on high 
er ground, suffered little loss. The 
water covered the lawn in front of 
the Exchange building, but fell 
short of reaching the floor, and no 
damage was done.

Both of the packing houses are 
on high ground, and escaped the 
overflow, but the tremendous fall 
of rain flooded the cellars and did 
some damage to machinery but 
comparatively little.

One of the heaviest losers is 
Marion Sansom. He had 2,500 
sheep in pasture about three miles 
out, and he has only about 200 left. 
They were washed down Marine 
creek, and their bodies were scat­
tered all along the banks of the 
creek. Many of these were fine 
breeding ewes. The loss is about 
$10,000. Mr. Sansom also lost 
some registered hogs.

All bridges over this creek were 
carried away. That on Exchange 
avenue, over which thousands pass 
daily on their way to and from the 
packiug bouses, caused the great­
est Inconvenience by its loss, as 
nearly all of the working force at 
the packing houses and the stock- 
yards live beyond it. Some enter­
prising boatmen started a ferry and 
did a thriving business in rowing 
them across at 5 cents fare until 
the Stockyards company put up a 
hastily constructed foot-bridge.

The business houses along E x ­
change avenue west of the bridge 
suffered serious loss. All of them 
were flooded to a depth of 2 or 3 
feet.
The greatest calamity was the loss 

of a number of lives. Andy Welch, 
bartender at the Maverick saloon, 
on the corner of Main and Ex 
change, was drowned The water 
rose so quickly and so high that he 
was drowned in trying to get out 
of the building. Six others are 
posotlvely reported to have suffered 
the same fate, but their names are 
not known. Bodies of several were 
seen floating down the flood. 
Welch’s body was found this morn 
ing.

A boy who was reported to have 
been drowned, was found this 
morning in the top of a tree, where 
he had clung for thirty-six hours.

D am age a t W aco.
Waco, May 25.— The Brazos 

river is higher here by two feet 
than ever before known. Thous 
ends of acres are flooded and the 
damage to crops is heavy. People 
are driven from homes in the low­
lands. Five inches of rain fell in 
ten hours. The railroads are 
washed out badly.

The census of the city schools is 
almost completed and there have 
already been found more than 850 
children who will be between 7 
aud 17 years of age Sept. 1st.—  
Childress Post.

Big L oss to F arm ers.
Fully $3,000,000 loss to the 

small grain crops of Texas and 
probably $2,000,000 damage to the 
Oklahoma crops has been wrought 
by the rain and flood of the past 
five days, in the opinion of ex 
president L. G. Bewley, Secretary 
Hugh B. Dorsey, Executive Com­
mitteeman G. J. Gibbs and other 
prominent membert of the Texas 
Grain Dealers’ association.

This tremendous loss represents 
about one-third of the Texas yield 
and will fall heavily upon the 
growers. It will also wield a 
strong influence on the market, 
and local grain meu, though de­
prived of Northern reports by wires 
being down, were predicting ma­
terial advances in prices of grain 
because of the Texas and Oklahoma 
damage.

Messrs. Bewley and Gibbs have 
been stranded in Fort Worth siuce 
Friday, being unable to goto their 
homes at Pilot Point and Vernon 
respectively Saturday, when they 
made their first attempt, and since 
no trains have been operated out 
of Fort Worth on the lines leading 
to their cities.

Oats, which have advanced fur­
thest, being ready for harvest in 
many places, will suffer the great 
est. Wheat is standing the ravages 
of the flood better, but is suffering 
much in the lowland districts. 
Com is being washed away and the 
loss to planters will be enormous.

Not being able to get to his home 
at Vernon after the adjournment 
of the grain men’s convention, Mr- 
Gibbs went to Clifton on a visit. 
He returned to Fort Worth yester­
day, bringing details of the havoc 
played by treacherous waters of the 
Brazos river. The bottoms for 
miles and miles are inundated, he 
said, and small grain for vast areas 
is ruined in the vicinity of Bosque 
county, Waco, Temple, Clifton, 
McGregor and elsewhere. O. P. 
Slawson of McGregor has lost 300 
acres of oats. Over ninety acres 
of oats of Mr. Johnson, near Clif­
ton, were washed away, the over 
flow being of such foice as to carry 
a binder a half mile beyond the 
field.

Cotton has also suffered heavily, 
and in Bosque county has already 
been planted seven times by many 
farmers. The present flood will 
doubtless abolish all possibility of 
making a crop. As a result of re­
ports showing damage to the grow 
ing cotton crop, cotton jumped up 
about $3 per bale yesterday. The 
Panhandle grain belt has also suf­
fered heavily from the rain and 
overflows, and North Texas has 
suffered to an alarming extent.

In fact, the entire Texas grain 
belt is in danger of almost total de 
struction, and the present loss esti­
mate of $3,000,000 appears very 
conservative. Oklahoma, har, not 
suffered as heavily as Texas, it is 
said, owing to the fact that rains 
there have not been as general.— 
Fort Worth Record.

