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Gladiators May Yet Meet Id 
Battle Array.

Washington’ Nov. 5.— President 
Roosevelt and William J. Bryan 
will possibly have the opportunity 
to fight it out to a finish in the 
United States Senate. The Senate, 
as a future arena for President 
Roosevelt, appeals powerfully to 
him, but he is not desironsof enter­
ing the Senate immediately after 
the expiration of bis term as presi­
dent, since he wishes to leave the 
field clear for Taft.

Senator Platt’s term expires 
March 4, next, and Elihu Root is 
favored by the President from this 
place. Senator Depew’s term ex­
pires March 4, 1911. At that time 
President Roosevelt would feel 
himself free to re-enter politics. 
He will have been rested after his 
hunting trip and European tour.

Public men in Washington are 
intensely interested in the news 
that Nebraska has elected a demo 
cratic legislature. There is no 
vacancy to fill in the Senate from 
Nebraska until 1911, so that the 
democrats will.have to hold the 
legislature more than two years 
from now if Mr. Bryan is to be­
come a Senator. The term of Sen­
ator Elmer J. Burkett expires in 
1911. It is assumed that Mr. Bry­
an would be elected to the Senate 
by Nebraska if the State should 
have a democratic legislature. 
Those who hope for a hot time in 
the Capital City ardently wish 
Theodore Roosevelt and William 
J. Bryan to begin service in the 
United States Senate together.

T h e  G u n n e r s  C a s e .
The trial of Ray Lampere comes 

up this week at Laporte, Ind., in 
which he is charged with being an 
accomplice in the burning of the 
house and three children, and per­
haps Mrs. Gunners last April. 
Nearly everybody in the county 
has a theory of the case, and it is 
anticipated that the work of get 
ting a jury will be long drawn and 
difficult. It will be necessary ft r 
Prosecutor Smith to select as jurms 
only men who are convinced that 
Mrs. Gunuess is dead. The fact 
that the majority of the residents 
there believe firmly that she is alive 
and in hiding, in spite of the fact 
that she is “ officially”  dead, makes 
his task one of the greatest difficul
ty.

A bold affirmation that Mrs. 
Gunness is alive will be one of the 
foundations of the testimony for 
defense. The fact that the head of 
the woman’s body found in tbs 
farm house ruins was destroyep, 
making absolute identification im­
possible, while the heads of the 
children were comparatively unin­
jured, will be brought before the 
jury with all the force the attorneys 
for the defense are capable of. Ex 
perts will testify that the body- 
found in the ruins was not that of 
the arch murderess.

Must Serve Negroes, but may 
Charge ’Em Out.

In Washington, D. C. Saturday 
a decision was rendered by Corpo­
ration Council Thomas that heae- 
after hotels, restaurants, cafes, ice 
cream saloons, places where soda 
water is sold and barber shops in 
the District of Columbia will be 
compelled to serve negroes in the 
same room as white persons. The 
old plan, it is said, will be restored 
and undesired patrons driven away 
by charging prohibitive prices. If 
a negro should enter the favorite 
collation room of upper tendom and 
meekly ask for a cup of coffee he 
wi!' be politely informed that the 
beverage will cost $2.35. If he 
wants a plain small steak he will be 
notified in advance that the check 
will be $11.60, and with onions, 
$16.25. The courts have upheld 
such tactics.

New L a b o r  P a r ty  T alk . 
Chicago, Nov. 7 — The formation 

of an independent labor party will 
probably be the outcome of the de 
feat of Bryan. Labor leaders here 
enroute to Denver are seriously con­
sidering the plan. It is pointed 
out that the only way that labor 
can hope to accomplish its end is 
through a seperate party. It is 
proposed to make the organization 
on broad lines and work for indus­
trial progress of both labor and cap­
ital.

