Donley County USDA War Board
Urges Farmers to Sell Scrap Iron

The County Committee attend-
ed a meeting in Amarillo on Tues-
day, March 3rd. George M.
Slaughter, Chairman of the State
Committee was in charge of this
meeting, and reports of the War
Boards of twenty-two counties
were made. The average price of
scrap iron amounted to about
$7.20 te $8.00 per ton. This county
is paying $7.00 to $7.20 per ton for
this iron.

It will probably make no dif-
ference to farmers what price that
they receive just so iron is sold
and brought into criculation for
the Defense Program.

“We feel that the people of Don-
ley County will respond readily
to the calil of the government for
all scrap iron,” stated one of the
committee; “however, farmers are
cautioned not to sell any thing
that would be of use in repairing
farm machinery either this year
or in the future.”

The USDA War Board of Don-
ley County has been notified that
March 1st to 7th has been desig-
nated as the “Plant for Victory”
week. Although it is too early for
all farm planting as well as most
garden planting we can at least
make plans for our gardens at this
early date.

One of the major parts of the
USDA War Board is to encourage
a large farm family garden and
plenty of canned or conserved
wvegetables,

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Deep Snow Falls
Over Panhandle

The heaviest snow fall in eleven
years greeted Clarendon folks
here Sunday morning, forcing
most of them to stay in-doors dur-
ing the morning hours. The snow
began falling Saturday night and
abated around the noon hour Sun-
day.

The snow blanketed all of
Northwest Texas and Western
Oklahoma in depths ranging from
three to sixteen inches, broke
down trees in some places, made
telephone wires sag, but melted
rapidly to fill the soil with wel-
come moisture,

The more venturous tackled the
job of getting their cars to town
here Sunday merning. Quite a
number failed to make the grade,
having to abandon their cars and
await the thaw'in the late after-
noon before being able to move
them.

Very little wind accompanied
the snow, and the temperature
was above the freezing point.
Thawing began Sunday afternoon,
and most of the moisture soaked
readily into the soil.

The temperature, however, slip-
ped below the freezing point Sun-
day night, freezing the snow and
slush into crusty hard surfaces.
Driving was made hazardous un-
til the frozen surface began thaw-
ing about mid morning.

Official weatherman, Joe Gold-
ston, says the moisture was a-
round 1,10 inches. The snow
depth ranged from 10 to 12 inches
here in town, the deepest
December 17, 1931 when 15 inches

year, according to the National
Dairy Council. The foods chosen
were based on dietary standards set
up by the Bugeau of Home Econom-
ics, United States Department of
Agriculture. The prices were from
the Bureau of Labor Statistics,
United States Department of
Labor, Washington, D. C,

Average price increases of each
group of foods were computed from
the latest retail prices in 51 cities
compared to the same period of the
previous year. The smallest price
increase, 9 per cent, was for flour
and cereals.. Milk was the next
smallest with an increase of only
15 per cent. The price increase for
fats varied from 16 to 63 per cent
with an average of 32 per cent
Among all fats butter with 16 per
cent showed the lowest increase.

More Long Staple
Cotton Needed

COLLEGE STATION, March 5.
—The Texas USDA War Board
| this week launched a campaign to
lin('rt-usv the production of cotton
i with a staple length of one and
one-eighth inches and over.

First step in the campaign will
be a survey by county USDA War
boards to determine the amount
of good seed available for produc-
ing the desired staple lengths.
The county boards will furnish
farmers with the results of the
survey, giving sources of seed,
supply, prices and varieties,

In a memorandum to the war
| boards outlining the need for
| more long staple cotton, Secretary
| of Agriculture Wickard announc-
| ed a national goal of 1,437,000
bales, an increase of 652,000 bales
over 1941 production.
| The Texas USDA War Board in
| its instructions to county boards
ipnint(-d out that the increases in
longer staple cotton are to be nb-‘
tained within present acreage al-
lotments through a shift from
short staple to longer staple pro-
duction.

At the same time, the board
pointed out the possibility of a
shortage of the medium staples as
a result of the shift to longer
staples. To offset such a shortage,
the board will encourage the
planting of more medium staple
cotton in those areas where sub-
stantial amounts of 13/16 to 7%
inch staple are now being pro-
| duced.

To encourage these changes in
planting practices, the Commod-
ity Credit Corporation will in-
crease the premiums to be offered
on longer staple lengths of all
grades and staples under the 1942
loan program. The premiums are
intended to enable producers to
| realize the same per acre return
from the longer cottons which
have low yields that they would
have received from the shorter
| cottons which generally have

SIMPLE GAS MASK FOR
CIVILIAN USE

AUSTIN—A simple bandage of
folded-cloth soaked in a mixture
of hypo and bicarbonate of soda
will provide a very creditable gas
mask for civilians if no others
are provided, a University of Tex-
as chemist has advised.

Dr. H R. Henze, veteran of
World War I who held a chemical
warfare commission of captain
and who is now teaching courses
in chemical warefare at the Uni-
versity offered that suggestion for
the benefit of any Texans who
might be wondering about prep-
aration for gas attacks.

