The New York World is said to
have protected itself before print-
ing its articles, placing each one in
the hands of attorneys. In this
way, it is believed, it saved itself
from liability for criminal action.
The Indianapolis News, however,
which got its material from the
World, was less careful about its
statements and the style of the head
on the article.

Galveston, Dec. 10.—William J.
Bryan addressed the people of Gal-
veston tonight on political issues,
the speech taking place in the Scot:
tish Rite hall and all available space
was filled, a big portion of the audi-
ence being women Mr. Bryan
was introduced by Charles P, Mac-
Gill, and in his talk, covered the
three campaigns of which he has
been the candidate of the'democrat-
ic party.

called an emperor.”

In the issues of the last campaign
he referred to private monopolies
have increased since the election.

Tells of Faults and Weakness
of Farmers.

It’sa good thing, sometimes, to
have our follies and weaknesses
pointed out. Men who are always
telling one another that they are in
the right and every body else in the
wrong will not be likely to correct
their mistakes, nor get out of their
bad ways. A man by the name of
Parker in the meeting of cotton
raisers at New Orleans told them of
a few things that ought to make
them sit up and think, And thisis
what he said:

‘‘It is much more pleasant and
safer to hand boquets than it is to
throw bricks, and for that reason,
most speakers at farmers’ gather-
ings adopt the former course, and
give the sons of toil such a surfeit
of flattery as to make a blunt state
ment of existing conditions mos!
unwelcome,

‘‘A number of personal experi
ences have satisfied me that the
msjority are like children, and pre-
fer a sugar coated pill to quinine.
Sometimes it is necessary to give
your medicine straight. Due to low
prices and the boll weevil, alread\
over a large section and certain t
spread further, the time has com:
for the farmer to take his dose like
a man,

‘“My excuse for this preface is
having addressed a number of farm
ers’ gatherings and having been
hooted and hissed at, too. I now
ask as a personal favor that you
hold up any demonstrations, until
my short talk is finished.

““There is no improvident
on earth than the average cotton
plantet. In those good old days,
before the war, of which the orator
tells us, bistory says every farmer
nad his smoke-house packed wiih
bacon, his crib filled with corn, the
grist mill hummed regularly, and
the farmer waxed fat and prosper-
ous.

‘“Today not one cotton farmer in
ten raises his meat. Not one in
five raises corn enough to last him,
and, shameful to say, thousands
actually buy the hay necessary to
sustain their stock.

‘‘Annually now for some years
the cotton farmers meet in conven
tion, listen to some good political
speeches, and occasionally a new
joke, then vigorously applaud the
fervid oratory denouncing trusts,
and finally organize the biggest
kind of a trust to regulate prices,
agree to decrease acreage and di
versify their crops, to raise what
they need at home, and be inde-
pendent of banks, cotton factors or
merchants.

“Their final resolutions are en-
thusiastically carried at theconven-
tion hall, and all conveniently for-
gotten, for by the time they return
home, they decide to plant a little
more cotton, and they keep on in
the same way.

“Do you ever hear the wheat
grower, or the corn grower, or the
oat grower, or the mule raiser call
conventions to ‘regulate prices?’
Not on your life. He goes ahead
skimps close until he gets out of
debt, then asks the value of its pro
duct and holds it until he gets it.
He don’t sit on the fence and cry
for either moral or financial sympa
thy.

‘“The curse of our cotton planter
is debt, and until he gets out of
debt he will never realize his dreams
of independence.

‘‘Have you ever thought that in
the great chain of the credit sys-
tem the cotton planter forms one of
he important links? How the
tenant boirows from the planter,
who borrows from the merchant or
factor, who, in turn borrows from
the local bank, which borrows in
one of the great financial centers
which, in turn, borrow from the fi-
nancial centers of Europe, and how

man

in turn both from the picking of
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cotton to the final sending of the

bill of exchange to reimburse the
European center this completes the
chain?

‘‘Credit is the whole system,with
the high prices and excessive
charges which must be made to cov-
er the risk involved.

‘‘Have you ever been through
Ohio, Illinois, Indiana,or Iowa,and
seen the farms of those sections?
Great, splendid barns filled with
hay and corn and oats and silage.
The pastures with sleek cattle,
sheep and hogs, the tool house fill-
ed with well kept implements,
everything neat and orderly, and
some profit on every article raised.
They rotate crops in those sections,
and keeptheir property up,and have
money in banks.

““Why do our planters still ad-
here to the rasor back hogs and
scrub cattle when at less expense
they could raise the stock, which
will improve the farm and go a
long ways towards lifting the mort-
gage? The loss and abuse of farm
implements annually represent a
fortune. Hoes, plows, harrows,
mowing machines and wagons often
lie, for months exposed to the ele-
ments and when the crops of corn
and cotton are gathered they are
shamefully cared for. The leaky
barns with damaged cornand col-
icky mules are a disgrace.

““Most businecss men or profes-
sional men will average at least 275
working days a year. On the
properties under my control last
season the greatest time any tenant
wetually worked in the field was
146 days, the least time 112 days,
ind the average 138 days, or less
than one half the time put in by the
merchant or professional man. It
was either too hot or too cold, too
wet or too dry, or any old excuse
to keep out of the field.

““The northern farmer works
twice as hard as we do and under
great disadvantages, and to the full
appreciates the old motto: ‘‘The
Lord helps those who help them-
selves.’

“‘Quit resolving and resoluting.
Get to work. Diversify your crops.
Raise good stock. Get your con-
gressman to send you the latest
government bulletins.  Get the
best seed. Raise what you can at
home. Above all, get out of debt.
Stay out of debt, and then hold
your products until you get value
for them, and the whole world, in-
stead of condemning, will applaud
your wisdom.”’

