Writing from Amarillo to a Car-
thage, Mo., paper this individual
sees no good in all this great coun
try. His mind is too small to take
in the bigness of things. The edi-
torial writer of the Daily Panban-
dle once held in his arms a little
child as he stood on a cliff overlook-
ing the Pacific ocean. ‘‘See, now

- there is the great ocean,little one,”’

said the newspaper man. ‘‘Where,
where is it—I don t see it,”’ plain-
7T~ tively spoke the little child. It was
too big for the tot to see and to
grasp, meantally, until some mo-
ments had passed. But the child
finally realized the perspective,
which is more than the Missourian
has done, although he was'‘shown’’
by a number of broad-minded men.
Men of the great west have scant
respect for the provincial individu:
al at best; but when one of these
species visits this country and
brings along eyes to see and ears to

This champion of the Panhan-
dle is J. B. Dickinson of Kansas
City and editor of the Southwest-
ern News Syndicate, and one
of the best known newspaper and
magazine writers in the southwest,
Dickinson says that ‘‘it is unfor-
tunate that such misleading stories
are given publicity, and an investi-
gation by an impartial judge would
disprove many of the statements,
and if the critic owns land in Jasper
county, Mo., which he desires to
sell, he should give this as a reason
for ‘knocking’ against the Panhan

dle.”

After reading the Missourian’s
‘‘special correspondence to the Car-
thage press,”’ dated from Amarillo,
Dickinson says:

‘‘Practically every positive state-
ment made by this writer can be
disproved by men who neither have
lands for sale in the Panhandle nor
elsewhere, but men who desire only
justice. I spent three monthsin the
Panhandle not long ago in the in.
terest of a syndicate of leading
pewspapers and magazines which
wanted the truth and nothing but
the truth about that country.

“To reply tothe man in detail
would require . ore space than the
average newspaper could spare, but
enough can be said that would con-
vince any fair- minded man that the
individual in question is either a
chronic *kicker’ or else has an ul-
terior motive in ‘knocking’the fair-
est land in all the south, the Texas
Panhandle.

‘“The government weather bureau
at Amarillo was established nearly
17 years ago, and since that time
the average annual rainfall has been
about 24 inches. The Missourian
evidently reckoned without his host
when he bewailed and moaned over
the terrible fate of the alleged
‘drouth of 6 years ago,’which never
came. Six years ago, according to
the United States weather report in
Amarillo, the rainfall was 23 11
inches, and strange to relate, it
came during the growing, or crop
season. It rained nine inches in
May, two inches in June, one and
one half inches in July, two and
one half inches in August and near
one inch in September. Certainly
this could not have been the ‘terri-
ble drouth’ the ‘knocker’ speaks
of.

I wish to call attention to the
fact that the Texas State Horti-
cultural society will hold its winter
meeting at Brownsville January 13
and 14, 1909. All interested in
horticulture would do well to at-
tend the meeting.

Being appointed astanding com-
mittee on plums for the Panhandle
I solicit any reliable information
on any European or native fruits,
such as prunes, damson, Gage,
Japan, or Chickasaw varieties.
Would greatly appreciate this, as
I gm expected to report from time
to time or the success or failure of
certain varieties. The purpose is
to obtain successful varieties and
dropout a great many unsuccess-
ful ones of the early bloomers,
such as Burbanks, Satsuma,
Wickson and several others, and
have our nursery men send out the
best Chickasaw hybred,as no other
Japan type seems to be a success
here. So report failure or success
alike for our mutual betterment.

As I am greatly interested in
apples for this section, I would ask
further if any one has tested any
apple that has proven very prolific
or otherwise successful in this lo-
cality would like to know the va-
riety. I have been nursery grow-
ing considerably, therefore would
be willing to collect and test all
varieties of apples of the United
States, but don’t feel it would be
hardly right to bear all the burden
as the benefit would be general.
We can have an experiment station
for this purpose, if the government
is not willingto help us, at little
cost. It would be a general benefit
that would be a great boon to our
part of the state, if a successful
variety of apples could be obtained.
An apple section would add more
to our vicinity than most anything
we know of.

AN INEXPENSIVE ICEHOUSE.

No Reason Why the Farmer Should Be
Without It.

An lcehouse and cool room may be
constructed as follows: Excavate a
balf cellar In a perfectly dry place,
from which the surface slopes (or may
be made to slope) In all directions, so
as to prevent danger of moisture from
want of drainage, A stone or brick
wall Is built around this and laid in
hydraulic cement. The floor s ce-

mented, A frame or other bullding Is
built upon this basement to contaln
the ice. Twelve feet square will be

large enough for a moderate sized fam-

ily, as an lcehouse of that size will
hold about twenty loads or tons of ice.

The maln peint is the division be-
tween the icehouse and the room be-
low it, This must be perfectly alr
tight and a moderately good conductor
of heat, The floor may be laid In the
following manner:

Beams of sufiicient strength are laid ‘

across and the ends well bedded in ce-
ment. A floor of zinc sheets is then
laid upon the beams, the sheets being
closely nailed to the beams upon strips
of rubber sheeting to make the joints
water aud alr tight. The beams should
be dressed smoothly. The zinc sheets
are bent, as shown in the illustration
(IFig. 2). This Is for the purpose of
causing the moisture, which will con-
dense upon the underside of this ceil-
Ing, to flow downward to the lower
angle, where it will drip. The drip is
caught in the little gutters of zinc
shown in the figure attached to the
ceiling and Is carried off by a proper
drain With this water will also be
carried off much of the impurity of
the atmosphere, and If very little ven-
tilation Is given there will be little
condensation and the air will be kept
dry. This polnt must be well attended
to, as the danger of excessive ventlla-
tion is very great. The beams and
zine celling should be painted with
white paint—lead and ofl.

Above the zine celllng a thin layer of
dry, fresh sawdust should be laid
smoothly, and a floor of matched pine
boards should be laid upon that and
thoroughly coated with melted piteh.
This floor should slope a little to one
corner so as to draw the waste water
from the Ice there, and an 8 trap drain
shonld be laid from that to carry off
the water into the drain above men-
tioned. The usual layer of sawdust is
laid upon this floor to prevent too rap-
Id conveyaunce of heat from below to
the ice above. Small double windows

should be used in the cool chamber be-
low to prevent access of heat from the
outside, and they should be fitted air
tight. Ventilation should be provided
for by means of a wooden pipe with a
slide, by which the opening can be
regulated. By carefully regulating the
ventilation the air may be kept dry.
