Butane, isobutane, and isopen­
tanes are produced in liquid form 
and shipped to refineries making 
aviation gasoline where they are 
blended with gasoline refined 
from oil, the resulting product 
having an octane rating far above 
that of average motor fuel.

The committee has established 
offices at 801 Mellie Espcrson 
Building, Houston, Texas, and 
has mailed questionnaires to all 
owners of plants in this district. 
It is expected that these questoin- 
naircs will be filled out and re­
turned immediately so that the 
committee may have this infor­
mation available for the office of 
Petroleum Coordinator for Na­
tional Defense.

ALL-IMPORTANT
This War is going to be won on 

the Home Front The Home Front 
is all-important in total war. The 
Home Front saved Britain after 
Dunkerque. It was to the Home 
Front— to the betrayed and delud­
ed people of Germany—that Hit­
ler addressed himself with be- 
tween-the-lincs hysteria last week 
end.

We Americans are all-out for 
Victory on this front. We're all of 
us determined to keep the raw 
materials for Victory flowing in­
to our industrial plants and the 
finished weapons of war stream­
ing from those plants to the fight­
ing zones, until Adolf is in the 
ash can and Japan is on the junk 
heap, until the poor, misguided 
Italians are ready to dunk II Duce 
in the Tiber.

Importance of High 
Germ Test Seed

County Agent H. M. Breedlove 
today issued a warning to all 
farmers to be cautious in purchas­
ing planting seed this season be­
cause of unusually low germina­
tion percentage due to poor grow­
ing conditions last year.

Mr Breedlove said that State 
Commissioner of Agriculture, J. 
E McDonald, had informed him 
that the State Seed Laboratory is 
finding germination of cotton and 
other seed consistently lower this 
year than in previous years, 
germination of many samples 
running as low as 20 to 30 per 
cent, and numerous samples 
showing zero.

A  careful examination of the 
tag on seed bought by the farmer 
will help to insure the success of 
his year's work, the county agent 
stated. A ll seed sold by dealers 
must be tagged according to the 
Texas Seed Law, and the official 
tag must show the germination, 
purity and noxious and other 
weed seed content. The dealer 
who sell untagged seed is not only 
breaking the law, but is endang­
ering the farmer’s crop by selling 
seed which may be worthless 
trash.

The State Seed Laboratory re­
ports that cotton seed is showing 
an unusually low germination as 
compared to other seed, and gin- 
ners are cautioned not to sell 
untested and untagged seed to the 
farmers.

The country’s entire supply of 
aluminum has now been mar­
shalled for war!

The WPB won't grant priorities 
for steel to be used in air raid 
shelters. Steel offers better pro­
tection when it's in guns or ships.

Having cut the output of radios 
and radio-phonographs by more 
than 40 per cent— and there prob­
ably are still more cuts ahead— 
the WPB has moved to reduce the 
production o f “non-cssentiar in­
candescent lamps by 50 per cent 
The Price Administrator’s office 
has asked makers o f electric hear­
ing aids not to raise prices, too.

PRICE OF VICTORY
Of course, every Victory has its 

price. Right now, we can begin to 
see clearly what Victory is going 
to cost the Home Front—and it’s 
plenty, although it is a small sum 
to pay for such values as liberty 
and the right to pursue happiness 
and work for a decent sort of 
world.

Victory is going to cost some 
manufacturers their business for 
the duration, as metals are divert­
ed from such things as new pots 
and pans to guns and tanks. Vic­
tory is going to mean virtual con­
scription of hundreds of indus­
tries, grief to management, and 
distress to workers, as they shift 
from the uses of peace to the uses 
of war.

More than 15,000 retail mer­
chants throughout the country 
are aiding the drive to salvage 
materials for war, and the WPB 
is receiving new pledges at the 
rate of thousands each day.

Inflation Danger 
Stressed Most

D ALLAS —  Patriotic citizens 
were called to aid the Price Con­
trol Administration today in 
guarding agpinst unreasonable 
price increases in all lines.

Max L. McCullough, regional 
director of the Office of Price 
Administration for the states of 
Texas, Oklahoma and Louisiana, 
warned that price inflation might 
be as serious an enemy on the 
“home front” as tanks on the bat­
tlefield, or submarines in the 
ocean.

