Law s.

In view of the fact, so it is au­
thoritatively given out, that even 
should the matter of state wide 
prohibition be submitted and suc­
cessful at the election it will be 
more than a year before its provis­
ions could be put into force and 
effect and because it is believed that 
the present prohibitory laws that 
can be brought into effect by the 
voters of precincts and counties are 
not as effective as they should be 
the Si te I, real Option Association 
has decided to urge the passage of 
certain remedial laws at the present 
session of the legislature.

H. A. Ivy of Sherman, secretary 
of the State Local Option Associa­
tion, confirms and authorizes the 
statement that such laws will be 
urged and in substance outlines 
them as follows:

No. i. Amend article 3388 Re­
vised Statutes so as to mike it the 
duty of the commissioners’ court to 
order a local option election in a 
county or subdivision of a county 
wb' litioned so to do by 30 per 
cent of the qualified voters of the 
territory to be affected.

No. 2. Amend article 2393 Re­
vised Statutes so as to provide that 
a second local option election can 
not be ordered in the same limits 
until the law has been in effect for 
two years, when it shall have been 
adopted at a preceding election.

The purpose of this amendment 
is to give the local option law when 
adopted by a vote of the people the 
two years trial intended by the or­
iginal statute, and which has in 
many instances been defeated by in­
junctions and other judicial ob­
structions.

No. 3, Amend the local option 
law so as to make the penalty tor 
its violation confinement in the 
penitentiary, after the first con­
viction.

No. 4 A law imposing a tax on 
"near beer" establishments in local 
option territory that will make 
them unprofitable.

No. 5. A law imposing a tax up­
on liquor solicitors in dry territory 
that will make their calling un­
profitable.

No. 6. An amendment to the law 
that will prevent non-residents from 
bringing suits in Texas courts 
against railroads for damages for 
personal injuries.

This amendment it will be urged 
is necessary to keep citizens of other 
states from engrossing the time of 
district courts of border counties, 
and thereby preventing speedy 
trials of liquor law-breakers if the 
felony liquor bill shall become ef 
fective. It will also prevent the 
burdening ot the tax payers in 
border Texas counties with the ex­
pense of this litigation for citizens 
of other states. It is claimed the 
tax payers of Grayson county alone 
at present are putting up about ten 
thousand dollars a year to defray 
the expenses of these personal in 
jury damage suits of non-residents 
who are citizens of other states

Thos. B. Love Sued.
Suit for $50,000 damages was 

in Austin Thursday by the 
Trinity Life and Annuity Society 
against Insurance Commissioner 

^Thos. B. Love. The substance of 
the main allegation in the suit is 
that in a letter which Mr. Love 
wrote to H. B. Barbee of Philadel­
phia, Pa., on Jan. 20 of this year, 
there were statements which were 
false and known to the defendant to 
be false which did great injury to 
the defendant.

Charging that the statements 
therein contained are not true, the 
plaintiff represents that it has been 
damaged thereby to the extent of 
$50,000, and asks that this sum 
be awarded to it on trial of the 
case.

Little Girl Burned to a Crisp.
Texarkana, A rk., Feb. 12.— The 

4 year-old daughter of John Shipp, 
a farmer living five miles west of 
town, was burned to death at 6 
o'clock tonight. The mother was 
preparing supper in the kitchen, 
leaving the little tot in a nearby 
room beside an open fireplace. 
How the child’s clothes became ig- 
ni'ed is a mystery, the first the 
mother knew of it being when the 
little girl ran into the kitchen 
enveloped in flames from head to 
foot.

She was hurriedly wrapped in £. 
b'anket and the flames extinguish- 
e f, but too late. Investigation by 
a physician, a few moments later, 
revealed the fact that the flesh al­
most over the entire body had been 
burned to a crisp. The child died 
in great agony a short time later.

W ants to Hang Burglars.
After an eloquent appeal by its 

author, Mr. Robertson of Bell coun­
ty, the bill making it a capital of­
fense to burglarize a private resi­
dence went through in the house 
last week. Mr. Robertson declared 
that hanging is none too good fora 
brute who will break into a house 
at night, scaring women to death, 
although he may not lay hands on 
them. In his opinion the women 
and children should receive con­
sideration ahead of property.

Arrest Without a Warrant 
Legal.

In affirming the case of Janies vs. 
San Antonio and Arransas Pass 
railroad the Third court of civil ap­
peals at Austin justified the arrest 
of a person without warrant for the 
offense of swearing in a public 
place. The appellant had been ar 
rested by an officer at Waco, at the 
instance of the agent of the railroad 
company.

C lose-F i8tedness o f Men o f 
Means.