At Fredrick, Ok., Friday of last 
week the cotton seed oil mill was 
wrecked and the wind blew down 
all seed houses, tore off the roofs 
of all buildings, and smashed the 
smokestack. W. B. Hallar’s wife 
and 3-year old girl of Bonita, Tex., 
took refuge in the mill from the 
storm and were killed outright, 
their bodies being found Saturday 
afternoon. Four residences in the 
southern part of town were moved 
off their foundations. The rain 
was like a cloudburst. Parker & 
McConnel’s grocery store was 
flooded and damaged about $300. 
Various signs, awnings and out­
buildings are missing.

A n ti-B ailey Men Barred En­
tirely.

The democratic state convention 
at Fort Worth this week refused to 
let congressional district delegations 
name their delegates to the Denver 
convention, but named a committee 
of 16 Bailey men to choose them. 
Baileyism was endorsed in the plat­
form, the part referring to him be­
ing as follows:

“ We congratulate the democracy 
of the state and nation upon the 
triumphant, popular vindication of 
Hon. Jos. W. Bailey recorded in 
the primary vote of May 2. Un­
justly and bitterly pursued, the as­
sault upon him has but seasoned 
and strengthened his hold upon the 
public heart; and the tribute of the 
result to his character is, that al 
though there was sought to be 
areused against him a storm of pas­
sion and prejudice, it has broken 
harmlessly at his feet. We attest 
our unswerving confidence in his 
honor, our full faith in his devotion 
to the public interest, our unbound 
ed appreciation of his distinguished 
public service. And we further­
more declare that in none of his 
private transactions, brought into 
question in the contest just closed, 
has become iu conflict with any 
principle announced in this plat­
form. Wedeclaie, as the demo 
crats of Texas declared in primary 
election May 2 that his public and 
private life exemplifies the ancient 
democratic standard of public and 
private virtues; that he has been 
triumphantly acquitted of the 
charge that he has served public 
service corporations while holding 
ing office or that he has accepted 
favors from interests, corporate or 
otherwise, sustaining a legislative 
relation."

When the committee report on 
platform was offered, Cone Johnson 
offered the following as a part of 
the minority report:

"The conscience of the nation is 
now aroused and will if honestly 
appealed to free the government 
from the grip of those who have 
made it a business asset of the fa 
vor seeking corporations; it must 
become again a government of the 
people, by the people and for the 
people; aud be administered in its 
departments according to the Jef­
fersonian maxim ‘equal rights to 
all; special privileges to none. ’

‘ ‘ The public official is a public 
servant and owes to his people an 
undivided allegiance; and we are 
unutterably opposed to public of­
ficials accepting employment from 
or performing service for trusts, 
monopolies, and all other concerns 
whose interests are adverse to the 
interests of the people, or the re 
presenting of predatory wealth lor 
fees, favors or financial advan­
tages.

"This principle is fundamental 
and essential and the contention 
for it caunot be ended until all our 
officers acknowledge its supremacy 
and conform their conduct to it. 
And public officers, neither state or 
national, have no right to appear 
before the legislature or department 
or boards as the paid representa­
tive or attorneys of any concern or 
interest which seeks favors at their 
hands, and such practices ought to 
be prohibited by law."

This was voted down and it was 
made plainer than ever the inten­
tion of the Bailey leaders to con­
tinue their hostile attitude toward 
the senator’s opponents It is re­
garded as certain that the Texas 
delegation will include no suppor­
ter of the Johnsou ticket, while the 
rejection of Cone Johnson’s motion 
to make the election of the Bailey 
ticket unanimous, showed the de­
sire of the leaders in the faction to 
continue the fight.

E. G. Senter offered an amend­
ment to the report that the com­
mittee insert the Nebraska Detuo-

I

cratic platform in its entirety, de­
claring if adopted it would repudi­
ate that part of the report which 
indorses Bailey. His amendment 
was, of course, defeated.

When the report of the com­
mittee giving the vote of primaries 
was read, Tom Ball of Houston 
moved the election of Senator Bai­
ley and his associates on the ticket, 
asking for a roll call by counties.

Cone Johnson, leader of the op 
position, seconded the motion, 
gracefully moving to make the 
election by acclamation. The ol 
ive branch was rudely rejection by 
the majority, a demand for roll call 
being insisted on.

The long list of counties was 
read and the anouucements from 
counties in which the fight had 
been warmest was greeted with ap 
plause, laughter and ocasional his­
ses and cat calls.

Good A rgu m en t for D iversifi­
cation.