R evo lu tio n  of R e a c t io n .
The Ku K lux Klan revolution 

was one of reaction, acounter-revo 
lution, more accurately a Resto­
ration; that is, restoration of white 
rule. The architects of the Aus 
tralian federation have lately, 
with undimmed foresight, declared 
for a white Australia. But the re 
constructionists forgot that the 
developement of federal govern­
ment as model for all other peoples 
of the world is the high mission of 
the Anglo-Saxon. When they 
had made formidable advance in a 
mighty effeort towards mixing our 
blood with that ol the negro, the 
most obstinately stationary human 
being at the bottom of society, the 
Ku Klux revolution beneficently 
turned the Nation back to its right 
course. Success justifies revolu­
tion. Surely the complete success 
of this revolution in such a high 
cause settles it forever that the 
Klan was, in its motive and career, 
both morally and expediently right. 
The gross exaggeration of the 
number of homicides and so-called 
outrages by the Ku K lux can be 
disposed of in one truth telling 
sentence: No other great revolu­
tion of force in history was less 
bloody and cruel. The last impor­
tant word that I have to say is that 
the Klan most strikingly illustrates 
the automatic defensive, self pre­
serving and development-further­
ing machinery of the democratic 
social organism.— John C. Reed, in

It is ex­
pected the suit will be filed next 
week. It would have been filed 
months before except for her fa­
ther’s candidacy.

Just six years ago William Ho­
mer Leavitt, then about 29 years 
old, good looking and suave, rang 
the bell at Fairview. He had been 
engaged to paint Mr. Bryan's por­
trait.

Ruth Bryan, a girl of 17 years, 
opened the door. She fell in love 
with Leavitt at first glimpse, and 
the poor artist— he was so poor that 
he had to get credit from the street 
car conductor— was not slow to note 
the fact.

3eing a girl after her father’s 
own mold, Miss Bryan announced 
that if she were not permitted to 
marry Leavitt she would elope with 
him and dispense with the parental 
sanction.

Mrs. Bryan refused to attend the 
wedding. Her husband was a re 
luctant witness. He expected the 
worst, but he did everything he 
could to ward it off.

It is now considered very prob 
able that President Roosevelt may 
become an aspirant for Senator 
Platt’s seat in the United States 
Senate. While he has not an­
nounced publicly that he would 
accept the place, his friends be 
iieve that he would be wiliing to 
ait iu the Senate with Taft in the 
presidential chair. Whitlaw Reid, 
Elihu Root and Timothy Woodruff 
are also mentioned as candidates 
for Platt’s seat.

A n Is s u e  T h a t  L iv e s .
Oue issue that has been promi­

nent in the present campaign will 
remain before the people until it is 
settled right, regardless of how the 
election goes. That is the question 
of publicity. The demand fot pub­
licity has grown out of the cam­
paign corruption that has marked 
the course of the republican party 
in national elections for many 
years, and it is a’demaud that the 
republican party has contemptuous­
ly ignored because, apparently, it 
believes those who have voted the 
republican ticket do not care what 
means are invoked to win elec­
tions.

There is considerable sentiment 
in favor of publicity among the re­
publicans. Even the republican 
candidate declared himself in favor 
of it before the convention which 
nominated him assembled. That 
convention by a practically unani­
mous vote repudiated publicity as 
a platform declaration, because its 
members, largely federal officehold. 
ers and corrupt politicians, did not 
care to have the alliance between 
the republican orgauization and 
the predatory interests exposed.

As a sop to the demand for pub­
licity, it was agreed that a state­
ment of contributions should be 
made twenty days after the elect­
ion, but this agreement did not in 
elude the receipts of the congres­
sional committee. It is proper to 
assume, therefore, that the con­
gressional committee has been ex 
empt from the publicity agreement 
because that body has been made 
the receptacle for the tainted money 
of trusts and monopolies that buy 
privileges from the republican 
party.

The entire course of the republi­
can organization with respect to 
publicity has been shifty, showing 
plainly thittbe methods which have 
disgraced republican campaigns in 
he past are yet relied upon to get 

results.
The people are coming to know, 

however, that there is not a more 
vital issue pending today than that 
of publicity. If a few men control­
ling great wealth may obtain privi­
leges to exploit the people in return 
tor money paid to republican com 
mittees for the purpose of debauch 
mg the electorate, the republic can 
not endure long. The system is so 
foul that decent men must marvel 
that it could gain a foothold in a 
country whose boast is that its in­
stitutions are based upon the honest 
suffrages of the people. If such 
flagrant corruption can endure with 
the consent of the self-respecting 
and patriotic members of a great 
party, the world will not be long 
in reaching the conclusion that the 
ballot in free America has become 
impotent to correct abuses.