As a matter of fact, however,
Dr. Henze believes this war needs
more poison gas—if it is the right
kind: a “knock-out” variety.

“Chemical warefare could be
the most humane kind of weap-
on,” Dr. Henze declares, “A gas
that could render unconscious the
whole population of the enemy
until the leaders who are causing
the trouble could be captured
would be the least harmful and
the most effective combat ac-
tions.” It would be far superior,
he believes to prevent destruction
and mutilation.

But deadly mustard gases, chlo-
rine and more fatal mixtures can
be war's worst weapons, he read-

Sugar Rationing

Not Far Off

DALLAS-State rationing ad-
ministrators in Texas, Oklahoma
and Louisiana—the three states in
the Southwest region of the Of-
fice of Price Administration—
have made public the manner in
which sugar rationing books will
be issued, probably during the
last week of March.

A sugar rationing book for each
‘ man, woman and child will be is-
sued, during a four-day period.
Thousands of school teachers in
each state will serve as registrars
under the direction of local ration-
ing

boards. Family registrants
will go to the elementary school
of the district in which the family

lives, while retail merchants will

register several days earlier at
high schools. Registration dates
probably will not be set for anoth-
er week or so.

One adult may register for each
family unit; and a family unit,
generally speaking, will be con-
sidered to be a group, related by
blood or marriage, living and eat-
ing together under the same roof.

It does not protect
growers from losses due to defec-
tive or poor seed or bad farming
practices, damage to quality, loss
by theft, or failure to irrigate
when insurance is written on ir-
rigated basis, Cothran explained.

Applicants and recipi- |
ents of aid reside predominately
in the larger cities. ;
When the death, continued ill-|
ness, or absence of one or both|
parents leaves the family without |
any means of support or parental
care, the Aid to Dependent Child-
ren program provides monthly
cash payments to the mother or
other close relative with whom
the children may live for the
maintenance of the home. The
47th Legislature appropriated
money to finance the program,
with the federal government
matching funds dollar for dollar.
The law sets certain require-
ments for the receipt of assistance
by dependent children. First: it
must be proved that need exists.
A family is considered to be in
need if it lacks sufficient resourc-
es to maintain itself. A child must
have lived in the state for at least
a year beforehand, or, if it is an
infant less than a year old, the
mother must have lived in the
state a year before it was born.
Although the federal social secur-
ity act provides for matching
funds in giving aid to children up
to 16 years of age, or 18 if the
child is still attending school, the
Texas constitution excludes bene-
fits to children who have already
attained the age of 14 or over.
Applications for aid to depend-
ent children may be made at the
local office of the State Depart-
ment of Public Welfare. The same
workers who administer Aid to
the Needy Blind and Old Age As-
sistance also administer the child-
ren’s program. Applicants must
supply certain information about
the family and its circumstances
so that the welfare office can de-
termine whether the children may
receive aid. The local office has
available a Question and Answer
pamphlet which gives full infor-
mation concerning eligibility re-
quirements and how to get thru
an application.

COLLEGE STATION — Texas
consumers want quality eggs and
are willing to pay for them. Myr-

Most
associations received premiums of
from 3 to 8 cents per dozen.

Teeth or Eyesight

Deficiencies

Local boards throughout Texas
have been directed to reopen and
consider anew the case of every
registrant who has heretofore
been classified in Class I-B or
Class IV-F predicated on defic-
iences in teeth or eyesight, Gen-
eral J. Watt Page, State Selective
Service Director, announced to-
day.

Army physical requirements,
General Page pointed out, have
heretofore specified that regis-
trants must have an adequate
number of serviceable natural
teeth (three pairs of biting and
three pairs of chewing teeth op-
posite to each other when chew-
ing) and must be able to read test
cards at 20 feet without glasses
which a normal person can read
at 100 feet without glasses, pro-
vided the same matter can be read
by the registrant at 40 feet with
the use of glasses. Registrants
who could not meet these require-
ments have been placed in Class
I-B or Class IV-F according to the
degree of deficiency.

The Army has now provided for
a liberalization of dental and vis-
ual requirements for acceptance
of registrants for general military
service, General Page said.

Class I-B and Class IV-F regis-
trants who are found to be eligi-
ble for military service under the
liberalized dental and visual re-

There were 241 cases represent-
ing 1,019 persons participating in
the prpgram last month according
to the report.

The benefit of the program to
farmers as well as participants
was  pointed out by Wynn S.
Goode. Blue stamp purchases rep-
resent food markets the farmers
would not have otherwise had
since clients are required to pur-
chase each month the amount of
orange stamps they would ordi-
narily spend for food. Clients are
then issued blue stamps enabling
them to purchase additional food.
The food stamp program of the
Surplus Marketing Administra-
tion is only a part of the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture’s broad program to help cre-
ate ready markets for the full
vield of American farm products,
Mr. Goode added.