The Highest Mountains in the
South.

Texas leads the sister states in
railroad milage, in the production
of cotton, cattle and grain and in
other lines that has had time to de-
velop. It is aslarge as half the
southern states combined, and is
first even in its orchards of peaks
and mountains.

Of altitudes in the south that
have been measured, 2,483, not in-
cluding varying measurements of
the same places, are above 1,000
feet.

The highest altitudes measured
by states are; Texas, Baldy Peak,
8,382 feet; North Carolina, Mount
Mitchell, 6,711 feet; Tennessee,
Mount Guyot, 6,636 feet; Virginia,
Rogers Mountain, 5,719 feet; Geor-
gia, Sitting Bull Mountain, 5,046
feet; West Virginia, Spruce Knob,
4,860 feet; South Carolina, Rich
Mountain, 3,569 feet;Maryland,Al-
legheny Heights, 3,187 feet; Ar-
kansas, Fourche Mountain and Mag-
azine Mountain, each 2,800 feet;
Alabama, Pulpit Rock, 2,018 feet;
Kentucky,Frazier Knob, 1,540 feet;
Mississippi, Holly Springs,620 feet;
Louisiana, Arcadia, 368 feet; Dis-
trict of Columbia, Soldiers’ Home
Ground, 330 feet, and Florida,Mos-
sy Head, 274 feet.--Dallas News.

Ike Pryor Wants Hides Pro-
tected.

To Colonel Ike T. Pryor, a Tex:

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Root Shows Surprising Nation-
al Growth.

Since the consideration of the
legislative, executive and judicial
appropriation bill was taken up in
committee, the House has been im-
pressed with the growth of the
United States in comparison to oth-
er nations of the world.

Secretary Root startled the mem-
bers by referring to the State de-
partment organization as a ‘‘tem-
porary matter.”’ :

“I consider the time will shortly
come when it will be desirable to
make material changes in the or
ganization of the State depart
ment,”’ the Secretary told the com-
mittee on appropriations. He pre-
dicted the time would soon come
when the enlarging business would
justify and require a politico-geo
graphical division of the work of
the department. This would mean
various divisions each to deal with
European, Latin-American, Far
Eastern and British colonial ques-
tions.

Secretary Root demonstrated that
the work of the department was
Lgrowing by saying there was anin-
crease of about 30,000 pieces of
mail a year; that the trade of the
United States has increased from
1,662 million dollars in 1896 to 3,-
315 milllon dollars in 1907, and
that the outgoing foreign travel
from the United States bad in-
creased from 225,411 in 1898 to
569,882 in 1907.

Smith, proprietor and editor of the

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Forage Crops In Northwest
Texas.
Sorghum is by far the most import-
ant forage crop throughout thic sec-
tion. It notonly gives a heavy yield

: |
of forage per acre, but is more de-

pendable than any other feed crop
that can be grown.

The best forage varities are: Su-
mac, Orange, Blackhull Kafir, Red
Kafir, Red Amber, Minnesota Amber,
and Milo.

Careful seeding is of the greatest
importance, as the stand controls
largely the growth and yield of the
crop. Hand threshed seeds germinate
to an even stand and are found . more
satisfactory for seeding purposes than
machine thrashed seed. The use of
a planter that has a pack-wheel fol-
lowing will in most cases insure a per-
ferct stand.

The heaviest yields of forage were
had from the sorgros and kafirs when
planted in drills 21 inches apart with
stalks every inch. Milo gave the lar-
gest yield inrows three feet apart
with stalks every inch. These yields
ranged from 3 to 6 tons per acre at
Chillicothe and_from 3 to 8 tons at
Amarillo.

Seed selection will greatly increcse
the quality and yield of forage per
acre.,
for a higher percentage by weight of
leaves and seeds to stalk; at the same
time increasing the quality of the
stem by decreasing its size and in-
creasing the percentage of sugar,

Alfalfa promises to be a valuable
crop in the southeastern part of the
section, but throughout the north-
western portion it has little promise
except where grown in depressions
between hills, locally known asswales,
on beaches around lakes, and espe-
cially in canyons.

Kansas and Texas grown seed give
best results, Turkestan alfalfa has
proven so far to be a poor yielder.

The cowpea is a valuable crop to
rotate with the sorghums and prom-
ises in the northern half to take the
place of alfalfa on the uplands.

'he moth bean compares favorably
with cowpeas in yield of hay and
apparently more resistant to drouth.
It is, therefore, an excellent crop to

Human Sacrifices.

| the Aztecs commemorated the return of
[ their masterful war god, the sun, from
the south, and the ceremonies carried
on In his honor occupied a period of
geveral dayvs. The initiatory rites be
| gan before daylight of the first morn-
ing, when the chief priest and his sub-

{ dignitaries wended their way in sol-
emn procession to the top of their
greatest pyramidal sanctuary. Here

the high priest retired alone to a small
temple, e doorway opened toward
the east, and as the rising sun crimson-
ed and purpled the serrated mountains
he knelt and sprinkled thlckly upon
the marble floor the sacred meal,

As the first rays of the newborn sun
strike slantingly across the floor of the
tiny temple the bended priest beholds
a miracle. Faintly at first, then strong-
er and stronger, grows an imprint in
the meal of the naked foot of their war
god. Upon this miraculous manifesta-
tion the high priest announces to the
assembled couriers that their god has
returned to them and that the grand
festal occasion is Inaugurated.