“In World War Number One,” 
he said, “the United States allow­
ed inflation to get out of control. 
By that one defeat on the eco­
nomic front, we might have lost 
that war if Germany had been a 
little stranger then. We must not 
make that mistake now.” And he 
emphasised the word “must.”

Mr. McCullough's office is now 
set up to receive complaints from 
citizens of the three states in this 
region under the new price con­
trol law enacted a few days ago 
by Congress.

Price ceilings already have 
been established on many manu­
factured articles. commodities 

I and raw materials.
The broad authority granted by 

the new price control law per­
mits Leon Henderson, the nation­
al administrator, to expand the 

{ list o f price ceilings to many other 
commodities.

Mr. McCullough made it clear 
that “every patriotic citizen and 
merchant is invited to keep in 
close touch with this office, and 
to see that prices are held within 
the bounds to be set by the Office 
of Price Administration.”

“Direct price control,” he ex­
plained, “ is an essential part of 
the war program. The problem 
must be handled promptly and 
boldly, if our victory is to be as­
sured.”

“The majority of the American 
people recognize the danger that 
faces this country and most of 
them, we know, will cooperate in 
the price control program. But 
there are always a few ‘chislers’-

and it is our business in this o f­
fice to see that those 'chislers' are 
compelled to abide by the new 
law.’’

And he added: “A1 lof us know 
that if prices on commodities and 
rents began skyrocketing as they 
did twenty-five years ago, during 
the first World War and 'in the 
post war period, a severe hard­
ship would result to the public. 
And more than that— the huge 
sums appropriated by the Gov­
ernment for our war effort would 
lose in value and would purchase 
much less. Thus, our democratic 
plans for prosecuting the war 
would be nullified. We must not 
allow that to happen. We must 
win this battle on the home front 
—against inflation.”

There probably will be enough 
of the commoner spices, too, ex­
cept cinnamon. We’ve more than 
two years' supply of East Indian 
pepper in the warehouses.. WPB 
has found it possible to relax the 
restrictions on fats and oils— a 
break for makers and users of 
salad oils, shortening, lard, soaps 
and paint.

TIN  CANS TO BATTLE
We're going to see a lot less of 

the tin can, which is going thru 
this war primarily as a container 
of meat and vegetables. Already, 
WPB * has halved the amount of 
tin which may be used in cans for 
baking powder, beer, biscuits, 
candy, cereals, flour, chocolate 
and cocoa, dog food, spices, condi­
ments, petroleum products and 
tobacco.

There has been a lot of beer 
poured into tins. In 1941, for in­
stance, beer cans consumed 1,600 
tons of scarce tin—more than was 
used to can any vegetable except 
tomatoes.

Now, along with the tin cans. 
WPB is drafting a part of their 
contents. It plans an order with­
holding a percentage of the 1942 
fruit and vegetable pack, as a re­
serve for the armed forces and 
lend-h-ase. Sales of sugar may be 
limited to three-quarters of a 
pound per person per week— 
which is enough.

CHANGES FORESHADOWED
Almost all of the trends deve­

loped during the last week have 
direct bearing on the home. There 
is a War Production Board survey 
now going on which, taken with 
W PB’s warning of stringent ra­
tioning to come, points the direc­
tion in which we’re headed. WPB 
is questioning 10,000 manufac­
turers to find out just how much 
minimum civilian production they 
must maintain, along with maxi­
mum military production.

Such things foreshadow change, 
and change we will have— change 
in the familiar contents of the 
kitchen shelves, in the contents of 
our closets and bureau drawers, 
in our living rooms.

SUGGESTION.

Last summer when the English 
peas were going strong on the 
Apostle’s poor farm, a number of 
folks asked to be reminded of 
planting time in the 1942 season.

Plant in 
tight ground in a furrow at least 
eight inrhos deep. Cover the seed 
to a depth of three inches. Use 
plenty of seed. After the plants 
come up, gradually pull the dirt 
into the furrow until it is level. 
That gives the plants a fine root 
system. Peas planted early come 
up at the right time. If planted 
late and shallow, they may bear 
one light crop and the vines die 
because of a lack of a root system. 
Try it and see. Use any variety 
you like. All-Season, Marrowfat 
and Telephone are my choices, in 
the order named.