Commenting on the importance 
of securing public enterprise, the 
Dalhart Texan says:

"There are always a few men of 
means in every town who can al 
ways find an excuse or an objection 
to raise, that will keep them from 
contributing much to movement of 
local importance. They never give 
the real excuse, which is a desire 
to see their property values In­
creased through the efforts and the 
money of their neighbors. There 
never are but a few of them in a 
town because if there were many 
there could be no town. They are 
not in the same class with the 
"knocker.”  The "knocker”  often 
gets his disposition of general "cuss 
edness”  from bis physical condition 
and thinks the world is out of joint 
because be has just thrown up 
good breakfast. But the class that 
this article is making famous do 
not throw up nor cough up nor dig 
up; not at all. They think that 
their excuses and objections are ac­
cepted as honest expressions while 
secretly they figure that the plans 
will go through anyway and that 
they will reap the harvest that oth­
ers have sown and grow rich 
through the exerted manhood of 
their fellow men. It is to be hoped 
that Dalhart has not fallen heir to 
any of these fossilized crustaceans. ”

order for farmers is pictured by 
George E. Barstow, of Btrstow, 
Tex., president of the International 
Irrigation congress, who was in 
Chicago on business connected with 
tbe big gathering to be held in 
Seattle next summer.

Great tracts of land, the owners 
of which will not live on the land, 
but in towns, from whicn they will 
lasten by the aid of fast horses or 

in automobiles or interurban cars 
to cultivate tbe soil, formed the 
new regime which he declared 
would soon become a fact.

Mr. Barstow is kuown as “ the 
father of irrigation in the south­
west.’ ’ He has himself put through 
great private irrigation projects at 
Barstow, Tex., and has been a 
prime mover in inducing the feder 
al government to build the systems 
which will make fertile over 3,000,- 
000 acres of land, once a desert.

Thus no faim will be much more 
than two and a half miles from a 
town. The fat ms will be small, 
ten to forty acres, and the farming 
intensive. Under these circum­
stances tbe farmers will live in 
towns of 1500 to 2000 people, en­
joying all the benefits of urban life 
schools, churches and social life. 
At the same time they will be with­
in as easy reach of their farms as is 
the average Chicagoan of his bus­
iness

try has already set in. Many col­
lege graduates have chosen farm 
ing on irrigated tracts for their life 
work.

Mr. Barstow said the coming 
congress would lie the greatest 
gathering of its kind ever held.

An Arkansas Storm.
Sunday morning Stephens, Ark., 

was swept by one of the worst 
cyclones that has ever visited that 
section of the state. Houses were 
twisted and blown down and un­
roofed, and great damage to prop­
erty followed the storm as it tore 
its way through the town. The 
path of the cyclone was from 200 to 
300 yards wide, and but for the 
fact that its greatest velocity was 
through what is known as the rail­
road reservation, the damage would 
have been much greater.

The most complete wreck of res­
idences was that of Porter Y ar­
brough, which was crushed like an 
eggshell. He was the only inmate 
of the building when it collapsed, 
and when he tried to leave the 
wreck he was blown into the yard, 
but sustained no injuries.

The belfry of the Methodist 
church was blown down and the 
Suuday school annex, recently 
built at a considerable cost, was 
wrecked. Tbe business part of 
town was barely missed. There is 
hardly an outhouse standing in the 
path of the storm and very nearly 
all of the fences are down.

It is estimated that $5,000 will
not cover the loss in town, and it is
teamed that the loss in the country
is also great.

Plans For New Rail Road.
Clarendon now has the most fea­

sible plan for an additional railroad 
she has had, and the business men 
are taking more interest than in 
any previous proposition. It is 
with the proposed Texas, Oklaho 
ma &  Gulf, mention of which has 
been made in former issues of the 
Chronicle.

Owing to other meetings in town 
Friday night, the meeting called by 
the Commercial Club fell through, 
but next day a few men got busy 
and worked up a meeting for Satur­
day night at the court house which 
was largely attended and the ques 
tion was pretty generally discussed. 
However, the majority did not feel 
willing to accept the proposition 
first offered by Mr. Meeker, presi­
dent of the company, and as pub 
lished by us Saturday. They final 
ly agreed to offer the right of way 
to the Collingsworth line, terminal 
ground in Clarendon and put se- 
st-cured notes in bank for $50,000 
to be exchanged for stock in the 
road when the road was completed 
into Clarendon.

This Mr. Burge, the secretary, 
turned down, saying lie could noi 
submit it to the other offi :ials.

Monday evening another meeting 
was held at J. B. McClelland’s of 
fice aud it was,after being discussed 
by a number, agreed that the $50,- 
000 would be raised for the stock, 
if possible, in addition to the other 
requirements, and placed in the 
bank, $20,000 to be checked out by 
the company as the work progresses 
until the county line is reached 
with the grade, when $15,000 more 
is to be paid the company. When 
the steel and ties are placed on the 
right of way the remaining $15,000 
is to be paid.