The Jacksonville Reformer says: 
“ It is not often that one is enabled 
to witness what a reporter for the 
Reformer saw Thursday of this 
week. A well-to do Cherokee 
county farmer was seen hauling 
two bales of cotton of last fall’s 
growth back to bis ',farm. He had 
been unable to find a purchaser for 
the staple in Jacksonville. One 
merchant offered Mr. Harris 
a pound for the cotton, but this 
price was refused. The offer was 
not made with any special desire to 
buy the cotton, but merely to ac­
commodate the owner of the two 
bales. He had refused u j^ c  last 
fall, and rather than take less he 
turned his mules’ heads back home 
and drove off as independent as a 
wood sawyer. When potatoes and 
tomatoes are moving at $1.87 per 
crate no buyer has time to think 
about the price of cotton or even to 
figure on it. In Cherokee diversi­
fication has at least destroyed one 
cotton market, a market that once 
was one of the best in Texas.”

To this the Fort Worth Record 
adds: “ The point is that potatoes 
and tomatoes at $1.87 per crate cost 
the grower less labor, bring more 
money and get to market quicker 
than cotton at any price within the 
last 25 years. Therefore, if the 
farmer can cash in his truck crop 
sooner at better prices and with 
less work than he can a cotton 
crop, he has lost nothing, but rath­
er gained by giving up his market 
for cotton. And if nothing else had 
happened but the abolition of the 
credit system based on cotton, the 
Cherokee farmer would still be 
ahead. No storekeeper would own 
him from seed time to picking 
time.”

It is always best to have a mixed 
crop and a few head of good stock 
to feed surplus stuff to.

W hat th e C an d id ate  Must Do.
County candidates must notify 

the chairman of the county execu­
tive committee, in which they are 
candidates, in writiug before the 
14th day of June of their desire to 
have their names placed on the 
ticket of the party. This law has 
the effect of cutting out all candi 
dates for county offices after the 
date named, and no candidate can 
get his name on the official ballot 
after that date. If there are others 
in Ruunels County who inteud to 
cast their fortunes before the pri 
mary for office they will necessari 
ly have to act promptly.— Runnels 
County Ledger.

All precinct, county, district, and 
State candidates should be careful 
to not overlook this. Formal ap­
plication must be made. Do not 
take it for granted that because it 
is well known that you are running, 
and that you expect to be elected 
by an enormous majority, it will be 
unnecessary for you to send writ­
ten notice to the proper authority.

Johnson S a y s  Bryan Will Lose.
Chicago, 111., May 27.— Fred B. 

Lynch, manager of the Johnson 
campaign for the Democratic Pres­
idential nomination, issued today a 
statement declaring that William 
J. Bryan can not be nominated on 
the first ballot in the Denver con­
vention, and asserting that the 
chances for the nomination of Gov. 
Johnson on the second or third bal­
lot are excellent.

Mr. Lynch went over the dele­
gate situation in detail. The 
Southern States, which have yet to 
select and instruct delegates to Den­
ver, hold the key to the presiden­
tial contest, he said.

“ The nominee of the Democrat­
ic party will be named at Denver 
and not before”  said the Johnson 
manager. “ Practically all the un­
instructed delegates will be with 
Gov. Johnson from the start. There 
is every assurance that a number 
of delegations will come to him on 
the second ballot. Bryan’s nom­
ination would seem to he impos­
sible, and Gov. Johnson’s nomina­
tion is the only alternative.”

The annual meeting of the Texas 
mayors will be held at Mineral 
Wells Aug. 11 and 12.

Will O pen More Indian Land.
Wednesday President Roosevelt, 

in the presence of Senator Owen 
and several members of the Okla­
homa delegation in the house, 
signed the bill removing restric­
tions upou the sale of about 8,- 
000,000 acres of Indian land in Ok­
lahoma. The pen with which the 
president signed the bill was pre­
sented to Senator Owen.

This is by far the most import­
ant legislatiou for Oklahoma con­
sidered by this congress, and may 
be classed in importance on an 
equality, if not superior, to the 
statehood enabling act.

Heretofore it has been impossible 
for a farmer to buy a home at any 
price in what was formerly known 
as Indian Territory, which is the 
most beautiful and productive part 
of the state of Oklahoma.

“ Under the provisions of the bili 
just passed,”  said Representative 
Carter of Oklahoma, who is seven 
sixteenths Cherokee blood, “ it will 
be possible to secure the best of 
titles, which will induce thousands 
of homeseekers to rush into the 
Indian Territory part of the new 
state, where homes of from 80 to 
160 acres may be procured at a rea­
sonable price.

‘ The Indians having these lands 
to sell will be busy improving their 
homesteads, and for the next few 
years the infant state will be the 
busiest place on the face of the 
earth.

“ The passage of this bill is a fine 
tribute to the energy and judjeious 
management of the Oklahoma dele­
gation in congress and shows that 
new members, with willing hands, 
can no longer be considered as 
mere scenery in the halls of con 
gress.