The privileges which the preda 
tory interests purchase are not half 
so dangerous as the fact that such 
purchases can be made, nor is eith­
er condition so dangerous as the ap­
parent tendency of a vast body of 
men to condone any offense against 
morals which enables the party with 
which they affiliate to win an elec­
tion. Publicity has become a par­
amount issue, and it must win or 
dark days are ahead of the country. 
Houston Post.

T h e  P a n h a n d le  A fte r  S t a t e  
Institutions.

A state normal and a state expe­
riment station for the Panhandle 
are the two things for which J. R. 
Bowman, Amarillo representative 
from the One Hundred and Sixth 
district, who stopped over this week 
will work at the next sessiou of the 
legislature.

‘ ‘There is every reason in the 
world why an experiment station 
and a normal should be established 
in the Panhandle,”  said Mr. Bow­
man, in speaking of the two pro­
jects, "and I believe that the next 
legislature will authorize the estab­
lishment of both of them.

“ As it is now, it is from 250 to 
500 miles from any point in the 
Panhandle to any state normal. 
Many students go from that section 
now to such schools, and many 
more would go if a normal were 
nearer. Besides that, there are a 
large number of students in the 
lower parts of the state who would 
like to attend school in the Panhan­
dle on account of the climate ad­
vantages there. Many students 
and teachers from other parts of 
state would like to attend a summer 
school in the Panhandle, and this 
state normal would afford the best 
kind of an opportunity for such a 
summer school.

“ I11 the same way, none of the 
state experiment stations now in 
existence are in the Panhandle field, 
and no part of the state needs dem 
onstration and experiment stations 
more than the Panhandle. Agri­
cultural interests are rapidly devel 
oping there and conditions are dif 
ferent from what they areanywhere 
else in the state.

“ I am going to introduce bills 
simply for the establishment of 
these institutions anywhere in the 
Panhandle. Then the state com 
mission can decide where they 
should be located.’’ Fort Worth 
Record.

Creed Is No Test, Says Roose­
velt

Washington. Nov. 9.— Secretary 
Taft’s religious faith— Unitarian—  
is purely his own private concern, 
and not a matter for general dis­
cussion and political discrimination, 
says President Roosevelt iu a let­
ter he made public Sunday night 
in which he answers numerous cor­
respondents. The president says 
he deferred the publication of the 
letter until now to avoid any agita­
tion likely to influence the election.

Tbe letter, which is addressed to 
J. C. Martin of Dayton, O., con­
cludes as follows:

"In my cabinet at the preset.t 
moment there sit side by side 
Catholic and Prostestant, Christian 
and Jew, each man, chosen be­
cause, in my belief, he is peculiarly 
fit to exercise ou behalf of all of 
our people, the duties of the 
high office to which I have ap- 
polntnd him. In no case does 
the man’s religious belief in any 
way influence the discharge of his 
duties save as it makes him more 
eager to act justly aud uprightly 
lu bis relations to all men. The 
same principles that have obtained 
in appointing tht members of my 
cabinet the highest officials under 
me, the officials to whom is en- 
tiusttd the work of carrying out 
all the important policies of my ad­
ministration are the principles up­
on which all good American should 
act in choosing, whether by elec­
tion or appointment, the men to 
fill any office from the highest to 
the lowest, in the land.’ ’

R o a d s  F ight M iss o u r i ’ s  T w o -  
C e n t  R ate.

Kansas City, Nov. 9.— Repre 
sentatives of eighteen leading rail 
roads operating in Missouri ap­
peared before Federal Judge Smith 
here today and began the presen 
tation of evidence in an endeavor 
to prove their couteutiou that the 
railroads are unable to operate 
with profit under 2-ceut passenger 
rate and the minimum freight laws 
passed by the last legislature. Tbe 
state of Missouri is defendant and 
is represented by Attorney General 
Herbert S. Hadley, the newly 
elected republican governor, who 
will attempt to show that the rail 
roads made money under the mw 
status. Presentation of ev.d.nce 
is expected to consume two months.

C u b a  E lection  N ex t.
Next Saturday elections will be 

held throughout the island for 
president, vice president, senators 
and represenatives in the lower 
house of congress, to whom, ac­
cording to the present programme 
will be commited the fate of the 
restored Cuban republic on the 
termination of the government of 
intervention January 28, 1909. The 
troops of the United States will be 
withdrawn that date, which is 
three days in advance of the date 
otiginally set, in order that their 
departure may mark the anniver 
sary of the birth of Jose Marti 
the Cuban patriot.