Expert Says
COLLEGE STATION —  With 

many kinds of clothing and tex­
tiles becoming limited or unob­
tainable because of war demands, 
taking care of clothing grows 
more necessary every day.

The first step in taking care of 
clothing intelligently is knowing 
fabrics and their proper treat­
ment, says Mrs. Dora R. Barnes, 
clothing specialist for the Exten­
sion Service of A&M College. It 
w ill help to study labels and con­
sult clerks and store buyers about 
materials - - whether the color is 
fast to light and washing, and 
how much a garment is likely to 
shrink. The specialist adds that 
there’s nothing to the old custom 
of soaking materials in a solution 
of salt and water to “set” the col­
or. It doesn’t work.

The right way to wash wool is 
to use warm, soft water and neu­
tral soap. Squeeze the suds thru 
the cloth—don’t rub it— and rinse 
in water the same temperature as 
first used. Dry wool in a warm 
place, but not in the sunlight. 
Wool garments should be pressed 
while they’re still damp with a 
medium-hot iron. A  pressing cloth 
should be used, too.

Washable rayons require heavy, 
lukewarm suds of neutral soaps, 
the specialist says. These should 
not be rubbed and they should be 
handled with particular care 
while they are w et It ’s also im­
portant to rinse rayons in water 
the same temperature as that in 
which they were washed .Ordi­
nary rayons may be ironed with 
a moderately warm iron, but ace 
tate rayons require temperature 
even lower.

The sensible way to clean most 
cottons is to wash them. If color­
ed cottons are colorfast both to 
washing and light and if they 
won’t shrink more than two per­
cent, there’s little to worry about.

CORPUS CHRISTI—An inside 
view of active flying operations 
at Corpus Christi Naval A ir Sta­
tion, the largest of its kind in the 
world, was recently given the 
basketball players of Southwest­
ern University of Georgetown, 
Texas.

The Southwestern cagcrs had 
come to the “University of the 
A ir” for a game with the station 
team which is now undergoing in­
tensive training for its Feb. 14 en­
counter with Pensacola Naval 
A ir Station at the Navy Relief 
Benefit in New Orleans, and dur­
ing the afternoon were shown the 
characteristics of Navy flying.

Marine Cadet L. Sparrow took 
them through a fighter plane 
squadron where they saw the 
powerful Grumman fighters and 
the Curtis scouting planes. He 
gave them an account of their 
missions and maneuvers, of gun­
nery, bombing, “dog-fighting," 
and cross-country flights: and 
when the Marine cadet had fin­
ished his gesture-filled account, 
the Southwestern “Pirates” knew 
the basis of “the Wake way.”

At the vsiitors’ request, most of 
the tour time was spent examin­
ing the different types of sea­
planes. so truly typical o f naval 
aviation. When they saw the 
Navy’s own devices for target- 
towing, target gunnery, and for 
dropping miniature smoke bombs 
from wing racks pf dive-bombers, 
the Pirates were ready to sign up 
for naval aviation immediately.

Next’ they watched the large 
patrol boats land and taxi across 
the protected waters of Corpus 
Christi Bay to be beached and 
washed down by a crew clad only 
in bathing trunks. Thus conclud­
ing their tour of the flying activi­
ties at this largest naval air sta­
tion in the world they went on a 
general trip around the station 
and finished up with Navy chow. 
“W e’re always ready for that,”  
they grinned.

Cotton to Play 
Important Part 
In War Role

AUSTIN—Cotton is going to 
play an increasingly important 
role in the war economy of the 
United States during the year 
ahead, in the opinion of Dr. A. B. 
Cox, director of the University of 
Texas' Bureau of Business Re­
search.

Declaring that present prices of 
cotton are high enough to stimu­
late a substantial increase in cot­
ton acreage under favorable 
weather conditions, Dr. Cox 
points out reasons for his belief 
in the greater role of cotton.