Mr. Patrick, the chairman, then 
appointed a soliciting committee of 
five, consisting of J. B. McClelland, 
Thos. Bugbee, Jas. Trent, Jas. Bar­
nett and J. W. Morrison.

Clarendon and Donley county 
property holders should lose no time 
in subscribing this amount and thus 
put on foot the securing of the most 
valuable addition we could obtain 
to our little city. Other towns are 
not asleep ou such opportunities 
and if we hold our place on the map 
of progressiveness we must not 
turn this proposition down.

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W ireless T elegra p h y .
It has always been the lot ot the 

human race to advance through dis­
aster to brighter life and better con 
ditions. It took the disaster of the 
White Star steamer Republic to 
demsnstrate to the world the enor­
mous value of wireless telegr.u by 
for the safety of ocean travel.

Marconi in 1896 produced the 
first wiseless telegreph cable of 
sending and recording electric 
waves across long distances. In 
that year he could send intelligible 
messages 200 feet. By 1900 he had 
perfected the process so as to be 
able to trausmit messages 200 miles. 
In 1902 his ship, the Carlo Alber­
to, kept in touch by wireless with a 
station on the coast of England at 
distances up to 2,300 miles. In 
December "of that year wireless 
messages were exchanged between 
England and Canada. In 1907 a 
regular trans-Atlantic wireless serv­
ice was inaugurated.

There cau be no doubt that in 
face of the service Marconi wireless 
telegraphy— when the wireless mes 
sage of distress brought to the dis­
abled Republic five ocean liners— 
every ocean going vessel w'U hasten 
to provide itself with wireless in­
struments for intercommunication 
and co-operation. Travelers after 
the last experience will hardly be 
willing to go on steamers that are 
not Gtted out with wireless telegra­
phy. The accident off Nantucket 
should mark a new and prosperous 
era in the development of the Mar­
coni wireless telegraphy.— Financi­
al World.

Longevity o f Anim als.
One of the Smithsonian scientists 

calls attention to the fact that the 
duration of the lives of the lower 
animals differ from that of men’s 
lives in being far more uniform. 
While human beings die at all ages 
between infancy and senility, among 
the lower animals, on the contrary, 
all individuals of the same species 
live to very nearly the same age 
unless killed by violence. A  bear 
rarely exceeds twenty years; a dog 
lives twenty years; a fox fourteen 
or sixteen years; lions are long 
lived— Pompey lived to the age o 
seventy. The average age of cats 
is fifteen years; rabbits live to be 
about seven. Elephants have been 
known to live to the great age of 
400 years.

Pigs have been known to live to 
the age of thirty years; the rhinoc 
eros to twenty. A  horse has beer 
known to live to the age of sixty 
two, but averages twenty-five or 
thirty; camels sometimes live to the 
age of 100: stags are long lived; 
sheep seldom exceed the age of ten; 
cows live about fifteen years.

The dolphin and porpoise attain 
the age of thirty Culver cousid 
ers it probable that whales live 
1000 years. An eagle died at 
Vienna at the age of 104 years: 
ravens frequently reach the age of 
100 years; swans live 300 years; a 
tortoise has been known to live 107 
years.

W IN TE R  CAR E O F T H E  M ILKER .

Protect Cows from Cold, But Give 
Them Chance for Exercise.

Proper protection is most essential 
during the cold, wet months of early 
spring than at any other time of the 
year. Good care at this time brings 
results at the pall. Allow the cowb to 
run out only on bright days. I do not 
allow them to fill themselves with 
very cold water, as it is liable to affect 
their entire system. Give water sev­
eral times a day and have it slightly 
warm.

The feed problem at this time is 
the most serious for the year, says 
Farm and Home. The high price of 
Crains makes it costly to feed a cow 
in this vicinity and to be profit­
able a cow must produce about 
lfi ounces of butter daily which 
sells for 35 cents per pound. While 
each feeder must study his local sup­
ply of feed and regulate matters to 
conditions before him, there are cer­
tain feeds that will always be favor­
ites.

Supply sufficient bulk to satisfy the 
appetite and at the same time fur­
nish material for growth and milk 
production. If there is a surplus of 
feed she will have a tendency to lay 
on flesh which Is not wanted. If feed 
Is Insufficient the cow will shrink in 
milk supply.

I feed very regularly, first giving 
grain, milking while they eat this. 
After the milk Is removed 1 feed the 
roughage and the dust does not get 
Into the milk. The large cow and 
the small, nervous cow both require 
more feed than one that Is quiet. 
These thoughts may appear to most 
readers to be trite and commonplace, 
but they are Just the things that are 
neglected by most dairymen.