“ The Oklahoma members are 
typical Oklahomans. They have 
not spent their time in advertising 
or needless ‘ wind jamming’ on the 
floor of the house, but have concen­
trated their efforts in persistent 
plodding and hammering for meas­
ures of the good for their state. 
No first team delegation from a 
new state has ever accomplished 
such good results as have the mem­
bers from Oklahoma and this bill is 
the result of their untiring efforts. ”

Indian Editor Drow ned.
Alexander Posey, editor of the 

Indian Journal at Eufaula, Indian 
dialect writer, author of the Fus 
Fixico letters and for many years 
government interpreter, was drown­
ed in the North Canadian river near 
Wells, Ok , Wednesday, while at­
tempting to cross with a lawyer 
named Howe.

They left Wells to go to the 
country to buy a piece of land. 
They hired two negroes to row 
them across the swollen stream. 
The boat capsized. Howe and one 
negro swam safely to the shore. 
The other negro was drowned im­
mediately. Posey drifted down 
stream and caught on some over- 
hangiug branches. He clung there 
two hours when the rescue party 
threw him a rope. He tried to 
grasp it but was too exhausted and 
sank and was seen no more. His 
body has not been found.

Posey was a half blood Creek, 35 
years old, leaves a wife and two 
children.

W ork o f th e  S ixtieth  C on gress
There will be a sigh of relief the 

country over when the present con­
gress adjourns sine die. It ends 
with the sixtieth session, and has 
kept the couutry in suspense for 
five mouths. The work of the ses­
sion is summarized as follows:

Enacted child labor law for the 
District of Columbia

Secured to labor the liability of 
employers.

Continued the Hepburn rate law.
Stopped race track gambling in 

the District of Columbia.
Authorized an enormous increase 

in army and navy appropriations.
Bore patiently the onslaught of 

the president’s special messages, 
and gave Jeff Davis and others op­
portunity to rid themselves of a 
congestion of oratory.

Here are a few of the measures 
the people joined in requesting, but 
which were interred with “ appro­
priate ceremonies;”

Campaign publicity bill.
Numerous anti-injunction bills.
Reduction of tariff on products of 

Philippines, as well as all bills tend­
ing to tariff reform.

Bill to amend Sherman anti-trust 
law.

Removal of duty on print paper 
and wood pulp.

Bill to make Porto Ricans citi­
zens of United States.

Swamp land reclamation bill.
Revision of copyright laws.
Establishment of federal grain in­

spection.
Retirement of superauuated fed­

eral clerks, and numerous other 
measures of importance. It may 
also be added that nothing was 
done on the subject of currency leg­
islation.

The congress now going out has 
broken the record on doing nothing 
and in making appropriations. Of 
course the congress that makes or 
changes most laws can not be said 
to be the wisest or best one, and 
some credit is due the present body 
for the mistakes it has prevented in 
this line. It has defeated the ship 
subsidy steal, the Aldrich bill and 
other dangerous measures. Let us 
not determine its merit solely by 
what it has done, but by what it 
has refused to do as well.

The one danger, which really 
amounts to a warning to the peo­
ple, is the extravagance of it. On­
ly a few years back we were talk­
ing of billion dollar Congresses as 
something to startle the reveuue- 
bearing animals of the country. 
That meant a billion dollars for 
the two sessions. This present 
session has run the appropriations 
up to $1,025,000,000, and has thus 
brought the people face to face 
with two-billion-dollar Congresses. 
It is a significant fact, the more 
startling because it merely empha­
sizes a turn toward extravagance 
in official life generality which, if 
left unchecked, will lead on and 
on to the oppression, poverty and 
slavery of the people, to the bur- 
denst struggles and curses that 
such extravagance has always led 
to in the past.— Dallas News.

C arrie  Jailed  A gain .

Pittsburg, Pa., May 27.— Mrs. 
Carrie Nation was arrested here, 
charged with scolding and embar­
rassing four men in public, and 
was fined $25 and costs or thirty 
days in the workhouse.

She refused to pay the fine and 
will be sent to the county work- 
house. While she was being led 
back to her cell she cried out: “ I 
would rather go to jail than go to 
hell.”

Last week the sheriff of Mitchell 
county, Kansas, destroyed 360 
cases of beer which were seized in 
1906 and have been in his custody 
ever since. The only remarkable 
feature of the incident is that when 
the sheriff went to destroy the beer 
it was still there. Usually it is 
found that the rats and mice in the 
basement of the court house have 
pulled the corks and drank it all. 
— Texas Republic.

A . & M. S tu d en ts M ake T ro u b le  
Again.

Bryau, Tex., May 26.—  A  crisis 
has again been precipitated in the 
internal affairs of the Agricultural 
and Mechanical College, and as a 
result a condition which is deplor­
able exists tonight. The direct 
cause of the present condition re­
sults from the suspension of seven 
members of the junior class by the 
faculty at a meeting held yesterday.