There is practically no difference 
in the platforms of the two parties, 
both having as their chief plank? 
the preservation of the republic, 
equal rights for all citizens, the 
encouragement of agiicultute and 
commerce and the maintenance 
of friendly relations with tht 
United States. The struggle is 
frankly, for the possession of the 
government and the control of 
public patronage.

Government Reports Cotton 
Increase.

Washington, Nov. 3.— The
world’s production of cotton for 
mill consumption during the year 
ending Aug. 31, 1908, exceeded by
2 340,000 bales the production of 
the previous year, according to the 
census bureau’s report on the sup­
ply and distribution of cotton. It 
is a significant fact tbe report 
shows that fluctuations in tbe 
world’s supply of cotton is measur­
ed practically by the variations in 
the annual production in tbe 
United States.

If the consumption of cotton in 
1909 equals that of 1908, the 
United States, it is declared, must 
contribute aboute 12,500,000 bales 
to prevent further decrease in the 
stocks. The number of cotton 
spiudles in this country is 27,964,- 
387, the distribution among the 
states giving Massachusetts 34, 
South Carolina 13 and North Car­
olina 11 per cent. Rhode Island 
ranks fourth in the list. The 
number of spindles has increased 
23 per cent in the last eight >ears 
and the consumption of cotton 24 
per cent.

Tbe annual exports of manu­
factures of cotton are declared to 
be subject to wide fluctuations, 
those for 1908 amounting to $25,- 
177,758, or less than one-half the 
value of exports for 1906, aggre­
gated iu value more than $50,000,- 
o j o . This reduction is due to the 
falling off of the exports to China. 
An interesting fact to producers is 
that of the total cotton supply of 
the country for 1908 34 per cent
in the United States.

P ie r c e  did C o m e ,  But G e ts  a 
C o n tin u a n c e .

Austin, Nov. 9.— H. Clay Pierce, 
oil magnate, charged with perjury 
in connection with the ouster suit 
of Texas against the Waters-Pierce 
Oil company, arrived in Austin at 
6 o’clock this morning in his private 
car Zamora over the Missouri, Kan 
sas &  Texas railroad.

Accompanying Pierce were W.S. 
Priest, Colonel Fordycc, K B Per­
kins, Sam Canty and George 
Clark.

The car was left standing imme 
diatelv in front of the station with 
all curtains down. No one stirred 
until 7:15, when one of the secre 
taries left the car. The porter an­
swered all questions concerning 
Pierce with, "N ot up yet.’’

At 8:30 Pierce left the car with 
Priest on one side and Fordyce on 
the other and walked to the Dris- 
koll hotel and breakfasted.

Sheriff Matthews, at 9:15, said 
thit he would await the millionaire 
at the office, if he did not remain 
too long at breakfast. His sur­
render was scheduled for 10 
o’clock.

Pierce appeared to enjoy his 
breakfast and entertained Priest, 
Clark and Fordyce with recollec­
tions of Ben Thompson.

Leaving the hotel, Pierce walked 
to the courthouse. Sheriff Mat­
thews met the magnate and the 
two shook hands cordially. No 
word of surrender or arrest was ut­
ter? d.

A large crowd gathered in the 
courthouse to witness the arrest. 
Pierce was confronted by a dozen 
kodaks, but stood the siege uncon­
cerned. Newspaper men were uti 
able to break through the phalanx 
of friends for an interview and 
were warned that the attempt was 
useless.

Pierce made bond in the sum of 
$20 000 at noon; sureties represent 
$5 000,000, and are George Little­
field, president, and H. W. Wros, 
vice president of the American Na­
tional bank; Joseph Nalle, lumVr 
dealer; Walter Tips, hard ware mer­
chant; W. R. Hanby, president, 
and Chester Thiaaher, cashier, of 
the Citiz-ns Bank &  Trust compa­
ny; Theodore L»w, clothing mer 
chant; George Hume, president ot 
the Capitol Hank &  Trust compa­
ny; P. J. Lawless of the I. & G. 
N ., and A. J. Eilers, dry goods 
merchant. Tbe case was con­
tinued until tbe January term of 
court.

Sunday excursions are class dis 
criminaticns, are illegal under-the 
inters ate commerce law, and are 
directly opposed to the letter aud 
spirit of both state and national con­
stitutions, argued J Dr. Edward 
Thompson, president of the Sunday 
League of America, yesterday 
morning in an address at the First 
Baptist church which inaugurated 
a campaign to make Sunday in 
Texas more a day of rest.