In the first place, he points out 
that cotton "can be and should 
be” a strong brake against run­
away inflation, since it has a wide 
range of civilian and war uses and 
may be substituted for many 
other commodities of which there 
is a shortage.

"There is a burdensome sur­
plus of cotton m the United Stat­
es that has been a theat to the 
cotton growers for years.” Dr. 
Cox says. j p  the second place. 
"This can and should be fed into 
the market to supply a large 
quantity of goods as reasonable 
prices and at the same time re­
lieving the surplus.”

In the South, Dr. Cox declares, 
where small enterprises are being 
closed because they are unable to 
handle war contracts, the high 
rate of employment in the cotton 
textile and clothing industries o f­
fers a stabilizing influence.

"The use of a substantial por­
tion of the government-owned 
cotton on lease-lend to our allies 
in the war will be an important 
factor in winning the war by sup­
plying them with essential ma­
terials. civilian employment and 
goods." the cotton authority con­
cluded.

Insurance Takes 
Guess Out Of 
Fanning

College Station, Feb. 5.—The 
guess has been taken out of cot­
ton farming this year, according 
to Frank B. Seale, state A A A  
committeeman and Robertson 
County cotton farmer.

“ Heretofore, we’ve planted cot­
ton and hoped to see it through to 
harvest, but with insurance it’ll 
be a different story tjiis year,” 
Seale said in pointing out that 
Federal Crop Insurance protects 
the potential crop against insect 
infestation, flood, drouth, storms 
and all other unavoidable hazards.

Insurance does not mean that 
farmers can plant cotton, let the 
grass and weeds take it, and sit 
back and wait to collect, the 
committeeman said, since insur­
ance does not protect crops a- 
gainst losses caused from poor 
farming practices or use of in­
ferior seeds.

Landlords, tenants and share­
croppers having an interest in a 
1942 cotton crop may insure 
either 50 or 75 percent of their 
average production. Each interest 
may be insured independently of 
the other, the committeeman said. 
Amounts of premiums will vary 
since they are based on actual 
risks of growing cotton on indi­
vidual farms.

“ Insurance is money in the 
pocket whether a boll is picked or 
not. It ’s just another method Tex­
as farmers are using to get their 
financial house in good shape,” 
the A A A  official said.

Premiums for insurance are due 
at approximate ginning time and 
may be paid for in cash, cash 
equivalent, loss payments, if any 
are made, cotton loans, if avail­
able, or from A A A  checks.

“Farmers who need cash to 
start cotton crops can use their 
insurance contracts as collateral 
because 50 or 75 percent of norm­
al production is already on the 
dotted line,”  Seale said.

Mr. Eudaly will speak on “Arm­
ing the dairy cow for milk pro­
duction through the proper feeds" 
on January 26 and 27, and O. C. 
Copeland, chief, dairy husbandry, 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, will talk on “Care of dry 
and fresh cowS" on January 29, 
and on “Supplying minerals and 
vitamins” on January 30. G. G. 
Gibson, assistant extension dairy­
man will discuss "Clearing the 
decks of our dairy herds for ac­
tion" on January 28, and will 
close the series on January 31 
with a paper on "Looking ahead 
with yoru dairy herd.”

Farm Cash Income 
On Increase

AU STIN— Larger marketing of 
livestock and livestock products, 
at least an equal yield o f cotton 
and wheat and higher prices for 
these and other agricultural pro­
ducts were the optimistic predic­
tion this week o f Dr. Fred A. 
Buechel, assistant director of the 
University of Texas Bureau of 
Business Research.

Pointing out that the Bureau’s 
predictions of 1941 farm cash in­
come were exact— $655,000,000, 
exclusive of governmental subsi­
dies, Dr. Buechel reported 1941 
cash income exceeded 1940 by 
about $170,000,000. December re­
ceipts of $68,000,000 were almost 
three times that of December, 
1940.

A  year-end report o f the Bu­
reau showed recorded receipts 
from farm products o f $595,859,- 
000— equivalent to $655,000,000 
when account is taken for the un­
derstatement which marks re­
ports of this agency. Assuming 
governmental subsidies to be 
about equal the average of the 
past two years, the state’s total 
farm income would be pegged for 
the past year at $750,000,000, Dr. 
Buechel said.