These seven men composed the 
editorial staff of the Battalion, 
which is the college newspaper. In 
its columns April 22 appeared an 
article that gave offence to the 
president and board of directors of 
the college. At the meeting of the 
board of directors held in Waco a 
few days ago orders were issued to 
the faculty directfug them to in­
vestigate the publication of the of­
fending article and ascertain the 
person responsible for it.

When the investigation was or­
dered every member of the staff, it 
is understood, assumed responsi­
bility for the publication of the 
article complained of, and by the 
vote of the faculty, the staff of sev­
en men was suspended indefinitely. 
This vote was very close, however. 
In fact, it was a tie, standing 9 to 9, 
and tiie president cast the deciding 
vote to suspend.

When the action of the faculty 
was made known to the class, a 
meeting was held, at which it was 
demanded that the faculty place 
the blame of the offensive article 
equally on each member of the class, 
which meant in effect that unless 
those suspended were reinstated the 
entire class would stand suspended. 
This demand went before the com- 
mitee on discipline of the school, 
which was in conference when The 
News correspondent arrived at col­
lege this morning.

This committee is composed of 
Capt. Andrew Moses, Prof. Fer- 
mier, Prof. Alvoid and the presi­
dent of the college. The conference 
of this cotnmitee resulted in the 
matter being referred back to the 
faculty for consideration.— Dallas 
News.

Crosses River on Phone Wire.
Because he wanted to go to 

North Fort Worth and there was 
no convenient way to cross the 
river, an unknown man walked the 
telephone cable of the Southwest- 
Telephone Cpmpany from the 
Main street bridge to dry land on 
the other side of the river.

This feat was accomplished while 
hundreds of witnesses looked on.

About 7 o ’clock Tuesday even 
ing the young • man was seen to 
climb a telephone pole, mount the 
cable, and balancing himself by 
holding to the guide wire, start 
across. At first it was thought it 
was some daring lineman, or 
“ trouble”  hunter making repairs 
to the cable, but when he reached 
the trouble box and continued his 
journey it was seen that he only 
wanted to cross the river.— Ft. 
Worth Telegram.

Delegates from every State and 
Territory will attend the annual 
convention of the American Anti- 
Tuberculosis League at University 
City, St. Louis County, June 4, 5 
and 6. Prominent physicians who 
have devoted a lifetime to the study 
of the “ white plague”  will read 
papers on the treatment and care 
of consumptives, and on the most 
promising methods of preventing 
and possible cure of the disease. 
So far, the most important work 
done by the league has been its 
successful effort to induce State 
Legislatures to appropriate funds 
with which to build sanitariums 
for consumptives.

The first-class battleship Michi­
gan was launched from the yard' on 
the Delaware river in Camden, N. 
J. She comes closer to the Dread- 
naught type of ships than any 
other big fighting vessel of the 
American navy. The new vessel 
Is known as “ all big gun” battle­
ship as she will carry eight 12-inch 
breach loading rifles. Besides her 
12-Inch guns, her main battery will 
include two submerged torpedo 
tubes and a secondary battery of 
twenty-two 3-inch guns, rapid fire 
guns and several smaller automatic 
and machine guns.

G en eral L ee D ying.
Vicksburg, Miss., May 27.—  

General Stephen D. Lee, command 
er-iu-chief of Confederate Veterans, 
is critically ill here and his physi­
cian reported late tonight that little 
hope is held out for his recovery. 
General Lee was takeu ill May 21, 
after a hard day in making speech­
es and welcoming the Iowa and 
Wisconsin Union Veterans, in the 
National park here. He has suf­
fered a severe collapse and his son, 
Blewett Lee, general counsel for 
the Illinois Ceutral, has been sum­
moned from Chicago, and ex-Lieu­
tenant Governor James P. Harri­
son and his sister, relatives of Gen­
eral Lee, arrived tonight from 
General Lee’s home. General 
Lee is 75 years old.

Favors Bagging M ade of 
Cotton.

Representative Bryan of Abilene 
favors the manufacture of cotton 
bagging by Texas convicts, the 
lowest grade of cotton to be used.
He says:

“ In my opinion it would be a 
good thing to create a legitimate 
demand, a home demand, for this 
no-grade cotton and get it off the 
market. The Slate’s convicts could 
be employed in this industry with 
out coi-flicting or competing with 
our free labor, in fact without 
competing with anything except 
the jute trust, and this latter com 
petition, I believe, will result in 
the saving of millions of dollars to 
the people of this State. It is my 
intention to introduce in the State 
Senate next winter a bill to estab- 
lish such an industry in connection 
with the penitentiary system.”