In his address and in the blank 
petitions which ha began circulate 
ng after the service. Dr. Thomas 

did not argue that Sunday excur­
sions should be prohibited by law, 
but he did contend that the law 
should compel railroads, whenever 
they run a Sunday excursion, to 
run an excursion at the same rate 
on some day of the same week oth 
er than Sunday.

Uy 
taking the air through the stone tow­
ers eurt eu the capltol grounds, away 
frogs all contaminating Influences, e 
pare and freeh supply Is assured. The 
■win conduits era almost as wide and 
much higher thau any railroad tunnel, 
assuring a plentiful supply, and when 
the great sixteen foot double fans are 
being driven at a velocity of 110 revo- 
hilletui a minute by the powerful dyna­
mos the current In the glittering white 
tunnels Is powerful enough to sweep 
a string man oCT his feet

Hew Freeh A ir It Warmed.
The fresh air Is first delivered through 

ima gratings Into a chamber where a 
series of steam colls 200 yards from 
the la take towers heats it to any tem­
perature desired—perhaps 09 or 70 de­
gress P. It Is than forced against sec­
ondary soils sad distributed to the va­
rious rooms that are to be warmed. 
The warmed air ascends through two 
sets of gratings lu the roof of the lofty 
duct (it is probably twenty feet in 
places to the roof of this passageway 
or tnnnel), one set of gratings lending 
the nir to tbs Republican side of the 
chamber and the other set conducting 
It ts the Democratic side. The air 
ps4soN into s series of pipes which 
conduct It to the desks of the mem­
bers and to every desk in the galleries, 
its escape being provided for through 
the bronze gratings In the supports of 
the desks. Each desk Is provided with 
valves, or dampers, so that every mem­
ber can regulate the warmth dlBtrtb
II ted to him.

For a New Patent Office. 
Construction of a new and “suitable” 

building for the use of the patent of­
fice Is recommended In the annual re­
port of Edward B. Moore, commission­
er of patents.

He says It could be built out of the 
surplus of receipts over expenditures 
In the oflies since its establishment. 
He thinks an adequate bulldlug Is due 
to the Inventors, out of whoso pockets 
practically all this surplus has been 
psM.

The report shows, among other 
things, that there were received in the 
Inst fiscal year 68,527 applications for 
mechanical patents, 1,001 applications 
for designs, 307 applications for re­
issues, 3.0m caveats. There were 34,- 
903 patents granted. Including reissues 
and designs. The number of patents 
that expired was 34,270.

There were filed 7,407 applications 
for the registration of trademarks, 810 
applications for labels and 839 applica­
tions for ths registration of prints. 
Of these there were registered 0,135 
trademarks, 080 labels and 270 prints.

Receipts and Expenditures.
Ths total receipts of the patent of­

fice were $1,874,180.75. The total ex­
penditures were $1,008,202.01. The 
net surplus of receipts over expendi­
tures—tbe amount turned into the 
treasury—w»S $206,888.74.

The trademarks registered are leas 
this year by 2.608 than the previous 
year. There bare been more patents 
granted this year by 1,604.

In 1006 10,406 trademarks were regis­
tered under the new law, in 1907 8,798 
and in 1808 0.188, which latter number 
will probably be about the normal 
number hereafter issued.

Surplus Would Pay For Building. 
"The net surplus of all years of re­

ceipts over expenditures which have 
been covered Into ths treasury up to 
June 80, 1008.” ssy* Commissioner 
Moore, "shows s  grand total of $0,972,- 
07088 Nearly this whole sum has 
been paid by the Inventors of tbs coun­
try, Inasmuch as they hare paid the 
total expenses for the maintenance of 
tbs patent oilier It is but fair to say 
they are entitled to have a suitable 
building provided in which their busi­
ness can be transacted In s  prompt 
and sAeten manner.

•«jbe coot of this building and 
^ o ee d  cwuld be entirely paid for out 
of this surplus. I most earnestly urge 
that congress be asked to make provi­
de* tor an adequate building for the 
MS of tbs United States patent office.”

There 
were other Mermaid taverns, one in 
fhenpslde and another in Cornhlll, but 
they had no such associations as clung 
lo that of Bread street.