Income from cattle and calves 
was almost doubled on December 
comparisons, and on eggs shipped 
out of the state was 17 times as 
large as December, 1940.

Stamp Program 
Aids Farm 
Market

Insurance To Protect 
Cotton Growers

COLLEGE STATION — Boll 
weevils and weather w ill be out 
of luck this year as far as insur­
ed cotton farmers are concerned, 
according to Donald L. Cothran, 
state cotton insurance supervisor.

All-risk insurance, being offer­
ed Texas cotton farmers for the 
first time, also protects the crop 
from other unavoidable hazards, 
such as drought, fire, flood, plant 
diseases, storms, hail and wind he 
said.

“Risk on seed before planting is 
not so great; cotton in the bale is 
so much water under the bridge,”  
Cothran said in explaining that 
insurance takes cotton through 
the roughest period, when it is 
growing in the field.

Under the Federal Crop Insur­
ance program, either 50 or 75 per­
cent of the normal production 
may be covered by insurance. 
Cost of insurance w ill vary by 
farms since yields are figured 
from production records, and 
premiums are based on past crop 
losses on individual farms, the 
supervisor said.

"This simply means low-loss 
farms Will have smaller premiums 
than high-loss farms,”  Cothran 
explained.

When producers take our insur­
ance, they sign a commodity note, 
which is part o f the contract and 
guarantees the premium w ill be 
paid either in cash or cash equiv­
alent before maturity date. Prem­
iums may also be deducted from 
future A A A  payments, indemnity 
payments. If any, or from cotton 
loans. If available, Cothran said.

First closing date on inswance 
in the state is January 31, for 
Willacy, Starr, Hidalgo and Cam­
eron counties. Other closing dates 
are March 1, March 15, and 
March 31.

The creation of additional farm 
markets in the amount of $2,251.- 
00 as a result of the food stamp 
program in Donley County during 
January was announced today by 
L. J. Cappleman, Dallas, Region­
al Director, Surplus Marketing 
Administration. This amount rep­
resents blue food stamps issued to 
needy families of the county.

Orange food stamps clients 
were required to purchase at the 
local issuing office during the 
month amounted to $2,936.00, 
bringing the total of food pur­
chases under the program to 
$5,187.00.

Participating in the program 
last month were 230 cases repre­
senting 937 persons.

“The food stamp program of the 
Surplus Marketing Administra­
tion i sa part of the United States 
Department o f Agriculture’s 
broad program to assure Ameri­
can farmers a ready market for 
their full production,”  Cappleman 
said. “The school lunch program 
and Direct Distribution program 
also create additional markets for 
'American farm products. A t the 
same time, all of these programs 
are helping to build the health de­
fense of America by making more 
nutritious foods available to 
needy families.”  ,

Lend-Lease purchasing, also 
under the Surplus Marketing A d ­
ministration, represents another 
huge outlet for farm commodities 
and helps to stabilize market 
prices, it was pointed out.

State Fire Insurance 
Commissioner Urges 
Fire Prevention

AUSTIN— Reports of fires dur­
ing January to Texas Fire Insur­
ance Department, described as re­
vealing a serious increase in the 
number of fires, prompted Marvin 
Hall, State Fire Insurance Com­
missioner to issue an appeal for 
greater individual effort in fire 
prevention.

“Fires constitute one of our 
most serious threats to national 
defense and our nation’s all-out 
war production,” he asserted. “As 
an individual contribution to our 
own welfare, as well as the w el­
fare of our country, it behooves 
each of us to assume more person­
al responsibility in fire preven­
tion now.

“A t a time when all material 
resources are so vital to our na­
tion’s industrial production, we 
can ill afford to allow any of it to 
be destroyed by fire because of 
carelessness. Any destruction of 
our resources, whether it be food, 
clothing, raw or manufactured 
materials, homes or other prop* 
erty, places an additional handi­
cap on wartime e ffort We must 
curb the economic toll exacted by 
fire.”

Hall, who is also Fire Defense 
Coordinator of the National D e­
fense Committee of Texas, added, 
“there is no better fire defense at 
home than the constant practice 
of fire prevention.”