A  congressman receutly said of 
the road question: “ Good road- 
are the most potential and success­
ful immigration agents in this 
country. The most desirable farm­
ers and the best wives and help­
meets are the young women raised 
on the farms. Under existing con 
ditions, they are continually drift 
ing to the towns and cities. They 
are progressive and social in their 
nature, and will not remain on the 
farm unless they can have those 
benefits and pleasures that associa­
tion and companionship afford. 
The loneliness of the country home, 
away from neighbors and fr'ends 
where the farmer and his wife and 
children are denied the advantages 
of educational and religions train­
ing are the principal causes for the 
removal of large numbers of our 
people from the country to the 
towns and cities. The farmer is 
seeking better advantages for his 
family, and unless the country can 
be made to supply, in some meas­
ure, these benefits, there will con 
tinue to be a congestion of popu­
lation in the cities.”

The largest private telephone in­
stallation in the world is that being 
put in the new Terminal Building 
in New York. There is provision 
made for 3,000 lines, exceeding by 
nearly 200 per cent the next larg­
est office installation, that is in the 
Broad Exchange Building, New 
York, which has 800 direct lines, 
and by 100 per cent that of the 
Waldorf-Astoria, which has a pri 
vate branch exchange operating 1,- 
500 extensive stations. In the in 
stallation about 5,000,000 feet of 
wire is used, which, if connected in 
one line, would reach from New 
York to S f  Louis, about 1,000 
miles. About 10,000 pounds of 
copper is required for the wiring, 
not including the bridle wiring from 
the terminus to each instrument; 
the entire weight of the wire used, 
including the coverings, is estimat­
ed at 100,000 pounds. When the 
entire system is completed it will 
be possible for every one of the 3,- 
000 instruments to be used at the 
same time.

Portland, Ore., is the greatest 
lumber port iu the world. Its saw- i 
mills annually cut 650,000,000 feet i 
of lumber, which goes to Austra­
lia, the Philippines, China and 
other part# of the world. When 
the lumber market is normal it is 
said that the sawmills of Portlaud 
earn a profit of $4,000 a day. The 
notable feature is that the trees 
will cut 50,000 feet to the acre, 
while less than 10,000 is the rule 
elsewhere.

W ard M akes jan A rgum ent for 
Socialism .

“ Let Every Man Own 111* Own H om e and 
Hie Own I’ odket-H ook ."

Under the caption, “ Hew to the 
Line," in a recent issue of his paper, 
Mr. Thomns E. Watson has an editorial 
defining his political faith and his 
future intentions. From this editorial 
I clip the following extracts:

“ In 1891, whou we took editorial 
charge o f this paper, the following’ 
words expressed our purpose: ‘This 
paper is now and ever will bo a fearless 
advocate of the Jeffersonian theory of 
popular government, and will opposo 
to the bitter end the Hamiltonian doc­
trines o f class rule, moneyed aristocra­
cy, national banks, high tariffs, stand­
ing' armies and formidable navies—all 
of which go together as a system of 
oppressing the people.’

“This declaration stood at tho head 
o f our editorial page year in and year 
out. Our purpose then is our purpose 
now. Wo have never intended to go 
further or to stop at less Wo did not 
believe that our government should be 
revolutionized. It needed reform, not 
subversion.

“ As originally founded we believed 
it was the best government the world 
ever saw. It was as pure a democracy 
as was compatible with the extent of 
its territory. Under its provisions in­
dividual ri lits were guaranteed in a 
more ample manner than had ever 
been known in a written constitution, 
[’reservin'- to the government strength 
enough to enforce law and order, It 
gave to the citizen every liberty neces­
sary to his individual pursuit o f happi­
ness. The men who framed this con­
stitution were of tho wisest. * * *

"Every evil we complain of to-day 
owes its origin to the departure from 
tho old landmarks. If we could effect 
a reform of the abuses that have crept 
in upon us we would have as good a 
government as human wisdom can de­
vise. We do not need a new govern­
ment. We need a restoration of tho 
old.

“ Tho motto which stood at the head 
of tliis editorial page so long, expresses 
our creed to-day as completely as it 
did when we first used it.

“ We have never advocated socialism, 
communism, nor anarchy, any moro 
than we have advocated aristocracy, 
monarchy or despotism. Wo believe 
in Jefferson’s theory of government— 
the democratic-republic—whose corner 
stone is the guaranteed rights of the 
individual.

“ We want no hotchpotch in ours. 
We want our home to belong to us— 
not to any other man on the face of 
the earth, and we utterly scout the 
Idea o f collective ownership of homes 
and pocket-books.

“ Let every man own his own home 
and his own pocket-book.and pass your 
lnws so as to allow to every man, able 
and willing to work, a fair chanco to 
have both homo and pocket-book.

“ Tampering with socialism is tam. 
perlng with revolution, for it can only 
come by a total subversion of our pres­
ent government.

“ And that moans war. Let us how 
to the line. The populists of Georgia 
nro not socialists nor' communists, 
Ttiey believe in the Jeffersonian 
theory, the democratic republic winch 
our fathers framed, and they organ­
ized a revolt against both tho old par­
ties, seeking merely to arouse the peo­
ple and to lead them back to the old 
land marks.

“ We have endured much, toiled 
much; wo will endure and toil much 
more rather than surrender convic­
tions and principles. Hut we think 
tho time has come to lot it be known 
in the most emphatic way, both to 
friends and to foe, that we propose to 
adhere to the purposes which caused 
us to set out upon this crusade. We 
do not propose to be led away from 
our ori rltial purpose. Wo cannot be 
made use of by agitators whose de­
signs are far more radical than onrs 
have ever I een. or ever will be. * * *

“ We think it blgli time to say this 
In a way mat shows we mean it. Our 
purty Inis suffered enough from wild 
talkers and wild writers."

“ Wild writers,” eh? Let ns see. The 
Dred Scott decision, rigidly adhering 
to n strict construction of the consti­
tution, (framed by men who were “ of 
the wisest” ) affirmed that a blackman 
had no rights that ft white man need 
respect and the constitution had to be 
amended in characters of blood, to the 
end that the negro might have the 
“ liberty necessary to his individual 
pursuit of happiness.”  Strictly follow­
ing the lines laid down by the wise 
framers of the constitution, tho su­
preme tribunal of the natioa decided 
that the income tax law demand by 
Mr. Watson was null and void, 
and the graduated property tax re* 
omineuded by Thomas Jefferson would 
certainly suffer a like fate. Eugene 
V. Debs, is a liviag witness to the 
truth that liberty and freedom are 
abridged by Mr. Watson's magna char­
ter, while we all know that every law 
that has been enacted for the benefit 
of the common 'people has been de­
clared unconstitutional. Does Mr. 
Watson really believe that the fount o f 
wisdom was exhausted In 1776?

It appears to me that Mr. Watson's 
language is hasty and ill advised. Us 
certainly must have expressed himself 
without having given the subject mat­
ter due deliberation and careful, ana­
lytical thought. It would bo interest­
ing to know the process of reasoning 
whereby Mr. Watson arrives at tha 
conclusion that socialism, or national­
ism, would deprive the individual of 
the possession and enjoyment o f a 
home o f his own, or take away from 
him the right to receive, handle and 
spend hia individual Income without 
interference or hindrance from any 
source.

The "pocket-book”  idea -may bo dls- 
pos" I of first. The postal department 
of tiie United State/ft) strictly a social­
istic enterprise, owned and operated 
by the government, for the public. Ev­
ery individual connected with the pos­
tal service of the nation Is a govern­
ment employe and yet each and every 
one receives his or her Ind Ivldual wages 
and there is no governmental Interfer­
ence or dictation as to the manner In 
which such wage* shall be Bpent. Bere  ̂
at laaat, there la ao complaint, o f s py

Injustice or inoonvenienco because of 
the “ collective ownership of pocket-
books.”

And why should it be different If the
government (people) owned and oper­
ated the coal mines, or packing houses, 
or coal oil industry? Mr. Watson has 
evidently got the idea o f communism 
mixed up in his mind with socialism. 
There Is a vast difference between the 
common ownership o f the sources and 
tools of industrial and mechanical pro­
duction and tho common ownership of 
tho wages of production. The govern­
ment might own aud operate the meat 
packing establishments o f the nation, 
and yet every employe enjoy absolute . 
ownership and control o f his or her 
Individual wages to the extent, even, 
of not eating any meat, if so desired, 
nnd therefore not buying any meat 
from the government And so with 
every other Industry that might be 
owned nnd operated by the govern­
ment The distinction between so­
cialism anil communism milst always 
lie borne in mind by those who essay 
to talk or write about socialism.

Mow as to the land question gener­
ally and homes in particular. It Is 
very hard to understand how any one 
can be led to believe that socialism 
would rob individuals of their homes, 
or divert homes of their individuality. 
Socialism, or nationalism, is the only 
theory of government that proposes to 
givo the earth’s surface to individuals 
for use and occupancy and the only 
social system that promises to the fam­
ily a home of their own and as many 
homes as thero may be families. The 
prophet doubtless saw, in vision, »  
pure socialistic Christian state when 
lie wrote of the time when each man 
should sit under his own vine and fig 
tree, with none to molest or make him 
afraid.

Mr. Watson would doubtlosB concur 
in tho statement that the rental value 
of lots in cities and towns occupied for 
profit making or income producing 
businesses is tho creation of the local 
community and rightfully belongs to 
it. He would, perhaps, not object to 
the assertion that sound public policy 
demands that such rental value should 
be taken by tbo community as a tax in 
lieu of all other taxes. Or, If ho ob­
jects to the remedy ho will doubtless 
concede the fact that under tho present 
syRtem Individuals are appropriating 
to their own use a value which should 
properly belong to the community. 
Hut tliis has nothing to do with 
"homes” —residence homes, in cities 
and towns, and farm homes in the 
country.

What would be the precise and exact 
difference between homo holding undor 
a socialistic system and under the pres­
ent system of land tenure? Let us see. 
Under the present system individuals 
may “ own" and claim possession of 
llieir own home nnd an unlimited num­
ber of other individuals’ homes, so long 
as they pny the taxes thereon. When 
they fail to pay the taxes, the state 
tnkes the Innd ami lease* it (L e. 
sells it for back faxes and subject 
to future taxation.) Under n socialistic 
system an individual could claim the- 
ownership of and hold possession of the 
home he or she occupied so long as 
he or she paid the legal tax 
(or rent) to tho state, or with­
out taxation, if homes were 
exempt from taxation. Hut it would 
be impossible for an individual to suc­
cessfully claim ownership or posses­
sion of a homo he or sloe did not occupy 
and uso. .Under the present system 
an individual may sell and convey by 
written deed the title to as many 
homes ns he or slid may have been able 
to acquire, though never having occu­
pied or used tho same, and the individ­
uals buying such homes may hold and 
claim possession of the same against 
the world o f homeseekers, though they 
may never see, occupy or use such 
homes. Under a socialistic regime an 
individual might sell and convey the 
improvements upon a homo and with 
such improvements tho right of posses­
sion by actual occupancy nnd use, but 
it would not benefit nn individual to 
buy or own more than one home at a 
time, as he or she would have no legal 
right of ownership or claim of posses­
sion of any home he or she did not 
actually occupy and use. Now, If Mr. 
Watson will ascertain how many 
homes are at present owned by non- 
occupying landlords and also how 
many homes could be made out of the 
unimproved lands and lots owned and 
held out of use by non resident land 
owners, I will tell him bow many more 
homes would bo available aud open for 
strictly individual ownership under k 
socialistic regime than there are under 
tho present system. How would such 
a change hurt or Injure either those 
who own homes, or those who 
hope to own homes? None would 
be hurt but the land speculators and 
monopolists, the non-resident land 
owners and non-occupying landlords, 
Tiie sooner they cease to exist, as 
such, tho better will It be for the in­
terests o f humanity. Under a system 
of “ collective ownership of homes," 
every individual would be sacredly 
protected in the right o f possession of 
the home he or she occupied and used, 
so long as tho conditions imposed by 
the people were faithfully complied 
with. Under the present system one 
must either pay rent, or taxes, or give 
up tho home. *

“ Hut,”  some ono may object, “ if  the 
agricultural lands of the nation were 
owned and operated by the people, or 
community, would not that imply * 
sure enough collective ownership of 
homes and pocket-books?”  Not at alb 
In the first place "homes” aro not 
“ sources or tools of production.” Farm 
homes would probably be grouped In 
clusters or villages in the centers of 
given areas of agricultural lands and 
the “ homes”  would be altogether and 
entirely distinct from the “ source”  of 
agricultural production. If the agri­
cultural labor o f the country (pres­
ent “owners” of farms, who now 
toil incessantly for their board, 
together with (.heir hired hands) 
were employed by ttiemselves and tlirt 
residue of the people constitut­
ing the “government,”  each individ­
ual would be Individually paid, for 
the time he labored, just as postal em­
ployes now are, in fall legal tender 
pejer taoavf sad t^hl.eiUtw.tpend I
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his wages for pianos, or buy yellow 
dogs and kill the dogs, and there 
would be no “collective ownership of 
pocket-books”  to stand in tiie way. 
Hut every man would have to work for 
what he got and no man could rob the 
community and amass riches through 
the channels o f . rent, interest, or 
profit

Another thought: There has re­
cently been a terrible flood of water in 
the Osage, Gasconade and Moreau vat- 
leys, in central Missouri. Hundreds of 
farmers have lost their all. The entire 
Osage valley for 400 miles wasa scene c f 
desolation aud ruin, great suffering 
necessarily resulting, as hundreds of 
families lost everything. Within the 
space o f six days, one of the richest 
valleys In the state had been trans­
formed into a scene of distress without 
a parallel in the history of the state.

A large per cent of the corn crop 
was in the fields and all is' lost One 
estimate placed the corn loss at 82,500,- 
000 alone. This may bo excessive, but 
when the other losses are determined, 
such as live stock, hay, fencing, dam­
age to wheat, buildings, etc., the loss 
will run up into the millions.

A similar state of affairs prevailed in 
the other valleys named. It is stated 
that tho suffering of the people whose 
lsnd and property has been devastated 
will undoubtedly be terrible this win­
ter. Now, If this was a socialistic gov­
ernment, everything that has been lost 
in these valleys would be government 
property, except dwelling houses, 
household furniture and other strictly 
individual property, while the result 
of their year’s labor, except so much of 
it as they had consumed, would be in 
these farmers’ pockets in the form 
of wages. The loss would be borne by 
the entire people, and, as Christian peo­
ple should, they would thus fulfill the 
divine injunction, “ Hear ye ono anoth­
er’s burdens.”  So note it be.
